LEADERS DISCUSS CNC 
IMPLEMENTATION OF NEW 
PASTORAL INTERNSHIP 
PROGRAM
Canada W est D is tr ic t ’s leaders in 

m in is te r ia l tr a in in g  m et S e p ­
tem ber 14, w ith  C anadian N azarene 
C ollege president Neil H ightow er to 
d iscu ss  im p le m e n ta t io n  o f  th e new 
M in istry  In tern sh ip  program  d e v e l­
oped by Pastoral M inistries under the 
direction  o f  Rev. W ilbur W  Brannon. 
T h ey considered m aking the program  a 
part o f  the college curricu lum  and a re­
quirem ent for graduation  for  m in is ­
terial majors.

Present were W ilbur B rannon  and 
Neil H ightow er; M el Tucker, d irector 
o f  Church and P ublic R elations, CNC; 
R on  Fry, p a s to r  o f  th e F ort G a rry  
church, and chairperson  o f  the M in is ­
terial Studies Board, Canada West D is ­
trict; D ouglas Cooney, pastor o f  W in ­
nipeg E lm w ood C hurch  and secretary 
o f  th e  d is t r ic t  M in is te r ia l S tu d ie s  
Board; D on  K auffm an, dean o f  student 
life, CN C; Clem  G uthro, assistant li ­
brarian , C N C ; an d  John  L u ik , p r o ­
fessor o f  theology  and religion at the 
college.

M inisterial Internship has been  im ­
plem ented on nine districts, with ex ­

perienced  pastors w ork in g  w ith  new 
m inisters. T h e  m en tor /su p erv isor rela­
tionship  provides a con tin u in g  educa ­
tion  opportunity  for the younger pastor 
in w hich  he ben efits  from  the older 
pastor’s experience. For the intern, it 
forestalls frustration  and increases his 
level o f  effectiveness and productiv ity  
in the ministry.

A nother aspect o f  the program , a c ­
c o r d in g  to  R ev. B r a n n o n , is “ th e  
growth o f  the supervisor as well as the 
developm ent o f  the intern. T h e  super­
visor is forced  to  reflect on  his own 
m inistry and w hy he does th ings the 
way he does, so he can com m u nicate  
ideas and con cepts for the benefit o f  
the intern. It is a process o f  grow th for 
both .”

T h e  program  has received strong a f ­
firm ation  from  laypeople. In the aspect 
o f  the program  in w hich  tw o churches 
are involved, the supervisor's ch urch  
and the in tern ’s church , the in terfacing 
o f  the tw o churches provides a very d y ­
nam ic relationship. "E ach  participant 
is enriched and stands to  gain in this 
adventure," said B rannon. □

Rev. T om  Shaw , F r e m o n t, N ebr., 
sponsored by C hurch  E xtension  M in is ­
tries, ch a llen ged  M id -A m erica  N aza­
rene C o lle g e  s tu d e n ts  to  su rren d er  
their tim e, finances, reputation , and 
energy to  go to needy peop le  and show  
them  the love o f  Christ. T h e  occa sion  
was the k ick o ff  o f  Youth in M ission  
week, Septem ber 17-19, w hich  began 
the student selection  process for su m ­
mer m inistries. 1986.

Speaking from  the text o f  the G ood  
S a m a rita n  a c c o u n t  in L u k e , S h aw  
shared experiences from  his ow n m in ­
istry, p lanting a church  in F rem ont and 
seeing it grow  in response to  caring  
m inistry to  hurting people. He en cou r­
aged the students to  risk reach ing out 
and tou ch in g  the lives o f  the needy 
w hen it costs them  som eth in g to  do it.

Church  E xtension  M in istries trains 
team s for M ission  in the C ities each 
summer. N early 150 students were in ­
volved in the several summer ministries 
sponsored by Youth M in istries in 1985, 
and the num ber and variety o f  m in is­
tries expands each  year. In 1986, som e 
overseas program s are anticipated.

“ M any kids com e back w ith  their e n ­
tire life focus changed ,” said Dale Fal­
lon, Youth in M ission  program  co o rd i­
nator. “ Some have made career changes 
after participating in summer ministries, 
ch oosin g  som e kind o f  h ands-on  c o m ­
passionate work, pastoral, or m ission ­
ary service.” □

N ew sham  has taught at O livet since 
1972 and has been  chairm an o f  the d e­
partm ent since 1980. H e is a 1968 grad­
uate o f  N orthw est N azarene C ollege, 
N am pa, Idaho, and received his Ph.D . 
degree in physics  at W ash ington  State 
U niversity in 1972.

Dr. W illis E. Snow barger, v ice  presi­
dent for academ ic affa irs and dean o f  
the college, will retire n ext July 1 and 
begin  an edu ca tion a l con su lt in g  ser­
vice.

Snow barger has been  teach in g  at O l­
ivet since 1949 and  was first nam ed 
d ean  o f  th e  co lle g e  in 1953.

Dr. N ew sham  has co o rd in a te d  the 
T itle  III program  for  D evelop ing  C o l­
leges  a t O liv e t , w h ich  has b ro u g h t 
grants o f  nearly $3 m illion  over the last 
fou r years fro m  th e  fed era l g o v e rn ­
m ent.

H e a lso  d ir e c te d  th e  re ce n t se lf-  
study and the w riting o f  the report to 
the N orth C entral A ssocia tion  o f  C o l­
leges and S ch oo ls , w h ich  resulted  in 
the full accred itation  o f  O livet for the 
next 10 years.

WORLD VISION MAKES TELEVISION HISTORY. World Vision’s “Ethiopia: 
One Year Later" made television history October 26 by becoming the first 
live fund-raising telethon to originate in Africa, The 11-hour broadcast 
raised an estimated $8 million in pledges for African famine relief and 
development assistance, according to Dr. Ted W. Engstrom, president of 
World Vision.

The telethon was cohosted by Gary Collins (“Hour Magazine”) and 
Mary Ann Mobley (“Diff’rent Strokes”); Art Linkletter, Carol Lawrence, and 
Edwin Newman coanchored the telethon in Washington, D.C.

Special guest appearances included live and taped endorsements by 
former President Gerald Ford; Vice President George Bush; Secretary of 
the Treasury James Baker and his wife, Susan; Sens. Robert Dole, Orrin 
Hatch, Edward Kennedy, Nancy Landon Kassebaum, and Paul Trible; and 
celebrities Eddie Albert, Debby Boone, Robert Guillaume, Julie Harris, 
Florence Henderson, Hal Holbrook, Hal Linden, and Patricia Neal.

The telethon was aired in 150 cities across the U.S. and generated 
44,000 calls from North Americans. □

WIDESPREAD ALCOHOL USE AMONG SECONDARY SCHOOL STU­
DENTS. A major survey of alcohol use among New York State secondary 
school students has been completed by Dr. Grace Barnes, a research 
scientist at the New York State Research Institute on Alcoholism, in Buf­
falo. N.Y. Over 27,000 randomly selected 7th through 12th grade students 
participated in the survey. The sample was designed to be representative 
of the 1,542,000 secondary school students enrolled in New York's public 
and private schools in 1983.

The survey showed that the vast majority of secondary school stu­
dents drink alcoholic beverages. Eighty-three percent of 7th-12th graders 
in New York State have used alcohol; 92 percent of 10th-12th graders 
have used alcohol. Furthermore, 13 percent of the 7th-12th grade stu­
dents are heavy drinkers. That is, they drink once a week or more often 
and drink large amounts (5-12 drinks) per typical drinking occasion. Eigh­
teen percent of the males are heavy drinkers and 8 percent of the females 
are so classified. Drinking and heavy drinking increases with each advanc­
ing age from 12 to 18 years old. □

CHRISTIAN GROUPS BUILD HOMES FOR NEEDY FAMILIES. Three in­
ternational Christian organizations, Habitat for Humanity, Prison Fellow­
ship, and World Vision, have joined in a program to build single-family 
homes for the needy.

Four furloughed prisoners from the Federal Prison Camp in Marion, 
III., are included in the construction crews. The program provides rehabil­
itation of prisoners as well as low-cost housing for the poor.

MARINE CORPS TESTAMENT IN ITS FOURTH EDITION. It is as familiar 
to many a young recruit as a helmet or a pair of Marine combat boots. 
Aptly named The Good Word, the recruit is likely to carry it at all times 
along with standard issue equipment. The Good News Testament, with a 
cover design of simulated camouflage, which the American Bible Society 
created especially for the U.S. Marine Corps, is now going into its fourth 
edition.

As soon as it comes from the bindery, supplies are to be shipped to 
Marine bases around the country, and every new recruit will be offered a 
free copy. During this printing, the number of photos of Marine life inter­
spersed throughout the pages is being doubled, at the request of the 
Chaplain's Department. With each illustration there is a Bible passage. The 
picture of a Marine giving water to a young child, for example, is inspired 
by Matthew 25:35, “I was hungry and you fed me, thirsty and you gave me 
drink” (TEV).

ABS has supplied Scriptures for men and women in the armed forces 
since 1817, one year after its founding. Since then it has given more than 
55 million Scriptures to the armed forces of the U.S. and its allies. □

John 8:44 says the devil was “a murderer from 
the beginning.” 1 John 3:8 says, “the devil sin- 
neth from the beginning.” How can the devil be 
a fallen angel, originally holy, if these verses 
are true?
You are tak ing the phrase “ from  the beg in n in g” 
to  m ean “ from  the beginn ing o f  the dev il’s ex is ­
tence.” T h is  is unnecessary gram m atically  and 
untenable theologically. G od  has n ot created evil 
beings, and 1 T im o th y  3:6 suggests that the devil 
fell through pride. “ F rom  the begin n in g" in these 
passages is better u nderstood  to  m ean from  the 
beginn ing o f  sin and m urder in hum an history. 
T h ese  verses look  back  to  the fall o f  A dam  and 
Eve in the G arden o f  E den, a ccord ing  to  m ost ex- 
egetes. I f  th is is s o — and I th ink  it is— the devil 
is iden tified  w ith  "the  serpen t” w ho tem pted  Eve 
(com pare R evelation  12:9; 20:2). □

From time to time I read about further revisions 
of the NIV, and other translations. If what the 
translators first produced was the Word of God, 
how can it need to be corrected or improved? 
This seems to me another good reason to stick 
to the good old KJV.

I f  you  prefer the KJV, b y  all m eans stick  to  it. It 
is a ch oice  translation . G od  has h on ored  it and 
tim e has proven  its w orth. It is the W ord o f  G od. 
You m ay be in terested to  know  that the scholars 
w ho furn ished us the K J V  m et the sam e criticism  
you have m ade. T h ey  were charged by  certain  o f  
their “ adversaries” w ith  “ altering and  am ending 
our translation  so oft.”  T h ey  replied, “ I f  we be 
sons o f  the truth, we m ust con sider what it 
speaketh, and tram ple upon  our ow n credit, yea,

and upon  other m en ’s too, i f  either be any way an 
h indrance to  it.”
Nevertheless, despite the “altering and am ending” 
o f  their own work, they were con fid en t that what 
they produced  was a good  translation  and the 
W ord o f  God.
Furtherm ore, they were con v in ced  that other 
translations, w hatever their faults, were the W ord 
o f  G od. T h ey  w rote, “ W e affirm  and avow that 
the very m eanest [poorest] translation  o f  the B i­
ble in E nglish . . . con ta in eth  the w ord o f  God, 
nay, is the w ord o f  G od.”  □

During my 37 years as a minister, 30 of which I 
have served as an elder in the Church of the 
Nazarene, I have been confronted by those of 
other denominations as to why our church uses 
titles that are not mentioned in the Bible.
I refer to the titles of “district superintendent” 
and “general superintendent.” Because these ti­
tles do not appear in holy writ and the titles of 
elder, deacon, and bishop do, I have never felt I 
have adequately answered the question to any­
one’s satisfaction.

I d on ’t th ink I can satisfy those w ho w ish to  ar­
gue about this matter.
S ince the ob je cto r ’s con cede  that “ elder” is a b ib ­
lical term , sim ply rem ind them  that our district 
and general superintendents are elders. T h e  other 
“ titles” sim ply define m ore precisely  their b ou n d ­
aries o f  responsibility. Som e elders oversee the 
work o f  a num ber o f  churches w ith in  a geographi­
cal area ca lled  a district. Som e elders oversee all 
the churches in a m ore general sense. A ll elders 
w ho are pastors, d istrict superintendents, and 
general superintendents are “ b ishop s” in the b ib ­
lical sense o f  “ overseer.”
T hese titles sim ply designate functions that are 
indeed biblical.
I f  we changed our nom enclature, these ob jectors 
w ould sim ply transfer their ob jection s  to  som e 
other subject. □

City. A bout 15 peop le  in the La M irada 
congregation  (ranging in ages from  12 
to  82 ), w orked  on  the p ro je ct . D ale 
B lack, a licensed pilot w ho is a m em ber 
o f  L on g  B ea ch  F irst C h u rch  an d  a 
form er m em ber o f  La M irad a  First, 
flew the blankets and oth er supplies to 
G uatem ala. □

The dedication service for the restored Kansas City Grace Church was held Sun­
day afternoon, September 22. Dr. Raymond W. Hurn, general superintendent, 
officiated. He was assisted by Dr. Milton B. Parrish, Kansas City district superin­
tendent. Grace Church was swept by fire September 20, 1984 . The educational 
unit was gutted and the sanctuary heavily damaged by smoke and water. The fire, 
set by unknown persons, originated in the pastor’s study. Restoration, completed 
on July 1, 1985 , required the removal of the entire roof of the educational unit, as 
well as the removal of the remains of most interior walls and the demolition of 
some exterior walls. Total cost of the project was $3 0 0 ,0 0 0 . While the repair work 
was taking place, the congregation was housed in a detached fellowship hall with 
Sunday School classes in rented mobile space. During the morning service, a 
$ 1 2 ,0 0 0  mortgage was burned, leaving the church facilities debt free. Rev. Rich­
ard P. Morris is pastor.

S ch o o l a tten d a n ce . T ota l n u m ber o f  
churches reached  8,242, an increase o f  
175 over 1984.

C h u rch  m e m b e r s h ip  g a in  in  th e  
U.S.A. regions was 1.17%  and was 10% 
in w orld  m ission  areas. C anada had a 
m em bership  loss o f  .67%. A ccession s 
by  p rofession  o f  faith  were 51,922— a 
loss o f  1,583 from  the previous year, 
how ever there were 56,146 new Naza- 
renes in 1985.
