Notes

Sonata No. 1 in F Major is the first in a set of six sonatas written for the
cello. This arrangement maintains the original key pitched one octave below
the cello version. The composition is a good vehicle for the tubist to display
baroque ornamentation, slurs, and trills. The allegro movements require fast
tonguing over extended passages.

Serenade No. 12 for Solo Tuba - Persichetti’s first composition was
Serenade No. 1 for 10 Wind Instruments. He wrote a total of 15 serenades
in his lifetime for a combination of instruments that ranged from full
orchestra, and sympohonic band, to harpsichord. Serenade 12 was
commissioned by the late great Harvey Phillips while a student at Julliard.
The compositional style and notation of this work is traditional. The tubist
is called upon to control wide interval slurs, sudden dynamic changes, and
rapid slurred passages.

3 Romances for Susie - Barbara York is an acclaimed concert accompanist,
choral music director, and composer. She has written several compositions
for the tuba that were born out of friendships she developed while
accompanying many of the very best virtuosi of the instrument. The 3
romances was written for Mike Lynch. The work shows the ability of the
tuba to convey melody in song-like fashion.

Adagio from the Limpid Stream, Op. 39 - Shostakovich wrote several
ballets, none of which garnered the acclaim he received from his
symphonies. The Limpid Stream was composed on the libretto of Adrian
Piotrovsky and choreographed by Fedor Lopukhov. The music is wrought
with the nationalism that Shotakovich is known for. The composer
produced a suite of the music for concertizing Op 39a. The adagio is the
fourth movement of the suite.

Concerto for Tuba and Orchestra - John Williams wrote the concerto for
Chester Schmitz, long time principal tubist of the Boston Symphony
Orchestra and Boston Pops. The work is a technical tour de force for the
instrument which illuminates Williams familiar melodic and harmonic
style. The composition is played as three sections in one movement.

Notes
En Foret - This piece was originally written as a test piece for graduate students of the
Paris Conservatory, and is considered one of the most difficult pieces ever written for
horn. Bozza is a master of horn writing, and includes nearly every aspect of horn
playing in one piece of music. In this piece, you will be reminded of the old days of
the hunting horn, played by hunters while riding through the forest on horseback.

Sarabande was composed by the German pianist and composer, Carl Bohm. Bohm
was a composer who wrote music during the classical era, and is known as one of the
leading German composers of the 19™ century. His piece, Sarabande, was originally
written in G minor for violin and piano, however the piece you are hearing today was
transcribed to the key of C minor for Viola by Barbara Barber. I selected this piece
because 1 really enjoyed learning all of the rolling chords as well as the use of
harmonics. I also selected this piece because I really like how the Viola and the
accompanist work together in the middle of the piece. To me, it almost sounded like
the two instruments were having a small conversation. Overall, this was a really
enjoyable piece to learn, and is a lot of fun to play.

Sonata in e minor - J.S. Bach is one of my favorite baroque composers, particularly
his chorales and sonatas. The Sonata in e minor was most likely written while he was
employed as Capellmeister for Prince Leopold of Cothen, though it is possible it was
written later. Allegro is the fourth and final movement of the piece, and makes use of
technical finger work in fast, light passages.

The Suite I in G Major written by Johann Sebastian Bach is a very well-known piece
that has been used in many commercials and movies. This piece was originally written
for the cello in 1720, and included seven movements: the Prelude, the Allemande, the
Courante, the Sarabande, the Menuett, a second Menuett, and the Gigue. Johann
Sebastian Bach was a composer of the Baroque era, and is a very well-known compose
r in the world of music and composed many pieces in the Classical genre. Originally
written in the key of G major for cello, this piece was just brought up an octave for it
to be playable on the viola. I selected this piece not only because of it being a well-
known piece, but the fact that this piece is unaccompanied allows the musician to truly
showcase their playing ability. Another reason why I selected this set of 3 pieces to
perform on my senior recital is that these pieces were the last pieces of music my father
was able to hear me perform before losing his battle to cancer. For those of you that
know my story, one of the main reasons I chose to pursue music education was because
of him, and I wanted to honor him by performing these pieces on my final performance
of my undergraduate career.

From the composer: Ballade, Pastorale and Dance by Eric Ewazen, was composed
in the winter of 1992-93. David Wakefield and Barli Nugent, who premiered the work
at Aspen in July 1993, commissioned it. The combination of horn, flute and piano
produces a chamber music ensemble with wonderful possibilities in terms of
contrasting colors and textures. A kaleidoscopic world of alternating moods and
dynamics consequently appears... The second movement, composed during the
Christmas holidays, has a gentle impressionistic feel to it with chorale-like melodies. ..
From the performer: I feel extremely blessed to be able to perform this piece with my
roommate of 4 years. Elizabeth, I value our friendship immensely. You have been an
incredible friend to me, and I am so excited to be able to present this finished product



to our friends and family together. Elizabeth and I are also incredibly blessed to be
able to perform with the incredible Dr. Ball. She has been a wonderful instructor, our
cheerleader, and our supporter for the last 4 years. We hope this piece is like a thank
you to one of our favorite professors and our favorite accompanist.

Sonata in G Major is a set of pieces composed by the Italian composer Bendetto
Marcello. Mr. Marcello helped to set the stage for the classical era, and throughout his
lifetime, he composed many different notable works for many different instruments.
This piece was written in four movements, and I selected the first and second
movements because I felt as if these showcase the viola very well. The piece begins
with a very slow movement written in Largo and then picks up to allegro in the second
movement. | selected these pieces because these were the first two pieces that 1
performed as a music major, so it was nice to revisit these pieces four years later to see
how I have improved since my freshman year here at Olivet.

Old French Dances is a piece that was written by Marin Marais, a French composer
who wrote music during the Baroque era. This piece was originally written with five
works based off of different French dances: the L’Agréable, La Provencale, La
Musette, La Matelotte, and Le Basque. I selected the L’Agréable and the Le Basque
because I really enjoyed how these pieces were written, and they provided a bit of
contrast from each other. The first piece is written at a slower tempo, and then the
second piece quickens and showcases a type of bowstroke known as spiccato, where
the bow appears to lightly bounce on the string.

Danse de la Chévre - This piece is a personal favorite of mine, partly for musical
reasons and partly for personal ones. This work was composed in 1921 for the play La
mauvaise pensée. The title is french for "Dance of the Goat," and uses the
unaccompanied flute to tell the story of a goat as he wakes up from his nap and goes
skipping and dancing through the woods, before eventually getting tired and going
back to sleep. This is a piece that I performed at the state level my senior year of high
school, and it has been a joy to revisit it my senior year of college as well, to examine
how I have improved as a musician in my years of study.

The Londenderry Air, also known as Danny Boy, was a piece that I selected to fulfill
the requirement of memorizing a piece. I selected this piece due to how the viola
resonates while playing this piece, and to showcase the expressive shifts that are used
in this arrangement. What I felt made this piece interesting was that the first section is
written in one key and is played with a mute (which dampens the resonating sound
coming out of the instrument) then the second half is written in a different key without
the mute. The piano completes the modulation to a different key halfway through the
piece, providing the audience with a whole different feel to the song.

Haydn Concerto - This piece was originally composed in 1762 during Josef Haydn’s
time at Esterhazy. There is much speculation about who the piece was originally
composed for, but there is one thing upon which music historians can agree: this piece
is very challenging, and would determine which horn players would be lucky enough
to be able to perform in the orchestra of the Prince of Esterhazy. The horn was a highly
prized instrument, particularly by the wealthy, due to its relationship with hunting.
Therefore, horn players in particular were in high demand. The piece, originally
written for horn in D, would have been played with a horn with D crooks, with no
valves! Because we have valves today, this piece is more complicated due to



transposition. You may hear at times that some notes are slightly out of tune. In some
passages, I will lean into the horn’s natural roots, and into the more natural way of
playing the horn, by playing it without valves.

Concerto No. 3 in C Minor was written by Friedrich Seitz, a German composer who
wrote music during the Romantic era. Being a violinist, Seitz originally composed this
piece in G minor for violin, but thanks to Preucil, this piece was transposed to the key
of C minor to be performed on the viola. Overall, this has been my absolute favorite
piece to perform, and has definitely been the most challenging piece for me to learn.
This piece is filled with lots of contrasting tempo changes, accidentals, harmonics,
chords, and double stops, allowing me to showcase some of the more advanced
techniques that can be done on the Viola. I really have enjoyed learning this piece, and
I feel that this piece is a wonderful piece to showcase my instrument. I also really
enjoyed the accompanying part, and I really hope that the audience enjoys this piece
as much as I have.

“Pastoral Symphony, more an expression of feeling than
painting. First piece: pleasant feelings, which awaken in men
on arriving in the countryside. Second piece: scene by the
brook. Third piece: merry gathering of country people,
interrupted by the fourth piece: thunder and storm, which
breaks into the fifth piece: salutary feelings combined with
thanks to the Deity.” Thus, the images are specific; but
possibly in his own mind a bit unnecessary. On another
occasion, he also wrote: “Anyone who has an idea of country
life can make out for himself the intentions of the author
without a lot of titles.” Disclaimers aside, the titles indicate
exactly what is being presented, and the result is music,
painting via evocation and specific nature references, which
are undeniable. The choice of the countryside would have
been natural for the composer. He loved his daily walks
“where nature is so beautifully silent. How happy I am to be
able to wander among the bushes and grass, under trees and
over rocks, no man can love the country as I love it.”
(Beethoven’s Letters to Therese Malfatti, 1808.)

Program Notes

En Passant - This string quartet was inspired from my other passion; chess. The
mood that is established in this piece is similar to what I feel when I play a
stimulating chess game against a strong opponent. En passant (French for “in
passing”) is a special pawn move that can only occur immediately after a pawn
makes a double-step move from its starting square and lands adjacently to an
opposing pawn. In this instance, the opposing pawn has the opportunity to capture
the just-moved pawn "in passing." This idea of “passing” is demonstrated through
the harmony with many chromatic passing tones. I hope you can hear the tactical
intensity of a hard-fought chess game through my composition.

Glass Conversion - The piano solo titled Glass Conversion was fun to write, and
while there was no inspiration for it I found a melody that I loved, and explored
different ways to manipulate it. The song has many different aspects to it, and I
hope you can enjoy the journey that the melody seems to undergo before returning
back to its original sound.

Blue to Love - The piece Blue to Love was written because [ wanted to write a
solo piece for guitar. | have designed the piece to flow from one chord to the next,
slowly building and moving along without having one specific anchor. This was
symbolic of how we go through life looking for love, and when we find true love
it becomes an anchor. I also ended the piece on a high note to reflect the joy that
true love brings once we find it.

Crashing Shadows - The inspiration behind Crashing Shadows started as a story
of one shadow chasing another in the night. As it developed, it became more
intense of a chase until both finally crash at the end, marking the break of the next
morning’s sunlight. It is not your typical piano and flute duet, but was very
interesting to write.

Contemplation - [ implore you as you hear this song, as you listen, to think deeply
for a moment. Let the wave-like motion of the piece move you to think inwardly
about yourself. May it seem to you, the music, a sea of thought and storm or even
a thought that comes up and goes on and on to a different tangent until you’re at a
place that you might not have thought possible, and be at peace with it, rest in it.

The Suffering - This song was inspired by a story most Olivet students hear in
DVH’s American Government Class. Its conception was in my realization and
awaking to the slave world that is in most cities. This song, I feel, captures a fluid
scene of emotion of the suffering that takes place. However, it could only be a
portion of the true feeling that comes from a slave’s situation.



Woodwind Quintet Sketches - Woodwind Quintet Sketches No. 1 and No. 2 are
written with a sporadic nature and are through composed. Unlike a string quartet
or brass quintet, the woodwind quintet employs a wide variety of timbres that work
together uniquely. This work was largely inspired by Samuel Barber's "Summer
Music Op. 31" and Elliot Carter's "Woodwind Quintet.”

Urban Arcade

The intricacy in the chromaticism in this piece will resemble that of old arcade
games. The mallets play complex rhythms that all seem to converse with one
another, especially between the two xylophones. One will notice the changes in
melody and rhythm throughout the piece, this indicates the progressive levels as it
moves and finally resolves like it started.

Apollo

Not to be confused with the Roman God of the sun, “Apollo” is named after the
NASA space expeditions to symbolize humanity’s potential for discovery and
allows one to visualize the victory of life’s accomplishments through music. One
will note the low brass that help carry the depth and the high winds that project a
heroic melody.

Heart - Heart began as a motif [ wrote in Indianapolis over the summer and has
since developed into a dramatic composition for the University Orchestra. Heart
seeks to explore the dynamic nature of human emotion, particularly in the passion
of the heart.

Program Notes
James L. Hosay is the arranger and composer for the US Army Band (Pershing’s
Own). Black Granite, a symphonic march popular the world over, was written to
honor those that gave the ultimate sacrifice during the conflict in Vietnam. The
Memorial is made of 144 piece of the polished stone. The composer uses words such
as solemn, stately, and heroic to describe the work.

On Cloud Nine is an energetic piece that uses short melodic motives with powerful
brass interjections in the opening and closing segments. The middle section introduces
the main thematic material in a lyrical setting. Richard Saucedo was for many years
the band director at Carmel High School in Indiana. He has recently taken a position
as an educational consultant for Conn Selmer.

19" century Welsh composer J.D. Edwards wrote Rhosymedre as a hymn tune which
is most commonly paired with a lyric written by John Wesley entitled, Author of Life
Divine. Ralph Vaughan Williams later set the tune as an organ prelude. This work of
grand proportions, “follows a broad arc that soars with the gradual rise of the tune
itself.” The preceding quote and this arrangement of the organ prelude were penned by
the great bandsmen from Ithaca College, Walter Beeler.

Inside every person, there is a place where creativity dwells, gears turn, dreams flow,
and ideas spark to life. Imaginarium is meant to depict a place “idea-factory” that
every creative person goes to, again and again, find their muse. The work is in four
sections Sparks,The Cloud Factory, Here, There be Monsters (self doubt in the creative
process), followed by a brief recapitulation of Sparks before the final Eureka. Randall
Standridge is a full time composer, and editor for Mesa Music publications.

Inventions from the Sacred Harp presents a set of variations on the Tune Resignation
(text from the 23" Psalm), which was first published in a shape-note collection in 1835.
Shape-note collections used a special shape for each note of the scale in 3 and 4 part
harmony. The most popular of the shape-note books were The Sacred Harp (referring
to the human sacred harp...the voice) and Southern Harmony. These were widely used
during the “Great Awakening” in camp meetings.

Vesuvius - Mount Vesuvius, the volcano that destroyed Pompeii in A.D. 79, is an icon
of power and energy in this work. Originally I had in mind a wild and passionate dance
such as might have been performed at an ancient Roman Bacchanalia. During the
compositional process, [ began to envision something more explosive and fiery. With
its driving rhythms, exotic modes, and quotations from the Dies Irae from the medieval
Requiem Mass, it became evident that the Bacchanalia I was writing could represent a
dance from the final days of the doomed city of Pompeii.

Sinfonia Voci - Mid-afternoon of August 28, 1990, a massive tornado swept through
the center of Plainfield, IL. In the spring of 1993, after many years of relocation in
Joliet, Plainfield High School returned to its community, and in a dedication service,
The Plainfield Band and Civic Chorus premiered the SINFONIA VOCI. The
composition is based on the 1784 Wuttenburg Gesangbuch melody entitled
ELLACOMBE and a text by Isaac Watts, “I Sing the Mighty Power of God.” This
hymn declares the sovereignty of God over the heavens and the earth, be it gentle petals
or raging tempests” and asserts, in Watts' text," . . all that borrows life from Thee is
ever in Thy care."

Program Notes
Slow Burn is a smooth groove composed by bassist and musical virtuoso Brian
Bromberg. This song is from the album Downright Upright which was nominated
for a Grammy award in 2007 for Best Contemporary Jazz Album.

In 1963, Frank Proto was planning his graduation recital while at the Manhattan
School of Music. Needing another piece to fill out his program, Proto searched for
a contemporary piece. He wasn't able to find one that he liked so he chose to
compose his one. The result was Sonata 1963 for Double Bass and Piano. The
work is in four movements with the only audible break coming between the second
and third. It explores many of the characteristic techniques that the instrument is
capable of employing but too infrequently called upon to use, lyrical playing and
unimprovised jazz pizzicato being just two.

Boplicty, which has become a standard, was made famous by Miles Davis and Gil
Evans for the 1957 album Birth of the Cool.

Bluesette was written by harmonica player Toots Thielemans. It became an
international hit in the 1960’s and was original recorded with him whistling the
melody along with a guitarist. [ am grateful to have guest Al Tana joining me today
on the harmonica.

Written specifically for this recital, Morning Dance begins with an old melody
I’ve had in my head for several years. This somber introduction slowly lifts into
what one could imagine to be the sun breaking over the horizon. What follows is
a delightful, and somewhat mysterious, development of the beauty of morning.

Pulse begins with a cannon that weaves through pan-tonal lines each time arriving
at a pulsating groove. As this composition develops, unconventional techniques
such as pitch-bend are employed. Through-composed, this composition takes the
listener on a quick journey through a wide variety of expressions.

Opus 4 is a jazz composition from the 1973 album “Mingus Moves”. Virtuoso
bassist, pianist and composer, Charles Mingus remained in the forefront of
American music from the 1960°s until his death in 1979 at age 56. When asked to
comment on his accomplishments, Mingus said that his abilities as a bassist were
the result of hard work but that his talent for composition came from God.

NOTES

In Mozart's opera Le Nozze di Figaro, the aria Voi, che sapete is sung by Cherubino, a
teen-aged boy. This character is referred to as a "pants" role, as it is written for a mezzo-
soprano.

Translation: You who know what love is, ladies, see if I have it in my heart. I’1l tell
you what I’m feeling, it’s new for me, and I understand nothing. I have a feeling, full of
desire, which is by turns delightful and miserable. I freeze and then feel my soul go up in
flames, then in a moment I turn to ice. I’m searching for affection outside of myself, I don’t
know how to hold it, not even what it is! I sigh and lament without wanting to, I twitter and
tremble without knowing why. I find peace neither night nor day, but still I rather enjoy
languishing this way. You who know what love is, ladies, see if | have it in my heart.

Quando m’en vo (Translation): When walking alone on the streets, people stop and stare
and examine my beauty from head to toe. And then I savor the cravings which, from their
eyes, transpire, and from the obvious charms they perceive the hidden beauties. So the
scent of desire is all around me, it makes me happy! And you who know, who remembers
and yearns, you shrink from me? I know why this is: you do not want to tell me of your
anguish, but you feel like dying!

Stiindchen (Translation): The moon hangs over the mountain, so fitting for love-struck
people. In the garden trickles a fountain; otherwise, it is still far and wide. Near the wall,
in the shadows, there stand three students; with flute and fiddle and zither, they sing and
play there. The sounds waft up to the loveliest of women, gently entering her dreams. She
gazes on her blonde beloved and whispers: “Forget me not!”

Ich liebe dich (Translation): I love you as you love me, in the evening and the morning,
nor was there a day when you and I did not share our troubles. And when we shared them
they became easier to bear; you comforted me in my distress, and [ wept in your laments.
Therefore, may God’s blessing be upon you, my life’s joy. God protect you, keep you for
me, and protect and keep us both. I love you.

L’Heure Exquise. (Translation): The silver moonlight glows in the wood; and from each
branch sounds a voice through the leaves, oh, beloved. The pool a deep, reflecting mirror
that silhouettes the black willow where moans the wind; it is time to dream. A vast and
tender sense of calm seems to descend from the starry skies of heaven... oh, wondrous
hour!

In the aria Je veux vivre, Julict sings of love after the ball.
Translation: [ want to live in this dream which intoxicates me this day still! Sweet
flame, I keep you in my soul like a treasure! This intoxication of youth lasts.

ROBERT HALE, distinguished leading bass-baritone of NYC’s
Metropolitan Opera - as well as nearly every major opera house on four continents-
has enjoyed a singing career spanning more than five decades. The late DEAN
WILDER was chairman of the voice departments of Westminster Choir College
(Princeton, NJ) and William Jewell College (Liberty, MO).

Concurrent with their individual professional commitments, Messers Hale &
Wilder collaborated in a joint singing career (1964-1984) which resulted in 15 albums
of music and some 4,000 personal appearances throughout the world, most of them
performed with pianist-conductor-arranger, Ovid Young. Several of those concerts
took place on ONU’s campus.

Program Notes & Translations
Blues for John — made famous by jazz guitarist Jim Nichols, this minor
blues standard shifts time and accents in a unique, yet effective way.

Spiagge Amate - Beloved shores where sometimes my happy beloved
wanders around streams where she looks at herself when she decks with
flowers her hair or her breast. Clear fountains, where she bathes, grasses in
which she passes her footsteps, you, with pity on a loving heart say you,
what is my beloved doing? Clear fountains, brooks, beloved beaches, where
she bathes, where she looks at herself, where she wanders about say, say
you.

Va per lo mare - The little boat, over wave after wave, sails on the sea
which surrounds it. In like fashion, my heart, in the sea of love, now
descends, now rises, as it is thrust about by the storm you create.

Come la luce e tremola - As the light flickers when it is about to go out, so
beats my heart for you, my beloved! I am like that brook, which, clear and
quiet, flows to the sea, and which becomes muddy only when the shepherd
steps into it.

Drifting - Percussive Guitar has always been very intriguing to me. Written
in DADGAD tuning, this acoustic, syncopated piece is a beautiful song
where percussion and guitar meet in a calm, yet intense way.

Les Papillons - I see them float, butterflies golden, float on wings of air o'er
the sea; butterflies all bright, I would follow breezy blue highways there,
like ye! Dost thou know, O thou my beloved, my queen of dance, with eyes
aglow, if they their wings would only lend me, whither I would flee, dost
thou know? With not a kiss to spare the roses, over vale and hill would I fly,
I'd find out thy lips mutely smiling, flower of my soul, and there I'd die.

Hai luli - Sad and lonely, I yearn to greet him, how this will end I cannot
say, he should have come to me today, I wait in vain, in vain to meet him.
O heaven above! My heart is breaking without my love. Alas! How in grief
I am wasting, while in pleasure roaming is he! Perhaps he now is faithless
to me and to a newer love is hasting. O heaven above! Can I then have lost
him I love? If it is true, 'tis true, I am forsaken, if he forgets, oh, fate so dire!
May the village be swept by fire and my life in its ruin be taken! O heaven
above! Why should I live without my love?

Nuit d'Etoiles - Starlit spaces, 'neath your laces, where the perfumed
nightwinds sigh, as thro swaying, harp-strings straying, here I dream of
loves gone by. O'er my heart sweet melancholy comes in tender gloom to



brood, and I feel my loved one's spirit hovering near in the slumbering
wood. Through the dark and leafy shadows, when I sigh, tho scare aloud,
thou returnest, poor sleepless spirit, pale and wan and in thy shroud.

Carretera Libertad (Freedom Highway) - This Latin Flamenco piece,
performed by world-renowned classical guitarist Liona Boyd, is a fiery
composition full of heart, emotion, and passion.

Allerseelen - Place on the table the fragrant mignonettes, bring here the last
of red asters, and let us speak again of love, as long ago in May. Give me
the hand that I may secretly clasp it, and if it is observed by others, I will
not mind; give me one of your sweet glances, as long ago in May. Today
each grave is flowering and fragrant, once a year is All Souls' Day, come to
my heart that I again my have you, as long ago in May.

Heimkehr - The tree boughs are waving softly, swiftly toward the shore
moves the boat, back to its nest flies the dove, my heart returns home to
you. Too long on a bright day, surrounded by life's turmoil, on its fluttering
wings, it has been straying. But now the sun departs, and calm descends
upon the grove, and it feels that near you is peace, near you alone is rest.

Laue Sommernacht - Balmy summer night, in the heavens there is no star;
in the wide forests we searched for each other deep in the darkness, and we
found each other. Found ourselves in the wide forests in the night, the
starless night, embraced each other in wonder in the dark night. Was not our
entire life simply a groping, simply a searching; there in its darkness, love,
fell your light!

Married Life — This spirited waltz, written for classical guitar, is an iconic
song from the children’s movie Up. I chose it for the happiness and flowy
vibes that this song emulates.

Final Passage - This Celtic Folk Song, written in CGCGCD (Open C
Tuning), displays the journey of a traveler, along the countryside, almost
home from a long departure from his homeland. I resonated deeply with this
song, as | am finishing up my undergrad at Olivet, in my final semester.

Cliffs of Dover - This song, written and performed by the legendary rock
guitarist Eric Johnson, is a rock ballad known for its swing feel, complex
arpeggios, and rockin’ guitar licks! As heard on “Guitar Hero 3”, this song
is “Expert Mode”, and my all time favorite rock ballad. I’m excited to share
it, as it has stretched me in so many ways.

Matthew Stratton - Dr. Matthew Stratton joined that faculty of Olivet Nazarene
University in 2014, where he serves as an Associate Professor in the School of
Music. Dr. Stratton leads the marching band, jazz band, symphonic band and
teaches courses in music education, and music theory curriculums. Dr. Stratton is
a performing artist and clinician for Yamaha band and orchestra corporation and
he holds the Bachelor of Music Education with performers certificate from the
State University of New York College at Fredonia, and the Master and Doctorate
of Music from the Jacobs School of Music at Indiana University. His primary
teachers are Don Burke, Russ Mikkelson, Rudy Emilson, and Dan Perantoni.

Kavin Sampson - Kavin has been involved with church music in the area since
1976 when he moved here from Evanston, IL, where he had just completed a BM
and MM in organ performance at Northwestern University. He currently is music
director at Asbury United Methodist Church in Kankakee where he plays organ
and piano, and conducts the Asbury Ringers and Chancel Choir. Over the years he
has also been involved with various area ensembles like New Horizons Band,
summer Municipal Band, River Valley Wind Ensemble, Kankakee Valley
Symphony Orchestra, and Kankakee Valley Theater. In these groups he plays
piano, oboe, clarinet, bassoon, and contra bassoon as needed.



Program Notes
Star Spangled Banner is written in a slow, meditative style in honor of fallen
military heroes. Two verses are performed, with the second harmonized with
America the Beautiful.

In 1835, William “Singin’ Billy” Walker’s songbook Southern Harmony was first
published. The remarkable collection contains, according to the title page, “a
choice collection of tunes, hymns, psalms, odes, and anthems; selected from the
most eminent authors in the United States.” The tunes often use modal or
pentatonic rather than major or minor scales. In his use of several tunes from
Southern Harmony, the composer has attempted to preserve the flavor of the
original vocal works.

Concerto for Bass Tuba — The Concerto for Bass Tuba was commissioned by the
University of Illinois Band under the direction of Harry Began, for Dan Perantoni.
The composition has five distinct sections that are played without pause as one
movement; a short introduction with a full statement of the principal material,
followed by a more dramatic presentation of the main and subordinate materials.
Next comes a quasi-romantic restatement of the main theme, followed by an
accompanied cadenza. Perantoni requested a composition that would bring the
audience to its feet at the end, applauding. The work finished with a scherzo-rondo
that requires the virtouso brilliance that is indicative of Perantoni’s talent.

Sonata per Organo - Bellini wrote his first compositions at age six. At age 26, a
commission from the La Scala opera house in Milan made him an instant sensation
in Italy.

Suite from MASS — Bernstein’s MASS was written for the opening of the John F.
Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts in Washington, D. C. on September 8§,
1971. Mass uses an eclectic mix of musical styles and reflects the turmoil of the
era, being viewed by some as blasphemous and by others as politically subversive.
However, in his program notes at the premiere, Bernstein states his intent “to
communicate as directly and universally as I can a reaffirmation of faith.” This
suite, commissioned by the Canadian Brass and Eastman Wind Ensemble, focuses
on select movements, Alleluia, A Simple Song, Sanctus, Agnus Dei, Offertory, and
the haunting hymn Almighty Father.

Alleluia, Laudamus Te, commissioned by Malone College, Canton, Ohio, was
written for and dedicated to the college’s concert band and was premiered on
February 24, 1973. The work is a canticle of praise without words.
