Viewed broadly, therefore, Am-
erican air power is superior to that
of the Soviets. There is no need
to become unduly excited over
alarmist reports that the Soviets
are outproducing us in some one
or more categories of military air-
craft. It is the overall picture
that is significant,

IN THE ECONOMIC realm, it
is also the overall picture of facts
today rather than Five Year Plans
of production in the future that is
all-important. It is a bit fanciful
to try to scare Americans by say-
ing IF the Soviets keep on ex-
panding steel output for the next
15 years as rapidly as they have
since the war they will be produc-
ing as much steel as America is
right now. Such might well be the
case BUT—

Can the Soviets keep on produc-
ing in a steady and rapid rate for
the next 15 years? And if they do,
is it reasonable to suppose that we
will be sitting for 15 years doing
nothing to expand our steel produc-
tion? T

Official figures show ‘that -both
‘America and western European
countries have been expanding steel
production rapidly during the past
few years, the rate in some coun-
tries exceeding even the rate in
the Soviet Union.

These  American  writers  who
have been comparing Russian and
American stéel production and
rates of expansion should stress
that American steel production last
year was over twice that of Rus-

sia, while three countries alone 4n .

western Furope, Britain, Germany
and Belgium, produced more steel
than the entire Soviet Union.

The proper basis for comparison
of steel production is not just
Russia versus America, but Russia
and her satellites on the one side
compared with America and her
NATO partners on the other.
When comparisons are made on
this basis, it will be found that

NATO steel production is at least-

three times that of the Soviet bloc.

THE SAME SUPERIORITY of
the free west prevails in electric
power production and most of the
other industrial categories that
make a nation strong. ¢

Trying to fool Americans -into
believing.that Russia is superior to
America in technical training be-
cause it has more students enrolled
in colleges and universities is also
a superficial method of making
comparison. For this ignores dif-
ferences in qualily of students as
well as differences in quality of
teachers,” laboratory facilities,
books -and other technical tools.

It also ignores the fact that there
are more technicians, engineers
and trained mechanics in western

New Glasses
To Avoid
Eye Injury

Maybe ordinary glasses are not

enough for you. They may cor-
rect visual errors, but if you're an
industrial worker, for instance, you
may want safety as well as see-
ability.
- Youngsters, too, sometimes need
more: than just a pair of regular
glasseés, An active youngster can
be pretty rough on a pair of spec-
tacles.

Ophthalmic science has come
up with several solutions to these
_problems of safety.

For instance, there is a type of
glass which is heated and cooled
under special stress.

Although it has about twice the
impact strength of a regular lens,
.it is not unusually thick. It's about
five times as resistant to breakage
when dropped on the floor. Also,
it will withstand the impact of a«
8%-inch steel ball dropped from a
height of 50 inches. :

AN EVEN MORE durable lers is
one which is ‘‘case hardened” by
heating and chilling with an air
blast under rigid temperature con-
trols. This one won't shatter even
when struck by a 7-inch steel
ball dropped from a height of 50
inches.

A laminated lens is still another
type. s

This lens has the shatter-proof
quality of an automobife windshield
and is made in the same way. It
is more expensive than the others

" and, while it is more likely to

crack, it won't shatter.

Athletes, certain industrial work-
ers, persons with only one eye and
mischievous children who are likely
to get into accidents of one kind
of another, probably will find this
type of lens of value.

" THERE IS also-_a.:plastic lens
which is light in weight and’ vir-
tually unbreakable. It has a cou-
ple of drawbacks, however. It
scratches more easily than a glass

lens and it becomes bulky when -

-made up in high powers. If you

. require a strong correction there-

fore, it won't be very practical
for you.

Metal particles can't become im-
bedded in the plastic lens, so this

type of spectacle is especially good -
