Congratulations to the Nazarene Foreign Missionary Society!
Yes, congratulations upon forty years of progress! And congratu­

lations upon your faith and vision in the decision to raise a special an­
niversary fund in this your fortieth year foi’ opening the virgin field of 
New Guinea to the gospel of Christ.

This new undertaking is to be commended: first, because it is in 
harmony with the letter and spirit of the Great Commission. The risen 
Lord commanded His disciples not to stop until they had heralded the 
good news “unto the uttermost part of the earth.” To many people in 
the heart of New Guinea, knowledge of Christ the Saviour has never 
been carried. That heroic adventure has been reserved for the Church 
of the Nazarene. The hour is come. We must act that they may know 
that Christ died for them.

Second, this venture of obedience and faith is commendable be­
cause it will bring blessing and inspiration to the entire church. Our 
Australian Nazarenes will be especially glad that another area close to 
them is to be occupied for holiness and for Christ. There will be ro­
mance in the appeal to the youth of the church to dedicate their lives 
to such a challenging task. This daring conquest will make the blood 
of every true Christian sing with zest and enthusiasm.

Someone will say, "Are there not needs in the fields already occu­
pied?” Yes, certainly there are. But had the first century followers of 
Christ been governed by that principle their voices would never have 
been heard outside of Jerusalem. We must reinforce the areas where 
our work is begun and enter new fields at the same time. Part will 
strengthen part.

Third, the evangelization of New Guinea is to be commended be­
cause we have a debt to those needy people. The vision of our sainted 
founder, Dr. P. F. Bresee, was expressed in the often-quoted words: 
"We are debtors to every man to give him the gospel in the same 
measure we have received it.” We have a debt. God has called us to 
preach the gospel unto them.

Up. leaders of the Nazarene Foreign Missionary Society, beat your 
charge! All the Nazarenes around the world will fall in line and march 
to conquest and victory in New Guinea!

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XJay is filled with outstanding days. The ob- 
1 servance of National Family Week (May 
2-9). the celebration of Mother’s Day (May 9), 
and the commemoration of the experience of 
John Wesley at Aldersgate (May 24) give this 
month a high place on the calendar. All of these 
events are important, but the observance that 
carries the greatest significance to Nazarenes 
is the nineteen hundred and 
twenty-fourth anniversary of 
the Upper Room experience 
of the disciples, celebrated 
this year. May 28—June 6. 
These ten days remind us of 
the ten-day period which is­
sued in Pentecost when the 
followers of Christ received 
the fiery baptism of the Holy 
Spirit and the realization of 
John’s prophetic statement: 
“I indeed baptize you with 
water . . . but ... he shall 
baptize you with the Holy 
Ghost, and with fire.”

The period of waiting on the Holy Spirit, which 
ended with the advent of the Executive of the 
Godhead, is supremely important. Only through 
Him can we know God, interpret Christ’s teach­
ings, and appropriate His blessings. Only hearts 
that are prepared can become the recipients of 
His mighty infilling. “Wait for the enduement of 
Pentecost,” was the command of the Master. This 
fiery baptism is the beginning of a stream of 
blessing which flows through the Christian centu­
ries.

The fulfillment of the heart-cry of Jesus, 
“Father, . . . sanctify them” (John 17:17), could 
become a reality only after the disciples had 
tarried in the Upper Room. Jesus knew that 
carnal desires gripped their hearts with a vicelike 
hold. It had manifested itself in selfish ambi­
tions and bitter resentment. He diagnosed their 
case, prayed for their sanctification, and com­
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manded them to “tarry ye in the city of Jerusa­
lem.” They were not prepared to represent Him 
in a sinful and antagonistic world. For a purg­
ing, fiery baptism He prayed. His heart-cry was 
for the holiness of His people. The full fruitage 
of the travail of His soul, the triumphal entry of 
the “great multitude, which no man could num­
ber,” could finally be known only through a 

fully consecrated and wholly 
sanctified Church.

Jerusalem was thronged. 
The great festival of harvest 
was in progress and “men 
from all nations under heav­
en” were present. One hun­
dred and twenty followers of 
“the despised Galilean” were 
waiting “for the promise of 
the Father.” A mighty blast 
from heaven and kindled 
flames suddenly announced 
the Divine Presence! Not one, 
but many tongues, cleft and 

as of fire, were seen (Acts 2:3). On the head 
of each follower rested a tongue, typical of cleans­
ing, all-penetrating, divine activity. Tongues— 
not swords, not scepters, but tongues, the sign 
of persuasion and moral victory over men’s hearts! 
Fire—changing, subduing, purifying, irresistible! 
Love that consumed evil and gave a quenchless 
longing for the salvation of souls filled their 
hearts.

The full meaning of Christ’s triumphant cry 
on the cross, “It is finished,” now became evident. 
Not only was the price of redemption “finished”; 
exclusiveness was finished; ritual, ceremony, 
sacrifice, the earthly priest—each was finished 
with the coming of the Holy Spirit. Tantalizing 
expectancy was finished; the Comforter had come 
at last!

Illumination of mind and spiritual understand­
ing, enlargement of heart and broadened sympa­
thies, purification of the soul and selfless
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devotion—these became the experience of the 
disciples in the Uppqr Room through the infilling 
of God’s grace. Such fullness of life soon broke 
forth in wondrous action. They began to speak 
in alien tongues, and every man in the cosmo­
politan mob that filled the Jerusalem streets 
heard their message in his own language.

But let it be remembered that the Holy Spirit 
is not given for signs and wonders. He comes to 
endue the Church for its mission to the world. 
He gives power to utter God’s mighty deliverance 
to the “uttermost part.” This gracious Word now 
proceeded from the disciples’ lips to begin its 
unresting journey around the world. The sur­
prising eloquence and logic of the Apostle Peter 
and the conversion of the multitude were ac­
companying signs of the presence of the Holy 
Spirit.

Centuries have accumulated. It is nineteen 
hundred and twenty-four years since the Day 
of Pentecost. Christ waits for the consummation 

of His toil, His suffering, and death. He died 
for all. He waits for all to hear. The Holy Spirit 
waits to cleanse and direct every willing soul. 
More than half the millions of earth have never 
heard the name of Jesus. They never will hear it 
except from human lips. The followers of Jesus 
must carry the gospel to all the nations. They 
can do this effectively only when they are fully 
saved—filled with the Holy Spirit—themselves.

May God grant this purifying experience to 
every true believer. And may we who have 
received prove to a needy world, by constant 
holy living, importunate, all-conquering prayer, 
and ever-faithful labors of love for perishing 
souls, the reality, sweetness, and power of a 
Spirit-filled life!

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Early in the morning on January 22, I took the 
plane at Belize, British Honduras, and in 

four hours’ flying time we crossed British Hon­
duras, Guatemala, and Salvador, and came down 
at Managua, the capital city of Nicaragua. Rev. 
Harold Stanfield and Rev. Robert Wellmon met 
us.

Managua is a city of 1 ('0.000 people. At pres­
ent we have three churches there. Our First 
Church is well located and will seat 700 people. 
We arrived on Friday noon and that night I was 
the speaker at a District Young Peoples Rally. 
There were 400 in attendance and 150 of these 
were from outside the city. About laO more 
were friends from the city, and the rest were 
Nazarenos. Rev. Robert Wellmon pastors First 
Church with a very able national preacher as his 
assistant. There is every evidence that we can 
have a strong work in the capital city of Nica­
ragua.

All of the missionaries and a majority of the 
twenty-one national workers were present for 
our first service.

On Sunday we were in Granada for the morn­
ing service. Granada is at the northern end of 
Lake Nicaragua, fifty miles from Managua. Lake 
Nicaragua is sixty-two miles long and thirty-five 
miles wide. We have a good church building in 
Granada and Brother Rudeen, our missionary, 
is now overseeing the construction of a missionary 
home. Granada is a large city and a good center 
from which to reach out to the surrounding 
countryside.

We returned to Managua for the afternoon 
and evening services. Our new missionaries in 
Nicaragua—Rev. and Mrs. C. Dean Galloway- 
hold regular Sunday afternoon services in Eng­
lish. There is a real place for such a service in 
Managua. At the evening service we again had 
to use an interpreter. This system works well 
for anyone who is visiting the country. If it 
doesn't happen too often there is an element of 
entertainment in it for the listeners—especially 
the young people. They not only enjoy hear­
ing the English but they like to see the interpre­
ter struggle to keep the English words in his 
mind while repeating them in Spanish. But it is 

different with the missionary. If he speaks 
through an interpreter every service it soon be­
comes monotonous and the people lose interest. 
If he wants to do a good work he must acquire 
the language; for the sooner he is able to preach 
in the language of the country, the better. Study­
ing a foreign language is a hard, disciplinary task 
in the life of a new missionary, but it is the only 
way to be worth anything on the mission field.

We have no work north of Managua at present, 
but opportunities are opening up in that part of 
the republic. Our missionaries are planning to 
make a move into the north within the next 
twelve months. At first, they will probably place 
a married couple and a nurse at the new station. 
It will probably not be easy to open this new 
area. Prejudice must be broken down, friends 
made, and the people must have time to get ac­
quainted with us to see that their fears are false. 
This is true when opening a new area anywhere 
—it is the price that must be paid if we want to 
spread the gospel. God has a way of making these 
very difficulties steppingstones to glorious vic­
tory.
