IN FACT, IT IS possible for a
‘‘national communist” or national
socialist icgime to be even more
ruthless over its subjects than if
they were ruled by a foreign pow-

er, since people are more likely to

give their allegiance to a domestic,’
than to a foreign, dictator. Nazi
Germany was a striking example,

Yet in the case of Poland and
Hungary it appears likely, in view

of recent events, that peace and
order can be fully restored only
by the new national communist
governments promising  certain
.major domestic reforms which the
* preceding ‘‘Stalinist’’ regimes were
too short-sighted to introduce in
time to forestall the explosions
which have taken plate.

Recent events in Hungary sug-
gest that there might have been a
possibility of throwing off not only
Russian domination but even the
yoke of national commubism, it
the West had been prepared to
come to the aid of the anti-com-
munist rebels with arms and
troops. . ’

AS THIS IS WRITTEN, however,
there appears slight hope of an
anti-communist revolt succeeding
in Hungary: For this small coun-
try is almost entirely surrounded
by other, larger communist states
and has a common boundary with
Russia on the northeast. Only for
a short distance on the west does

it have a common boundary with"

Austria, which is non-communist
and pledged to neutrality.

Under such circumstances, it is
easy for other communist states
to come to the aid of the national
communist government in Hun-
gary with both arms and troops.

. But how can non-communist na-
tions get adequate arms and troops
into Hungary? Only by crossing
the territory of neighboring com-
munist states, which would almost
certainly result in a full-scale Eu-
ropean war,

ALTHOUGH THE ATTEMPT at
revolution' by anti-communists in
Hungary by some miracle may
succeed, it appears to me almost
certainly doomed to fail. For un-
armed anti-communists can do lit-
tle, while armed ones will soon
run out of ammunition. Where can
they get replacements to keep
fighting if the West, as at present,
refuses to come to their aid?

With the failure of the revolution,
those anti-communists who survive

will enr up bitter not only towards
the communists but towards the
West, too. It seems probable that
while the Titoist brand of ‘‘social.
ism" or national communism is
likely to triumph in Hungary and
Poland, the net result of the riots
and rebellions will be increased
bitterness towards the West and
N\continued reliance on the Soviet
Union and Czechoslovakia for arms
and ammunition to maintain their
“national independence.”

The countries of Eastern Europe seem to be heading toward a new -
period in their political evolution.

The revolts in Hungary ard Poland against Soviet Russian dom-
ination have assumed historic significance. ’
It even appears quite possible that, within a few years, commu-

nism itself may well lose out in
some of the countries which have
been under Red rule since the end
of World War IIy

If that happens, a new question
will arise: What sort of govern-
ments will replace the Communist
dictatorships? X

They would not necessarily all
become real democracies. .

It is a notable fact that in none
of the countries concerned is there
any deep background of democrat-
ic self-rule.

BEFURE WORLD WAR 11, Al-
bania, Bul
monarchies, So was Yugoslavia,
now under Communist rule though
no longer a Russian satellite.

Hungary was a kingdom without
a king, under the rule of Adm,
Nicholas Horthy as regent. Its
government became increasingly
authoritarian along Fascist lines.

- East Germany, after some years
as part of the unstable Weimar
Republic, became a part of Hit-
ler's biazi dictatorship.

Poland and Czechoslovakia were
republics. Poland, - however, be-
came a virtual dictatorship. Czech-
oslovakia alone had a stable dem-
ocratic government,

The lack of deep democratic
background is emphasized when it
is remembered that until the end
of World War I every one of the
countries concerned was a mon-
archy or part of a monarchy.

It is pretty certain that if some
of the satellite countries freed

a and Romania were .

themselves of Communist rule they
would turn into dictatorships of one
kind or another. Those which did
not would be likely to follow the
multi-party system of parliamen-
tary government which has made

politics so turbulent in France.

IT IS A CURIOUS PART of the
European political picture that,
aside from Switzerland, most of the
countries which are really stable
are monarchies—The Netherlands.
Denmark, Norway, Sweden, Bel-
gium and Great Britain, which does
not regard itself as part of Europe,.

It is curious also that Americans,
who regard themselves as citizens
of a new country, seldom stop to

. think that politically the United

States is an old one.

Of the great powers of Europe,
Britain alone has a democratic
constitutional system older than
that of the United States. France's
birth as a republic followed that
of America. Until World War I,
Russia and Germany were auto-
cratic monarchies. Italy became a
republic only after World War II.

The people of Eastern Europe
have still to acquire, by experi-
ence, the political education which
is necessary for democratic sell-
rule.

It is likely to take them a long
time. But, at least, their freedom
from the ugly pestilence of com-,
munism would be a gigantic step
forward.

Is Boric
Acid Safe?

- There's been a lot of talk, from
time to time, about the hazards of
using boric acid. So let's set a few
things straight right now,

_+ Boric acid is a chemical known
for more than 1,200 years. Ameri-
can doctors have been using it for
about the last 75 years.

As infants, virtually all of you,
I dare say, were dusted with bor-
ated baby powder.

Boric acid is a powder. Boric
acid ointments contain ten per cent
and borated baby powders contain
§ per cent.

It has been widely used in Ameri-
can homés in one form or another
for years. Generally, it's used as
an eyewash, in a soak or wet dress-
ing for treating skin inflammations
and as a diaper rinse.

It's also used in foot powders to
tréate athlete’s foot and in borated
powders to neutralize alkaline
products which might be caused
by bacterial growth.

With such widespread use, some

cases of poisoning, of course, have’

occurred. But they are relatively
few.

In 1953 a survey disclosed that
only 60 deaths were attributed to
boric acid since 1880. And those
figures are for the entire world,
not merely the U.S.

In our country in the past 25
years, there have been eleven
deaths by absorption of borie
acid. '

In a detailed report on the safety
of bori¢ acid, Dr. Russell S. Fisher
points out in the American Medical
Association’s magazine, “Today's
Health,"” that in 1952 alone aspirin
and related compounds resulted in
113 deaths, Most of these hap-
pened, hd says, becausé youngsters
.mistakenly took the medicine as
candy. :

The boric acid deaths, also, he
observes, obviously were caused by
misuse or carelessness.

Various surveys, he adds, have
proven the safety of boric acid and
borated powders., One of “these
was conducted by the U.S. Food
and Drug Administration,

Of course, boric acid shouldn’t
be eaten or drunk. While you may
consume a small amount when us-
ing the solution as an eyewash, it
won't be enough to harm you.

As for external use, never apply
full-strength boric acid to infant’s
skin. You've got to be careful when
using it on adults, tgo,

The chemical might be absorbed
through denuded areas if contin-
uous dressings or ‘ointments are
applied over; large sections of in-
flamed or broken skin.

If used properly, however, boric
acid is perfectly safe.

an investment firm asserted here
Monday.

There are 10,000 of them in the
nation, Hilbert Nickel of Kankakee,
who is with Francis I. QuPont and
Co,, told Lions Club members.

Nickel also is a professor of cor-
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the Gary branch of Indiana Univer-
sity.

An investment club is a group of
individuals who organize to learn
about the stock market by actually
-investing in it. .

Each member puts in a specified
amount each month—usually rang-
ing from $10 up to $100, depending

or bonds it will purchase each

. The vating is based on committee
studies of the general stock mar-
ket, specific industries, and prom-
ising individual stocks within an
industry. J

The - club shouldn’t be too large,
possibly not over 20, Nickel said.
A bridge club or any group with a
common interest can serve as a
nucleus,

Clubs, however, should select
only members who will stick with
the investmerit plan and can afford
\t, he cautioned.

Usually the dividends paid on
securities held by the club are ac-
cumulated for five years or so be-
fore any division is made among
the members. .

Very fe s clubs invest in fixed in-
come seclrities such as bonds be-
cause ‘‘there is no fun to it,” ac-
cording to Nickel.

Prospective buyers on the stock
market should ask tRemselves
“Why do [ want to invest?” said
Nickel, discussing the market in
general: The usual answer of: *'I
-want to make some money," leaves
a lot to be desired, he declared.

THE INVESTOR MUST first de<
cide what he wants his investment
to do for him, and how much of a
risk he wants to assume.

Nickel listed three general cate-
gories of investments:

There is no such thing as an in-
vestment without, any risk, Nickel
asserted.

Those who buy investments pay-
ing a fixed return run ‘‘purchasing
power risk,”" even on government
bonds; he said.

A study of all children in gndes
'ione through six will be made to find
fout | how many need special atten-
tion in the basic subjects of reading,
writing and arithmetic, Supt. An-
thony Marinaccio reported. -

The study will be headed up. by
Joseph R. Williams, the district’s
new director of child study, and
Earl Patton, supervnsor of instruc-
tion.

Out of the study will come a list
of children who need speclal at-
tention.

“Then the supervisors will talk to
parents and map planis to give the
children the special help they need.

THE GROUP THEN will spend
part of their school days gemng
this special help.

By the second semester it is
hoped the study can be far enough
along to have one” group receiving
special help part of the day, They
will meet at  the new Edison
Schoo].

Parents will be in on all the plan-
ning and decisions, Dr. Marinaccio
emphasized,

The program wili be paid by the
state, as will Williams® salary, to a
large exient, once the program is
underway.

The district has had difficulty lo-
cating . special education teachers,
and at the outset there will not be "
enough to give special help to every
child who needs it, Marinaccio re-
ported.

The special education program
probably will start with a group
cf about 15 children, he said.

The program-is for pupils who

need extra help that is impossible
when a teacher has 35 or 40 chil-
dren in a classroom, the superin-
tendent said.
- The program is part of the dis-
trict’s’ effort to give added atten-
tion to slow, as well as fast learn-
ers, which also leaves more timé
for attention to the middle group.

AN ENGLISH experiment in the
high school is still going on, with
several clesses giving special at-
tention to fast and slow learners,
with the middle group also benefit-
ting accordingly, Dr. Marinaccno
rcported.

The reading experiment in the
primary grades also has been
broadened this year with additional
classes using a system richer in
phonics more than some other sys-
tems of teaching children to read.

The summer school program also
was geared to help youngsters do a
better job by taking additional
work or work with which they have
been having trouble in school, Mar-
inaccio pointed out.

It’s part of an intensified program
to enrich the educational program
through new methods and proced-
ures, he indicated.

It's enough to say he's a young
business man. nearing 30. He is
married and.has two children.

IT WAS A CLEAR, warm day. |
Miller-usually left his office at the
edge of town about 5 p.m. On this
particular day he left early, shortly
before 4 p.m.

(Since he has asked himself again
and again . . . “Why, why did I
have to leave early that day?"” Just
a minute or two, or a few seconds
. either way, and it wouldn’t have
happened . . , )

Miller was driving on a smooth
country road. There was no post-
ed speed limit. Later he estimated

. he was driving about 45 miles an

hour. ;

“l wasn't going anywhere in a
hurry,” he says. *I'd left work
early. There was no rush.

“I saw this car coming toward
me slowly. A door swung open on
the side opposite the driver, I saw
quite a few people in the car.

“I never actally saw the girl.

“I remember seeing a flash of
‘red color, 1 heard the car hi
eomething, then I saw children nea
the rear of the car that had
stopped. :

“I knew I had hit someone. May-
be it was their dog. But I knew it
wasn't.”

“I was so stunned I let the car
coast a ways."”
