T H E R E  IS A  B A T T L E  on today for the minds 
of men. It is being fought by the printed page. 
False doctrines are sowing the world down with

their printed litera­
ture. Can we afford 
to sit back and let 
them take the minds 
of the people while 
our own missionaries, 
with burning hearts,
have only a few hand­
fuls of gospel tracts to 
put into those thou­
sands of outstretched 
hands?

The tracts are good, 
and the missionaries
do their best to spread 

them as far as they can. But we need to be pro­
ducing thousands more. We need attractive book­
lets; we need holiness classics translated and 
available to all who want to buy; we need holiness 
books in our Bible schools, and in our parsonages 
all over the world.

People in every nation in the world are learn­
ing to read at a fantastic pace. And when they
learn to read, they accept literature of any kind 
and eagerly study it.

Communism has seen the hunger for literature 
and is pouring tons of it into every country in 
the world. Cults and isms are spreading volumes 
of printed material everywhere. But very little 
holiness literature has yet been translated into 
the languages of our mission fields. Teachers in 
our Bible schools are forced to provide text and 
reference books from whatever religious material 
is freely available.

Our Bible schools arc training pastors to go out 
and win newly literate people for Christ. These 
pastors must be educated. They must know the 
Word of God thoroughly. They must have holi­
ness textbooks and reference books from which 
to study, so that they will be prepared to meet 
the false doctrines that many of these people have 
read and accepted.

This year our vacation Bible schools are taking 
an offering to help supply this pressing need for 
holiness books and literature in eight of our mis­
sion fields. We will send money for Bible school 
library books and for holiness translations to 
fapan, Lebanon, Taiwan, the Philippine Islands. 
Argentina, Peru, Uruguay, and to the Spanish 
Bible Institute in San Antonio, Texas, which serves 
Mexico and the Spanish-speaking districts in the 
United States.

T he  need for this literature is urgent and crit­
ical. One field has found that it can produce a 
thousand books for four hundred dollars. This 
reduced to forty cents a book— a price well within 
the reach of every boy and girl in your school. 
Encourage your children to share the story of 
salvation. Do your share to send the message of 
love around the world.

At least ten sessions, two and one-half hours in length, and 
lasting over a period of at least ten calendar days.

It is important also that each pastor include the vacation Bible school in his report to the district assembly. Annual vacation Bible school statistics are determined by pastor’s reports.

B E T W E E N  shot and scattered "blue rock,’’ they 
began to talk of spiritual things. As the Holy 
Spirit brought deepening conviction, somehow 
skeet shooting lost its appeal, and these two young 
husbands started home.

God 
had been using a series of events to lay the foun­
dation work for this revival.

There had been the presence and prayers of 
Rev. and Mrs. Robert Brown, Nazarene mis­
sionaries from Barbados, who made their home 
base for deputation work the missionary cottage 
on the Bethel Glen property.

There had been that thirty-nine-year-old lady in 
the hospital, who was faithfully visited.

sanctifying power. Her ringing testimony, sent by 
way of the pastor to the church, helped stoke the 
fires too.

There had been Mrs. G. backslidden but re­
cently attending Bethel Glen, who got back to God 
in her home.

There had been that September missionary 
meeting where, after personal work, a young wife 
and mother named Dorothy was seeking God and 
prayed through to immediate victory. When later 
she appeared at the parsonage back door, blood- 
spattered and bruised, persecuted because of her 
new life in Christ, we knew the devil was worried. 
She held true, and we knew God had the victory.

Even before these events, there had been Eve­
lyn, practically carried to an altar of prayer be­
cause of legs that doctors said would never walk 
again. Touched by G od ’s healing hand, she arose 
and walked away unaided.

But more than these first sparks of revival there 
had been that continuing (ailing program, some­
times at a low ebb, sometimes more successful, but 
still continued.

Even more, there had been Evangelyn, Don’s 
wife, calling for a women’s prayer meeting at her 
home. After that Friday prayer meeting, which 
has continued ever since, not many hours passed 
before faith saw its victory. Then Don and Duaine, 
the first fruits of revival, called for a men’s prayer 
meeting, which began November 5 and has con­
tinued since.

Sunday morning, October 29, expectation was 
high, and at the invitation Bob and Dolores, fine- 
looking parents in their twenties, came weeping 
to an altar of prayer. Church folk before, yes, 
but the first taste of real conversion. Sunday 
night there was another young father in his twen­
ties getting back to God. Ron by name, and Naza- 
rene-raised, he had been backslidden for eight 
years.

Next Sunday seekers again were at the altar, but 
the devil raised his ugly head when a thoroughly 
backslidden member cursed the pastor out at the 
back of the church after service. But Monday 
n ig h t  H o ly  Ghost conviction h a d  topped the
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devil's tan sing anil Hamid's wrath had turned to 
restitution. Tuesday was made sweet by the tear- 
stained cushions on the parsonage sola as Harold 
was reclaimed. Wednesday, alter a prayer meet­
ing, young Randy asked his mom to pray Jesus 
into his heart.

By this time midnight phone calls and early 
morning prayer meetings (1:00 to 3:00 a.m.) in 
laymen’s homes were common. T he  next Sunday 
night, live at the altar. How magnilicently prayer 
was answered for a mother now with |estis. when 
her daughter at the altar looked up, lace tear- 
stained and softened by C o d ’s glace, later to reply. 
" I ’ve been baptized twice, but this is the first time 
i ’ve ever really been saved"! And also that night 
a young mother, recently returned to the I.ord, 
sought the sanctifying Spirit, as holiness concern 
began to grip other hearts. More seekers Wednes­
day, more Sunday morning: Dave and Sandy, two 
fine teen-agers on Sunday night.

On December 2, scheduled revival services be­
gan and lor nine days the Word of Gotl went forth 
and seekers came forward. More for holiness—- 
"Brownie” seeking God publicly for the first time 
in his sixty-two years of life: Beverly, radiant and 
tear-stained after seeking God for her first time in 
our church; and Spirit-filled, this Duaine, accord­
ing to the definite inwardness of the Spirit, despite 
his upbringing that such fullness could be known 
only by outward manifestations.

Saturday night echoed victory again as Ken, a 
thirty-two-year-old husband, long prayed for, 
sought God. Perhaps the greatest victory was the 
last one, when Floyd, young father, hit the altar 
hard and prayed clear through to saving grace— 
this man prayed for during nearly all of the two- 
and-one-half-ycar history of Bethel (den. Forty-two 
seekers in lortv-one days!

Statistics reveal what revival did. A Sunday 
school average of fifty-live for hist year jumped 
to seventy for the first five months of the new 
year, with ten Sunday school members following 
God’s leading to strengthen a smaller and younger 
Church of the Nazarene. Sunday night average 
rose from twenty-nine to sixty-one for the “Shining 
Lights” emphasis. In five months, fourteen new 
members were added to the church, better than a 
50 per cent increase. Of the lorty-one seekers, 
twenty-four sought God for salvation or sancti­
fication for the first time at Bethel Glen; twenty- 
five seekers were adults, fifteen of these being men.

The change in personal lives is God-glorifying. 
One outstanding example is Bob. His salvation 
meant for him deliverance from up to one hun­
dred cans of beer and fourteen packs of cigarettes 
per week. His home, on the verge of divorce, was 
mended by the Lord. T o  those toward whom he’d 
had hard feelings he made personal apologies. 
From nearly nine hundred dollars in bills and

court action hanging over his head, thanks to his 
gambling and extravagant spending, he was given 
miraculous deliverance after he began tithing.

The future reveals still others in need. There is 
some backsliding to be repented of, though only 
one of the forty-two seekers fails to attend church 
regularly. Our little church, which can hold only 
about one hundred, sardine-style, needs to be re­
placed or enlarged. Many of the unsaved still 
crowd our services and calling lists— and we look 
forward to a greater "Forty Days of Fire!”

of utilizing students and teachers who were not 
occupied during the summer months. This  can 
still be done. As one of our leaders used to say, 
“ Where there is a will, there are a dozen ways.”

And then, “ the thing to do in ’62” is hold a 
branch vacation Bible school. What a shame not 
to use the training and materials prepared for one 
school in a second school! And what better way 
is there to introduce the Church of the Nazarene 
in a new area than through a program to interest 
and help the children of that area? Parents arc 
always interested in anything that will help care 
for their children during the summer months when 
they are out of school. And when that “ anything” 
is a Christian Bible school that helps make their 
kids more like they had dreamed they would be, 
they are really interested.

I did graduate work in the largest seminary in 
the world . . . one operated by the second largest 
Protestant denomination. I learned that their 
spearhead into new' home mission territory was 
teams of vacation Bible school workers. They even 
opened new foreign mission areas in this way. If 
this program has proved successful in helping them 
grow so rapidly, why shouldn’t we be as wise? We 
have the same tool— the vacation Bible school. But 
in too many instances it is lying idle when the fields 
are so white unto harvest. Let us work the works 
of Him who sent us while it is yet day . . . for it 
is yet day when we have the V.B.S. tool in hand.

Someone wrote a few days ago 
asking what the results had been since 
the prayer request for some needs here 
in Guatem ala. It m ade me realize again 
that my work is a part of a great plan 
God himself initiated—“ Go . . . and 
tell,”  and, “ I’ ray ye therefore the Lord 
of the harvest, that he will send forth 
labourers."

I was ashamed that I had not taken 
more time to tell you what great things 
God has done for us. Let me do it now.

We asked you to pray for more room 
—a larger building for our clinic.

In 1961 an unexpected gift of §1,500 
from Washington, D.C., church made it 
possible for us to build a  lovely little 
hospital unit for emergency cases. It 
has already resulted in the salvation of 
several souls.

We asked you to pray for a Guatem alan 
pastor for our local church. Francisco 
Cue is now here with his family and 
is doing a wonderful job  of keeping 
the revival fires burning. Souls arc 
finding God.

We asked you to pray for a helper 
in the clinic who could learn and serve. 
Dona Olga Cuellar came voluntarily to 
help in the clinic mornings. She has 
begun work in the community as a 
midwife—a great need here. She is an 
excellent evangelist in both Spanish 
and Kekchi.

Elvira is working with me in the 
kitchen and clinic. She was a convert 
two years ago.

We asked you to help us pray for a 
convert on every plantation, to witness 
for Jesus. God has given seven in Santa 
Teresa, eight in Cttchil, three in Con­
cepcion, one in Pachilja, two in Coyote. 
We have seen miracles happening down 
here. I could not begin to tell you all 
of them.

Spi’ufuol Seminary operates on a 

SfMngfk. definite philosophy of 
education for ministers. 

After three or four years of study here, 
the student will assume full responsi­
bility for leadership as churchman and 
devout Christian. Up to this point in 
his education he has, to a greater or 
lesser degree, been prodded to fulfill his 
obligations. In the Seminary he is chal­
lenged to develop his initiative in plan­
ning and completing his work, and 
entering into a relationship with God 
wherein he grows as a person seeking a 
closer fellowship with God. He must 
learn here bow to discriminate in think­
ing in Biblical and theological truths, 
how to supervise a  church in various 
functions, how to pray things through, 
how to trust God in a deeper manner, 
and how to lead his people in worship.

The atmosphere and m orale of the 
Seminary have a strong influence on 
the student in the m aturation process. 
The daily chapel services are mostly of 
a devotional nature. Students, faculty 
members, and outside speakers partici­
pate in leading and speaking in chapel. 
The speakers in the six special series of 
lectures given each year make a valuable 
contribution to the spiritual atmosphere.

The fellowship o f prayer, in the 
Wednesday noon prayer meetings, and 
in the monthly prayer meetings in 
which small groups of students and a 
professor meet for times of special 
prayer, encourage each person to m a­
ture in the discipline of prayer.

The outreach program  of the Semi­
nary, in both home and foreign m is­
sionary projects, enlarges the concept of 
Christian service in the m inds of the 
students. New preaching points are 
opened up in nearby communities in 
co-operation with the district superin­
tendents, and one or more of these are 
organized as home mission churches 
each year. Also, a special foreign m is­
sionary project, approved by the De­
partment of Foreign Missions, is car­
ried out each year.

The blessings of God enrich every

phase of Seminary life. Through the 
total program of the Seminary the 
students are receiving a greater vision 
of the church and are opening their 
hearts for the best the Master has for 
them.

As I waited for my boat on the Kobe, 
Japan , water front I glimpsed in the 
distance the ship which would be my 
parish. It was a view filled with 
anticipation—what would duty in an 
aircraft carrier be like? I found it to 
be a floating city. A city of hundreds 
of men—men from your towns and 
churches. Most of them would prefer 
to be at home with their wives and 
children, or back in school in the 
normal pursuits of civilian life. But 
duty calls, and here they are in a great 
ship.

Yesterday was Sunday—Sunday at sea. 
In the forenoon wre met in the hangar 
bay for church service. In the after­
noon it was transformed into a place 
where men could participate in whole­
some recreation. Last night we met in 
the ship ’s chapel for our informal Sun­
day evening vesper service.

It is 11:30 p.m. I just came down 
to my stateroom from the flight deck, 
where night operations are taking 
place. It will be well after midnight 
before they cease for the night. They 
will resume again tomorrow afternoon 
and, weather permitting, continue until 
a sim ilar hour the following morning. 
Outside my room is a great elevator 
where from time to time a  horn sounds, 
indicating that a fighter plane is being 
lowered from the flight deck to the 
hangar deck, to be refueled and 
subsequently hoisted on an aft elevator 
to be catapulted off into the darkness 
again.

T h is has been a busy day for me 
—it started pretty early this m orn in g- 
getting a man off on a plane to be 
with a sick loved one—counseling 
interviews—desk work—noonday devo­
tions in the chapel—reporting up-to- 
the-m i n ti t e news over ths ship's 
pttblic-address system—visits in the sick 
bay—work on an article for the ship’s 
paper, et cetera. A rather typical day 
at sea.

It  is a rewarding work. Some of 
the favorable results are visible, and 
I ’m sure that others are invisible. And 
I am only one of hundreds of chaplains 
serving God and country. Brethren, 
pray for us.

Topic fo r M ay 6: Christians in a Pagan Society 
(Temperance)

S c r i p t u r e : I Peter 2 ( P r i n t e d :
I Peter 2:9-21)

G o l d e n  T e x t : Be not conformed to 
this world: but be ye transformed by 
the renewing of your mind, that ye may 
prove what is that good, and acceptable, 
and perfect, will of God (Rom ans 12:2) .

There is a tender, gentle persuasive­
ness in this passage, which is in marked 
contrast to the rough and ready tactics 
of the B ig Fisherman of the Gospel 
narratives. It is still Peter, the strong 
rock-man speaking, but Pentecost, the 
passing years, and persecution have 
stamped deep on his soul a new kind 
of strength. He saw it first in the 
character of Jesus; it became his own; 
and now he pleads for it in the lives 
of his readers.

In the background of this letter are 
seen the dark shadows of peril and 
suffering for Christ’s sake. Monstrous 
lies are current regarding Christians. 
Cruel injustice awaits. Society is not 
only pagan, but hostile. Let us apply 
it to our own lives where we can, but 
remember that it accurately describes 
large areas of the present world.

T h e ethical principle of this passage 
is simply this: Christians are called
(it is the will of God) so to live under 

even unjust and cruel conditions, that 
they shall at one and the same time 
bring honor and praise to God, and 
become a convincing argument on be­
half of Christ. Honest conversation, 
good works, patient endurance of grief 
and injustice, coupled with an active, 
God-fearing citizenship, will glorify God 
and put to silence the scoffers.

Th e principle is highlighted in three 
matters: first, the discipline of fleshly 
desires, a special problem in their day 
and ours; second, submission to human 
government, as ordained by God, so

Recruitment and Training Begins For Graham’s Chicago Crusade
C h i c a g o , 1 1 1 .  (CNS) —Train ing o£ 

counselors a n d  the recruiting of v o l u n ­

teer choir members ancl ushers for the 
Billy Graham crusade in Chicago has 
gone into high gear. Th e crusade will 
begin at McCormick Place on May 30 
and conclude with a giant outdoor 
tally in Soldiers’ Field on Sunday, June 
2 4 .

As the preparatory work is intensified 
in Chicago, 26 regional crusade com­
mittees within a 150-mile radius of the 
city are busy planning visitation for 
the crusade, holding counselor training 
sessions, and arranging special bus 
transportation for people from their 
area.

Twelve counselor training classes arc 
now being held in ten locations in the 
greater metropolitan area of Chicago 
by Dan Piatt and Charles Riggs of the 
Graham  staff. Numerous additional 
classes for counselor training within 
tits 150-mile radius will be taught by 
tape recordings, a method which was 
used very successfully in Graham's 
recent campaign in Manchester, F.ng- 
land. By these various means the 
crusade leaders hope to train a total 
of 10,000 counselors, of whom about
5.000 will be qualified to serve in the 
campaign.

Recruiting 3,000 choir members and
1.000 ushers is also under way. The 
choir members are being enlisted by 
one key recruiter in each church. A 
special rehearsal for the choir volun­
teers will be held just before the cam ­
paign opens and about fifteen hundred 
will be used nightly.

I heard a m inister make this statement: “I know I’m stubborn and I’m glad I am. Everyone should have som e stubbornness. Som etim es I think some of the others are more stubborn than I am.” In I Sam uel, I read, “Stubborn­ness is as iniquity and idolatry.” Just where docs stubbornness rank along with love, joy, peace, long-suffering, m eekness, etc? Isn’t there a higher standard than this for those who know the Holy Spirit in sanctifying power? 

I would have to know what the the Holy .Spirit melts the stubbornness
brother is stubborn about before I 
could answer very intelligently. As far 
as I Samuel 15:23 is concerned, the 
Hebrew word here, pulsar, means to 
urge, or press, and the fact that it is 
used as a parallel for "rebellion” indi­
cates that it is used in the sense of 
urging or pressing in the wrong direc­
tion. In fact, ’’stubbornness’’ in the 
Old Testam ent is usually joined with 
“ rebelliousness” ; but the same word is 
used of Jacob urging his brother to 
accept a gift (Genesis 3.3:11), so it is 
not alwavs insistence on a wrong end.

Everything depends on what one is 
stubborn about. T o  he stubborn in 
resistance to the will of God is sin. T o  
he stubborn in loyalty to the right is 
saintliness. Th e sanctifying power of

which defies the will of God, but it 
helps us to he gloriously "stubborn” in 
defense of high ideals and Christian 
principles. I have known a few loving, 
joyous, peaceful, long-suffering, and 
meek, stubborn saints who couldn’t be 
moved away from righteousness by an 
atomic explosion.

Now, of course, the brother may be 
unreasonably obstinate about marginal 
items which m atter little, and he may 
he im peding the work of God by stub­
born insistence on his own way against 
the best interests of the Kingdom. In 
stub a case, I would say he could 
probably profit by a little more divine 
love, and his stubbornness could even 
he a symptom of carnal self-will.

In Matthew 11:19, the Gospel account states, “The Son of m an came eatingand drinking,” in His efforts to save m en, in contrast to John the Baptist,who “came neither eating nor drinking” (v. 18). The idea of Christ “drink­ing” strikes a rather incongruous note. Could you explain this?
