DR. H. O R T O N  WILLY lias gone to be with the l ord he 
loved with all his heart ,  soul, strength, and in a special wax 
with all his mind. However one might measure him.
H. Orton Wiley stood head and shoulders above other men. 
He has left a place in the holiness movement no one else can 
ever fill. T hese pages are planned as a tr ibute  to a great 
educator, theologian, writer,  preacher, and hum ble  man of 
God.

T h e  editor owes a great personal debt to Dr. Wiley. 
No man, aside from my father, has meant as much to my 
own life as Dr. Wiley. Twice I have been called to fill 
positions he held: first as president of Pasadena College 
when a heart  attack warned him that  he must put aside 
the heavy burdens of college administration he had carried 
for more than  thir ty years; and more recently as editor of 
the Herald of Holiness . in which capacity Dr. Wiley had 
served for eight years.

Henry Orton Wiley was born in Marquette, Nebraska, 
November 15, 1877. 1 he family early moved to Oregon, 
and shortly thereafter to Red Bluff in northern California. 
Dr. Wiley's earliest professional training was as a pharmacist, 
until  the call to the ministry led him into the work of the 
United Brethren church. He first came into contact with 
the Church of the Nazarene in Oakland, California, in 1001. 
l ater, while a student at what has since become the Pacific 
School of Religion. Dr. Wiley became pastor of the Berkeley 
Church of the Nazarene, whose first sanctuary was erected 
under his supervision. He was ordained by Dr. P. F. Bresee 
in 1906.

In 1910. Dr. Wiley received the B.D. degree from the 
Pacific School of Religion, and went to Pasadena as first 
dean of Nazarene University, serving under  Dr. Bresee and 
later Dr. KHyson, Fleeted president in 1913, Dr. Wiley re ­
signed in 1916 to become president of what later became 
Northwest Nazarene College, where he labored until  1926. 
He earned the degree S.T.M. at Pacific School of Theology

in 1917, and the degree of doctor of sacred theology in 1929.
R eturning as president to Pasadena College in 1926, 

Dr. W iley served until  elec ted editor of the Herald of Holiness 
in 1928. He filled this office until  1936, the last three years 
carrying on the editorial work from his office in Pasadena, 
where in 1933 he had again resumed the presidency.

Suffering a heart attack in the spring of 1948, Dr. Wiley 
became president emeritus of Pasadena College the following 
vear. He continued to teach and to write until  shortly before 
the last fatal illness.

Mrs. Wiley had preceded her husband into the more 
excellent glory, but the four children survive: Rev. Lester 
V. Wiley. Clay Center. Kansas: Rev. 11. Ward Wiley, chap­
lain at Agnew Hospital. Los Gatos, California: Mrs. Pearl 
Hansen, kxoto. Japan: and Mrs. Ruth Poston. Fallbanks.
( California.

Dr. Wiley served the- denomination in many ways apart 
from his full-time work as college administrator and editor. 
He attended the First General Assembly in 1907, and every 
General Assembly since with the exception of the meetings 
at Pilot Point and at Nashville, and the 1918 assembly, just 
prior to which he had been stricken by the heart attack. 
He was a member of the General Board of Education and 
later the General Board, and served either as secretary, chair­
man. or executive secretary of the Department of Education 
from 1915 to 1918.

Dr. Wilex was widely recognized outside the denom ina­
tion as a leading theologian. L. Harold DeWolf, a prominent 
liberal theologian, speaks of “ the scholarly work of the in ­
fluential Nazarene theologian, H. Orton Wiley.” Tributes 
to Dr. Wilex as a theologian and churchman are given 
below from distinguished leaders of theological thought in 
the United States.

“ He being dead xet speaketh” through five major vol­
umes: the monumental three-volume Christian Theology,  
the fruit of twenty years of labor; Introduction to Christian 
Theology  in collaboration with Dr. Paul T .  Culbertson; and.

Culbertson, 
dean ol Pasadena College: Dr. John  Riley, president of North ­
west Nazarene College; Dr. Roy H. Cantrell,  representing the 
Department of Kducation for the General Hoard of the 
Church of the Nazarene; Dr. L. T .

Dr. H. Orton Wiley was well known to the Church of 
the Nazarene and to Christendom in our generation. It is 
appropria te  that the Board of General Superintendents, 
which 1 represent today, should express the heartfelt  grati 
Hide and appreciation of the church for the contribution 
made by Dr. Wiley.

Dr. W ileys inlluence on Pasadena College was a very 
\iial  one. He was a teacher, a pastor, an evangelist, a Bible 
expositor, a great theologian, and an outstanding editor. 
Ih e  versatility of his life never ceased to amaze those of 
us who were close to him. His was a great life. He had a 
very wonderful facility for making clear the Word of God, 
and back of it all was a beautiful spirit—Christlike, tender, 
thoughtful, and always interested in others.

Back of this 1 iIe was a strong, unwavering faith in God. 
It never swerved. I lie explanation of the wonderful life of 
Dr. H. Orton Wiley is to be found in his personal faith and
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devotion to Jesus Christ, his Saviour and Lord. He was a 
man of great talent,  a genius in his field: but it is not this 
he has left to us. I t  is the memory of one who was a child 
of God before he was an expositor, preacher, teacher, or 
administrator.

Deep-seated in the heart  of Dr. H. Orton Wiley was 
the persuasion that  God has a great ongoing purpose for 
every life. H e  was sustained and inspired by the faith 
tha t  God is not the God of the dead, bu t  the God of the 
living, i believe 11»i s morning he has entered into a new 
phase <>| his life. Life is going on f<*r him. I want to lollow 
in his footsteps as he followed the Lord, knowing that God 
is the God of Abraham, of Isaac, of Jacob, and of H. Orton 
\Vilev—and He is not the Ciod of the dead, but ol the living.

Tribute by Dr. Oscar J. Finch, 
president of Pasadena College

As did Moses stand like a m ounta in  peak above the
plain of tlie average humanity ,  so did Hr. Wiley tower above 
all others in these sixtv years of Pasadena College history.

As was the real Moses born, in his maturity , at the 
burn ing  bush, so did H. Orton Wiley come into the stature 
of his true  being far from Nebraska's lit tle Platte Valley 
community of Marquette.

Here, on these western slopes toward the Pacific, did 
he bear those words of Dr. P. F. Bresee, “Stand by the college." 
He accepted them as his commission from man and from 
God. W ith the receiving of these words was this little man 
of might actually born. And with the transmission of this 
commission did he depart  from us.

He was a unique  character—simple and yet so profound; 
intensely hum an  and yet so like his God; carefully retiring 
and yet so inescapably eminent;  physically frail bu t  spir i t ­
ually gigantic.

His blood, more than  that  of  any other, flows today in 
the veins of Pasadena College. And he lives, this moment, 
in the heart  and life of more P.C. alumni than  do all others.

Before us, he has lived as an art iculate exponent of the 
Word; he has penned his theological concepts to the effective 
molding of the th inking of our  entire denomination; and he 
has served as the trusted administrator—upon whom we 
have so completely relied through three separate terms, 
totaling twenty-two years, of our college presidency. Above 
all else, he has walked before us as a living demonstrator 
of the grace of God.

Tribute by Dr. A. E. Sanner
It is true that  any t r ibu te  must recognize the great 

work. life, and offices of Dr. II. Orton Wiley: a great theo­
logian. educator,  administrator, minister,  exegete, editor, 
author.  He was a mightv man of spiritual valor. His knowl­
edge of God, understanding of the Scriptures, and experience 
of spiritual values seemed boundless.

T o  our dear Dr. Wiley there were no big Fs nor little 
voifs among the brotherhood. He loved all the members 
of the household of faith. He respected the gifts, callings, 
grace of everyone, humble,  lowly, or  great.

Dr. Wilev was not an office seeker; the offices sought 
him. T h e  presidency of colleges sought him; the pulpits 
of churches great and small sought him: great camp meetings 
sought him; lectureships in great conventions sought him; 
editorship of the Herald of Holiness sought him: authorship 
of theologies and Bible commentaries sought him. All 
sought him. And his response was of tlie highest order of 
efficiency and success, but rendered with sincere humility. 
Dr. Wilev was great, but d id n ’t seem to know it.

Dr. Wiley’s word was sacredly and conscientiously kept. 
This is genuine dependabili ty  and sincerity. Dr. H. Orton 
Wilev kept inviolate a ten years’ contract as president of 
a college in its difficult early davs. Year after year there 
were heavy pressures, difficult problems, and financial needs 
humanly impossible, but our  friend remained faithful,  
right in his sacred calling and trust until the ten vears were

fulfilled to the very last day. T h e  motto of that college 
adopted by Dr. Wiley was and is, “Seek ye first the kingdom 
of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall 
be adiled unto  you.” Let us thank God that  Dr. Wiley lived 
to see that promise fulfilled both in that  college and in his 
own life.

Now he has entered into his eternal heavenly home, 
with its exceedingly great rewards. May we all cherish his 
mcmorv, and follow the high ideals of holy living as con­
stantly and consistently as did he. And, please God, may 
we ton some sweet dav he;n the welcome, “ Well done, them 
good and faithful servant: . . . enter thou into the joy of 
thy Lord."

An Appreciation by  
Dean Paul T. Culbertson, Pasadena College

Dr. II. Orton Wiley is generally acknowledged to have 
been the leading twentieth-century theologian of the Wes- 
lcvan-Arminian emphasis. His three-volume work, Christian 
'I'11cology, is considered to be the definitive work of its kind 
and emphasis in contemporary thought.

l ie  was a profound thinker; a creative, interesting teach­
er; and a splendid writer. In addit ion to his editorials and 
famous comprehensive syllabi for his courses, he wrote his 
great three-volume Christian Theology,  already mentioned, 
and .t num ber  of other substantial books. Among the best 
known ol these are his Introduction to Christian Theology.
l.fnstle to the Hebrews,  and (iod Is the Answer.  He had 
hoped to complete a definitive work on Arminian dogmatics 
and a commentary on the Book of F.phesians, but both were 
incomplete at his death.

Dr. Wiley was indeed a great theologian, an able adm in­
istrator, and a thoughtful author. Yet he will doubtless be 
best remembered by the thousands of students who have 
known him personally as a stimulating teacher and warm ­
hearted friend, and the countless others who have been 
influenced by his Spirit-anointed expositions of the Word of 
(iod. l ie  combined in high degree the Christian scholar 
and the saint.

He was a wonderful, loyal colleague and friend. It was 
alwa\s a great jov to spend time with him. His sense of 
hum or never failed him. He continued courageous, op ti­
mistic, and strong in fa ith—to the very end. Like* the Apostle 
Paul, he* counted not his life clear unto himself. He invested 
his life in those values which ultimately matter most and 
which will endure forever.

Dr. Wiley represented one of the few outstanding living 
links with the earlv founders of the Church of the Nazarene. 
He knew Dr. P. F. Bresee intimately, and often spoke of the 
hitter’s charge to him to “stand by the college.” Someone 
has aptlv said, “ Loyalty to the fathers is not to slop where 
they fell, but to follow the course they charted.” Dr.
H. Orton Wilev has made a most significant contribution to 
the charting of the course of the Church of the Nazarene— 
in its doctrine, in its fusion of scholarship and piety, in its 
spirit of ardent personal devotion to God, in its evangelistic 
outreach, and in its spirit  of unselfish, sacrificial service. He 
himself, bv the grace and power of God. lived out these 
values and ideals. This, in truth,  is the most significant 
validation of them.

l)r. Wiley was taken to the hospital just before com­
mencement exercises on May 20 of this year. He spent five 
weeks in St. Luke’s Hospital; then at his request, he was 
returned to his home, and private* and special nurses were 
hired for his care. His faithful doctor. Dr. Jackson, called 
on him twice daily during  the seven and one-half weeks 
that he lingered at his home. On August 22 death came 
and relieved him of his intense suffering and pain.

T he loving care of his nurse. Mrs. Shirley Sawyer; the 
faithful attendance to his personal and business affairs by 
his neighbor. Mrs. Betty Hildie; the roses that were brought
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to 11iin dail \  by 11is oilier neighbor, Mis. Sparks; and the 
personal solicitude of 11is former student were all thankfully 
acknowledged so long as Dr. Wiley could speak. W hen he 
could no longer speak, the expressions of his face, the 
nodding of his head would indicate to us the grati tude of 
his heart. Now he has joined the Church T r iu m p h a n t  in 
ihe land where the roses never fade.

He said to me one day, “ Brother Price, who are all 
those people coming over the hill?" I didn 't  tell him 
then, but I have thought often since, t luv  were probablv 
heaven's welcoming committee—Dr. I’. I Bresee; Dr. II. I . 
Reynolds; Dr. R. 1. Williams; Dr. James B. Chapman; his 
dear wife, Alice House Wiley; Dr. C. \V. Ruth ,  who led him 
into the experience of entire sanctification; and many, many 
others, including Brother I. G. Martin, who wrote our won­
derful song:

/  icill meet you in the morning,
Just inside the Eastern Gate.

1'hcit he ready, fa ith fu l  pilgrim,
Lest with you it be too late.

I will meet you. I will  meet you,
Just inside Ihe Eastern Gate over there.

God bless his memory, and God grant that  his mantle 
may fall upon many of us who have had the privilege of 
sitting in his classroom and listening to the profound truths 
that fell from his lips as he told us of the way of God 
more perfectly.

"My father, my father, the chariot of Israel, and the 
horsemen thereof." If ever the Church of the Nazarene 
had a one-man cavalry that fought against erro r and heresy 
and false doctrine, and was valiant for the tru th  within our 
beloved / io n .  that  man was Dr. H. Orton Wiley, dean of 
Na/areiie theologians.

May God grant that the people called Na/arenes shall 
keep constants  dedicated to those great tru ths that Dr. Wiley 
loved, those great tru ths that made our early pioneers great 
in the pulling clown of the strongholds of Satan. God bless 
his memory, and may many others follow in his train.

How confident he  was, and how firmly he held to the 
providcnce of God! His God was our Heavenly Father, who 
continually watches over us and will supply grace in time 
of need. He deeply loved God and he knew that God 
deeply loved him. He knew that  the providence of God 
was eternal. During his illness there was never a question 
as to the u l timate  will of God. He knew by experience 
that grace was sufficient. He who had been so long a com­
panion of the Inner  Light was not daunted  by the shadow 
of death. He died in peace with God and the world.

Is the N ew  T estam ent as is  com plete and clear to the saved, or d id  God leave  
details and c larification  to H is m in istry?  If the latter, w h y the w ide diversity  
in  teach ing and practice—w hy is the w orld  confused  instead  of believing  
(John  17:21-23)?

T h e  New Testament, as it  is, is com­
plete. How clear it may be to the 
saved (or unsaved) depends pretty 
much on them. Spiritually minded stu ­
dents of the Word may do much to ex­
plain and apply the scripture, bu t  they 
are not authorized to enlarge on it, 
rewrite it, or teach as articles of faith 
and practice’ that  which is not contained 
therein. T h a t  is, the Bible is not a 
loose-leaf book to which o ther equally 
inspired pages may be added. W hat
1 am trving to say is, the Bible is the

basic Authority for all Christian faith 
and life. T h e  minister’s task is to pro­
claim it and expla in and apply it to the 
circumstances of the age.

As to the wide diversity in teaching 
and practice, this is due as much as 
anything to failure to grapple with the 
teachings of the Scriptures. I t  is much 
easier to get one’s ideas elsewhere. Now, 
as in the days of the prophets, the Lord 
says, “ I have written to him the great 
things of my law, b u t  they were counted 
as a strange th ing” (Hosea 8:12).

I heard a radio preacher a w h ile  ago say  that the fa llin g  from  grace referred  
to in G alatians 5:4 had noth ing to do w ith  our sa lvation , but our daily  walk. 
H ow  can th is be? I have a lw ays thought that our sa lva tion  determ ines our 
daily  walk.

One can hear many strange and curi­
ous things over the radio. W hat  you 
heard is apparently part  of the teaching 
of unconditional eternal security; that 
is. that  once a person is “saved" he 
can never again be lost. T h e  confusion 
here lies in failing to distinguish be­
tween initial salvation and final salva­
tion. Since Paul in this verse savs, 
“Christ is become of no effect unto  
you,” and “Ye arc fallen from grace,” 
those who hold the view you heard 
seem to be saying that  one can be saved

without Christ  and apart  from grace. 
Such a theory is quite  unworthy any 
Bible believing Christian.

You arc entirely correct in holding 
that the fruit of the life tells the quality 
of the heart.  T h e  New Testament 
clearly teaches that  faith and obedience 
belong together.  “Faith without  works 
is dead” (James 2:20) .

Incidentally, the Nazarene Publishing 
House has several hooks which go tho r­
oughly into this matter. A list will be
sent on request.

I am  a C hristian housew ife  and feel very strongly  about pay in g  the tithe. 
B ut m y husband is not a C hristian and w ill not pay the tithe from  his earn­
ings. I w ould  not feel right about g iv in g  th is m oney w ithou t h is kn ow ing  
about it or against h is w ishes, as the Lord loves a “cheerfu l” g iver. B ut on  
the other hand, I do not feel right about th is m oney being  spent on our  
fam ily  for any reason (n ecessities, hom e im provem ents, etc.) because I know  
the Lord d idn’t have His one-tenth  first. I kn ow  m y m ain  job is to w in  m y 
husband over to the Lord, but un til then, w hat?  I w ou ld  appreciate your  
opin ion  on this m atter if at all possible.

I ordinarily refuse to answer anonv- him tha t  you would use extra ci.re to
mous questions. They are generally 
spiteful, or else “ loaded.” We never use* 
names in this column, so there would 
be no reason not to sign a letter con­
taining a question. But this question 
seems quite  sincere.

T here  is no easv answer to this p a r ­
ticular problem, which unfortunately, 
is not uncommon. Certainly, your first 
task is to win your husband to the Lord. 
If yours is a community property state, 
you have a legal right to half of the 
family income. But we have some legal 
rights we do well not to exercise.

Since I do not know how your family 
finances are managed, I don’t know 
whether you have any kind of “allow­
ance” for which you alone are re­
sponsible. If you do. vou might talk to 
your husband about tithing it. assuring

see that  the food and clothing of the 
familv did not suffer thereby.

Much of what you can do depends 
almost entirely upon your husband’s 
a tt i tude  toward the church. Surely you 
must avoid anything which would em­
bitter him. W hatever you do should 
be done openly and with his full knowl­
edge. and I would hope at least tacit 
approval. Since I d o n ’t knowf your 
husband’s particular  reasons for not 
being a Christ ian, it is a bi t  difficult 
to say more.

One thing, though: he  is the head 
of the house. You are responsible to 
do no more (and no less) than  the 
best possible. Certainly God under­
stands the sincerity of your purpose and 
makes no impossible demands.
