Mr. Roosevelt sounded his appeal
in letters which directed attentlon
to the fact that approval by 12 more

ty-four of the necessary 36 states al-
ready have ratified the change.

The chief executive pointed out
that “nation-wide minimum stand-
ards are necessary and that a way
should be found promptly to crystal-
lize in legal safeguards public opin-
fon {n behalf of the elimination of
child labor.” !

“Permanently” -Abolished

Mr. Roosevelt's letter followed
closely his reference on child labor
in his annual message to congress
Wednesday. He took the position in
the message that as regulated under
NRA provisions positive galns were
made but pointed that “it was un-
wise to expect the same agency” to
rule on soclal questions add compll-
cated economic ones as well.

RISH-BORN John Barry was 185,
in 1760, when he went to sea.
It was natural for him, therefore,
to lead the small, untrained naval
force of the ¢olonies, when the
revolution broke out in 1776, He
commanded the first naval vessel
owned by the United States and
made the first capture of an Eng-
lish ship.
- In 1781 -en -his veturn from-an
errahd to Franoe, he encountered
two Britishy-ships, and the ensu-
ing battle was so intense that de-
feat scemed certain. Barry was
woundéd, the ecolors were shot
down, all except one were
dicabled. But Barry refused to
turrender, Manning the lone can-
ron, suffering from his wounds, he
fought hard until the enemy ship®
ran up ‘white flags. y
After the war, Congress au-
thorized construction of a new
fleet, and Barry was put in come
mand, He led this nucleus of the
Amerjcan navy in‘raids- against
pirates “and armed vessels %t
France. He died, in 1803, aged 58.
His portrait appears, with that
.of John Paul Jones, on the new
onescent Navy stamp.
