MOVEMENT:
Illusory or Real?

A t two-thirty this m orning the “L and N ” pu lled  
us in to  Evansville, Indiana, and stopped. A fter a 
few m om ents we seem ed to be m oving again. Still 
half asleep and lying across two seats on my back 
I opened one eye just enough to let in  a dim  pic­
ture of what was going on.

E ither we were m oving or the train on the track 
next to us was. A t first I could not tell w hich. But 
then I thought: I d on ’t feel any roughness. T h ings  
are too sm ooth. Vibrations, but no real jars.

I dare say that all our H era ld  readers have had  
that kind of m isimpression; you have thought your 
train or car was m oving w hen it was instead the 
one beside you.

There are rum blings of religious revival in our 
time. Everyone seems aware that things spiritual 
are on the sprint. W e Nazarenes, I think, as we 
launch upon our fiftieth  anniversary year, must 
not mistake the progress of our fellows for our own. 
It m ust never be that all the sounds o f a rustling  
are really com ing from  the group next to us, on  
its way somewhere. H earing o f a m ove in  N ew  
York City and in local Nazarene churches in many  
places, we m ust not all lu ll ourselves into  think­
ing that we too are m oving—if actually the m ove­
m ent is being m ade by some other glory train and  
not by ours at all, by some non-Nazarene group or 
by some other local Church o f the Nazarene.

Moreover, as individuals we m ust be sure that 
the m ovem ent up close to G od’s lov ing  heart is 
made by each one of us and not sim ply by our fel­
lows. T h e  shouts in  pews next to us must not take 
the place of shouts from the pews where we are 
sitting.

A t this tim e let us take stock. Let us be sure 
that as individuals, as local churches, and as a de­
nom ination  the m ovem ent we sense is not illusory  
but real.
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Two Giants Meet!

The Giants
W ho were these giants? N icodem us and Jesus. 

T h ey  were not physical giants, so far as we know. 
T h ey were not m eeting for a wrestling bout. T h ey  
were not m eeting for a duel w ith  swords or a 
physical struggle of any kind. T hese two giants 
were m eeting to discuss the most im portant prob­
lem  of life. N icodem us was a g iant in that he 
was a master in  the things of his nation, a ruler 
of the Jews, a m em ber of the Sanhedrin, a teacher 
in Israel, and perhaps very wealthy. On his level 
as a hum an leader, he was a giant.

Jesus came from  heaven; H e was the Son of G od  
as w ell as the Son o f Man. H e was the Master 
o f the things o f the inner m an of the spirit. N ever  
m an spake as H e did. H e was un iqu e am ong those 
w ho have walked on this earth—possessing a dignity  
and supremacy above all. H e was a G iant, reaching  
u p  to heaven w ith  one hand and down to the 
earth w ith the other.

The Meeting Not Accidental
T h e m eeting of these two giants was not acci­

dental. N icodem us took the in itiative. H e “came 
to Jesus by n ight.” Some say this was for the sake of 
convenience on the part of N icodem us, or con­
venience for both of them —it seem ed to be the 
best tim e for them  to meet, undisturbed. H ow ­
ever, I am inclined to think that N icodem us “came 
to Jesus by n ight” because he wasn’t yet ready for 
his friends to know what he was doing; he d id n ’t 
care to have a public m eeting w ith this strange 
and unusual Man. H e had not yet m ade up his 
m ind as to what he wanted to do w ith  Jesus.

N icodem us not only came to Jesus (and that 
was to his credit) ; he began the conversation. H e 
said, “R abbi, we know that thou art a teacher 
come from God: for no m an can do these miracles 
that thou doest, except G od be w ith h im .” R abbi 
m eant “master,” a title of respect, w hich N ico ­
dem us gave to Jesus. Evidently he was already 
look in g  up  to H im . More than that, he said, “We 
know  that thou art a teacher come from G od.” 
Why? Because of Jesus’ works, the miracles which  
H e had done. N o  m an could perform such miracles 
if  G od’s hand was not upon him  in a special way.

The Demand: "Ye Must Be Born Again"
Jesus was ready for the encounter; H e went right 

to the point. H e saw the need of N icodem us, this 
unusual man w ho had com e to him  by night, and 
H e said to him: “Except a m an be born again, 
he cannot see the kingdom  of G od.” N ow  the 
M aster appreciated the com plim ents w hich N ico­
demus had bestowed upon H im  in  his statem ent, 
but H e d id n’t waste any tim e considering them.

H e saw a m an w ith  in fluence and pow er w ho  
needed help , and needed it desperately, and H e  
began at once to confront h im  w ith it. “Except 
a m an be born again, he cannot see the kingdom  
of G od.”

N icodem us, no doubt, had never heard such a 
revolutionary dem and before. H e d id n ’t get the 
m eaning at first; he was startled, dum founded, and 
came back w ith  these words: “H ow  can a m an  
be born w hen he is old? can he enter the second  
tim e into  his m other’s wom b, and be born?” 
T h ou gh  he was a ruler o f the Jews, a m em ber of 
the Sanhedrin, and a teacher in  Israel, the most

religious-m inded nation  on the earth, N icodem us  
could not com prehend these words from  Jesus. If 
he had ever heard of anything like the new  birth  
before, he d id n ’t connect it w ith w hat Jesus said. 
A ll he thought o f was the physical birth of an 
individual; he d id n ’t get beyond the m aterial sig­
nificance of w hat Jesus had said.

Jesus was quick to answer N icodem us. H e had 
already fired a bom b at him , and now H e exploded  
a second one. It had the same thought in it, “E x­
cept a m an be born of water and of the Spirit, 
he cannot enter in to  the kingdom  o f G od.” A nd  
H e d id n ’t stop there, H e w ent right on: “T h at  
w hich is born of the flesh is flesh; and that w hich  
is born o f the Spirit is spirit. M arvel n ot that I 
said un to  thee, Ye m ust be born again .” D o n ’t 
be dum founded or startled or amazed at the m es­
sage w hich I bring to you, for, after all, “T h e  
w ind blow cth where it listeth, and thou hearcst 
the sound thereof, but canst not tell w hence it 
com eth, and w hither it gocth: so is every one that 
is born of the Spirit.” Jesus came at N icodem us 
w ith the same truth, first from one angle and then  
from another. H e continued to cannonade this 
giant of the Israelitish nation u n til N icodem us, 
though he was a very wise m an in  the things of 
this world, coidd only say, “H ow  can these things 
be?”

The Climax of Jesus' Message
N icodem us took the in itiative at first, but it 

was soon taken away from him  by Jesus. W hen
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N icodem us said, “ H o w  cat! these th ings be!1” (five 
w o rd s ) , Jesus cam e back  w ith  a n o th e r  ba rrage  of 
t ru th :  “A r t  th o u  a m aste r  of Israel, a n d  know est 
no t  these things?” Some trans la t ions  give it, “A r t  
thou  a teacher  in  Israel, a n d  know est n o t  these 
things?” T h e n  H e  goes on, “Verily, verily, I  say 
u n to  thee, W e  speak th a t  we do  know, a n d  testify 
tha t  we have  seen; a n d  ye receive n o t  o u r  witness.” 

T h e n  Jesus c l im axed  H is  b r ie f  serm on, w hich  
has b een  im m orta l ized ,  w ith  these words: “ If  I
have to ld  you  ear th ly  things, a n d  ye believe not, 
how  shall  ye believe, if I  tell you  of heavenly  
things?”

The Final Outcome
T w o  g ian ts  m e t  on  a b a t t le f ie ld  of words; n o t  

m ere words, b u t  words th a t  were fre igh ted  w ith  
e te rna l  t ru th ,  words u p o n  w hich  h u n g  the destiny 
of a g rea t  leader, words w hich  we do  n o t  know  
for sure were ever heeded  by N icodem us. H e  came, 
he ques tioned ,  he  lis tened, b u t  we do  n o t  know  
for ce r ta in  th a t  he  ever accep ted  Jesus Chris t  as 
his personal  Saviour. W h a te v e r  peop le  may say in 
his favor, the  Scrip tures  are no t  clear a t  this po in t .

I t  was a f te r  this tha t  N icodem us, a g ia n t  in  the 
things of the  Israel i t ish  n a t io n ,  spoke aga in  fo r  us 
in this Gospel. N ico de m u s—the  m a n  th a t  "cam e 
to Jesus by n ig h t ,” the W o rd  says—was one of the 
rulers  w ho  were a b o u t  to pass ju d g m e n t  o n  Jesus, 
an d  N icodem us  d e fen d ed  H im  cautiously, w i th  
these words, “D o th  o u r  law jud g e  any m an , before  
i t  h e a r  h im , a n d  know  w h a t  he  doe th?” (See J o h n  
7:50-51.) B u t  his fellow ru lers  cu t  h im  short:  
“ T h e y  answ ered  a n d  said u n to  h im , A r t  tho u  also 
of Galilee? Search, a n d  look: for o u t  of Galilee  
arise th  n o  p ro p h e t .  A n d  every m a n  w en t  u n to  his 
own h o u se ” (7:52-53). T h e se  words e n d e d  this 
b rief  discussion. N icodem us  w asn ’t courageous 
en o u gh  to take  any fu r th e r  s ta n d  fo r  Jesus.

A gain , in  J o h n  19:39 we re a d  of N icodem us. H e  
came fo rw ard  a f te r  Jesus’ cruc if ix ion  “a n d  b ro u g h t  
a m ix tu re  of m y r rh  a n d  aloes, a b o u t  a n  h u n d re d  
p o u n d  w eigh t .” T h e n  he  a n d  Joseph of Arim a- 
thaea, w ho  h a d  asked for the body  of Jesus an d  
h a d  been  given it, p re p a re d  it for b u r ia l  a n d  placed

it in  “a new  sepulchre , w here in  was never m a n  yet 
la id .” R e m em b er ,  please, this g iant ,  NicddertiUs, 
was still the m a n  w ho  came to Jesus by n ight.  T h e  
G ia n t  he  h a d  m e t  back  there h a d  been  la id  lbw 
by the sins of the world. B u t  N icodem us h a d  the 
bravery  only  to play, as someone has said, “a 
secondary ro le” in  H is  en tom b m en t .

T w o  g ian ts—Nicodem us, a m aster  of the  things 
of Israel; a n d  Jesus, the M aster  of the  things of 
the Spirit,  Son of G o d  a n d  Son of M a n —h a d  met, 
a n d  the  call cam e to  N icodem us. B u t  as to  the 
outcom e, n o  one can  positively aff irm  th a t  N ico­
d em us becam e a fo llower of Jesus Christ.  N ever­
theless he was the in s t ru m e n ta l i ty  w hich  b ro u g h t  
fo r th  f rom  the  lips of the M aster  one of the  greatest 
messages in  the  Bible. T h is  t r u th  holds for every 
one of us—for all  of us have s inned  a n d  come shor t  
of the  glory of G od: “Verily, verily, I  say u n to  
thee, E xcep t  a m a n  be b o rn  again, he can n o t  see 
the  k in g d o m  of G o d .”

S c r i p t u r e : D euteronom y 6; 11

(P rin ted : D euteronom y 6:1-3; 11:18-21, 
26-28)

G o l d e n  T e x t : Hear, O Israel: T h e  
Lord  our  God is one Lord: and  thou  
shall love the Lord  thy God xvith all  
th ine heart, and w ith  all thy  soul, and  
with  all thy m ight  (D euteronom y 6:4-5).

Moses is concerned th a t th e  p rincip les 
of th e  T en  C om m andm ents become an

in teg ra l p a r t  of th e  life of H is people. 
In  th is  lesson, th en , we are  to ld  to  have 
a holy reverence fo r th e  law , a com plete 
acceptance of its p recepts, an d  are  r e ­
m inded  of th e  clear-cut a lte rnatives, 
e ith e r a blessing or a curse, according 
to o u r choice.

W h at significance does th is scrip tu re  
have for in d iv iduals and  nations today?

1. God's laws must be held  in high  
esteem (D euteronom y 6:1-3) .

H ere we have the specific s ta tem en t, 
‘T e a r  the L ord  thy G od," as if to say. 
H ave a h igh  reverence for th e  W ord  of 
God and H is com m andm ents. W h en  any 
g enera tion  p erm its th e  sacred to becom e 
secular th ere  follows a progressive in ­
fidelity  to  th e  com m andm ents of God. 
A nd if th ere  is a “casual” view of G od ’s 
W ord , can we place any b lam e except 
u po n  ourselves? May th ere  be for each 
of us a renew ed reverence for G od's laws, 
th a t we m ig h t be r ig h tfu l heirs  to  His 
prom ises.

2. God's laws must be accepted in 
complete surrender  (D euteronom y 11:18- 
21).

T h e  d irectives are  p lain : o u r  hearts  
filled  w ith  th e  W o rd , o u r  eyes fixed 
u pon  th e  W ord , an d  o u r  tongues em ­
ployed ab o u t th e  W o rd , fo r G od ’s way 
lays claim  u p o n  th e  to ta l person.

As ad u lts , hum b ly  re-exam ine you r 
basic ph ilosophy  concern ing  th e  im p o r­
tance of th e  W o rd  of G od an d  su rren d e r 
anew  to its a u th o rity .

3. C o d ’s laws carry personal respon­
sibili ty  (D euteronom y 11:26-28).

W e a re  daily  co n fro n ted  w ith  the 
necessity o f m aking  m oral choices. T h e re  
is no  escape from  responsib ility . T od ay  
we are  p ray in g  for revivals, for H is  bless­
ing, fo r th e  u n u su a l m oving of H is 
S p irit in  o u r m idst. B ut do  we see th e  
positive connection  betw een a com plete, 
w ho lehearted , joyfu l acceptance of the 
W o rd  of G od as au th o rity  fo r o u r lives 
on th e  one h an d ; an d  on  th e  o th e r, th e  
th rillin g  benefits  of H is blessings u pon  
us?

L et us choose th e  way of blessing!

T h ey  w ere 
very a tten tiv e  however, an d  as th e  serv­
ice progressed they lost som e of th e ir  
shyness an d  a few tried  to  lea rn  the 
songs we were singing. Suddenly  they 
all scam pered from  th e  chapel. W e 
were dism ayed. W h a t had  we done 
wrong? W h at had  we said? W hy did  
they leave?

In  a few m om ents we knew th e  a n ­
swer. A truck  was arriv ing . T h e  ch il­
d ren 's  keen ears had  cau gh t th e  u n ­
fam iliar sound  of a m oto r an d  they 
h ad  h u rrie d  outside to see w ho had  
come. In  a few m in u tes  they all came 
back and sat down qu ietly  as though  
n o th in g  h ad  h ap pened , an d  we con­
tinu ed  w ith  o u r service.

Does th is  m ean  th a t a C hristian  cannot lend m o n ey  on in terest today?

T h e  word actually  found  in  Psalms 
15:5 is ujsury. H owever, i t  d id  m ean  in ­
terest in  O ld  T es tam e n t times. T h e  
Jews in  th a t day were no t supposed to 
charge th e ir own people in terest. N ever­
theless, th e re  are two th ings w hich we 
m ust keep in  m in d  now if we w ould 
properly  u n d erstan d  th e  teaching  as to 
lend in g  m oney for in terest today. In  
O ld  T es tam en t tim es m oney was 
loaned  for th e  necessities of life. 
T h u s  th e  w ealthy  Israe lite  was n o t a l­
lowed to charge h is d es titu te  b ro th er

I f  a person lays u p  treasures, isn ’t  he 
in  M atthew  6:19?

G od has n o th in g  against m oney. I t  
is n o t m oney w hich is th e  ro o t o f all 
evil; it  is th e  love of m oney. W ealth  in  
houses an d  lands, o r in  some o th er 
form , will n o t send anyone to  hell; it 
is th e  a t titu d e  th a t we take tow ard  it 
which d eterm ines its danger. I believe 
th a t you will find  th is  to  be the case 
if you read  M atthew  6 as a w hole as

in terest. In  this age, m oney is chiefly 
loaned  as cap ita l, th a t is, for th e  person 
who borrow s it  to m ake m oney. Because 
of this, th e  borrow er should  have to 
pay in te rest on th e  m oney loaned  to 
h im . T h e re fo re  th e  laws today are no t 
against in terest, b u t ra th e r  against ex ­
o rb ita n t in terest, o r usury, as th is type 
of in te rest is called today. U sury no 
longer m eans ju st in terest; it m eans ex ­
cessive in terest. U sury, an d  n o t in terest, 
is sinful, according to ou r p resen t cus­
toms.
