FRANCE MEETS.

LebrunGoesToLon-
don with Foreign
‘Minister

London, March 21— (#)— Britain
today asked Soviet Russia, France
and Poland to sign a “halt Hitler”
declaration binding them to “con-
sult as to action they would take”
in case of further German expan-
sion attempts.

The “final draft of the declara-
tion,” authoritative British sources
said, also l:ad been brought to the
attention of Rumania, Turkey,
Greece, Yugoslavia and Bulgaria.

They stressed that it ' would ‘not
operate if Germany and Lithuania
made a deal over Memel, which was
German _territory before the post-
war settlement. It was designated
to counter German action against
non-Germanic territory, they said.

The announcement of Britain's
action came after the Soviet -
ernment had disclosed at M
that London considered an im
diate six-power conference as “pre-
mature.” This had led to a belief
that Soviet support for a strong
“stop Hitler” move was highly un-
certain.

French President Arrives

British sources emphasized that
the declaration would be entirely
compatible with a conference at a
later stage. Russia, they said, was
Ikely to accept such a. procedure
as a satisfactory alternative to a
conference nOW.

Meanwhile President - Albert Le-
Brun of France arrived in London
for a three-day state vsit amid in-

at least this merit:

The world now understands quite clearly that Adolf Hit-
ler, backed by all the military might of Germany. is pre-
pared to seize anything he wants without a shadow of re-
gard for right. i

Many have believed this all along. But the taking over
of the Sudeten areas of Czechoslovakia had a certaini amount
of reasonableness in its favor. After all, the Sudetens. a
large majority of the people of the area, were German and
-were at least willing, perhaps eager, to join the Reich.

It would be useless to pretend that the Czechs of Bo-
hemia and Moravia are German, so a new phrase is invented
by Hitler to cover them: their lands are “part of the living
space of the German people.” Such a phrase means noth-
ing, or if it means anything, it would include Yorkville, Cin-
cinnati, and Milwaukee.

So now we have the picture of a small neighboring coun-
try, inhabited by people entirely outside Hitler's “racial”
orbit, who are overwhelmed and taken into the Reich with-
out a shadow of warning_or any appeal to the rights of the
case that would register in the mind of a 10-year-old child.

When Hitler said at Mynich that he had no more terri-
torial ambitions in Europe, and when he joined in guarantee-
ing the borders of the dissected Czech’ state, some people
doubted the validity of his words. Now everyone knows

. Just how valid they were." ! .

No one can have any patience with a quibble about the
“protectorate’
one can see how .much independence and autonomy -is left
to a state in which a foreign power can arrest thousands of
-people, deprive all except minority Germans of citizenship, |
appoint a forelgn governor and impose foreign laws, conduct
the area’s foreign and economic affairs, maintain military
garrisons of foreign troops, supervise all communications and |
money. And that is Hitler's program for his new territory.

No country directly concerned has seen fit to act, or even
to protest. Britain has merely wrung its hands. France
has maintained a shocked silence. Russia has said merely,
“Huh! Better not come too close to ME!” The United
States, infinitely farther removed than any of these coun-
tries, can scarcely be expected to be more active in the mat.

Army Conscripts To
Be Held to the
Colors

. By RALPH HEINZEN
Parls, March 21 —(UP)— Premier
Edouard = Daladier, acting under
emergency powers, announced today
that the class of army conscripts
due for rélease in April would be
held with the colors. At the same
time he put war industries on a 64
hour & week basis to ensure a big
increase in production.
. As President Albert Lebrun near-
. ed the shores of England for a four
day . state visit- - to King -George,
Daladier moved rapidly to strength-
en the country's position in view of
the dangerous European situation.

Army Staff Increased.

By his order that April conscripts
were to remain under the colors, he
will increase the army. by 90,000
men. But further, he increased the
permsnent army staff by 422 offi-
cers, to a total of 31,060, and added
2500 non:commissioned officers. He
increased the length of the training
period for reservists from 15 to 40
days for enlisted men and from 21
to 50 days for officers.

As a compensation to organized
labor for the increase in the work-
ing week, the government provided
a bonus of 10 per cent for wages
between the 40th and 45th working
hours each week, and an additional
five per cent for wages between the
46th and 60th hour.
