Prime Minister Winston
Churchill Informs Jap-
ense Foreign Minister

London, Feb. 25—%—Prime Min-
ister Churchill has told Japan that
Britain rejected any mediation in
her war with Germany, the govern-~
ment announced today.

The announcement was made in
the house of commons by R, A.
Butler, undersecretary for {foreign
affairs.

“In a recent communication to the
foreign - secretary (Anthony Eden)
the Japanese minister for foreign
affairs (Yosuke Matsuoka), after re-
ferring generally to the European
war, observed that Japan wgs fully .
prepared to act as mediator or to
take whatever action was calculated

“to restore peace and normal condi-

tions not only in greater east Asia
but anywhere in the world,” Butler
told the house.

“The Japanese minister for foreign
affairs in subsequent public state«

© ments—made, he s3id, after consult-

ing Germany—has indicated that his
words were not to be regarded as an
offer of mediation in the European
war.

No Question of Compromise

“In any case the Japanese minister
for foreign affairs has been inform-
ed by the prime minister that in a
cause of the kind for which we are
fighting—a cause in no way concern-
jed with territory, trade or material
gains, but affecting the whole future
!of humanity—there can be no ques-
tion of compromise or parley.”

'was a reply to Laborite Rhys Davies’
‘demand for “the precise terms of
the offer made by Japan to mediate
between the belligerents in the pres-
ent war and the reply of his maj-
esty's government.”

Telling of convoys scattered in the
Atlantic and of blows overseas, the
communique gave this tally for Ger-
many's surface and undersea raiders:

125,000 tons—including a “protect-
ing auxiliary cruiser’—sunk by sub-
marines in “numerous stif{ attacks”
on a “strongly protected convoy.”

83,000 tons, including a large tank-
er, sunk by other submarines “simul-
taneously operating successfully in
the Atlantic,” some of them from
CONVoYs. : !

25,000 tons sunk by surface war-‘}
ships. !

Thus, the high command said,
apart from alr blows struck against
Britain’s vital ocean supply lines,
“the navy diminished enemy mer-
chant shipping space by over one
quarter of a million tons in the past
few days.”

Its figure raised the 215000-ton
total cited by Adolf Hitler yesterday
when he proclaimed that “our strug-
gle at sea only now can begin” and
that Nazi naval power would reach
full swing in the next two months.
