But so far all efforts to locate
them have failed, and information
at hand indicates that their home
may have been bombed and all or a
number of them killed, according to
Attorney George Appell of Los An-
geles.

The estate is that left by Sallie
Cohen, old-time stage acterss, who
died in Los Angeles Iast March 20
at the age of 80, and the English
beneficiaries are her son. whom she
had not seen since he was a baby
one year old. and his family, in-
cluding his three sons and a daugh-
ter and also two of his grandchil-
dren.

Miss Cohen—she used her mgjden
name, although she had been rhar-
ried twice—executed her will last
July 2, and 1nc}udod the following
