An
easy mark has no value. Only those objectives which raise the sights,
tax the resources, and inspire the faith of all who are engaged in the
effort are worthy.

I'he recent General Assembly approved the recommended goal of
fourteen million dollars lo>- world evangelism. This is four million

dollars more than that accepted in 1952. It is three and one-half million
more than was actually collected in the last lour years. It is the tithe
of the total income to the church from 1952 to 195(>.

Fourteen million dollars in General Budget, Alabaster boxes, and
approved specials is an inspiring but not an unattainable goal.

To reach the figure at which we aim, or to go beyond it, we must
determine the percentage of required increase at the beginning of the
quadrcnniiun.  File angle of elevation must be measured now, or we
will miss the target by a wide margin.

As usual the monthly income following the General Assembly
has been below normal. T his relaxation must be balanced off in a
record-breaking Thanksgiving offering on November eighteenth. It
should go beyond 8800,000.00.

This offering must be taken as an index of our purpose to reach
the mark set before us. It will be a forecast by which to plan our ex-
pansion and advance between now and 19(i0. It may well be the
deciding factor in determining whether we will enter Bra/il and West
Germany and other new areas. Furthermore, it will be the base for next
year’s budget allocations, which must always be less than the amounts
requested and needed in mission fields.

Goals have value, but they do not provide sufficient motivation
for superlative achievement. That can come only from love for the
Christ of Galvarv and those for whom He shed His precious hlood.

We must fix our aim now and preach, pray, and give the maximum
or find ourselves short in 1960.

POWERLESS PRAYING

It is safe to say that the majority of prayers do
not have the power so necessary to reach the throne
of grace and actually be hedrd by God himself.
First of all, real prayer should have praise as its
ﬁrlnmpal ingredient. "God honors praise, and praise
onors God. This t%pe of prayer has power that
carries it throu?h. The time for “praying through”
could be greatly cut if one prayed ‘in the Spirit,
For this reason Christians must realize that_PowerfuI
praying comes from refilling with the Spirit. When
we pray and know that our petition is in God’s will
and we do not receive the answer we desire, wc
should realize that somewhere along the line the
power pla%ed out and the prayer was simply wafted
away on the air. _ _
~ When wc see storage batteries being recharged
in a shop we can get a good illustration of the need
of refilling for power. No matter how much power
the battery may have when it is new, there will
come a time when it will require refilling in order
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to have power. We must learn to tarry at periodical
times until we become endued with power. We feel
and know by instinct that our prayers are reaching
tShe_ _tthrone when we know we are filled with the

We arc admonished to be specific in making our
requests known to God. More power is needed
when we pray in this manner. Praying with praise
is praying with power. We know full well how
Fralse affects us when someone expresses gratitude
or some help or favor we have extended him.

Someone has said that prayer is the chief thing
that man may present to God. This is why our
prayers must be carefully planned and spoken.” Also,
our prayers must be offered up in a state of expect-
ancy; we must expect an answer. If we do not, then
we know there is no power in our petitions. Fene-
lon said that he who prays without confidence can-
not hope that his prayers will be granted, Phillips
brooks said that prayer “is not conquering God’s



reluctance, but taking hold of God’s willingness.”
11 we do not pray in this spirit wc can be assured
that our prayers do not possess power that propels
them into 1lis ear. God's Word tells us: “God
isa Spirit: and they that worship him must worship
him in spirit and in truth" (John 1:2-1). The
power ol the Spirit is the kernel of the grain.

Il Clod is not praiseworthy lie is not God. He

loves to know that His children glorilv Him with
praise. It is disheartening to hear people pray in
a rambling and careless manner, ﬁroving that they
are not praying with power and that they have not
learned the simple rudiments of genuine prayer.
There is a vast difference hetween saving prayers
and praying! Spurgeon once said that prayer pulls
the rope below, and the great bell rings above in
the ears ol God. Some scarcely stir the bell, for they
pray so languidly: others give but an occasional
pluck at the rope: but he who wins with heaven
IS the man who grasps the rope boldly and pulls
continuously, with all his might! This requires
power. It means that determination has taken the
place of merely saving a prayer: it gives full assur-
ance of effective praying.

One old time minister said that praver is the
first breath of divine life: it is the pulse of the
believing soul—by prayer, it is “with |Joy’j that we
“draw water out ol the wells of salvation.” Py
prayer, faith puts forth its energy, in apprehending
the promised blessings, and receiving- from the Re-
deemer s lullness; in leaning on His almighty arm,
and making His name our strong tower, and in
overcoming- the world, the flesh, and the devil.

It takes sell-mastcry to possess power. Sell must
be eradicated and the Holy Spirit must move in
to over!lowing. The one- who hurriedly kneels
and begins praying without giving thought to the
lact that he is trying to reach the presence of
God is one who will send UE a praver lacking
in power. We must never rush into the presence
of God without lirst realizing that we are about
to perforin our greatest act and lake advantage
of the greatest privilege ever extended to man.
There is a great source of power awaiting the
one who, before beginning to prav, sits still in a
meditative mood and ponders over the great
privilege ol prayer.

Humility should spearhead our thinking and
preparation lor prayer. The fact and presence of
the Holy Spirit should be reali/fed. And we must
also realife that Jesus himsell is making inter-
cession lor us, and the Holy Spiiit also, with
groanings. This fact alone is enough to make us
realize the need of power in praver. Without
Eower our words are but sounding brass and tin-
ling cymbals: with power they travel swiftly in
an unerring direction that causes God to listen
and answer. Preparation, praise, and power form
the trinity of effective praying: these must be em-
ployed if Clod is to heal and answer our prayers.

If many of our EOO ,
strong churches of today were checked back for
qust a few years, there would be a picture of a few
folks who stood by, and will receive their reward
in heaven, thoth they may have received small
reward in this [ife. History like this brought to
our attention helps in more places today than many
may think.

Within recent weeks Mrs. Gibson and | made
some such visits, which will be of encouraﬂement
to us for weeks to come. We went to a small town
where a sacr|f|cm(_1]_pastor had located hecause he
felt the Lord led
sand people. It was a town where our folks had
tried, and tried hard, but with little results, and
the work was virtually closed. This man did not
ask for help except to pay the rent on a bqumg.
It was such a poor place, and so badly arranﬁe :
that we hesitated to put money into if. But here
was the plea of a good man, & few people, and a
sad history. We put the money into it because
of this man and his faith. Later we transferred
to an upstairs hall, and still later the Ioca_l_groulp
bought a lot and paid for it, at great sacrifice. It
was then that we offered to help with a building,
but only if we could have the assurance that these
leaders would remain and fight on until the debts
were paid. 'With their own labor the work was
done, and we provided the money for material.
The salary has been raised twice, and still it is
on_Ir a BI tance. The pastor still must work at a
daily job, and he does it with grace and patience;
but now he has more than f|ftﬁ in Sunday school
and has gained the respect of the town.

We found a group of determined people and a
community that has much reslo_ect for the preacher
and his family. This strugg ing grouF hopes to
hr able to pay live hundred dollars lor General
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im to this town of three thou-

Budget this year. The children of this pastor are
back of the work of the church; and the?]/ live in
the community, the schools, and the church in
such a way as to influence voting and old in favor
of the church. It takes time to establish a work,
and these people know it. These folks plan to
stay on the job until there is a self-supporting
work in Mauston.

We next went to a small church where circum-
stances have made it impossible to have a pastor
for the last few months. The building is small
and our members are small—only fifteen to thirty
in Sunday school. The backbone of this work just
now is a man who, with his wife, was saved and
sanctified only six years _a?o. They are a fine
couple, with three fine girls %the oldest in her
early teens) . who are right in the swing of thmgs
in school, but give attention to the work of the
Sunday school and church. _

We ‘wondered if we would have to give courage
and encouragement to this "little vine," but In-
stead we gathered both from the folks of the con-
?regatlon and this father and mother as well as
helr ch||d_ren. They have carried a heavy load,
and the finances must be carried by a very few,
and yet we were informed they plan to ﬁay their
budgets this year. They also” want to have the
money for the evangelist when he comes, and they
want “a pastor lined up for them within a few
months. The climax was theY want to get the
parsonage debt paid, then sell it, move the old
church off, make a parsonage out of it, and build
a nice, neat, and attractive church on the corner.
Such vision, faith, and courage arc seldom found,
and surely are to be commended wherever found.

This little town with its few attractions and many
worldly youth has in it these line young people.
There are those who might object to television in
the home, but this line father and mother said
they found their children beln% invited elsewhere
to See it, and also sitting on the porch to watch
the programs of their neighbors; so they bought
a_set for their home, and they direct and super-
vise it. We were impressed with the conversation
of the second girl in a private talk with us. She
said. “Of course there are programs that we would
not want to look at, and when one with a beer
or tobacco advertisement comes on. we turn it off
right now. But, Brother Gibson, we do get some
(};_reat programs of educational value, and some
ine music, as well as some spiritual programs.”
| am sure that anyone who would meet with these
folks and talk and pray with them, and then
hear these girls tell of their selection of programs,
would say such people have real salvation. We
gathered encoura?ement for the fight and persis-
tence of the small work and went awav feeling it
is worth all it has or will cost.



We found the same spirit prevailing elsewhere
and proceeded to the Menomonie section, where
on Tuesday night we had a service in an old
church we “still “own, althou?h for five years we
have had no services, and the church has been
officially disorganized. Here we found a renewed
interest.

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TITHING

Social Security Pensions
By T. W. WILLINGHAM

Inquiries have already begun
to come in about tithing Social
Security pensions. Because of
this, I asked Dr. T. W. Willing-
ham, who is so well acquainted
with thi Jield, to write this
article.—SE Itor.

Now that some of our members and friends are
begmnm% to receive Social Security benefits, a
number have written to us for our _0ﬁ|n|on a 10
whether or not they should pay tithe on their
Social Security pensions. _ '

In Old Testament times the tithe was paid on
the “increase” of the fields, which represented the
ﬁroductlvny of the soil and the labor of one’s
ands. Carrying that principle through to the
Present day, one pays tithe on the monies received
or his labors, interest on investments, and the
net income from other financial operations. In
other words, he pays on the “increase,” _

The pension which one receives f_rom Social
Security has been paid for, at least in part, by
the pensioner. One may not live long enough to
recelve_lnspenslon payments as much as he paid
in Social Security tax; in that case there would
be no profit or “increase,” but in many instances

NJahe

the pension payments will be in excess of the
amount of Social Security tax_lpa|d by the pen-
sioner. In such cases there will be a profit or
“Increase.”

It would seem to us that one should not be
required to pay a tithe on the sum total of the
pension received, but upon that portion which is
a_profit or “increase” over and above the cost
of the pension to him. To illustrate: If during
one’s participation in the Social Security program
his portion of the Social Security tax "amounted
to the sum of $500.00, the first $500.00 of Social
Security pension payments received by him would
be a return of the money which he paid in Social
Security tax; hence that amount would not be
profit or “increase,” and in our judgment would
not be subject to the tithe. However, all additional
Bensmn_ payments in excess of the $500.00 would
e profit or “increase,” and according to the law
of tithing, the profit or “increase” would be sub-
ject to the tithe,

It is not difficult for one to ascertain just how
much Social Security tax he has paid during the
years of his participation. Upon retirement the
government will gwe him that information if re-
quested. Then when he has received in Social Se-
curity pension payments a sum equivalent to the
amount of the Social Security tax paid by him,
which normally is one-half of the total tax _Fald,
his remaining “pension receipts should be tithed
as they represent a profit or “increase” over an
above "his payments in Social Security taxes.

_If one follows this principle, he will be paying
tithe only on the "increase,” which in our judg-
ment is proper and right.
