Regular army
men could be retained for 4': years
The armv also sent Instructions
to the field arranging for the re-
lease from active duty of almost
200000 men by Dec 10 of this vear,
in the following order of preference:

1 Dependency and hardship cases

when properly established

2 Men 28 vears of age or over
on July 1. 1941, régardless of length
of service and in order of length
of active federal service.

3 Married men who desire dis-
charge at the end of their 12
months™ service :

Expressing the hope that it will
not be necessary to hold in service
any individual now in training for

the full 30 months term permissable
under the law. the War_department
