public instruction, said today he had |

invited all county school superin-
tendents in the state to attend a
meeting here next Tuesday at vhich
laws pertaining to- education -passed
by the 62nd genem}, assembly will
be outlined and discussed.

Among obligations of county tchool
superintendents created by recent
legislation is that to call in all
school board members of their coun-
tles before October 15 to se. up
ccunty school survey committees.

The committees formed will be
charged with the task of examining
the entire school situations in their
respective counties and reporting
recommendations, after holding pub-
lic hearings before December 31 of
next year to the county superintend-
ents. Before March 31, 1943, the re-
ports must be filed with the state
office of public instruction. Each
county was allotted $750 for ex-
penses of its survey.

Other subjects to be discussed are
revisions in the teachers’ tenure law.
teacher qualifications. changes in
the state zid law., and the general
availability of school teachers.

Some county superintendents have
reported an increasing shortage of
teachers in their areas due to em-
ployment 1n national defense projects
and business.
