Money Management

This .summer an army of some six million teenagers are “trying

their wings" via a summer - job.

I'm frankly amazed at the paychecks some of these youngsters

draw. It puts responsibility upon parents.

It is up to you to teach your teener to handle his earnings wisely.
Sound principles of money management are as important as any legacy

you could leave your child.

You should also be aware that his affluency could affect you both

come income tax time next April.

Family budget experts from the American Bank-
ers Association offer you this guide:

Have your teener figure his expenses either for
the summer or for a year. Show him how to divide
those expenses into major categories—clothing, rec-
reation, hobbies, etc. Next, have your teener figure
his weekly income the best he can. Now decide how
much help, dollar-wise, he can expect from you.
This will give him an idea of how much spending is
Involved'in conducting what to him is complex living.

Don't give your youngster the idea he should . Faye Henle
spend all he earns. Encourage him to set aside a regular sum for sav-
ings. Bank experts point out that adults strive to save more than 10 per
cent of their incomes. This should serve as a guide for the more mature
tcenager who hopes to meet all of his expenses on his own. The young-

ater with less financial responsibility should be taught to save more.

Now your young budgét-maker is ready to work out his weekly
spending plan. First deduct savings. Exactly as you set the savings
goal, ‘set spending goals, too. If your child has a ‘‘dream project,”
" bi-fi equipment, -a pet or so forth, show him how to realize these goals
by setting up a separate savings fund from any weekly left-over cash.

I know of one teener whose parents insisted that she bank half
of her earnings from a steady summer job. She followed through on
this faithfully. When summer was over, however, she spent a couple
of rough hours figuring, for her own peace of mind, how she had frit-

tered away the other half of her salary.
