The announcement jolred the

Acnnberry industry less than

three weeks before Thanksgiv-
ing. Major food chains. halted
sales of fresh and canned’ cran-
berries. Officials in several cities
and states ordered cranberry
quarantines,

rAgriculture Secreury Ezra T
Benson ordered his department to
Investigate to find out what it
could do to help the hard-hit
cranberry growers. He offered
“the full resources of the depart-
ment” to aid the producers.

Benson said he planned to eat
cranbérries with his Thlnksglv-
lng dinner.

‘The FDA .investigation was
aimed at finding out if cranber-
ries grown in states other than
Washington and Oregon were
