Not at all,
says the calm Dr. Benes. There is great danger of war, of
course; but it is not in the least inevitable.
on the leaders and governments involved. “In my opinion,
war can always be . avoided,” said the indomitable little
Czechoslovakian leader.

Really, here is .something to make ashamed the
doubters of democracy, the pessimists who give up on peace
and decency simply because they have had a series of set-
backs. Listen to the man who, perhaps more than an§ other
individual, has suffered from the misfortunes of a Europe
in which orderly procedure has broken down:

“The United States—as state and nation, and your
citizens as individuals—represented for me always that per-
fect fighter who knows that life is sometimes difficult, but
who knows also that in human life there should be no room

_ for despair or pessimism. Man, as long as he is alive, must
never give up optimistic idealism; he must never, even if
he sees the real situation in rather dark colors, cease to
hope for better times, and he must, most of all, never cease
to work for them, and never be discouraged on his way by
ill success.”

Brave Benes! Here is the fighter, back from the thick
of the fight, bloody, but unbowed! And yet some bow who
have never yet felt a blow! Faint-hearted ones who cringe
before our many difficulties, who bow before an “inevitable”
collapse, an “inevitable” war, take renewed courage from

But the point I would lke to make
is this: since 1t cannot be dis-
couraged easily, without sapping all
the child's- spirit and making a
complete end of ambition, parents
might try developlng other char-
acteristics that will govgrn his con-
duct.
