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A rocky road

Kankakee School District 111
has trod a rocky road in recent
years to achieve the stability it
has today—and a significant
part of the way from then to
now has been under the lead-
ership of two board members
who ran in the April 13 elec-
tion—Jamie Gibson and Byron
Wallace,

_ Gibson, who has filed a pell-
tion in Circuit Court for a hear-
ing ‘on the election, was de-
feated. Wallace won by one vote
and is now president.

During the past few years, the
district has been beset by racial
conflict and sometimes violence.
Three years ago, it was near
bankruptcy to the point it was
living off future taxes, borrowed
so far.into the future that it had
very .nearly reached the legal
limit. Two years ago, there was
a short abortive strike by food
and maintenance workers, and a
long and bitter bargaining ses-
sion with the teachers’ union
last fall.

The road back to solvency be-
gan with one of the most dra-.
matic nights in district history.
In June, 1971, when the board
felt that after continued prod-
ding, Dr. Lee Grebner, superin-
tendent, was not coming up with
solutions to financial problems,
it removed him from office and
named Dr. Richard Denoyer as
executive superintendent. It was
Gibson who made the motion to
declare the office of superinten-
dent vacant and choose a local
candidate for the office. Dr. De-
noyer was chosen.

¢ It was also Gibson, during an-
other dramatic meeting follow-
ing racial violence at Eastridge
High School, who demanded of
the then principal why the prin-
cipal could not identify the white
boy who had supposedly started
the trouble.

The' educational - fund debt of
nearly $4 million was brought

ﬂpininn

“under control by several mea-

sures. A $1,725,000 working cash
fupd was set aside and the mon-
ey put into the educational fund
to reduce the debt. Instead of
living from day-to-day, anticipa-
tion warrant-to-anticipation war-
rant, (short term loans yith
high interest rates), $2 million
of the debt was put into a long-
term loan, under the bond and
interest fund at low interest
rates, and the district.got off the
financial treadmill.

This act, Dr. Denoyer said,
‘“’saved the district.”

The board also cut ex-
penditures in every area, so that
for a couple of years, teachers
hoarded chalk, paper, light
bulbs—anything needed to keep
a classroom going. If a mainte-
nance man got sick, the school
stayed dirty until he returned.

The board also put across a
tax referendum in_the education-
al fund for a maximum of 40
cents, further relieving the fi-
nancial strain. It is now oper-
ating in the black for the first
time in many years, and instead
of a $4 million debt in the educa-
tional fund,. there is presently
about a half-million. The budget,
adopted last fall, is balanced.

In following this election

‘through and into court, Gibson

is being what he has always
been: a person who meets a
challenge his way. He has been
a valuable member of the board
in the the past. If he was legally
elected, he should be seated.
The integrity of our system de-
pends on properly conducted
elections.

Since the issue has been
raised, we hope that the court
will act speedily to resolve it.

And however it is re-
solved—for the members, now
seated or in favor of Gibson—we
wish theé board well. They have
much work to do, and they need
the community to help them do
it.

Egypt at peace,
Israeli port ‘quiet’

“ " King Featares Syadicate

EILAT, Israel — The big tanker dis-
charging its Persian Gulf oil into the
waterfront spigot for transmission
through the desert pipeline to the
Mediterranean coast is called the Lib-
ya. Libya, of course, is Israel's impla-
cable enemy. Nobody has bothered to
change the name of the tanker in defe-
rence to Israeli sensibilities, and the
Israelis shrug it off.

The truth is that Israwl doesn’t seem
to be worried about anything connected
with its southern front in the contin-
uing struggle with the Arabs. Eilat it-
sell, at a corner of the Sinai, is a pic-
ture of peace, and the Gulf of Agqaba
coast below it, which was in Egyptian
hands before 1967, is busy building
new tourist attractions centering on
what is surely-the best swimming in
the world.

THE LACK OF TENSION on this
particular Israeli frontier is curious,
but there would seem to be a pond-

. erable reason Tor it. Coming to terms
with the Syrians in the north is diffi-
cult, for the Syrians have nothing to

lose by continuing intransigence as _

long as the Soviets are there to supply
advice and military aid. But there is a
different story on Israel’s southern ex-
posure. Egypt's President Sadat has,
by virtue of his anti-Nasser carpaign,
shown his hand. He is really com-
mitted to a peace.

The present program of ‘‘Denasseri-
zation’" in Cairo is reminiscent of
Khruschev's anti-Stalin maneuver. But
there are differences. Denasserization
involves an abandonment of Nasser’s
““Arab Socialism" in fayor of more in-
dividual enterprise. It also implies a
rejection of any Moscow pretention to
control the uses of a reopened—Suez
Canal, If he is to deliver on promises
to bring more individual freedom to
his countrymen and to keep the Rus-

‘,mnﬂuence in cheek, Sadat can
agdly " alford- to_reactivate the war.
Should the guns fart firing again, the
Suez clearing would have to be sus-
pended, and it would méan new negoti-
ations for Soviet weapons. It would
also put off the day when Saudi Ara-
bian oil capital can be expected to
bankroll a developing Egyptian in-
try. Such backtracking would deliv-
dat hand and foot to the Soviets,
who would surely exact a return to
‘“Nasserism’’ as lheir price for re-
newed_ help.

The Soviets resent the Sadat policies
of Denasserization, for it means that
Egypt. along with Saudi Arabia and
the Persian Gulf oil states who must
supply the money for Cairo's program
of recohstruction, has acknowledged
that its future rests with the capitalist
world. Communist economies can't of-
fer the investment opportunities or the
bank interest payments that are neces-
sary (o absorb the foreign exchange
that is piling up in Arab oil country
coffers.

SADAT’S NEED TO END the war in
order to exploit the opening of the Suez
and the expected flow of conservative
oil money into his shaky economy
gives the Israelis some hope of an ac-
ceptable compromise in the Sinai.
Thus Eilat, which happens to be the
“sister city’' of Los Angeles, has rea-
son to trust in its future as Israel's
outlet to the Red Sea and the Indian
Ocean. It expects a hard-and-fast guar-
antee that the Arabs will never again
try to blockade it, as in 1967.

ALL THROUGH THE YOM KIPPUR
War it functioned as Israel’s oil port,
not only taking the fuel needed for the
Israeli economy, but also delivering an
excess for Europe that moved throug!
the pipeline to Ashdod, the “‘planned”
Mediterranean city that the Israelis
have built south of Tel Aviv.

Eilat, a fascinating town, enjoys its
graces, and is busy with many plans
for developing its shore, which could
challenge any Riviera in the world if
the facilities were in place. At present
it has the same wild charm that the
Mexican Acapulco area had in the
1930s, before the real estate boom took
off and the traffic really moved in.

BOSTON — The House Judiciary
Committee, in its impeachment in-
quiry, has wisely refused to be dis-
tracted from its duty of hearing the
evidence against President Nixon by a
fight over his claims of executive privi-
lege.

An ‘upward slide’ for. taxpayers

WASHINGTON — Three impeachable
conservatives — Prof. Milton Fried-
man, Sen.

That was understood lrom the begin-
ning. In 1788 James Iredell of North
Carolina, who later became a Supreme
Court justice, urged his state to ratify
the constitution. As one example of its
safeguards he said the president could
be impeached if he “‘concealed impor-
tant intelligence” on foreign affairs
from the Senate.

It is open to the House committee
now to make the President’'s non-coop-
eration one count in a bill of impeach-
ment. A wiser apprmch requiring sep-
anle discussion, might be to see Nix-
on's whole course of conduct since Wa-
tergate — the course of concealnient
and deception — as an attempt to ob-
struct the Jaw.

If reading failure is to be
eliminated, the present
educational system which
treats time as a consfant and
learning as a variable must
be changed, Dr. Hugh Schoe-
phoerster, director of the
Minnesota Right to Read
Program told a meeting of
the Two Rivers Reading
Council at Sully's Restauramt
Thursday night.

Speaking at the annual
banquet attgnded by 230educa-
tors from Kankakee, Iroquois
and Ford counties, Dr. Schoe-
phoerster described the cur-
rent system as one which is
structured by units, days and
months and one that advances
children according to average
ability rather than individual
need. "'By and large, reading
fallures are made, not born,”
he said. Too often, he added,
teaching is based upon provid-
ing the greatest good for the
greatest good for the greatest
numberofstudents.

Dr. Schoephoerster, who is
also a special assistant to
the commissioner of educa:
tion fot reading instruction
in Minnesota, sald the time
teachers need to help indi-
vidual students can be found
through better organization
of curriculum. “*We've got to
acknowledge that all but one
per cent of our children can
master the subject of learn-
ing how to réad,” he said.
With better methodology
reading failure can be pro-
grammed out of existence,
he added.

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Dr. Schoephoerster cifed a
Harris poll which showed
that 18 and ope half to 20
million Americans are now
functionally illiterate. The
Right to Read program, he
said, is attempting to reform
the educational system so
that by 1980, 90 per cent of
the people 16 years of age or
over will be literate. It is
hoped that eventually 99 per
cent literacy can be
achieved, he said. ~
There is hope that this goal
can be reached, Dr. Schoe-
phoerster said, because be-
liefs about the meaning of
aptitude are changing. One
view of aptitude, he ex-
plained, was that some stu-
dents are able to learn more
than others. A new view, ex-
pressed by Benjamin Bloom
of the University of Chicago,
is that aptitude is the
amount of time required by
a learner to'dchieve mas.
tery.

This second view, Dr.
Schoephoerster said, -places
the burden of responsibility
on the teachers' shoulders,
an idea which he said has
“*‘most exciting implica-
tions.” The teacher then
would have to find time to
sperild with the student until
the subject is learned, he
concluded.

The curriculum for the
subject of reading is deter-
mined logically, the speaker
said. In planning curriculum
a teacher must consider

Champaign district. In 1868:
while a member of the legis-
lature, he worked for appro-
priation of an initial sum of
$60,000 to set up 1llinois In-
dustrial University, which
later ' became the University
of Illinois.)

Francis Bryant died in
1889. The cottage remained
in the Bryant-Sprague fami-
lies’ hands for almost a cen-
tury and was transferred
only by inheritance until
Mrs. Lily Sprague and her
son Bryant Sprague, con-
veyed the little structure to
the state of Illinois as a per-
manent historical shrine.

ST. ANNE — In mid-June
St. Anne firemen will re-
spond to their first emer-
gency call in a new $21,000
trauma-equip ambulance,
the result of 18 months of
work’ by township, village
and fire officials.

The ambulance service
will replace a private ambu-
lance maintained by the

Houk Funeral Home in St.:
_Anne until the new ambu-

lance was available. The fu-
neral home initially an.
nounced it would discontinue
service in early 1973 but re-
mained in operation while
plans were made for the fire
department service.

The ambulance, set for
June 1§ delivery, is being fi-
nanced by a $14;409 grant
from the federal government
and by donations of $5,000
each from the Village of St.
Anne and St. Anne Town-
ship, according to Gilbert
Bonvallet, - president of the
fire district's board.

The village .and township
funds will also be used to op-
erate the ambulance until

tax revenue is received in
July 1975, Bonvallet said.
Fire district voters approved
a tax referendum Feb. 16 to
finance the ambulance ser-
vice:

Bonvallet said the fire de-
partment would charge $25
for each ambulance call
within the district. The
charge would discourage un-
necessary, calls, and place
part of the burden of financ-
ing the seryice on those us-
ing it, the fire district. pmi
dent said

The $25 charge is slightly
more than the three firemen
responding to the call are
paid, Bonvallet reported.

Robertson sentencing
continued in Watseka

WATSEKA — The sentenc-
ing of Kenneth Robertson,
38, Woodland, convicted
April 23 of the voluntary
‘manslaughter of ‘Mrs, Sha-
ron, Willlams, 30, Milford on *
Dec. 27, was continued today-
in Iroquois County Circuit
Court. :

It was continued until a
pre-sentence examination by
the Iroquois County Depart-
ment of Mental Health is
made in order to determine
if Robertson can be sen-

. tenced to an extended. term.

The sentence of voluntary
manslaughter is from one to

.20 years in a state peniten-

tiary.

The sentence can be ex-
tended up to 40 years if the
mental health report shows
that Robertson presents a
“continuing risk of physical
harm to the public and cus-
tody is required for the pro-
tection of the public.” The
state statute requires that a
pre:sentence examination be
made before the sentence
can be extended. s

State's Attorney Ronald
Boyer entered the motion for
extended term this morning.

Circuit Court Judge Robert’
Immel requested that the ex-
amination not be given until
after May 29 to allow public
defender J. Dennis Marek to
file any qbjections.

Mrs. Williams died of gun-
shot wounds to her head and
shoulder in the yard of the
home of a friend, Mrs. Faye
Thomas, 208 S. Grant St.,
Milford. d

During the trial a psy-
chiatrist, Dr. Werner Tutuer
paid by Marek, testified that,
Robertson had no conscious
intent to kill- Mrs. Willilams.
He said Robertson was suf-
fering from a dissociative re-
action on the day of the
shooting which caused him
to lose control of his actions
so that he did not know what
he was doing.

Robertson had testified
that he did not remember if
he shot Mrs. Williams.

In court todays Boyer said,

for the trial showed dis-
sociative reaction occurs if.
the person is basically in-
securé, maladjusted and
cannot cope realistically with
his frustrations. All of this
applies to the case at hand.

Marek then .said Dr. Tut-
uer gave, the report for the
trial and not for the senténc-
ing. He said he would file a
notice of appeal after sen-
tencing and that the exam-
ination (by the mental
health agency) may be a vio-
lation ‘of Robertson’s con-
stitutional rights under the
Fifth Amendment.

Marek referred to a case
on appeal in southern Illinois
when during the pre-sentenc-
ing examination, the at-
torney advised his client not

to cooperate with the psy-.

chiatrist and the judge held
the attorney in’ contempt of
court. Marek also entered
a-motion for a new trial on
the basis that the defense
submifted instructions to the
ocourt concerning conviction
of voluntary and or ‘in-
voluntary manslaughter.

In his motion, Marek
states the court denied and .
erred in refusing those jury
instructions. Marek had re-
quested involuntary man-
slaughter be included in the
choice for the jury and it
was denied. It further states
that as a result of the denial,
the defendant did not receive
a fair trial. and was denied
due process of law.

The motion also states that
the state failed to prove ev-
ery allegation in the in-
dictment for murder and ev-
ery material allegation nec-
essary for a finding of gullty
of voluntary manslaughter.

Judge Tmmel ‘continued
the case to 10 a.m. May 20
for Marek to-file objections
to the examination.’

The judge ordered that the
report on the examination by
the county mental. health
agency be submitted by
June 28.

Although accurate ﬁgum on rapes
are nonexistent because many assaults
g0 unreported, seminar officials esti-
mated as many as one in 10 are never
reported to the police.

The volunteers would tell the woman
what she may experience with the hospi-
“tal and the police emotionally, physi-
caly apd legally.

Where can victim get help? Making emotional adjustment

incident, many women are hesitant to-
talk to anyone ‘about it. Many feel re-

porting it to the police would be a frus-

trating and useless thing.

Jayne, 19, had been gang raped. After
some inquiries, she chose a hospital and
went there for treatment.

The hospital called the police.

When she talked to them, the police
confronted her with a reaction many re- -
ports are met with — disbelief.

After the police iooked -her over -and
heard her ‘story they doubted the ac-
count. ‘‘They said, ‘Well, you're not
marked up much,’ " Jayne said.

She knew during the assault if she re-
sisted, she would have been injured bad-
ly. “One of the guys had a switchblade
and another a gun,” Jayne said.

“Of course I was scared, but I tried to
keep__in good condition (by not resist-

Two months later Jayne was raped

ain.

This time she told no one.

Many rape victims do not resist for
the same reason. Others do not because
they -are-thoroughly-frightened- or- a
threat has been made against one of the -

- children. Still, many reports are met
with police skepticism, especially if the
assault is reported several days later:
When this occurs, it is too late for hospi-
tal tests to confirm an assault had ac-
tually-occurred. :

One volunteer, Helen, said while the
police or others may be doubtful, her or-
ganjzation automntlcally believes the

woman

It lhe incident is brought to court, the
lay volunteer could also help by being
there with the victim.

Susan, who has accompanied sevenl
women through the necessary court
prooedum for the CWAR, described the
victim's experience as difficult. :

“Women lay their reputations on. the
line,” she said, when they appear in
court to testify. All eyes are on her when
she takes the stand and details the as-
sault.

Susan said volunteers like herself of-
ten coach a victim before her testimony
to keep her from saying something that
can be twisted and used against her.

She charged the court system with
being séxist. While the accused's police
record is inadmissable as evidence, the
adult victim is frequently asked if she
had ever been arrested for prostitution
or other sex-related crimes, she said.

Citing last year's Chicago rape statis-
tics, Susan said of the 3,400 reported as-
saults, 1,800 were considered valid with
enough evidence to go to trial. Of those,
76 convictions were handed down.

Helen said one of the basic reasons the

lunteer advocates are there is to be
sure victims are not re-raped emotio-
nally by the hospitals.and police.

t

An annual spring dance to
be held Saturday at Kan-
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CHICAGO — Joan, had been raped 13
years ago.

Afterwards, she resumed her daily rou-
tine and: seemed to_ havc recovered from
the incident.

Last November she slashed her wrists.

Later, through professional help, Joan
came to'realize her suicide attempt had
resulted from - emotional problems
caused by the assault.

While most people associate rape with
physical injury, the resulting emotional
scars can be the most devastating. In
Joan's case, they almost cost her life.

With some non-professional, volunteer
post-rape counseling, the DuPage Wom-
en Against Rape (DWAR) feel women
have a good chance to regain emotional
stability after the assault.

The DWAR, recently held a Rape Sem-
inar in suburban Glen Ellyn. The pur-

pose was to inform participants about -

steps taken by police and hospitals in
processing victims, the womens’' pos-
sible immediate and long-range emotion-
al problems and  what volunteers could
do'to help.

““"'The séminar centered-around two sug-
gestions for possible volunteer pro-
grams. The first involved the use of lay
advocates.

Women advocates.would provide moral
support and information to a victim.
The volunteers would advise the woman
what she is about to experience with the
hospital and police emotionally, phy;i
cally and legally.

They could, upon request, accompany
the victim lhrough the various.necessaty
steps in reporting and being .treated for
the assault. If again requested, they
could attend any trial proceedings with
the woman.

The second suggestion involved organ-
izing a program of psychological coun-
seling for victims.

Helen Arnold, a member of Chicago's™

North Side Rape Crisis Line, said, ““The
majority of women don't need what we
call professional, long-term care. How-
ever, it's very difficult to work (the
problem) out on their own."

Ther'e -are three emotional phases
many rape victims experience. Although
there seems a natural progression, Hel-
en said they can be transposed or only
partially experienced. One phase could
last a few days and others could remain
indefinitely.

The first pbase is called the post-rape
humiliation. This involves the initial re-
actions to the assault. Shock and dis-
beliel can become overwhelming.

With eventual realization, the victim
can feel isolated, alone. She feels there
is no one she can talk to, including
frierds and relatives. She keeps her
feelings to herself.

The second phase involves an appar-
ent calm and the outward appearance of

adjustment. The woman resumes her
normal daily routine and seems to those
around her to have put. the Ingident out
of her mind.

This is a: very. sensitive perlod The
victim could be launched into a severe
emotional crisis if reminded too often of
the assault by others or when she dwells
on thoughts of it.

The third. phase is characterized by
feelings of depression, loss of self-identi-
ty, guilt and fear. The victim .can feel
she is somehow responsible for the rape.
Thoughts of ““If only I had. . ."" are
prevalent. ;

Joan was caught between the last two
phases. She carried her feelings of pos-
sible guilt and self-worthlessness over
many years and they drove her to at-
tempt suicide.

With the heightened awareness of po-
tentially dangerous situations in the
third phase, women can become overly
cautious.

Paranoia can result,

For example, if a woman had been as-
saulted in a parking lot at night, she

_could develop a strong fear of being in -

dark places. While seminar officials said
caution is a good way to avoid poten-
llally dangerous situations, excessive
fears could plague a woman's life in-
definitely. '

In the third phase many victims feel
like discussing the incident with some..
one. Through talking to a volunteer, the
DWAR believés women can be relieved
of some of their fears and guilt feelings
and regain a sense of control over their
lives.

Can a conviction of the attacker alle-
viate a woman’s guilt”feelings? Susan
Jans said it partially can. However, in
many cases she said feelings of being
responsible still persist. She blamed this
on what is termed the Universal Rape

- Fantasy.

- In the fantasy, many believe violence
and sex are merged in women's minds,
subconsciously motivating them to enter
into situations when rape can occur.

Susan called the fantasy false. “All’

people have fantasies, but there is a dif-
ference between rape and making love,"
she said.

The danger of this fantasy, Susan

said, is the victim's friends and relativ-

es often believe it. This can cause the
woman to eventually assume a feeling of
responsibility. After all, these people are
those the victims depend on and trust.
While Terry, 35, was driving home,
she had a flat tire. A man stopped and

* offered to lend her a spare he had in his

trailer home.
She accompanied him and was raped.

no nun stereotype

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Sister Elizabeth's eyes flash fire
when someone says nuns should be meek and docile and be-

long in a convent.

‘““The public lmage of women in religious vocations is in

very bad shape,” she says.

Elizabeth, 30, like many of today's nuns doesn’t wear reli-
gious garb or Ilve in a convent. She believes the sisterhood
is an “‘altractive, viable lifestyle in which a young person
can use her creativity and talents to serve God in society.**

Nuns — usually thought of as teachers or nurses — can
work in politics, prison geform or help the aged, she says.

“Sisters are usually stereotyped — a la Audrey Hepburn
in ‘The Nun's Story,’ now being replayed eternally on the

late, late show,” she said.

“Or put on saintly pedestals — a carryover from immi-
grant grandparents — ignored as ‘out of it," patronized as
the ‘good sisters,’ or, more recently, looked upon in dismay
and confusion as communities tried desperately to integrate
contemporary renewal into traditional forms."

But, she added in an interview in her modest aparti
office here, “'I think there is real hope for improving the

image of sisters.”

Noting that there-are 140,000 women in American Catholic
orders, She argued, “That’s a lot of womanpower. I'd like to
make thelr work more visible and believable. If people can
look to them as leaders in thé community then it becomes
more possible for them to have some impact _both in the

church and in society.”

With that as his goal, he
began working when he was
15 at the Universal Portland
Cement Co. and attended
night school at the Central
YMCA College of Arts and
Sci®nces in Chicago.

But those plans were
switched when he felt that
calling from God. He was
still only a divinity student
at the University of Chicago
when he was assigned to the
South Shore Evangelical
Church.

Within four years after the
new church was built, the
$100,000 cost had been paid
off, the Rev.- Mr. Bruso

notes. .““That’s to the credit

of the congregation, not
me,’’ he observed with
pride.

Some leave for real kib-
butzes in Israel, whilg others
leave, deciding they do not
want to live communally.

Among the practices that
have drawn the ire of more
traditional groups is per-
mitting women to read the-

Torah and lead services, ac-
tivities traditionally forbid-
den to them by Orthodox

groups.

The kibbutz bulletin board
displays letters criticizing
its practices. The letters
came after a nationally tele-
vised feature op its Friday
night service.

The kibbutz does not have
universal appeal among
campus Jews. Although
there are two applicants for
every vacant room, only
about half stay after one
year and some leave before
that. And a good many of the
University's Jewish stu-
dents; less ardent in (heéir
faith or their Zionish, ignore
the group altogether.

We happened to not
have a lot of things in com-
mon,"”" says Robert Rathau-
ser, 21, of Trenton, N.J. He
moved out of the co-op after
a year because he thought
life there was ‘‘to clois-
tered.”
