The Seminary Department

T h e  time has a rrive d  when the C h u rch  of the X azarene may no longer look  

to the other evangelic denom inations fo r its fu ll quota of pastors, evangelists, or 

D istrict and G eneral officers.

I f  we are to have N azarenes with the distinguishing stamp of fire and holy  
fe rv o r upon them, we must make them ourselves in an atmosphere charged with  

the presence of the H o ly  Spirit. It  is now seldom possible to find men fro m  the 
older denom inations, how ever sp iritu al they may be, who w ill fit in with the 

aggressive program  of the younger church. I f  the C h u rch  of the N azarene is 
to have m anpow er fo r its increasingly com plex organization, such m ust be sup­

plied from  her young people, trained in  her own institutions. T h e  Sem inary  

department of O live t College is the proper place fo r such training.

T h e  situation of the school in the m idst of the great old Chicago Central 
district, makes O livet a center of religious activity in both C h u rch  and school. 
T h e advantages to be found in association w ith such leaders in their respective  

fields as E . O. C h alfan t and W . G. Schurm an, as w ell as contacts made w ith our 

board of trustees and v isitin g  pastors is h ard ly  to be overestim ated.

In  the personnel of our S em in ary faculty we feel that we have cause to feel 

ju stly  proud. In  D r. W in . G. H eslo p we feel that we have a B ible teacher who is 
w ithout a peer in his field. Schooled in E n g lish  and A m e rica n  schools and u n iv e r­

sities he has w orked out his degrees of D octor of Sacred L ite ratu re  and D octor 
of D ivin ity, w ithout allow ing his education to dampen his zeal or choke the springs  

of his sp iritu al life. T h e  studies of the B ible w hich are brought to us are a revela­
tion of what it is possible to acquire by systematic and persistent study of the 

Bible itself.

In  P ro f. E . B. Sm ith we have a man w ell fitted to direct us in the study of 
N ew  Testam ent G reek and Philosophy. N ot satisfied with having w orked out 

his B achelor of D iv in ity  and M aste r of A rts  degrees, he is enrolled w ith the 
G raduate School of the U n iv e rsity  of Chicago, where he keeps up w ith the present 
day trends of G reek Testament, P sychology and Philosophy. Not only is he a 
scholar but he is insistent that high standards of experiencial religion be m ain­
tained. These men w ith the rest of our able faculty make the w o rk in the Sem i­
nary department highly desirable to the graduate student who expects to make his 

m ark in the C h u rch  of the N azarene.

A lthough a relatively new department of our College, the Sem inary has the 
verv brightest of prospects fo r a great future of usefulness. A lre a d y  it is proving  
a draw in g card to students of other departments and with the financial and 

num erical support w hich it so well deserves it should soon occupy a prom inent 

place in the whole N azarene movement.

T h is  was the first o f several events that made up the A u ro ra  contest this 
vear. T h e  A rm y  under the direction of G eneral Jim m y S trickler, R ed C ro ss  
N u rse  L o u ise  Calhoun, and P riva te  Secretary N aom i A ke rs, held the fo rt w hile  
the N avy, piloted by A d m ira l L y le  Reese, A ssistant A d m ira l Fonda r ie ld , and 
P rivate Secretary Jennie Preston kept their sailors tugging at the oars.
