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Unlocking the Door to the Holy Life

Mary Reuters  ca lled  it “our  
o w n  s e a r c h  fo r  g lo r y ."

. She points out in F orm a­
tion  T hrough  E n co u n te rs  o f  O rd i­
n a ry  L ife  th a t  b a p t iz e d  b e l ie v e r s  
m ay find that even service to others 
can become “a prime avenue o f  our 
s e a r c h  f o r  g l o r y . "  J o h n  W e s le y  
ca lled  it “ sin c leav ing  to our  m ost 
h o ly  d u t i e s . ” M a x ie  D u n n a m ,  in 
A liv e  in C hris t, ca lls  it “o u r  d rum  
major  instinct."

C h r is t ia n s  h ave  w ith  one vo ice  
declared that inward sin remains in 
the believer’s heart after conversion. 
This inward sin forms the principal 
hindrance to holiness. Self-centered­
ness keeps shoving the Christian to­
w ard  being se lf-serv ing  or  se lf- in ­
dulgent. That is, toward pride, lack 
of  com passion, love of  ease, love of  
p r a i s e ,  a n d  p u t t i n g  s e l f - i n t e r e s t  
ahead o f  Christlikeness.

While Christians have agreed that 
the  in n e r  c o re  o f  s in fu l  se l f -c en -  
teredness is the problem, they have 
not a lw a y s  a g re e d  on w h a t  to  do 
about it.

The monastic  tradition and many 
o f  the Christian mystics taught that 
the self  must be annihila ted before 
one could have holiness. Let Miguel 
de Molinos (1640-97) speak for the 
mystics and monastics. In The S p ir i­
tual G uide, he taught that “ the sev­
en-headed beast o f  self-love m ust be 
b eheaded"  (87). This will not h ap ­
pen until “ thou art purified from . . . 
se lf-esteem” (88). Therefore, "m o r­
tify thyse lf  in all things, and at all 
hours” (92, 91). "T hou  shalt never 
be hurt by men or Devil, but by thy­
self, thy own pride and passions . . . 
for thou art the greatest devil o f  all

to thyse lf"  (95). "L earn  to desp ise  
thyself, and to be desp ised  by o th ­
e r s ” (96). “ F o llow  a lw ays  w hat is 
contrary to o n e ’s will, appetite, and 
jud g m e n t ."  Therefore ,  "seek  to a n ­
nihilate oneself  in all respects" (87).

To the mystics and monastics,  o n ­
ly those  w ho  cou ld  w i th d raw  to a 
m onastery  or  herm itage to  spend a 
lifetime in prayer could be holy.

The Protestant R eform ers  Luther 
and Calvin believed that the best a 
Christian could do was to engage in 
a l i fe long  s trugg le  aga in s t  inw ard  
s infulness .  O ne  could  n ev e r  really 
w in  th e  b a t t l e  in  t h i s  l i f e ,  b u t  
progress in or  toward sanc­
t i f i c a t i o n  w a s  e x p e c t e d .
T h e i r  a n s w e r ,  t h e n ,  w a s  
s e l f - d i s c i p l i n e .  L e t  th e  
Calvinistic  Puritan R ichard  
B a x te r  r e p re s e n t  the  se lf-  
discipline school o f  thought.
In T he S a in t's  E ve r la s tin g  
Rest, he warns that the core 
o f  self-centeredness will be 
like “a backw ard servant, a 
stubborn ox, a lazy horse." 
Therefo re ,  he exhorts ,  “ set 
upon thy heart roundly, persuade it 
to work, take no denial, chide it . . . 
use v io lence with it." Baxter  urges 
the believer to “be not a slave to thy 
depraved  nature . . . c o m m an d  thy 
heart; if it rebel use v io lence" (392). 
“ L et the  sp u r  n e v e r  be ou t o f  its 
s ide; and w h e n e v e r  it s lacks  pace 
. . . give it a rem em brance” (394).

In a chap te r  written for “ the use 
o f  the w eak,"  Baxter urges;

If thy heart draw  back, force it 
to the work; if it loiter, spur it on; 
if  it step aside, com m and  it again; 
if  it w o u ld  s lip  aw ay  and  leave

th e  w o r k ,  u se  th in e  a u t h o r i t y .  
Keep it close to the business, till 
. . . thou hast pleaded thyse lf  from 
a clod to a flame (39S).
To such  a s t ru g g le  w ith  in w ard  

sin, the R e fo rm e d  trad i t ion ,  in the 
main, resigns itself.

The W esleyan tradition at its best 
teaches that self-annihilation is 

w rong ,  and  m ere  se lf -d isc ip l ine  is 
inadequate  to conque r  the problem  
o f  sinful se lf-centeredness.  T hough  
there is a self-denial akin to c ruc i­
fixion or G ethsem ane on the road to 
h o l i n e s s ,  s e l f - d i s c i p l i n e  is n o t  
enough.

he saints in all generations 
have found no other door, 
no other point o f entry to 

the life o f holiness.

O u r  W e s le y an /h o l in es s  t rad i t ion  
te ac h es  tha t the sinful s e l f  can  be 
transform ed. The sinful core can be 
replaced with a heart o f  Chris t l ike­
ness. G od really does, as the Scrip­
tures teach, c leanse  the heart from 
all sin. The Christian is brought by 
G o d ’s grace  to the point w here  he 
loves G od with all his heart,  mind, 
soul, and strength, and his neighbor

as himself. W hen  G od  has brought 
the C hr is t ian  to  th is  po in t .  He, as 
W esley  s a id ,  “ s p e a k s  th e  s e c o n d  
time, 'B e  thou c l e a n '” and bestows 
sanctifying grace.

The door  th rough  w hich  each  of  
us m ust  e n te r  to  f in d  s a n c t i fy in g  
grace is no t  s e l f - a n n ih i la t io n ,  not 
se lf-d isc ip line ,  but se lf-su rre n d er . 
W ithout a to ta l  s u r r e n d e r  o f  o u r ­
selves, we will never know deliver­
ance from inward self-centeredness. 
But through G o d 's  grace, the C hris ­
tian who fully surrenders can be set 
free from the tyranny o f  inbred sin. 
T h e  c o r e  o f  o n e ’s b e i n g  c a n  be 
clean, the heart re-created in Christ- 
likeness!

Thus, N azarenes  and o ther  Wes- 
leyans are radical optimists. The be- 
haviorists and de term in is ts  scoff  at 
such op tim ism . The m onastics  and 
C alv in is ts  insis t  on  p e s s im is m ,  in 
spite o f  the Atonem ent.

The N azarenes, those radical op ti­
mists ,  rea l ly  b e l ie v e  tha t  " n o  eye

has seen, nor has ear  heard, no mind 
has  c o n c e iv e d  w ha t G o d  has p r e ­
p ared  for  those  w ho  love h im ” (1 
C o r in th ia n s  2:9, N IV ) .  C h e c k  the 
context o f  this verse. It has nothing 
to do  with heaven; rather it suggests 
that fo r  the believer  w ho  will pass 
through  the doors  o f  se lf-surrender 
or self-donation, there awaits depths 
of  fulfillment and spiritual satisfac­
tions beyond imagination.

T h e  sa in ts  o f  all the a g e s  h ave  
found no  o ther  door  into “ the fu ll­
ness o f  the b lessing o f  Je sus” than 
s e l f - s u r re n d e r .  M a ry  R e u te rs  e x ­
p l o r e s  th e  r o a d  to  h o ly  l i v i n g  
th rough  1,182 pages,  and sum s up 
h e r  sea rch  by c o n c lu d in g  tha t the 
k ey  to  ho ly  l iv in g  is s e l f - s u r r e n ­
der— alw ays has been, a lways will 
be. W h y  no t m a k e  th is  p ra y e r  o f  
self-donation your own?

O L o rd  Je su s . /  g iv e  T hee m y  
body, m y soul, m y substance, m y  
fam e, m y friends, m y liberty, and  
m y life: d ispose o f  m e and  o f  a ll

tha t is m ine, as it seem s b es t to 
Thee.

I am  now  no t m ine, but Thine; 
therefore cla im  m e as Thy right, 
keep m e as Thy charge, a n d  love 
m e a s  T h y  c h ild . F ig h t f o r  m e  
w h e n  I a m  a s s a u l te d ,  h e a l  m e  
w hen  /  am  w ounded , a n d  revive  
me w hen  /  am  destroyed.

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Superintendent’s VIEWPOINT
Go Teach

The apostle Paul speaks often in 
his writings concerning the 
importance of  teaching. He 

em phasized  the teaching o f  the Word 
o f  God, o f  Christian ethics, o f  doc­
trine, and o f  hum an relationships. He 
especially spoke o f  teaching to the 
young pastor, Timothy. In 1 Timothy 
4:6, Paul writes: “ If  you instruct the 
brethren in these things, you will be a 
good m inister o f  Jesus Christ, nour­
ished in the words of  faith and o f  the 
good doctrine which you have care­
fully fo llow ed” (NKJV).

The Church o f  the N azarene has 
em ployed a strong em phasis  on edu ­
cation from the very beginning o f  its 
existence. However, the concern is 
more than formal education. E duca­
tion certainly depends on the hom e as 
the basic beginning. In the early years 
o f  a c h i ld ’s life, the parents are the 
most important people in the child 's 
life, and there the basic teaching b e­
gins. All that is being learned in 
every way is in the home. Attitudes 
are formed, relationships are es tab­
lished, values are developed, lan­
guage is learned and the uses o f  co m ­
munication are recognized, and out o f  
this develops reasoning and outreach 
thinking. It is understood that the ba­
sic developm ent o f  our children is 
“taught” by those who assume the 
care o f  the child.

It is true that we learn from any­
one, w hether  they are deliberately 
teaching or not. Therefore, our con ­
cern for Christian attitudes, motives, 
actions, and language cannot be 
overemphasized. The family and the 
church can no longer depend upon 
society to teach us life-styles, morals, 
values, or even culture. It is im pera­
tive that an em phasis  be placed on 
Christian education and relationships. 
Proverbs 22:6 says, "Train up a child

in the way he should go, and when he 
is old he will not depart from it” 
(NKJV). Again, the Bible relates the 
importance o f  early true, m eaningful,  
and biblical teaching.

I. T h e  fa m ily .  Even though there 
is a national change in family struc­
ture, it is still the primary influence. 
All should be done that is possible to 
m ake the hom e a haven and a place 
o f  peace and joy. H owever, the n u m ­
ber one enem y o f  learning in the fam ­
ily is television. It is probably no sur­
prise that the society-wide decline in 
verbal and cognitive abilities m ay be

W e  can no longer 
depend on society  in 
th is “Christian natio n” 
of ours to teach our 
people m oral values, 
decent life-styles, or 
even good m anners.

attributable in large part to excessive 
television viewing. The average o f  25 
to 28 hours per  w eek  that children 
spend in front o f  the T V  drastically 
cuts dow n on active play time and so­
cial interaction, and exceeds by six 
times the time spent on hom ework. 
The challenge to the Christian family 
is to develop and m aintain  hom e 
Bible reading and discussion time. 
A lthough it m ay be an out-of-date 
word, “ family altar," devotions, and 
prayer  time are increasingly im por­
tant to the spiritual developm ent o f  
both children and adults.

II. T h e  S u n d a y  S c h o o l  is a natural 
opportunity  for the entire family of  
all age levels to participate in C hris ­
tian education  and discipleship. The 
Board o f  Genera l Superin tendents has 
called the entire denom inat ion  to re ­
new  the im portance o f  Sunday 
School to teach Bible doctrine and 
Christ ian  values. The Sunday School 
D ivision and the N azarene Publishing 
House are cooperating  in developing 
materials and study guides to reach 
from the nursery  to the senior adult.  
Attractive, convenien t w orkbooks 
and teaching tools are available. The 
Sunday School has an open door  for 
everyone. E veryone has the oppo r tu ­
nity to learn in smaller groups and to 
have spiritual and biblical questions 
answered. T here  has never  been a 
greater need for  the Sunday School 
than now. The Sunday  School has an 
important m inistry  o f  personal e v a n ­
gelism.

III .  T h e  ch u rc h  has the opportun i­
ty to bring Christ and His W ord to a 
confused, frustrated, and angry soci­
ety. It is the good  new s o f  our Lord 
Jesus Christ. We m ust reach out to 
others. We cannot just tend to o u r­
selves, Every local congregation must 
be a Great C om m iss ion  church, and 
every activity can and m ust be re ­
dem ptive . This time o f  opportunity  
challenges the C hurch  o f  the N aza­
rene to “go"  and “preach and teach .”

The Touch of God—Through Persons
The words of Christopher 

Bryant snagged my attention 
and wouldn't let go: “God 

acts upon us inescapably through the 
people who touch and influence our 
lives." I knew from experience that 
the Holy Spirit often illuminates 
words on a page in coordination with 
specific events in life.

It dawned on me that it was the 
week of the 30th anniversary of  my 
ordination to the ministry. 1 began to 
reflect upon the significance of 
Bryant’s words in connection with the 
anniversary of  my ordination.

A flood of  memories began to as­
semble. I began to understand how 
spiritual growth is intimately and 
powerfully connected with persons 
whom God has sent across my path. 
Such persons have made indelible im­
pressions.

So I pause to honor those today—  
recognizing that God uses the net­
working of the Holy Spirit to beautify 
us spiritually.

1 think of my father and mother and 
the gentle way in which they followed 
Christ. They deeply imprinted my life 
with their devotion to the Lord. In 
simple, but powerful, ways they lived 
a life of faith and trust and devotion. 
My father often philosophized about 
the nature of  life in a world such as 
ours— but always under the umbrella 
of G od’s guidance and control.

I give thanks to God for pastors 
whose dedicated lives made a lasting 
impression upon me. Their love for 
the Word was transferred to me by a 
sort of spiritual osmosis. I wonder 
what kind of person I would be if I 
had not had the privilege of  sitting un­
der the guidance of such significant 
persons.

The day of my ordination was one 
of the most difficult days of my life. 
My spouse of seven years died of  can­
cer several months prior to that day. 
Her imprint upon my life continues to 
be clearly visible. But I was very 
lonely that day. No member of  my

family was able to be present at my 
ordination because of distance, time, 
and money. God, however, provided a 
wonderful Christian family to sur­
round me and touch me and carry me 
through that day.

In one of God's great serendipities, 
the young woman at the organ that or­
dination day later became my wife 
and has touched my life in many sig­
nificant and lasting ways. Who can 
fathom the intricate networking of the 
Spirit? Praise be to His name!

I have never met many of the per­
sons through whom God has inescap­
ably touched my life. You see, God 
has imprinted and directed my life 
through the things I have read. I con­
tinue to be amazed at the timing with 
which the peculiarly appropriate arti­
cle or book arrives in my hands. A po­
em or an article becomes 
the instrument through 
which God convicts and 
teaches. It does not matter 
that the material was writ­
ten in the first century or 
the 20th. It is illuminated 
for me at that moment by 
the Spirit.

I give God thanks for 
the persons with whom I 
work. God has used them 
to imprint my spiritual 
growth— frequently when 
they were completely un­
aware of the crucial significance of 
the words they were speaking.

My own children have touched my 
spiritual life. One of them offered me 
faith in a dark hour through a prayer 
flowing from lips that were only three 
years old. Another called on the tele­
phone at a crucial moment in a deep 
personal struggle and spoke wisdom 
far beyond her years. Another knows 
just when to speak a word of jest to 
lighten a load and restore perspective. 
What a gift!

And then there are those “chance” 
meetings when a person enters your 
life for one brief moment, but speaks

an incredibly expedient word. A walk 
therapist became G od’s voice calling 
me to accountability and change of 
life-style. The divine networking 
through the Holy Spirit is intricate 
and astounding.

I will never forget the celebration 
of Eucharist in a pottery studio with a 
group of spiritual friends. One of our 
number had become a spiritual adult 
that morning. Celebrating spiritual an­
niversaries with others deepens and 
reinforces our own growth.

The spiritual friends who walk 
through dark valleys with us and 
“hold the Christ-light” for us “ in the 
nighttime of our fear" (an exquisite 
line from Richard Gillard's hymn. 
“The Servant Song") are crucial to

spiritual growth. Equally important 
are the soul friends who know how to 
celebrate moments of joy without 
jealousy.

I am reminded today that God 
chose to introduce himself to us 
through the person of Jesus Christ—  
vividly modeling this central principle 
of spiritual formation.

Yes, “God has touched us inescap­
ably" through Jesus, who touches and 
influences our lives! Thanks be to 
God!

Core Issues of Human Need: 
How Are We Doing?

Sometimes a marriage doesn 't  re­
ally begin at the w edding cere­
mony. Six months after 1 per­

formed the cerem ony o f  Janice and 
Don, they had to face the issue o f  in­
fidelity. Both were guilty o f  c landes­
tine sexual liaisons with third parties. 
Both voluntarily faced the frightening 
experience o f  opening themselves to 
one another and becom ing vulnera­
ble. In this case, both were guilty, and 
both mutually confessed. It was at 
this confessional landmark that they 
really launched their marriage.

True intimacy is one where we dis­
close ourselves to each other and be­
com e mutually vulnerable. This d e ­
velops a trust that becomes stronger 
as we cultivate the process over the 
years. Therefore, we should be cau ­
tious about judging  the success o f  a 
marriage by its endurance instead of  
its growth and vitality.

Have you noticed that your level o f  
self-esteem influences your ability to 
be intimate? I t ’s easier for some peo­
ple to take risks because they expect 
to be treated well. They have a high 
self-esteem. These people do not ex ­
pect to be rejected or abused. When 
they 're  rejected they may feel the im ­
pact, but they are not disabled by the 
experience.

This is where our Christian bias 
kicks in. God enfolds every believer

with His love, which validates and 
em pow ers  his self-esteem. "I have re­
ceived a spirit o f  adoption as a son. 
The Holy Spirit bears witness with 
me that 1 am a child o f  God. This be ­
ing the case, I am also an heir  o f  God 
and a fellow heir with Jesus Christ"  
(Rom ans 8:15-17, w riter 's  para­
phrase). In my submission to God,
His love accepts me unto himself.
O ne o f  the greatest o f  hum an needs  
is to belong. And G od says, “You 
b elong to m e.”

If my self-esteem is low. I will tend 
not to take risks. Risk-taking is possi­
ble, but it is more difficult. Fear o f  re­
jection com es with risk-taking. If we 
trust Jesus Christ to be our Savior, we 
have the assurance of  never  being re­
jected  by Him. We are worthy 
through Jesus Christ. "G od  d em o n ­
strated His love toward me that even 
while I was a sinner. His Son. Jesus 
Christ, died for m e ” (R om ans 5:8, 
writer 's  paraphrase). O ne o f  the 
greatest hum an needs is to be m ade 
w orthy. And G od says, “You are, 
b ecause M y Son, Jesus C hrist, lives 
in you .”

"Will 1 be able to be the husband 
that my fiancee expects me to be?" 
“ Will my future husband understand 
if I don 't  measure up to what he 
thinks a wife should be?” "Will I be 
able to love my wife? I mean, really 
love her?” These and a score o f  other 
questions can swirl within the minds 
o f  engaged and new lyw ed couples. 
Precluding these questions is the is­
sue o f  how we feel about ourselves. 
Confidence-build ing  com es w hen we 
relate to the Holy Spirit as Source, as 
C h r is t’s other self. We can take the 
Source wherever  we go. He is there 
for us— arms around our shoulders—  
right in the midst o f  our experience. 
W hen the Holy Spirit inhabits us. He 
maintains the presence o f  G od in our 
circumstances. Jesus said, "The Holy 
Spirit— w hom  G od has sent in My 
nam e— He will teach you and bring

to your m em ory  all that I have said to 
you during My m inistry  here on 
earth" (John 14:26. w riter 's  para­
phrase). O ne o f the greatest o f  h u ­
m an needs is to be com p eten t. And  
G od says, “ You are becau se you  
have a llow ed  M y Spirit to dw ell in 
you and em p ow er you .”

We do not arrive at a healthy self­
esteem by absorbing the voyeuristic 
daytim e public confessionals,  erro ­
neously called talk shows. These are 
strange program s in self-esteem that 
reward people for am assing  weird 
aberrations but dispute others for 
c laim ing to be healthy. If  y o u 're  
healthy, you m ay be accused o f  being 
“ in denial."  We pay a big price for a 
pathology that lessens our inner 
peace and fills our m inds with trash.

“ I b elong, I am  w orthy, I am  
com p eten t.” These are words of  
hope when fused by our confessional 
will to the com m andm en t  o f  Exodus 
20:3: "You shall have no other gods 
before m e "  (N IV ).

Affirm ing the Faith in A m os

The Eternal Plumb Line
And the Lord sa id  to  m e, “W hat 

do you see, A m os?" I said, "A  
plum b line." Then the L ord  said,
"B ehold , /  am p lac ing  a p lu m b  line  
in the m idst o f  m y peop le  Israel; 1 
will never pass them  by again"  
(Amos 7:8).*

A nother  new year in the final
/ %  decade o f  this m illennium  

L A  has come. The sense o f  
change and transition is growing as 
we move toward the year 2000. The 
sense o f  uncertainty is also growing. 
Western culture has abandoned  its 
moral moorings. After the cockiness 
that comes with throwing o ff  re­
strictions. a w idespread feeling of  
foreboding has come. The moral ab ­
solutes are gone, but everyone doing 
what is right in his or her own eyes 
is producing disastrous results. We 
are experiencing the desire for an 
eternal standard that will always tell 
us the right way to proceed.

Amos 7:7-9 speaks powerfully  of  
such a standard. These verses pre­
sent the third o f  a series o f  visions 
described in A m os 7. In the first two 
visions, God had show n A m os the 
coming judgm en t that would  engulf  
the nation o f  Israel. The prophet had 
protested that the nation could not 
endure such punishm ent. In each 
case, the Lord  relented and p rom ­
ised A m os that the punishm ent 
would not be carried out. However, 
in the third vision, the Lord spoke 
first and asked the prophet w hat he 
saw. W hen A m os identified the ob ­
ject o f  the vision as a p lum b line, 
the Lord declared that He was p lac­
ing the p lum b line beside Israel. The 
nation would  be evaluated.

For ancient Israel, the p lum b line 
was a constant standard. It always 
hung perfectly straight down. W hen 
held beside a wall, it would  reveal 
instantly w hether  the wall was lean­
ing the slightest amount. The d iffer­

ing appearances that cam e from a 
variety o f  perspectives could not 
fool the p lum b line. It would expose 
any deviation from the vertical. 
A m os understood the vision well. 
The plumb line was the relationship 
with G od  defined by the covenant o f  
M ount Sinai.  The Lord would hold 
the expectations accepted by Israel 
in the covenant beside the na t ion’s 
performance. The covenant plumb 
line would  reveal any deviation 
from  the obedience that God re­
quired and Israel had promised.

In contrast to the two earlier vi­
sions, A m os was silent. W hat could 
he say? He had appealed  for mercy 
twice before, and G od had granted 
mercy. There was no question of  ei­
ther A m o s ’s or G o d 's  compassion. 
The plum b line clearly 
revealed Israel’s guilt.
The nation was out o f  
line. Her m aterialism and 
her  abuse of  the poor 
clearly deviated from the 
covenant,  and the co v ­
enant itself required pun ­
ishment.

A wall that was far out 
o f  line with the plum b 
line was dangerous. It 
could fall and cause seri­
ous dam age to both life 
and property. A m os and Israel both 
knew that an out-of-plum b wall 
m ust be destroyed and rebuilt. The 
old wall cannot be allowed to stay. 
Part o f  the m essage o f  the third vi­
sion was that com passion  could be­
com e counterproductive. The co m ­
passion o f  the two previous visions 
had extended Israel’s opportunity  to 
realign herse lf  to the covenant stan­
dard. She had refused to do so. C on­
tinued com passion  would  be no 
com passion  at all. It would  enable 
further d isobedience that would lead 
to ruin. Israel had com e to the point 
where true com passion  dem anded  a

punishment that would require a 
change of  the nation 's  ways.

The plum b line of  the covenant 
was an eternal standard. Even when 
G od proposed a new covenant in Jer­
emiah 31:31 -34, it was a matter o f  
internali7.ing the same standard into 
Israel 's  heart.  As we begin a new 
year and approach a new m illenni­
um, the standard of  covenant rela­
tionship with God has not changed. 
It will always expose any deviation 
from the will o f  God. It will always 
show us the way to proceed. The 
painful consequences of  d isobedi­
ence are ultimately an expression of  
the com passion of  God for us.

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CHURCH IN AFRICA MOVING TOWARD MATURITY
The C hurch  o f  the N azarene  on the 
African Continent is making enormous 
gains despite frequently hostile condi­
tions, according to General Superinten­
dent Raymond W. Hurn. Hum recently 
returned from a six-week visit to Africa 
where he conducted district assemblies 
and worked toward furthering the self- 
government of the denomination in sev­
eral countries.  Three d is tric ts— Cape 
Verde, Republic of South Africa-Cen­
tral. and M ozambique M aputo— were 
declared “regular" (self-supporting).

"The sacrifice and devotion for the 
cause  o f  h o l in e ss  ev a n g e l ism  under  
e x t re m e  c o n d i t io n s ,  e s p e c ia l ly  in 
Mozambique, was most impressive to 
me," said the general superintendent. 
The district now has 17 churches, one of 
which received 90 members by profes­
sion of faith last year. Because of civil 
strife, one pastor reported that his con­
g rega t ion  was fo rced  to m ove three 
tim es.  Severa l  pas to rs  repo r ted  that 
witch doctors and their entire families 
had been converted.

"It was one o f  the m ost  insp ir ing  
assemblies 1 have ever been in." said 
Hurn, who will retire this summer.

Hurn said he asked the district's pas­
tors to answer one question. "Did any­
one find G od?” as a means of  giving 
their annual oral reports to the assembly. 
"They gave some of  the most electric 
responses that I have ever listened to," 
he said.

The Western Cape District Assembly 
met in Cape Town. RSA. Among those 
ordained was the first person from the 
Xhosa tribe.

T he  N ata l  D is t r ic t ,  w h ich  was 
declared  "regu lar"  in 1991, this year 
reported 2,300 members in 16 churches. 
Michael Porthen, the superin tendent,  
also pastors the 400-member Merebank 
Church, along with four smaller congre­
gations. He utilizes lay pastors to assist 
in the shepherding of these churches.

"One man ordained last year on the 
Natal District had 70 new Nazarenes by 
profession of faith," Hum said.

The RSA Central District, which was 
started by late General Superintendent 
Charles H. Strickland, has experienced 
great growth, according to Hurn. The 
p a s to r  o f  the H orizon  C h u rc h .  Ray 
Thorpe, received 50 new Nazarenes by 
profession of faith. The district now has

2,145 members worshiping in about 25 
churches.

W h i le  in the  R e p u b l ic  o f  S o u th  
Africa, Hum said he met with represen­
tatives from nine districts to discuss the 
organization of a national board. "It is 
the most diverse nation on the continent 
o f  Africa, with Europeans ,  and large 
C o loured  and Indian  popu la tions ,  as 
well as tribal a reas ,"  said Hurn. The 
nine superintendents elected an execu­
tive committee to write a constitution 
for self-government. That body elected 
European Jerry Jennings as its chairman. 
Other elected officers represented the 
various cultural groups of the area.

This body will meet in January  to 
es tab lish  cons ti tu t ional by laws for a 
national board. RSA.

Hurn also presented the idea of creat­
ing a national board to the superinten­
dents in Mozambique. They are working 
with missionary Frank Howie to flesh 
out the details of such an arrangement.

In C a p e  V erd e ,  w h ere  a n a t io n a l  
b oard  a l re ad y  ex is ts ,  H urn  said  the 
g ro u p  v o te d  im p r o v e m e n ts  in its 
bylaws. Hurn said the superintendent in 
Cape Verde, Eugenio Duarte, is excited 
about sending more missionaries from 
his country into Angola. Daniel Mon- 
teiro of Cape Verde is currently serving 
as a missionary to Angola, sponsored by 
the Africa Region.

“There is an unswerving unity about 
the  m is s io n  o f  the  C h u rc h  o f  the

LATIN AMERICAN SEMINARY GRANTED ACCREDITATION
Sem inario  N azareno  de las A m ericas  
has become the first seminary in Costa 
Rica to receive accreditation as a pri­
vate university, according to Enrique 
Guang, rector. Guang received official 
notification of the recognition Oct. 29 
from the Superior Committee for Pri­
vate University Education. The sem i­
n a ry  w ill  now  be k n o w n  as the 
Nazarene University, Guang said.

Although the accreditation officially 
begins with the 1993-94 academic year, 
students graduating this year and during 
the  la s t  few  y e a r s  m a y  a p p ly  fo r  
retroactive validation of their degrees.

“This accomplishment is considered 
a major achievement for the Church of

“Though there are other 
private evangelical liberal arts universi­
ties in Latin America, this is the first 
seminary to be granted full accredita­
tion.”

neers and Girl Pioneers. In 1946, Clay, 
B u n k e r ,  an d  r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s  f ro m  
Haynes program met with A. F. Harper, 
executive editor o f  Church Schools, in 
Kansas City to create a unified national 
club called the Nazarene Caravan pro­
gram.

DETROIT URBAN MINISTRY SETTLES INTO NEW HOME
Detroit’s urban ministry groups are set­
tling into a new home in the heart of the 
city, according to James Bledsaw, East­
ern Michigan district urban ministries 
director. Detroit Impact, Inc., and the 
Nazarene Bible College extension have 
moved into a 5,000 square foot building 
p ro v id ed  by a lo c a l  b u s in e s s m a n .  
According to Bledsaw, the building is 
the first home for the d is tric t 's  urban 
ministry program s in D e tro i t 's  inner 
city.

The build ing, valued  at m ore than 
$75,000, was purchased by the district 
for about $25,000. The ow ner  o f  the 
b u i ld in g  h ad  v i s i t e d  D e t r o i t  F irs t  
C hurch  o f  the  N a z a r e n e  and  h ea rd  
Bledsaw make a presentation regarding 
the district's urban ministry programs. 
The businessman had built a new office 
building for his company in the suburbs 
and was trying to sell the dow ntow n 
structure. Although he had intended to 
use the m oney  from  the sale o f  that

b u i ld in g  to pay for  the new one, he 
agreed to give it to the district for a 
third of its value.

Detroit Impact, Inc., provides a vari­
ety o f  m in is tr ie s  to "a t r isk"  youth ,  
including counseling , recreation, and 
tutoring. Bledsaw is hoping to purchase 
several computers so that the ministry 
can also o ffer  com pu te r  l i teracy and 
word processing training.

The new building also houses class­
rooms and a library for 
the Detroit extension of 
the Nazarene Bible Col­
lege.

The D e tro it  e x te n s io n  of 
the Nazarene Bible College  
u s e s  th e  n e w  D e tro it  
Im pact fa c ility  for classes  
and library space.

WTS PROBES SPIRITUALITY 
IN THE POSTMODERN AGE
The Wesleyan Theological Society held 
its annual meeting at Ashland Theologi­
cal Seminary, Ashland, Ohio, Nov. 6-7.

Wesleyanism and Modernity was the 
theme of  the conference.  M odernity ,  
that period of time between the French 
Revolution (1789) and the collapse of 
C om m unism  ( 1 9 8 9 ) ,  has  se en  its 
demise. That is, the pillars of Western 
culture on which modernity rested have 
crumbled.

Modernity sprang from  the French 
enlightenment, Germ an idealism, and 
British e m p i r i c i s m .  A c c o r d in g  to 
keynote speaker Thomas Oden, moder­
nity produced three "saints." St. Freud 
gave us the age of psychoanalysis, a nat­
uralistic reductionism no longer viable, 
when m entally  ill people who get no 
treatment get well at the same rate as 
those who get the benefit of neo-Freudi­
an treatment. St. Marx gave us com mu­
nism, now  in c o l l a p s e  al l  o v e r  the 
world. To St. Frederich Nietzsche can 
be traced much of  the narcissistic indi­
vidualism and moral relativism made 
into a famous failure by the “me genera­
tion."

Keynoter Oden pointed out that Wes­
leyan spirituality began before the m od­
em period and has survived the death of

modernity. Therefore, it has significant 
contribu tions to m ake to postm odern  
Christian spiritual theology. The other 
papers and discussions addressed vari­
ous aspects of this subject.

Nazarene University, delivered the pres­
id e n t ia l  a d d re s s ,  “ T he  V is io n  T h a t  
Transforms: Holiness as Participation in 
God."

The Church  o f  the Nazarene, 

in the 85th year  o f  its for ­

mal history, has been shaped 

by G od  through sanct if ied  m en  and 

women and by a compel l ing vision to 

spread scriptural holiness over  these 

lands. The Church of  the Nazarene, 

in the  nex t  f ew  d e c a d e s ,  wi l l  be 

shaped the same way. The question 

for the church to decide is:

How will these leaders he prepared?
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The C hurch  o f  the N aza ren e  is in its adu l th o o d  and 
is be in g  in v i te d  to  be  a m a jo r  f a c to r  in the  w o r ld  
Christian church . A s  the d e n o m in a t io n  expands  m ulti-  
nationally, and  as the  n eed  inc reases  for  m in is te r ia l  
leadership e d u ca ted  in the fire-baptized  heritage  o f  the 
church, the role o f  N azaren e  T h eo log ica l  S em inary  as 
the “ f l a g s h i p ” in m in i s t e r i a l  p r e p a r a t i o n  b e c o m e s  
more significant.

G od has  g r a c io u s ly  e n d o w e d  th e  C h u r c h  o f  the  
Nazarene with a four-track  app roach  to  m in is teria l  e d ­
u c a t io n  a n d  t r a i n i n g .
W hile  th e  c o l l e g e / u n i ­
v e r s i ty  a n d  s e m i n a r y  
ro u te  is p r e f e r r e d  fo r  
those w ho  respond  early  
to G o d ’s call, the C hurch  
has innovative ly  p ro v id ­
ed four routes to pastoral 
preparation. T h e  C o u rse  
of  S tu d y  fo r  m i n i s t e r s  
still m ee ts  the n e e d s  o f  
some w ho  are ca lled  un ­
der  s p e c i a l  c i r c u m ­
s t a n c e s .  S o m e  f i n d  it 
n e c e s s a ry  to  m o v e  d i ­
rectly into m in is t ry  fo l ­
lowing a deg ree  f rom  one  o f  the c h u rc h ’s liberal arts 
colleges o r  u n iv e rs i t ie s .  T h e  " s c h o o l  o f  the seco n d  
chance,” N azaren e  B ible  C o llege  in C o lo rad o  Springs, 
is ready to train G o d -ca l led  pe rsons  w h o  co m e  w ith  a 
call from  G o d  in la ter- than-you th fu l  years. N azarene  
Theological S em inary  is the track by w h ich  g raduates  
of both the liberal arts and universit ies , as well as the 
Bible college , m ay  c o m e  for g radua te  level educa tion  
and practical tra in ing. T he  sem inary  offers the m aste r  
of divinity, m as te r  o f  re lig ious  educa tion ,  o r  m as te r  o f  
arts (m iss io logy)  degrees .  T h e  sem inary  a lso  p rovides 
the d o c to r  o f  m in i s t ry  d e g r e e  fo r  th o s e  w h o .  a f te r  
years o f  serv ice , desire  fu r ther  fo rm al educa tion  at the 
level o f  a p rac t ica l  d o c to ra te .  T h e  s e m in a ry  is a lso  
providing var ious  co n t in u in g  educa tion  opportun it ies  
in locations th roughou t its constituency .

The shape  that the C h u rch  o f  the N azarene  takes  in 
the ear ly  d e c a d e s  o f  the 21st c en tu ry  will be d e te r ­
mined by how  its em erg in g  leaders perce ive  His m is ­
sion. T h e  m iss ion  o f  the C h u rch  o f  the N azarene , in 
its role as a l iv ing voice  for the holy  life in doctr ine  
and p ra c t ic e  w i th in  the g lo b a l  C h r i s t ia n  c h u rc h ,  is 
both taught and caught.  T he  cu rr icu lum  o f  N azarene  
Theological S em inary  is des ig n ed  to prov ide  a setting, 
near  th e  in te r n a t io n a l  h e a d q u a r t e r s  o f  the  c h u rc h ,  
where the m iss ion  can  be unders tood  and then carried  
into the u n k n o w n  future . N T S , in co llabo ra t ion  with

T e s t a m e n t  to  be th e  i n s p i r e d  W o rd  o f  G o d  ( S u r a  
3 :7 1 ) ,  it w o u ld  a p p e a r  tha t  the  tw o  re l ig io n s  h a v e  
m u ch  in c o m m o n . O n  the surface , there  w ould  ap p ea r  
to be e n o u g h  a g re e m e n t  to  b r in g  a b o u t  a c c o rd  and  
harm ony. Yet, fo r  m ore  than 1,300 years , a d eep  g u lf  
has separa ted  the tw o relig ions.

T he  d a n g e r  that crops up in d ia logue  with M u sl im  
believers  s tem s from  a d iffe rence  in defin it ion . E ven  
w hen  each  is speak ing  the sam e  w ords,  the m e a n in g

A s  you  en te r  the exh ib it  hall at the M u seu m  o f  
A n th ro p o lo g y  on  the  c a m p u s  o f  the U ni-  

/  A  v e r s i ty  o f  K a n s a s  in L a w re n c e ,  y o u  are  
JL _ m .  im m e d ia te ly  c o n f r o n te d  by  a la rg e  m a p  
that d isp lays  the seven continen ts  o f  the world . Each 
con tinen t is carefu lly  labeled, but there  is som eth ing  
s t ra n g e  a b o u t  th is  m ap .  S o m e th in g  th a t  rep e ls  and  
alerts instincts to fo rm  a hostility  against it. T he  m ap  
is hung  in a pos ition  that all o f  ou r  senses  tell us is 
up s id e  d o w n .  W h e n  o u r  w o r ld  is v ie w e d  f ro m  this  
w rong  perspective ,  every th ing  about it seem s th rea t­
ening.

So often this is the w ay that w e perce ive  each  o th ­
e r ’s re l ig io n .  W h a t  w e  say  a b o u t  o u r  fa i th  is seen  
f ro m  a d i f f e r e n t  a t t i tu d e ,  w h ic h ,  w h e n  t r a n s la te d ,  
speaks a story com ple te ly  d ifferent from  w hat w e  in­
tended  to  com m unica te .

Before  we can  m ak e  sense o f  som eone  e l s e ’s re li­
g io n ,  w e m u s t  re in te rp re t  the m e s s a g e  by o u r  o w n  
standards and perceptions. W hen  we en te r  into a d ia ­
logue with persons  w ho  hold  an un fam ilia r  faith, we 
e n c o u n te r  f ru s t ra t io n .  E v e n  th o u g h  w e se e m  to be 
say ing  the sam e w ords,  we are d isag ree ing  with each  
other. T h ese  p ro b lem s  a lw ays  show  up w h en  C h r is ­
tians and M uslim s try to talk about religion.
S o m e  T h in g s  S o u n d  th e  S a m e

T he ho ly  book  o f  Islam  is called  the Q u r ’an (K o ­
ran). F rom  its pages  em erge  the story o f  hum ank ind . 
M u s l im s  be lieve  that the un tran s la ted  Q u r ’an is the
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Allah was not 
Yahweh, and  
Jesus was 
certainly not the 
Son o f  Allah.

Muslims
A

of these  w o rd s  s e n d s  c o n t r a ry  m e ssa g e s .  A l th o u g h  
they sound  ha rm o n io u s ,  they are ac tually  opposites .

W hen M u h a m m a d  c leansed  the K aaba  (the p lace  o f  
pilgrimage) at M ecca , it w as A llah , the c h ie f  god  o f  
M u h am m ad ’s Q u say y  tribe, w h o m  he p reserved  after 
elim inating o v e r  3 0 0  “ le s se r” g o d s  f ro m  the M ecca  
pantheon. He then dec la red  A llah  to be the one true 
God. M u h a m m a d  c la im ed  that A llah  w as indeed the 
God o f  A b rah am .

M any years fo l low ing  A b r a h a m ’s dea th ,  the cult o f  
A braham  w o rsh ip e d  a god  n a m e d  A llah  th ro u g h o u t  
the N eg ev  (S ou thern  Pa lestine)  and  the H ejax (N o r th ­
western Saud i A rab ia )  reg ions .  T h is  cu lt  f lo u r ish ed

long befo re  M u h a m m a d  es tab lished  Islam  as the re li­
g ion  o f  the Arabs. T he  suprem e god  o f  the A braham ic  
cult w as A llah. A llah  was not Yahweh; Allah has no 
re la t ionsh ip  to the father o f  Jesus Christ. A llah  is the 
god  o f  the K aaba, one o f  m an y  gods w h o  was singled 
out to  be called  the one true God.

M u h a m m a d  e x h i b i t e d  h is  s t r o n g e s t  r e s i s t a n c e  
aga ins t  the C hris t ian  doc tr in e  o f  the Trinity. He a d ­
d r e s s e d  th is  is su e  by sa y in g  th a t  " u n b e l i e v e r s  are  
those  w ho  say: ’G od  is one in th ree . '  T here  is but one 
G o d "  (Sura  7:73). M u h a m m a d ’s unders tand ing  o f  the 
Trin ity  was d is torted  by the strange teachings that he 
fo u n d  in m a n y  h ere t ica l  sects  o f  the C h r is t ian  faith

w hose  m em b ers  had lied into Arabia .
E xam ples  o f  the d ifferences b e tw een  C hris tians  and 

M uslim s are now here  m ore  acute  than w hen  a C hr is t­
ian speaks o f  the Virgin Birth. To the Chris tian , this 
e v o k e s  a m en ta l  p ic tu re  o f  the S on  o f  G o d  w h o  is 
G od  incarnate  in the flesh. In h a rm o n y  with this im ­
age o f  the Chris t  is a picture  o f  the covenan t  that G od 
e s ta b l ish e d  b e tw e e n  the D eity  and  His c rea t ion .  To 
the C h r is t ian ,  the c o v e n a n t  speaks  o f  a re la t io n sh ip  
that resu lts  in fo rg iv en ess .  H ere, G o d  and  m an k in d  
are sea led  in a bo n d  o f  f r iendsh ip  e s tab l ish ed  upon  
the principle  o f  d iv ine  love. T hese  def in it ions  are the 
furthest th ing from the m ind  o f  a M uslim .

T h e  angel G abrie l  is q u o ted  in the Q u r ’an to say 
that "Jesus  is like A d am  in the sight o f  God. He c re a t­
ed him  o f  dust and then said to him ’B e ,’ and he w a s” 
(Sura 3:59). Jesus is not G o d ’s Son, for G o d  has no 
Son (Sura  43:82; 5:116; 19:88).

M u h a m m a d  said to the C hris tians ,  " I f  the Lord o f  
M e rc y  h ad  a so n ,  I w o u ld  be the  f i r s t  to  w o r s h ip  
h im ."  To the M uslim . Jesus is a great p rophet, but He 
did not die. He was never  crucified . Instead, a subst i­
tute was put on  the C ross  and Jesus was taken to be 
with G o d  (Sura  3:59; 4 : 147d, 158).

For a M uslim , there is no assurance  o f  forgiveness 
in this life, and there certa in ly  is no  re la tionsh ip  b e ­
tw e e n  G o d  an d  m a n  tha t  is c h a ra c te r i z e d  by love. 
D uring his o rdeal as a cap tive  o f  the L ebanese  Islamic 
Jihad. B en jam in  W eir w as asked  by his M uslim  c a p ­
tive to expla in  what was the m ain  th em e  o f  C h r is t ian ­
ity. His r e s p o n s e  w as  o n e  w o r d ."lave. W h e n  W eir  
gave  a viv id  tes tim ony o f  the enac tm en t o f  love from

scripture , his guard  resp o n d ed  that
he cou ld  not be lieve  that G o d  is s im p ly  love. Love 
is a v e ry  c h a n g e a b le  e m o t io n .  O n e  d a y  you  like 
som eone ,  but the next day  you  are angry  w ith  him. 
In a fa m i ly  y o u  can  ge t  a lo n g  e a s i ly  w ith  s o m e  
m em b ers  but not w ith  o thers . L ove  is very  c h a n g e ­
able but G o d  is not changeab le .  L ove  is w eak  but 
G od  is strong. (He w ent on to say] . . . We k now  
w hat is right as M uslim s. T ha t  is w hy  we are ahil cil 
m u s ta k im  [people  o f  the stra ight w ay  ].

“Truth without p ro o f  
is no truth at all. ”

T he M uslim  u n d ers tand ing  o f  co v en an t  is th rough  
K h a lifa ,  w hich  transla tes  to m ean  a v icegeren t  on the 
e a r th  ( S u r a  2 :3 0 ) .  In th i s  r e l a t i o n s h i p ,  m e n  a n d  
w o m en  are sub jec t in obed ien ce  un d er  G od. T h is  c o n ­
d ition  c a m e  abou t from  the t im e  o f  A d a m  and  Eve. 
w h o  w ere  first loca ted  in the G a rd e n  o f  Eden . T h is  
garden  was not situated  upon  the earth . A cco rd in g  to 
M u s l im  te a c h in g ,  it w as  a h e a v e n ly  g a rd e n .  A d a m  
sinned  in the heaven ly  ga rd en  and  w as cast d o w n  to 
earth . He w as forgiven w hen  he repen ted . T hus ,  there 
is no inherent sin that a ffects  ou r  lives today. Instead. 
M u s l im s  teach  that all m a n k in d  is e s se n t ia l ly  g o o d  
(Sura  2 :36-37; 7:23).
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A d a m ’s and  E v e ’s sin w as  not an intentional act o f  
evil but the result o f  tem pta tion . T h is  tem pta t ion  was 
a testing des ig n ed  to prepare  them  for the task ahead. 
That ta sk  is to  s e rv e  A l la h  as h is  p e r so n a l  d e p u ty  
(vicegerent), w h o  ad m in is te rs  the affairs  o f  g o v e rn ­
ment in the ab sen ce  o f  G o d  (Sura  2:37; 7:23). Thus ,  
there is no o r ig inal sin, but h u m an  be ings  are all born 
pure.

Sa lva tion , then , is not the  fu n d a m e n ta l  issue. In ­
stead, the M uslim  be lieves  his o r  her  fu ture  esta te  is 
d e p e n d e n t  u p o n  a c o m b i n a t i o n  o f  f a i th  a n d  g o o d  
works (Sura 4 :121). Ibadat, o r  w orsh ip , is for the pu r­
pose o f  pe rfo rm in g  the duties  that are exh ib ited  in the 
form o f  w orks.  T h e se  w o rk s  are based  upon  the five 
pillars o f  Is lam , w h ich  inc lu d e  p ro c la m a t io n  o f  the 
one true G od, p ray er  five t im es a day, obse rvance  o f  
holy days, g iv ing  o f  a lm s, and p ilg r im age  to M ecca. 
Thus, entry  into heaven  or Parad ise  (the abode  o f  the 
worthy) is d e c id e d  on  the m erit  o f  go o d  w o rk s  that 
can be ga ined  by obed ien ce  to the law, obse rv an ce  o f  
ritual, and  p e r fo rm a n c e  o f  p i lg r im a g e  (S u ra  4 :1 2 1 ;  
43:72).

How C a n  T h e y  H e a r  th e  C h r is t ia n  W itn e ss?
Confronta tion  is not the w ay  to w itness  to M uslim s. 

For 13 c e n tu r ie s ,  th is  m e th o d  has  fa i led  m ise rab ly . 
Muslims, like C hris t ians ,  are peop le  with s incere  b e ­
liefs that a re  c o n f i r m e d  th ro u g h  b o th  t ra d i t io n  and 
personal re lig ious experience . P eop le  m ay  hold  o p p o ­
site views, but they still have  s im ila r  needs. All h u ­
mans despera te ly  need  a  sense  o f  p eace  and love. But, 
because o f  a long h is to ry  o f  con fron ta t ion ,  there re ­
mains an inherent d is trust  that m us t  be o v e rco m e  b e ­
fore any m ean ing fu l  w itness  can  be exchanged .

T h is  is a c c o m p l i s h e d  b y  p e r s o n a l  e x a m p l e ,  by 
proving the w orth iness  o f  C hris tian  m ora li ty  and e th i­
cal s tandards, by liv ing dev o u t  lives, by show ing  re ­
spect in hum an  re la tions  w h ere  peop le  b eco m e  m ore  
important than p ro g ram s and events ,  and by exh ib i t ­
ing a personal integrity  o f  ho liness  in eve ry th ing  that 
one docs.

Christians m ust r e m e m b e r  that the individual w ho 
observes re lig ions from  the point o f  v iew  o f  an invert­
ed map v iew s it negatively . T h a t  person  m ay feel j u s ­
tified in a c o m b a t iv e  a p p ro a c h  to  w i tn e ss in g .  C o n ­
fro n ta t io n ,  h o w e v e r ,  o n ly  r e s u l t s  in h o s t i l i t y  a n d  
reprisal. K n o w in g  the truth o f  G o d  and  see ing  the e r ­
ror in ano ther  re lig ion  m ay k indle  a zeal to b ring  truth 
to those o f  that re lig ion , but truth w ithou t  p ro o f  is not 
truth at all. P ro o f  is found  in the ex am p le  one  lives, 
and Je su s  is th e  C h r i s t i a n ’s m o d e l  f ro m  w h ic h  to 
glean that exam ple .  His co m p ass io n  for the c o m m o n  
man and w o m a n .  H is  fo rg iv ing  spirit . His pa tience ,  
His sincere c o n ce rn  for the person , all these c h a rac te r ­
istics are for C hris t ians  to im itate  as the p ro o f  o f  our 
words while  c o m m u n ic a t in g  the g o o d  news.

The M uslim  m essag e  p roc la im s  th rough  the Shaha- 
da that “La ilaha ilia 'llah'' ( "T here  is no G o d  except 
Allah” ), c o m p le t in g  the phrase with the assertion  that

“M uham m adan rasul A llah"  (“ M u h a m m a d  is the  
m essen g e r  o f  A llah").

T h e  C h r is t ian  d e c la ra t io n  is that sa lv a t io n  co m e s  
on ly  th rough  Jesus C hrist,  “ for there is no o ther  nam e 
u n d e r  h e a v e n  g iv e n  to  m e n  by  w h ic h  w e m u s t  be 
sav ed ” (Acts 4 :12 , NIV). Chris tians  be lieve that Jesus 
C hris t  is the very Son o f  G od , the M essiah  o f  Israel.

O n ly  w hen  a C h r is t ian ’s s incerity  and honesty  are 
v iew ed  as genu ine  will the hearers begin  to gain a re ­
spect for the gospel m essage . T h e  pitfall in w itnessing  
is not the s treng th  o f  the M u s l im ’s re l ig ion  but the 
cha rac te r  w eak n ess  in the ex am p le  that som e  C h r is ­
tians exhibit. Both the M uslim  and the Chris tian  are 
s ea rch in g  for  the G o d  o f  tru th  w h o  m ee ts  the  d eep  
needs o f  the hum an  heart. It is up to us C hris tians  to 
d em ons tra te  in daily  life that it is G od  in Chris t  w ho 
b rings healing, peace, and forgiveness.

M any people  paid their  $25 .00  initiation 
fees so they, too, cou ld  see the fish m an  as he really 
was.

N ew  A ge  a ssu m p t io n s  such as p a n th e ism  (e v e ry ­
th ing  is d iv ine)  and  g n o s t ic ism  (spiritual fu lf i l lm en t 
co m es  th rough secret, d iv ine  k now ledge)  are scattered  
a m o n g  m a n y  p o p u l a r  m o v ie s  a n d  t e l e v i s io n  p r o ­
gram s. T he  T eenage M utant N in ja  Turtles f ight with

Seeking respectability, New Age 
beliefs are spreading into many 
areas o f  society.

o n e  m in d  th r o u g h  m e d i t a t i o n .  In h is  m u s ic  v id e o  
Black or White. M ichael Jack so n  sings abou t the e s ­
sentia l  un ity  o f  all e x is te n c e  (m o n is m )  as c o m p u te r  
special e ffects  m elt  o n e  face  into another.

A d v e r t is in g  a lso  a p p ea ls  to  c o n s u m e r s ’ N e w  A ge  
le a n in g s .  O n e  c o m m e r c ia l  s h o w s  a te e n a g e  g ir l  in 
skin-tight d es ig n er  d en im s ,  w h isp er in g  that she m us t  
have  been  seduced  in a prev ious  life tim e by the hunk  
with his back  to the screen. A b an k  ad likens in v es t­
m e n t  s e c u r i ty  to  c ry s ta l  ba ll  g a z in g — n o t  to  m o c k  
c rys ta l  ba lls ,  bu t to  c o m p a re  b a n k e rs  to  the  pe rfec t  
crystal ball. A new  ca r  p ro m o tio n  sings the “ t ru th ” o f  
un l im ited  persona l  a c c o m p l ish m e n t  for  those  w ith  a 
pos itive  m enta l attitude. O bviously ,  so m eo n e  w h o  is a 
god  in the m ak in g  dese rv es  the m o s t  luxurious  (and 
expensive )  au tom obile .

In the w o r ld  o f  b u s in ess ,  the N ew  A g e  v a lu es  o f  
p e r s o n a l  r e a l iz a t io n ,  h u m a n  p o te n t ia l ,  a n d  su c c e s s  
th rough  v isua liza tion  tech n iq u es  are stead ily  g row in g  
m ore  p rom inen t .  C o rp o ra te  execu t iv es  and  yupp ie  e n ­
trep reneurs  are b o m b a rd e d  with p itches  fo r  sem inars ,  
b o o k s ,  tap es ,  and  w e e k e n d  re trea ts  tha t  p ro m is e  to 
he lp  th em  m a x im iz e  the ir  s e l f -c o n f id e n ce  and  m a n ­
a g e m e n t  s k i l l s  th r o u g h  N e w  A g e  p r a c t i c e s .  S o m e  
g roups  even  o ffer  “ personal d is c o v e ry ” sess ions  with 
N ew  A ge  gurus.

S o m e  m u lt in a t io n a l  c o rp o ra t io n s  n o w  in fuse  their 
sales fo rces  w ith  success  sem in ars  sp o n so red  by N ew  
A g e  o r g a n iz a t io n s  l ike  the  F o ru m ,  L i fe s p r in g ,  and  
S u m m it  W orkshops. O n e  C hris t ian  in the M idw es t  a l ­
m ost lost his jo b  with a te lephone  c o m p a n y  because  
he re fused  on re lig ious g ro u n d s  to part ic ipa te  in one 
o f  those sem inars .

“ It w ould  have  been  a lot ea s ie r  ju s t  to  g ive  up, call 
in s ick ,  o r  s o m e h o w  d ro p  the  i s s u e ,” the  s a le s m a n  
told us. “ But I ju s t  c o u ld n ' t  let th em  th ink  they had  
w on. T hey  w o u ld n ’t let m e teach  a sales se m in a r  u s ­
ing biblical princip les , so w hy  shou ld  they  get aw ay  
with N ew  A ge  se m in a rs? ”

A t first, the ph o n e  c o m p a n y  a rgued  that the sem in ar  
w a s  no t r e l ig io u s ,  m e r e ly  m o t iv a t io n a l .  A f t e r  the  
C hris tian  sa le sm an  po in ted  out the spiritual ideas in ­
heren t in the sem inar ,  in c lud ing  the  b e l ie f  that each  
person  is his o w n  god  and  c rea tes  his o w n  reality, the 
c o m p a n y  d ro p p e d  th e  s e m in a r ,  s a y in g  it w a s  “ to o  
con trovers ia l .”

S ta r t in g  E a r ly
C hild ren  can be e x p o se d  to  the N ew  A ge  long b e ­

fore they jo in  the w ork  force. N ew  A ge  paren ts- to -be  
can learn how  to prac tice  ac tua liza t ion  exerc ises  and
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massage d u r ing  p reg n an cy  th rough  various N e w  A ge 
instructional tapes  ava ilab le  at m ost chain  bookstores .  
No longer  do  they  h av e  to  o rd e r  p rena ta l  N e w  A ge  
flash ca rd s  and  su b l im in a l  w o m b  m u s ic  f ro m  N e w  
Age catalogs. T oday  th e y ’re ava ilab le  in m an y  baby  
stores and c h i ld re n ’s booksto res .

Even i f  th e i r  p a re n ts  a r e n ’t N e w  A g ers ,  ch i ld ren  
can learn the N ew  A ge  w or ldv iew  th rough  television 
cartoons and m ystica l v ideo  gam es. S a tu rday  m orn ing  
superheroes  n o w  tap  in to  the  d iv in e  n eu tra l  s u p e r ­
forces o f  the un iverse— availab le  fo r  go o d  o r  evil to 
anyone w h o  k n o w s  h o w  to  u se  them . T h e  w orld  o f  
magic and spirits s lips into and  out o f  m ateria l  reality 
as easily as a h an d  in a g love. Beetlejuice, a cartoon  
patterned af te r  a hit m ov ie ,  por trays  a ghost  w h o  reg ­
ularly m o c k s  th o se  w h o  re fu se  to  pa r t ic ip a te  in the 
world o f  sp iritual power.

C h i ld ren  w il l  e n c o u n te r  a d d i t io n a l  N e w  A g e  a s ­
sumptions in the pub lic  schools . For instance, the Im ­
pressions re a d in g  se r ie s ,  w id e ly  a c c la im e d  fo r  p ro ­
m oting  d iv e r s i t y  in c h i l d r e n ' s  l i t e r a tu r e ,  in c lu d e s

stories o f  m a g ic ,  re in c a rn a t io n ,  p a n th e is m .  E as te rn  
meditation, w itchcraft ,  spirit gu ides ,  and  nature  w o r­
ship. Chris tian ity , o f  cou rse ,  is no ticeab ly  absent.

“W h en  w e  first r e v ie w e d  h e r  f lm p re s s io n s ]  te x t ­
book, w e w ere  sh o c k e d ,” said  o ne  m o th e r  o f  a se v ­
enth g rad er  in Sou the rn  C alifo rn ia .  “ H o w  cou ld  this 
re l ig ious  s tu f f  be  in a s c h o o lb o o k  w h e n  o u r  ch i ld  
c o u ld n ' t  e v e n  b r in g  C h r i s t i a n  C h r i s t m a s  c a r d s  to  
school?”

H er h u sb an d  ex p la ined  their  so lu tion . “ At first w e  
thought w e 'd  pull o u r  ch ild  out o f  the program . But 
then we d ec id ed  to get involved. We he lped  ou r  child  
e v a lu a te  a n d  r e s p o n d  to  th e  N e w  A g e  id e a s  w ith  
sound, ra tional C hris tian  an sw ers .”

A fte r  ex a m in in g  the false belie fs  o f  the N ew  A ge  
m ovem ent w ith in  the  sp ir i tua l safety  o f  her  p a re n ts ’ 
guidance, the ch ild  w as  able  to presen t the C hris tian  
w orldview  to the teacher  and  c lassm ates .  T h e  parents  
also jo in e d  the supp lem en ta ry  tex tbook  co m m it tee  so 
that they  cou ld  p rov ide  a positive , C hris t ian  influence 
on fu ture  lite ra ture  selections.

Physica l ed u ca tion  so m e tim es  offers an o the r  fo rum  
for N e w  A g e  in f lu en ces  on  ch i ld ren .  O u r  d augh te r ,  
Karen, cam e  h o m e  one  day  from  sports  p rac tice  at her 
Christian school and  an n o u n ced ,  “ O u r  coach  taught a 
new w ay  to w in— w e practice  y o g a  befo re  the g am e!"

ended as it had begun, with an earnest appeal to read 
Watts and learn from the man.

I handed the telephone to my wife and (while my 
memory coughed and sputtered into life) headed for 
my library. I took down Jay Stevens’ Storming Heav­
en and read:

His days with the London Buddhists, plus his 
years as an Anglican clergyman, had left him with 
a talent for ritual and mystery. One Easter Sunday 
he stage-managed an entire psychedelic ceremony 
at [Tim othy] L ea ry ’s N ew ton house, o ffering  a 
liturgy composed o f readings from the New Testa­
ment interspersed with parables and Zen jokes. The 
sacram ent— LSD — was served in goblets along 
with French bread. Then he led them  outside to 
chase snowflakes.1
Well, if being happy signified salvation, Alan Watts 

m ust’ve rivaled John the Beloved in his soteriological 
experience. H appy? H appy was too m ild a word! 
D elirious, frenzied , Bacchic  leapt to m ind. In any 
case, it could safely be concluded that Watts sounded 
at least as happy as my barefoot friend. Still, I found 
it rather difficult to believe that the possession of such 
bliss necessarily indicated a right relationship with 
the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.

I d id n ’t bo ther calling  her back. I knew it ’d be 
pointless. You see, I pretty much knew where she’d 
come from and how she’d been taught religion; w e’d 
both been raised in churches that— while belonging to 
different denominations— were fraternal twins. They 
were churches where the historical figures of Paul and 
Luther and Wesley existed only in a sort of mythic, 
Paul Bunyanesque way; churches where emotions ran

high and justification was by feeling— not by faith; 
churches where cultural taboos were hammered into 
our heads while the Word of God was courteously ne­
glected.

How could anyone with such a religious upbringing 
resist a man who could say:

I firmly believe that I enjoy pleasing people— to 
provoke laughter, to see faces light up with com ­
prehension, to be an agent of mental peace, to be 
creatively mischievous, to unburden others of nasty 
ideas which they think it their duty to believe, to in-

Som e science educa tion  reflects  g lobal sp iritual e n ­
v i ro n m e n ta l i s m  and  the p a n th e is t ic  a s s u m p t io n s  o f  
s o m e  c o n t e m p o r a r y  p h y s i c i s t s .  E v e n  th e  W eekly  
Reader s o m e t im e s  p re su m e s  a sp ir i tua l  un ity  in all 
life. O ne  recent artic le  urged  recy c l in g  b e c a u se  h u ­
m ans  are all part o f  the w orld  organism .

O ld e r  s tu d en ts  m a y  c o n f ro n t  the th eo r ie s  o f  b r i l ­
liant physic is t  S tephen  H aw king , w h o  in A B rief His­
tory o f Time a ttem pts  to prove  a soph is tica ted  eternal 
un iverse .  C o m p u te r  sc ien tis t  D o u g la s  R. H o fs ta d te r  
and ph ilo sopher  Daniel C. D ennett ,  in The Mind's I. 
conc lude  that Eastern  pan the ism  was right all a long—  
there is a d iv ine  unity in all reality. It is not surpris ing 
that The Mind's I , descr ibed  by one rev iew er  as “a sc i­
e n t i f ic  j o u r n e y  in to  the  so u l ,"  is pa r t  o f  B a n t a m ’s

d u c in g  p ro g ra m  w o rk s  as w ell) .  A few  h e a l th -c a re  
w orkers  even  prac tice  iridology. B e liev ing  the N ew  
A ge  idea that every th ing  is a m ic ro co sm  o f  the w hole ,  
ir idology practit ioners  co m p are  the e y e ’s iris to e la b o ­
rate body  charts  to d iagnose  various health  p roblem s.

T h e  m e n ta l  h e a l th  f ie ld  n o w  in c lu d e s  th e ra p is t s  
w ho  specialize  in such N ew  A ge  exper iences  as past 
lives, U F O  abduction , and psych ic  traum a.

C h r i s t ia n  c h i r o p r a c to r  B rad  D e n n i s o n  w as  c o n ­
ce rn ed  w hen  he saw  N e w  A ge  ideas  sp re a d in g  into 
his field . B rad g a th e red  as m u ch  in fo rm a tio n  as he 
c o u ld ,  a n d  th en  he b e g a n  a d v i s in g  h is  c o w o r k e r s  
about the dangers  o f  the new  theories  and practices. 
Later  he offered his assis tance  to a C hris tian  w riting  a 
book  on N ew  A ge m edic ine .

“ I d o n ’t l ik e  th e  p s e u d o s c i e n c e  c r e e p i n g  in to  
h ea l th ca re ,” he exp la ins .  “ But tha t 's  not all. I know  
fine docto rs  in m y field w ho  are p rov id ing  excellen t 
ca re  for  the ir  p a t ien ts ,  and  i t ’s no t fa ir  fo r  th e m  to 
h ave  the ir  re p u ta t io n s  h a rm e d  b e c a u se  o f  th is  N ew  
A ge  stuff."

W hen  Joan M oreau, a retired nurse, vo lun tee red  to 
work in a hosp ice  p rog ram  with te rm inal patients , she
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The mental health field now 
includes therapists who specialize 
in such New Age experiences as 
past lives, UFO abduction , and 
psychic trauma.

d id n 't  expec t  to e n co u n te r  the N ew  A ge  m o v em en t .  "I 
felt  led to use m y m e d ic a l  sk i l ls  a n d  m y  C h r is t ia n  
c o m m itm e n t  to he lp  te rm ina l  p a t ie n ts ,” she says.  "I 
h o p ed  the Lord  w o u ld  use m e  to share  w ith  peo p le  
w h o  d id n 't  k now  H im .”

Surprisingly , J o a n ’s first ch an ce  to  speak  abou t the 
Lord cam e  before  she m e t her  first patient. "I h a d n 't  
been  in m y tra in ing  c lass  for 10 m in u tes  be fo re  our 
teacher  said the best w ay  to  deal with death  is to have 
confidence  in w hat you believe  abou t life after  death, 
w h e th e r  it w a s  the  r e in c a r n a t io n  she  e m b r a c e d  o r  
so m e  o th e r  be lief .  1 k n e w  the L ord  w o u ld  he lp  m e  
share  the truth with h e r  th rough  the c la ss .”

Joan  used her h o m e w o rk  papers  and  c la ss ro o m  re ­
sp o n se s  as o p p o r tu n i t ie s  to c o n tra s t  the in a d e q u a te  
answ ers  o f  the N ew  A ge with the truth o f  the gospel. 
W hen  her  teacher  asked  each  person  w h e th e r  he was 
afraid to die, and why, Joan  ex p la ined  the peace  she 
had as a C hris tian  and the security  o f  k n o w in g  what 
G o d ’s W ord said abou t life after  death.
N ew  B e lie fs ,  N ew  H u n g e r

T he N ew  A ge  has even  settled into A m erican  re li­
g io u s  life. A few  c h u rc h e s  are  o p e n ly  a l ig n e d  w ith  
N ew  A ge  belief, such as m an y  M etaphysica l  C h u rc h ­
es, the C h u rc h e s  o f  R e l ig io u s  S c ience ,  and  T h e o s o ­
phy. O ne  R elig ious  Sc ience  chu rch  near  us offers  p sy ­
chic  read ings befo re  the o ffering , tes t im on ia ls  o f  past

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incarnations, sp ir i tual c o u n se l in g  th rough  d iv ina tion , 
and healing th rough  crystal power.

Subtle N ew  A ge  va lues ,  h o w ev er ,  can  so m e tim es  
slip into m o re  t rad i t io n a l  c o n g re g a t io n s .  O f ten  th is  
beg ins  th r o u g h  p o s i t iv e  m e n ta l  a t t i tu d e  s e m in a r s ,  
w hich a p p e a r  n e u t ra l  bu t m a y  r e p la c e  r e l ia n c e  on  
God's Word with b e l ie f  in the d iv in ity  o f  man.

W hen the p as to r  o f  a large conse rv a t iv e  d e n o m in a ­
tional church  d isco v e red  that several m em b ers  o f  his 
congregation  w ere  b e c o m in g  invo lved  in L ifesp r ing  
seminars, he ca lled  us for  in fo rm ation . “ I d o n ' t  know  
anything about L ifesp r ing ,"  he exp la ined ,  “but I know  
God 's  W ord, and  I knew  r igh t a w a y  that w h a t  they 
were learn ing  w as con tra ry  to  the B ib le .”

He ob ta ined  in fo rm ation  from  us to g ive  them , then 
followed up to  be sure  they ta lked  with us. N ow  they 
are no longer recru it ing  c o n g reg a t io n  m em b ers  for the 
New Age. "I w ish  they  h ad  g iven  up the ir  in v o lv e ­
ment with L ifesp r ing ,"  the p as to r  says, “ but at least I 
can protect the rest o f  m y  c o n g reg a t io n  now ."

T oday’s C hris t ians  canno t isolate th em se lv es  from  
the N ew  Age. Instead, we should  seek to understand  
it and offer positive  responses .

W h e n  M a rk  P o g g io l i  l e a r n e d  th a t  h is  c i ty ,  S an  
Francisco, h o s ted  the n a t io n ’s largest N ew  A ge  fair, 
he decided to look for  a w ay  to present the gospel. He 
bough t a t ick e t  to  the  fa ir ,  r o a m e d  the  c o n v e n t io n  
floor, and w itnessed  persona lly  to an y o n e  w h o  w ould  
talk with him.

"1 was scared  to dea th ."  M ark recalls, “and had no 
idea w hat to say, so 1 th ough t I ’d start w ith a question . 
I asked the tofu bu rger  m an  w h o  he though t the m ost 
sp iritual p e r so n  o f  all t im e  w as .  He to ld  m e  ab o u t  
som e g u ru  w h o s e  n a m e  I c o u l d n ' t  p ro n o u n c e ,  and  
when he was done  1 told h im  abou t the m os t  spiritual 
person I knew  o f— Jesu s .”

fuse life with color, imagination, and playfulness, 
to beguile people into dancing and singing.2
W ho knows? If I ’d possessed a different (i.e., a 

more normal) temperament, perhaps I would’ve been 
an avid reader and/or disciple of Alan Watts or Ram 
D ass or S h irley  M acL aine; bu t (le t G od be true 
though every man a liar or a lia r’s dupe) even if I had, 
G od’s Truth would have stood chaste and inviolate. 
Francis Schaeffer expressed that particular Truth this 
way:

The basis for our faith is neither experience nor 
emotion but the truth as God has given it in . . . the 
Scripture and which we first of all apprehend with

G o d  remains steadfast in spite 
of laughing Bodhisattvas, holy 
fools, and gamboling devotees 
of Krishna who trust in ecstacy.

our minds— though, of course, the whole man must 
act upon it.3
Not that there are strictures against being happy in 

Scripture. M any of the psalms dance and sing with 
joy and happiness; but— in the final analysis— subjec­
tive feelings (including that most pleasant one of all: 
happiness) cannot serve as signs or proofs of a right 
relationship between God and man. Just ask the utter­
ly unhappy and manifoldly miserable man of Uz who 
cried:

W herefore is light given to him that is in misery, 
and life unto the bitter in soul;
Which long for death, but it cometh not; 
and dig for it more than for hid treasures (Job 3:20- 

21 ) .
Bereaved of sons and daughters, stripped of earthly 

possessions and comforts, stricken by a bitter, skepti­
cal wife, afflicted till he looked the part of a putrid, 
animated corpse— still he cried out:

I know that my redeemer liveth, 
and that he shall stand at the latter day upon the 

earth:
And though after my skin worms destroy this body, 
yet in my flesh shall I see God (Job 19:25-26).
The pagan m athem atician  A rchim edes boasted: 

“Give me a place to stand and I will move the world.”

M ark ta lked  with dozens o f  N ew  A gers  that w e e k ­
end, and left w ith an exc iting  idea. "I c o u ld n ' t  believe 
h o w  open  peop le  w ere  to all k inds  o f  new  spiritual 
ideas. W hat a great m issionary  fie ld  r ight in m y  ow n 
neighborhood! Here were  thousands  o f  people  to g e th ­
er  in one place and hardly  a Chris tian  p resence  a n y ­
w h ere .”

T he second  year, M ark and several o ther  Chris tians  
opera ted  the only  C hris tian  booth  at the fair, passing  
out tracts and w itness ing  th roughou t the conference . 
N ow  we w ork  with him  each year, sending  a team  o f  
specially  tra ined Chris tians  with apo loge tics  m aterial 
for N ew  Agers.

A s N ew  A ge  values con tinue  to sp read  through so ­
ciety, C hris tians  will find m ore  and m ore  op p o r tu n i­
ties to  present the hope o f  the gospel.

J o a n n e  fo u n d  tha t ev en  h e r  s t ru g g le  w ith  c a n c e r  
b rough t her  into con tac t  with  peop le  hu n g ry  for the 
truth. C o n ce rn ed  that m em bers  o f  her cance r  support 
g roup  w ere  try ing to heal them selves  th rough a N ew  
A ge  v isualiza tion  tape, she called  us for advice. She 
took  so m e  b ib l ica l  a n s w e rs  b ack  to  h e r  g ro u p  and  
then gave  us a tape o f  the session so that we could  be 
prepared  to help  o thers  in s im ilar  s ituations.

Joanne  w a sn 't  a theo logian , and the Lord took her 
h om e before  she cou ld  see the results  o f  her  w itness, 
but she knew  the truth o f  G o d ’s W ord and was c o m ­
m itted  to br ing ing  it to others.

A s p revalen t as N ew  A ge  beliefs and practices are 
b eco m in g ,  only  the truth o f  C hris tian ity  has the real 
answ ers  for people  in to d a y ’s world. C hris tians  d o n ' t  
need to be afraid  o f  the N ew  Age.

Instead, we should  be confident that with  p roper  in­
fo rm a tio n ,  S c r ip tu re ,  and  c o m p a s s io n ,  w e  can  s u c ­
cessfully  an sw er  any cha llenge  o f  the N ew  Age.
Bob and Gretchen Passantino direct Answers in Action, 
an evangelistic resource ministry in Costa Mesa, Calif.

He never found that place; Job, however, did. In all 
his miserable unhappiness, he stood upon that Utter 
Objectivity that is God and— in very truth— moved 
(and still moves) the world with words of faith and 
trust.

Feelings will change, happiness will come and go; 
but the o b jec tiv e  W ord o f  G od rem ains eternally 
steadfast— in spite o f laughing B odhisattvas, holy 
fools, gam boling devotees o f K rishna, and all who 
trust in the honeyed, cloying subjective moods of fe­
licity and ecstasy and happiness.

But, o f course, there yet remains one wonderfully 
ironic truth that should never be ignored— especially 
by those o f us who have that peculiar and unfortunate 
penchant for unhappiness. Perhaps no one has put it 
quite so enchantingly as C. S. Lewis. In the last of his 
Chronicles o fN arn ia , death has claimed the Pevensie 
children and the world o f Narnia; all of them, howev­
er, have been reclaimed and glorified by God. Lewis 
tells us:

The things that began after that were so great and 
beautiful that I cannot write them. And for us this is 
the end of stories, and we can most truly say that 
they all lived happily ever after. But for them it was 
only the beginning o f the real story. All their life in 
this world . . . had only been the cover and the title 
page: now at last they were beginning Chapter One 
o f the G reat Story, w hich goes on fo r ever: in 
which every chapter is better than the one before.4

It se em s th a t I p ay  to o  m u ch  in ta x es  on  the  
a m o u n t o f  sa la r y  th a t I ea rn  a s a p astor . W h at  
can  I d o  to  m in im iz e  m y tax  o b lig a t io n ?

T h ere  are several  leg i t im ate  s teps  tha t  c a n  m in i­
m ize  the  a m o u n t  o f  tax o b l ig a t io n  a m in is te r  m us t  
pay. For  ex a m p le :

(1) T he  local chu rch  em p lo y e r  m ay  re im burse  all 
bu s iness  an d  p ro fe ss iona l  e x p e n se s  u n d e r  a “ q u a l i ­
f i e d ” re im b u rse m e n t  p la n  so tha t  the  m in is te r  does  
no t need  to p ay  taxes  on m o n e y  spent for c h u rc h  or 
p ro fess iona l  expenses .

(2) T he  church  m ay provide  a tax-free housing  al­
lo w a n c e  fo r  m in i s te r s  w h o  are  b u y in g  o r  r e n t in g  
the ir  h o m e  o r  for  th o se  liv ing  in a p a rso n a g e  w h o  
m ay be el ig ib le to use the  a l lo w an c e  fo r  fu rn ish ings ,  
linens, etc.

(3) D eferred  co m p e n sa t io n  in the  fo rm  o f  c o n t r i ­
bu tions to the m in is te r 's  N azarene  T ax-Shelte red  A n ­
nuity  (T S A ) accoun t is not repo r ted  as incom e. This  
m o n e y  is left to  ac c ru e  ta x -d e fe r re d  in terest fo r  the 
m in i s te r ’s re t i re m e n t  in c o m e .  D is t r ib u t io n s  can  be 
des ignated  as housing  a l low ance  for re ti rem en t h o u s ­
ing p u rp o ses  up to  the  ex ten t a l lo w e d  by IRS re g u ­
lations.

(4) T h e  local c h u rc h  m ay  p ro v id e  m ed ica l  c o v ­
erage th ro u g h  the N az a ren e  H ea lth  and  H osp i ta l iza ­
t ion  P ro g ra m  on p a r t ic ip a t in g  d is t r ic ts .  By se lf- in ­
su r in g  th e  d e d u c t ib l e  a n d  c o in s u r a n c e ,  th e  local 
chu rch  em p lo y e r  can  reduce the  am o u n t  o f  taxed  in­
c o m e  nec es sa ry  to p rov ide  th is  co ve rage .

(5) G ro u p  te rm  life  in s u r a n c e  is a n o t h e r  e m ­
p loyee  b en e f i t  tha t the  ch u rc h  m a y  p ro v id e  tax-free  
to  the  m in is te r  w h en  p re m iu m s  are paid  acco rd in g  
to  IRS gu ide lines .

T h e  P e n s io n s  o f f ic e  can  p ro v id e  m o re  d e ta i led  
c o m p e n s a t io n  s t r u c tu r in g  m a te r ia ls .  T h e re  is no  
ch a rg e— ju s t  ask.

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THE QUESTION BOX
Anything for a Buck?

In the last five years I h ave been a m em ber o f  two  
local Churches o f  the N azarene. H ere's the list o f  
fund-raising events that I have w itnessed  in this 
time: auctions, flea m ark ets, car w ashes, balloon  
launch, dunk tank, w alk ath on s, and bake sales.
Don't such things tran sgress paragrap h s 38.1 and  
38.2 of the M anual?

Paragraph 38.1 establishes storehouse tithing and ad ­
ditional freewill offerings as the way that the Church of  
the Nazarene at the local,  district, regional, and general 
levels shall be financed. Paragraph 38.2 specifies that 
none of our churches should engage in any fund-raising 
method that would “detract from these principles I s to re­
house tithing and  freew ill o ffe r in g s /, h inder the gospel 
message, sully the nam e o f  the church, discriminate 
against the poor, or misdirect the peop le ’s energies from 
promoting the gospel."

Some Nazarenes believe that,  while this passage of  
the M anual clearly establishes tithing and freewill offer­
ings as the prin c ip a l m ethod o f  f inancing the church, it 
docs not rule out o ther  m ethods o f  fund-raising for m i­
nor projects. I am told by local church leaders who have 
bake sales, car washes, slave days, and walkathons that 
they are quite sure that none o f  these activities sully the 
name of the church, h inder the gospel,  or com pete  with 
tithing as the main source o f  church income.

It seems that our churches are m ore likely to permit 
alternate kinds o f  fund-raising for  youth projects than 
anything else. C hoir  tours, m ission trips, youth cam p tu ­
ition, and the like, are frequently  financed through alter­
native funding activities.

I do not think that we are close to giving alternate 
fund-raising projects a significant "m arket share" of  
Nazarene monies raised. But, in m y opinion, we have 
more than enough  such schem es afoot. 1 would  advise 
careful scrutiny o f  alternate fund-raising ideas by each 
local church board.

I do not have trouble with projects for youth ministry, 
but beyond that I get nervous. Perhaps that is my age 
talking. I 've  been in the C hurch o f  the N azarene since I 
was three weeks old— that 's  a lmost 60 years. In the old 
days, we understood this part o f  the M anual to forbid 
any alternative funding. But the framers of  that original 
paragraph d id n ' t  have youth car washes, walkathons, 
choir tours, and mission trips in mind. Rather, they were 
(prudently, I believe) letting the public know  that the 
Church o f  the N azarene was not one o f  those outfits 
that, in those days, was trying to finance the church by 
rallies and bingo gam es— such things “hindered the 
gospel m essage ,"  and "sullied the name o f  the church” 
(paragraph 38.2). Further, we were not one of  those out­

rageous churches who would "discriminate against the 
poor" by charging pew rent.

Our guidelines are as good as gold. Tithing and 
freewill offerings should still be the primary way we fi­
nance the church. If any alternative m ethods are used 
for m inor projects, let the local church board examine 
them to: (1) See that they do not conspire against or 
com pete with storehouse tithing and freewill offerings.
(2) See that they do not hinder the gospel or sully the 
ch u rch ’s name (one Kansas City church— not Nazarene 
— recently advertised a Las Vegas night with the house 
"take"  going to finance new pews). (3) Make sure that 
no fund-raising plan discriminates against the poor by 
putting participation beyond their means! (4) Make sure 
that no alternate fund-raising idea consum es the 
ch u rc h ’s corporate calories to the point that running a 
neat f inancing scheme clouds the main objective of  pro­
moting the gospel.

It is, I believe, in the local church where such deter­
minations should be made. Perhaps no legislation could 
be passed by a General Assembly that could adequately 
anticipate all the factors in the varying situations that 
exist across the world. But the principles stated in M an­
ual paragraphs 38.1 and 38.2 provide an excellent basis 
for our  local church boards to evaluate their own prac­
tices.

Shut Out?
W hy is it that retired m inisters are not elig ib le to 

serve on such d istrict boards as the M inisterial C re­
dentials Board and the M inisterial S tudies Board? It 
seem s to m e that their exp erience and expertise  
w ould  be useful.

I agree with you— retired ministers should be eligible 
to serve on district boards. The fact is they are eligible 
to serve in such positions. The M anual does not exclude 
them. In a recent conversation with one of  my friends 
who is a district superintendent, he told me that retired 
ministers now serve on several district boards and co m ­
mittees on his district. Further, he noted that there is an 
annual banquet for retired ministers on his district, and 
that retirees are on nearly all district mailing lists. Your 
question reminds us that senior citizens, clergy or lay, 
should not be put on the shelf  when it comes to K ing­
dom  service.

Signs o f  the Times

“No Visitors”

The "N o Visitors” sign, fre­
quently seen, is used to 
keep away the unwanted 

and unneeded. It protects the sick 
from disturbing company. It shields 
busy people from distracting guests.

1 can think o f  a few places where 
it should be posted for the sake of 
our spiritual lives.

One such place is the pastor 's  
study. The pastor who would preach 
effectively on Sunday needs to je a l­
ously guard his study hours through 
the week. As a pastor. 1 wanted to 
be like the early apostles, devoted to 
the Word of  God ancj prayer. This 
meant announced study hours, when 
I was not to be interrupted except 
for real emergencies. It also meant 
the delegation of  other tasks to peo­
ple who were usually better qual i­
fied to do them anyhow.

One reason Charles Spurgeon was 
such a masterful preacher was the 
“No Visitors" sign on his study 
door. A man stopped by to chat with 
him one morning. The preacher 's  
secretary informed the caller that 
Mr. Spurgeon could not be dis­
turbed. Indignant, the visitor said. 
"Tell him that a servant o f  the Lord 
is here to see h im .” The secretary 
cam e back in a few seconds to reply, 
"Mr. Spurgeon said, ‘Tell the Lord 's  
servant I cannot sec him now. I am 
engaged with his M aster.’”

If you want better preaching, re­
spect your pastor 's  study hours—  
and see that he does too.

The place of  prayer is another 
good spot for a "N o  Visitors” sign. 
Jesus told His disciples to enter the 
place of  prayer and shut the door 
and talk to the Father in secret. 
Samuel Young once wrote. "The

only audience we should seek in 
prayer is God; hence the logic o f  the 
secret place."

Authority with men requires audi­
ence with God. Elijah could stand 
up to Ahab because he first stood 
before the Lord. Having obeyed the 
com m and, "hide yourself ,” he pos­
sessed pow er to act for G od when 
later com m anded , “ show yourself ."

W hen we pray, we d o n 't  want 
people com ing through the door o f  
the room or the door of  the mind. 
"Shut the door," said Jesus, and He 
knew more about com m union  with 
G od than all the theologians who 
ever wrote on the subject o f  
prayer. From the presence 
o f  God you will com e with 
pow er for life.

Visible or not. heaven 
will be posted with "N o 
Visitors" signs. Jesus 
promised. "H e who con ­
quers, I will make a pillar in 
the temple o f  m y God; nev­
er shall he go out o f  it." We 
cannot go to heaven as 
tourists , to gawk, exclaim, 
take snapshots, and then 
leave. We can only go as residents 
to be at home with the Lord forever. 
Speaking o f  death, the Bible says. 
"M an goes to his eternal hom e."

In this world, according to Paul. 
“We are at hom e in the body” and 
"aw ay from the Lord." After death, 
we shall be "aw ay from the body" 
and "at hom e with the Lord ." The 
Christian is a visitor in this world; 
he will be at hom e in heaven. The 
old saints were "right on"  who 
spoke o f  death as one 's  homegoing.

How much religion must one 
have to get to heaven? J. G. M orri­

son answ ered  that question  with the 
simple remark. "E nough  to make 
you feel at hom e in the presence of 
the Lord ." That m eans we need to 
be delivered from all that m akes us 
dislike persons and unlike Jesus.

O f  course, when and in what 
num ber  visitors are w elcom e varies 
with individuals.

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NEWS OF RELIGION
CHURCH OF ENGLAND TO
After a bitter and long debate, 
the C hurch of  England has 
vo ted  to o rd a in  w om en  as 
priests.

While the decision cheered 
liberals and the church's rul­
ing h ie ra rc h y ,  w ho had 
pushed to bring women into 
its pu lp its ,  it a lso  b rough t 
warnings of resignations and 
deepen ing  schism from the 
church's conservative minori­
ty. The conservatives believe 
that the move violates Scrip­
ture and the church's ancient 
Catholic traditions.

Prior to the vote, 12 of the 
28 self-governing provinces 
o f  the w orldw ide A nglican 
Communion allowed women 
to he o rd a in e d  as p r ies ts .  
However, the issue has para­
lyzed the mother church in 
Britain.

A two-thirds majority was 
required in each of the three 
houses of the church's Gener­
al Synod for approval. Seven-

ty-five percent of the church's 
b ishops approved  the m e a ­
sure. along with 70 percent of 
the c le rg y .  Y et,  the la ity  
approved the motion by a thin 
margin of  just 67 percent of 
those voting.

George Carey. Archbishop 
of Canterbury and the spiritual 
head  o f  the C hurch  o f  E n ­
gland. strongly supported the 
m o tio n  and  p lead ed  with 
m e m b e rs  o f  the G ene ra l  
Synod to bring women closer 
to the center o f  the church. 
"W e m ust d raw  on all ou r  
available talents if we are to 
be a credible church, engaged 
in mission to an increasingly 
c o n fu se d  and  lost w o r ld ,"  
Carey said.

The measure now must go 
for approval before  P a r l ia ­
ment. which remains the for­
mal ruling body of the state- 
sanctioned church. If ratified. 
Queen Elizabeth II must then 
give her assent.

THOMAS NELSON PURCHASES WORD
T hom as  N elson Publishers  
has agreed to purchase Word,
Inc.. for approximately $72 
million, creating one of the 
w o r l d 's  l a rg e s t  C h r i s t ia n  
media empires. Nelson was 
scheduled to have purchased 
W ord from C ap ita l  C i t ie s /
A B C  by the end  o f  1992, 
according to an official state­
ment from T hom as Nelson 
Publishers.

"This merger w ill result in 
our being the industry leader

in Bible publishing. Christian 
m u s ic ,  and  C h r i s t i a n  and  
in sp i ra t io n a l  b o o k s , ” said 
S am  M o o re ,  p r e s id e n t  o f  
Thomas Nelson.

T hom as Nelson P u b l ish ­
ers. which is 193 years old.

for C h r is t  ea r l ie r  in 1992. 
T h e  la te s t  a c q u i s i t io n  is 
expected  to earn the larger 
company close to $200 m il­
lion annually.

How ever,  the clergy still 
are o f ten  ra te d  h ig h e r  fot 
ethics and honesty than othei 
groups that usually are given 
good  g rades  by the public . 
These include physicians, col­
lege faculty  m em bers ,  d en ­
tists, and engineers.

Police im ages tend to go 
up and down according to the 
headlines such as the Rodney 
King incident. Other groups 
such as journalists, bankers, 
and lawyers seldom get many 
high ratings for honesty and 
ethical standards.

Like me, you really m eant to 
k ee p  it. but th o se  le f t o v e r  g o o d ie s  
looked  so tem p t in g ,  Jo h n n y  left his 
socks on the kitchen table— again, or 
you w ere  up so late last n igh t ,  you 
couldn't  tell Ezekiel from Ephesians.

Am  I d o w n  on N ew  
Y ear 's  resolutions? Not 
at all. I have made scores 
of them. Unfortunately. I 
h a v e n ' t  kept nea r ly  as 
many as I 've made.

My favorite one (cer­
tainly the one most often recycled) is to 
lose weight. According to my calcula­
tions, I have resolved to do this every 
year for the past decade. Had 1 stuck to 
my resolve. I now would be a petite 125 
pounds. Unfortunately, 1 find the only 
time my scales come close to this num­
ber is if I happen to stand on them with 
the other foot on the floor.

I mean well. In my mind. I am deter­
mined to do better, but alas, the coconut 
cake looks so inviting, the jelly dough­
nut (the real reason Elvis died at an 
early age) beckons me to devour it. My 
willpower crumbles, and 1 find myself 
snarfing a second one for good measure.

This all may sound a bit funny, but 
i t 's  not so hum orous when you think 
about how we may. at times, practice 
our religion in the same way. We know 
what the Bible says. Our mind tells us 
to avoid evil,  but the old senses say, 
"O h, go on. Enjoy yourse lf !"  S o m e­
times, i t 's  not long before our mind, 
w h ich  o r ig in a l ly  was ag a in s t  do ing  
something, begins rationalizing. Soon, 
the rest of us follows.

Teachers  are notorious for missing 
this p r incip le :  " l i e  know s the rules; 
therefore, he should have no problem 
complying." They forget that most per­
sons "know" that red meat, chocolate, 
and smoking are bad for them. Never­
theless. heart disease remains the num ­
ber one killer in the U.S.A.

If we did as well as we know, we 
would (for the most part) be in shape, 
w ith sharp minds and a deeper sense of 
spirituality.

A related problem occurs when we 
get to thinking that by practicing good 
ac ts  we are  m a k in g  the g rad e .  The 
brother of the prodigal son was a pretty 
good kid. He d idn’t stray from home, 
apparently he w'as moral, and did what 

his dad told him to do. 
But something was miss­
ing inside. He was able 
to do good  th ings ,  but 
the ins ide  h a d n ' t  been 
changed. On the inside, 
he was no better than his 

wayward sibling.
My point is, resolutions are usually 

m anifesta tions of  the mind. They are 
good intentions that may or may not go 
far enough. Life changes—changes that 
last, that make a difference— changes 
that won't  be wiped out like snowflakes 
in the ocean— come from within. The 
writer of Proverbs expressed this when 
he warned: “Above all else, guard your 
heart,  for it is the wellspring of  life" 
(4:23, NIV).

God is in the business of  changing 
l iv e s .  I know  th is  b e c a u s e  He has 
changed mine. Such change didn't hap­
pen because I decided to stop doing bad 
things and started doing good ones, but 
rather because the Spirit of Christ came 
in s id e  me and  s ta r t e d  d o in g  som e 
heavy-duty housecleaning. Thank God, 
He's still at it.

This year. I ’m not resolving so much 
to do or not do things; instead. I’m open­
ing my heart to allow Him to work on 
the inner cogs and gears that make me 
t ick .  I d o n ' t  know  if  I ' l l  lo se  any 
weight, but I 'm  sure my soul will be 
much healthier and my attitude brighter. 
If these things happen, folks around me 
will be so surprised they probably won't 
notice if I'm overweiuht or not.
