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The Rich Fool

Y
ou can be rich without b e ­
ing a fool, and you can be 
a fool without being rich.

In Luke 12:13-21, how ev­
er, Jesus talks about a man 

who was a rich fool. W hy d o n ’t 
you take a m om ent to read this 
story now.

The neighbors looked at this 
fellow and said, “Lucky guy.” The 
Lord looked at him and said, “You 
fool!” M an looks on the outward 
appearance, but the Lord looks on 
the heart.

The neighbors saw this m an as 
a conspicuous success. He was 
still young enough 
to work but rich 
enough to retire.
He had bum per 
crops and over­
flowing bams. He 
had, as a friend of 
mine used to say,
“more money than 
a young ox could 
pull.” Doubtless, 
the neighbors en­
vied him.

The Lord pitied 
him. In the eyes of the Lord, “He 
was rich where it mattered least 
and poor where it mattered m ost.” 
His heart was utterly selfish. “ I,” 
“my,” and “m ine” were his fa­
vorite words. He cared nothing for 
G od and less for people. He lived 
as though he were nothing more 
than a sophisticated animal. And 
he was top dog in the area— he 
had the biggest pile of bones.

Suddenly, death struck, and all 
his wealth was left for others to 
squabble over. No man is truly 
rich if death can reduce him to 
poverty. A bankrupt eternity is the 
final verdict on an empty, selfish 
life. W hether one has little or 
much in this world is not greatly 
significant. W hether one will be

enriched or lose everything in the 
next world is what utterly and ulti­
mately counts.

This rich poor m an could see no 
further than his own desires. To 
“eat, drink, and be m erry” formed 
the outer limits o f  his vision. That 
others needed help left him  un­
moved. He could see no higher 
than the ridgepoles o f  his bams. 
God was not in his thoughts. His 
Maker and Judge was dismissed 
as irrelevant. He was center and 
circumference o f  his own exis­
tence.

Those w ho follow Christ must 
scorn the rich foo l’s example and 
adopt the Sav io r’s point o f  view 
toward material things, a v iew ­
point graphically expressed in this 
story.

The Bible does not condemn 
wealth per se. A braham  was “ex­
ceedingly wealthy,” but “a friend 
of G od .” He used his wealth in 
ways that kept the friendship in­
tact. How much one has is not the 
issue. How he gets it and how he 
spends it— these are the vital m at­
ters. If  we acquire wealth d ishon­
estly or expend it selfishly, our 
m oney will be our damnation.

Jesus knew that riches can pos­
sess people more surely and swift­
ly than people can possess riches.

The only way to avoid this soul- 
trap is to recognize that God is the 
giver of  all, but all that He gives to 
us is not fo r  us. M uch o f  it is given 
to us to be shared with others.

The offering plate is your 
friend, not your enemy. It is G o d ’s 
way o f  saving you from M am ­
mon, the false god w ho devours 
his devotees. The appeal for m is­
sions support is not an unwarrant­
ed intrusion upon your life. It is a 
rem inder o f  what really matters 
most. It is an opportunity to save 
yourself by trusting God and help­
ing others.

G enerous peo ­
ple are joyful peo­
ple. Stingy people 
are chronically 
dyspeptic, acidic, 
sour. Their feet 
are in the church 
but their hearts are 
in the world. They 
profess to love Je­
sus but adopt the 
w o rld ’s value sys­
tem. “G od loves a 
cheerful giver” 

and cheerful givers love God.
Jesus Christ said more about the 

stewardship of material posses­
sions than any other subject. As 
John wrote, “He knew what was 
in a m an .”

Give yourself a break. Help the 
Lord to help you. Pray about your 
giving to missions, to education, 
to compassionate ministries, to all 
o f the chu rch ’s life and work.
Then give as the Lord prompts, 
even if it scares you to death. We 
all have to die sometime, and at 
least you w o n ’t die a fool as did 
the man in Jesu s’ story.

Think about these things as the 
Thanksgiving Offering for world 
mission is received throughout our 
church.

ASSISTANCE FLOWS IN WAKE OF FLOODING
Hundreds of Nazarenes have 
re sp o n d e d  to  the  n e e d s  o f  
persons affected by this sum­
m e r’s f looding  in the M id ­
west, according to Tom Nees, 
N a z a re n e  C o m p a s s i o n a t e  
M in is t r ie s ,  In c . ,  d i r e c to r .  
Work in the affected areas is 
being coordinated under N az­
arene D isas ter  R esponse ,  a 
project of NCM, Inc.

“ W e k n o w  o f  24  te a m s  
from  14 s t a te s  an d  m a n y  
individuals who are ready to 
m ove as so o n  as w e g iv e  
them the word,” said Nees.

Eight local project coordi­
nators have been appointed in 
Iowa, Missouri, Kansas, and 
Illinois. They are responsible 
for su p e rv is in g  v o lu n te e rs  
and d isp e n s in g  e m e rg e n c y  
assistance, according to Nees.

The Hull. 111., C hurch  o f  
the Nazarene, about 10 miles 
east o f  H ann iba l ,  M o., has 
been the  t a r g e t  o f  so m e  
repairs ,  a c c o rd in g  to local 
project co o rd in a to r  M elvin  
Davis, pastor o f  the Quincy, 
111., Emmanuel Church. The 
entire popula tion  of  300 in 
Hull w as  a f f e c t e d  by  the  
flooding. Davis said that a lot 
of c lean-up  rem a ins  n e c e s ­
sary ,  b u t  he d o u b ts  m u c h  
repair will be done until after 
the first o f  the year. He said 
the U .S .  A rm y  C o r p s  o f  
Engineers expects the river to 
c re s t  at n e a r ly  30  fe e t  in 
October. The recent flooding 
took the river to 32 feet.

In Iowa, Burling ton  First 
Church is w o rk in g  c lose ly  
with the Red C ross  to p ro ­
vide assistance, according to 
Jerry Ketner, regional coordi­
nator for Nazarene Disaster 
Response . B u r l ing ton  First 
Church P as to r  Dan A rno ld  
has opened the church’s fam ­
ily life center to feed volun­
teers.

Many churches are becom­
ing invo lved  in the projec t 
through vo lu n te e r in g  or by

sending contributions. C h il­
d re n  p a r t i c ip a t in g  in  the  
V a c a t io n  B ib le  S c h o o l  at 
N a s h v i l l e ,  T e n n . ,  F i rs t  
Church sent their offering to 
help Nazarenes in the flooded 
areas.

“ O ur groups at St. Louis 
are getting organized and our 
c o m m a n d  p o s t  is w o rk in g  
closely with World Vision,” 
said Dave Ringhiser, pastor 
of St. Louis Overland Church 
and local project director in 
the St. Louis area.

T e a m s  an d  in d iv i d u a l s  
from  the K ansas  C ity  area 
have been assisting some of 
the northern  M issouri co m ­
m unities that were flooded. 
Lisa T ibbe tts  was part o f  a 
g ro u p  from  O la th e ,  K ans. ,  
College Church who went to 
Missouri City last weekend. 
“ It is devas ta ted ,” she said. 
"The school, which is a focal 
point for the community, was 
ru ined .  It will take a long, 
long time to help these peo­
ple get back to normal."

T ru d e  C o n rad ,  C o lo rado  
D is tr ic t  N W M S  p re s id e n t ,  
spearheaded  a collection  of 
i tems needed  by flood v ic ­
t im s,  ac c o rd in g  to K etner .  
The district collected a semi­
truckload of supplies.

Local coordinators and the 
Nazarene Disaster Response 
office have been swamped by 
calls from Nazarenes asking 
how they can help.

“The need for volunteers 
will continue beyond the end 
of  this year,” said Nees. “We 
also need money to help buy 
building supplies.”

KOREAN LEADER DIES FOLLOWING 
ACCIDENT
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“ World-class” Sunday School Teachers

T
he teach ing  ministry  inau ­
gurated by Christ has been 
h a n d e d  d o w n  to  th e  
church .  T he  te ach ing  arm 
o f  th e  c h u r c h  is n o t  th e  
w h o le  c h u rc h ,  but it p r o ­
vides conditions according 
to which the w ho le  c h u rc h  is v i ta l­
ized. L ike a h e a l th y  b o d y  tha t  can  

throw off  infection w hen  attacked, a 
teaching c h u rc h  can  res is t  the  e n e ­
mies to its life— w hether  they attack 
from without or within.

The Sunday  School teacher  o cc u ­
pies a strategic position in the teach­
ing ministry o f  the church by perform ­
ing a service in the transformation of  
human lives and in the spiritual tone 
of the church that none other can per­
form— not even the pastor.

An e f f e c t i v e  S u n d a y  S c h o o l  
teacher  w ill  love  G o d  w ith  all the  
heart, soul, m ind , and s trength. The 
teacher m ust love learning and peo­
ple. But one must also love teaching.

We m ust get exc ited  about teach ­
ing in S u n d ay  S choo l .  O u r  fa i lu res  
are due not to lack o f  ability  but to 
lack of  passion. Dr. Baster, formerly  
of the University o f  Southern Califor­
nia, once spoke o f  his best teachers: 
“T hey  w e r e  o b s e s s e d  a n d  e x c i t e d  
people ,  an d  the  th in g s  th e y  ta lk e d  
about were not sterile dead bones of  
f a c tu a l  l e a r n i n g .  . . . T h e i r  l ip s ,  
touched w ith  f ire , s p o k e  ab o u t  the 
subjects tha t w ere  e lec tr ica l ly  a l ive 
for them. 1 and my fellows caught fire 
from the sparks they struck off."

If teachers o f  history, mathem atics, 
or s c ie n c e  g e t  e x c i t e d ,  h o w  m u c h  
more ought we to becom e en thusias­
tic about teaching the Word o f  G od?

To young Tim othy the apostle Paul 
wrote: “ S tu d y  to  sh e w  th y s e l f  a p ­
proved unto G o d ” (2 Tim othy 2:15). 
The Sunday School teacher must seek 
primarily  to  do  w o rk  a c c e p ta b le  in

the sight o f  God. If God is not satis­
fied, m e n ’s com m endations are to no 
ava il .  H o w ev er ,  i f  G o d  rev e a ls  His 
sm ile  o f  ap p ro v a l ,  all the  fo rces  o f  
ev i l  c a n n o t  q u e n c h  the  f i re  o f  the  
pow er of  that teacher.

The Sunday School teacher must be 
“ r ig h t ly  d iv id in g  [p ro c la im in g ]  the 
w o rd  o f  t r u t h ” (2 T im o t h y  2 :1 5 ) .  
C hris t  did not c o m m an d  us to teach 
our limited ideas, but rather the things 
He has revealed to us through the eter­
nal Truth o f  the Living Word.

No teacher  is w orthy o f  the pos i­
tion who does not possess a genuine 
love fo r  the  c h u rc h  and  a sense  o f  
obligation to it. The church has kept 
us in the p a th w a y  o f  r ig h te o u sn ess

and  has  m in is te re d  to  o u r  sp ir i tua l  
needs .  Further,  the chu rch  p rov ides  
for us a place o f  service.

T h e  N a z a r e n e  S u n d a y  S c h o o l  
teacher is obligated to teach only that 
which is found in the Scriptures and 
is in accordance with the doctrines of  
the C hurch  o f  the Nazarene .  All the 
d o c t r i n e s  o f  th e  c h u r c h  m u s t  be  
taught w ith  specia l em p h as is  on its 
distinguishing concept o f entire sanc­
tification. which leads to holiness o f  
heart and life.

T h e  idea l  t e a c h e r  w il l  m a in ta in  
c lo s e  c o n t a c t  w i th  the  p u p i l s  and  
prospects and w ill seek  to p rese rve  
unity and cooperation  in all areas of  
the Sunday School and church.

W hile  the Sunday  School teacher

is responsible to the pastor and to the 
Sunday School superintendent, he or 
she must be responsive to the pupil. 
D evo tion  to G od  and loyalty  to the 
C h u rch  are a lw ays  acco m p an ie d  by 
service to man. The students are not 
interruptions to our work but the rea­
son for it.

T h e  te a c h e r  m u s t  not on ly  know  
teaching content but also know human 
nature in general, and must understand 
class members personally and approach 
them accordingly.

A bove all, the teacher is obligated 
to  h e lp  the  s tu d e n t  r e s p o n d  to  the 
grace o f  G od— to see that each m e m ­
ber o f  the class becom es converted .  
C h r is t ia n  e d u c a t io n  is to  b r ing  the 
pupil to a c lear  and defin ite  k n o w l­
edge o f  Christ as personal Savior and 
to instruct the believer in the ways of  
productive Christian living.

N e v e r  fo rg e t  that boys  and girls 
can be led to Christ at an early age. 
They are like wax in their impression­
ableness. T h e y  are  l ik e  b r o n z e  in 
their retentiveness.

The truly effective Sunday School 
teacher  will deve lop  in the pupil an 
understanding o f  the church that will 
lead to joyous  and unreserved m e m ­
b ersh ip  and par t ic ip a t io n  in its life 
and work. The student must, without 
fail, be brought into the mem bership  
of  the church.

Not all can be great teachers,  but 
all can be better teachers.

We are s t r iv in g  to h av e  “ w orld -  
class” Sunday Schools. O ur goal will 
be reached only as we have “world- 
class” teachers.

Living

P i c k  u p  a n y  n e w s p a p e r  and the head­
lines send us for another dose of  
Maalox Plus! L.A. R A C E WAR 
PLOT, W O R S T  FLO O D S IN H IS ­
TORY, S EA R C H  FOR G U N M A N  
C L O S ES  PART O F Y O S E M IT E  
PARK, IS T H E R E  A GAY G EN E?, 
and on it goes. To com e to the real­
ization that our society is in desperate 
need is what they call a no-brainer. 
We have sown the winds o f  rela­
tivism, materialism, and secularism, 
and now we are reaping the whirl­
wind. It is becom ing clearer what it 
really means to be "in the world but 
not o f  it.”

To m ove counter  to something is to 
go in the reverse direction, against 
the grain, against the current or tide.
It is to be contrasting, different,  op ­
posed. In action, it is to meet, answer, 
rebut, offset, or contend with. The 
follower o f  Jesus know s that His 
kingdom  is not o f  this world, but how 
to bring in that K ingdom  and in what 
ways we are to contend with the cu l­
ture engulfing us is a challenge.

The Old Testament prophets were 
certainly not afraid to meet the forces 
o f  destruction head-on. With keen 
spiritual vision b o m  o f  a deep, 
prayerful relationship with their God, 
they pierced the fog o f  human excuse 
and self-justification and called their

culture to account.
Jesus found h im self  set against the 

prevailing society, both religious and 
secular. Out o f  prayer and continual 
fellowship with His Heavenly Father, 
He was able to discern a plan o f  ac­
tion that would  lead to f reedom  for 
all w ho would follow Him. All along 
the way there were those who would 
have diverted H im  from the goal. In 
the wilderness. He was tem pted by 
Satan to give up, to settle for less 
than G o d ’s divine plan. Through the 
strength o f  the Holy Spirit, the pow er 
o f  Scripture and (I believe) prayer 
while fasting, Jesus was victorious.

His reliance on prayer and personal 
com m union  with the H eavenly  Father 
is conspicuous throughout the Gospel 
records. Time and again, He got away 
to be alone, to share His life with 
God, and to find perspective. Even in 
G ethsem ane, just before the end, we 
find Him in deep, emotional c o m m u ­
nication with the F a­
ther. The issue o f  liv­
ing in tension with the 
culture was a continu­
ous one to the end.

It seems to me that 
when we decide to 
pray, it is one o f  the 
most countercultural 
things we can do. In a 
society that believes 
wholeheartedly in pro ­
ductivity, we are co m ­
mitting ourselves to 
something that at times seems very 
unproductive. W here consum er val­
ues reign, those w ho cannot produce, 
such as children, the jobless  and 
homeless, the handicapped, and the 
elderly, are treated almost as nonper­
sons. “W hat do you do?” is our  fa ­
vorite question when getting ac­
quainted with som eone new. Even 
our leisure time is contam inated  with 
thoughts o f  how  this rest can m ake us

more useful.
H indrances to true prayer  are 

everywhere . E m bark ing  on such a 
counterculture adventure, we are like­
ly to believe that p rayer is good be­
cause o f  what we are getting out o f  it. 
We begin with enthusiasm , find “ re­
sults” from  the effort, and determine 
to keep at it, “because it w orks .” Be­
ware o f  such a way o f  describing 
prayer!

If  there com es a time when prayer 
does not seem to work, then what?
We pray in order to be connected 
with God. It is sharing our life with 
Him. There will be times w hen it 
seem s to w ork quite well, the benefits 
will be numerous. But there will also 
be times when it seems as though 
nothing is happening.

It is similar to the developm ent of a 
mature marriage relationship. At first 
it is consum ing , every m om ent is 
f illed with thoughts o f  the beloved 
partner. But if  that re la tionship is to 
mature, it must deve lop  into together­

ness that is not dependent on what we 
get out o f  it. We invest in each other 
because o f  love not because o f  re­
sults. W hen it com es to prayer, is it 
results o r  love that matter most? Do 
you w ant His hand m ore than His 
face?

To build an ever-deepening, love- 
centered prayer  life with G od  may be 
quite counter  to the culture . . . and 
therefore redemptive!

The most effective “stiff arm” 
you have to give a sinful culture 
may be your prayer life.

Let Us Not Violate a Sacred Trust
Every Nazarene should thoughtfully read the article “Unto 

Your Mission Be True,” by General Superintendent Eugene L.

The 
Mission of the Church of the Nazarene is defined in missionary 
terms, “with a distinctive emphasis upon the doctrine of entire 
sanctification and the propagation of Christian holiness as set 
forth in the Scriptures.” Then comes the punch line (part of the 
written report): “The final benchmark of the success of our en­
terprise will be our faithfulness to this mission.” In our thrust for 
church growth let us keep the focus on this benchmark of suc­
cess. The doctrine of holiness may not be central to the success 
of other groups, but it is to the people called Nazarenes. The 
hundreds of  new Nazarenes who have non-Wesleyan back­
grounds need to be made acquainted with this mission and be 
helped to “buy into it.” To fail them is a violation of trust and a 
breach of integrity.

IT’S ONLY NATURAL

My f i r s t  i s s u e  of American Photo ar­
rived yesterday. I thought I would 
browse through it at bedtime and drift 
off to sleep. But one photo feature hit 
me so hard that I was wide awake for 
hours. American photographer Bruce 
Haley had photographed two killings. 
The executioner was a one-eyed, 18- 
year-old Karen rebel soldier. While the 
rest of his contingent from the Karen 
National Liberation Army (Burma) 
watched and the American journalist 
clicked his camera, the teenager 
slaughtered two young men who were 
tied to trees some 30 yards apart.

The eager, 18-year-old guerrilla, 
wearing camouflage pants and a gray 
T-shirt with “Give me liberty or give 
me death” lettered on it in English, ap­
proached the first bound man and 
stabbed him several times in the ab­
domen. A full-color, 5" x 5Zi" photo 
recorded one of those thrusts for all the 
world to see. Stoically, the victim nev­
er cried out, did not speak a word. He 
was not in military uniform but was 
wearing athletic shorts and a T-shirt. 
Apparently, no one knew for sure 
whether or not he or his companion 
represented or even sympathized with 
the Burmese (Myanmar) government. 
But they had to be killed, according to 
the lieutenant in charge, because, even 
if they were not enemy soldiers, they 
would likely “become informants." Be­

sides that, the “government* soldiers do 
this to us all the time,” he said.

Leaving the first victim bleeding but 
still alive, the teenage terrorist ap­
proached the other young man, the one 
with the eagle tattoo, and slit his throat 
and watched him suffocate, which Ha­
ley said took about five minutes. The 
executioner of the day then returned to 
the other prisoner and finished him off 
with a flurry of stabs that only ended 
when his comrades in arms finally 
pulled him off.

Haley, an ex-policeman, was horri­
fied at the viciousness of the young ex­
ecutioner but apparently thought that it 
was a more or less natural reaction, 
given his background. The young sol­
dier had lost his eye in a raid by gov­
ernment soldiers who wounded him 
and killed both his parents. Naturally, 
one would expect a seething spirit of 
vengeance to take over his life.

This tragic event dramatically  
demonstrates that “do­
ing what comes natural­
ly” is a horrible way to 
live. The “merely natur­
al” is a gutter standard.
The merely natural is 
the code of revenge, 
bloodletting, of hatred 
out of control.

The popular culture 
prizes the natural. If it’s 
natural, i t ’s got to be 
good, right? When it 
comes to huckstering 
cosmetics, choosing a breakfast cereal, 
brewing beer, birthing a baby, or pro­
moting environmentalism, the natural 
label is what sells!

But Jesus and Christianity declare 
that natural is not nearly good enough. 
The Christian standard of holiness 
must far exceed the “merely natural.”

What comes naturally to the sinfully

depraved human nature is horrifying. 
As I write this, some 30 wars rage on 
this planet—all of them the “natural re­
sponse to injustice," perceived or real. 
Interview authors of atrocities in east­
ern Europe, the Middle East, 
Afghanistan, Central America, or Ire­
land, and they will all say they were 
avenging injustice. And each, in his 
own way, will say that he was doing 
what “naturally” had to be done.

The merely natural pursues 
vengeance to the point of atrocity, fol­
lows lust all the way to adultery, ampli­
fies greed to oppression, and translates 
prejudice into violence, both swift and 
slow.

Doing what comes naturally proves 
the fact of original sin and depravity. 
“Open your eyes! See darkness that 
may be felt,” declared John Wesley. 
“See ignorance and error; see vice in 
ten thousand forms: see . . . guilt, fear, 
sorrow, shame, remorse, covering the

face of the earth” (Fall o f Man).
The Bible describes living by what 

is natural to the depraved heart. Such 
living is plagued with “adultery, forni­
cation, uncleanness, licentiousness, 
idolatry, sorcery, hatred, contentions, 
jealousies, outbursts of wrath, selfish 
ambitions, dissensions, heresies, envy, 
murders, drunkenness, revelries, and

the like. [Furthermore] those who prac­
tice such things will not inherit the 
kingdom of God” (Galatians 5:19-21, 
NKJV).

I am not saying that everything nat­
ural is bad. God has built in by preve- 
nient grace some positive elements in 
the sinful heart. But 1 am saying that 
when we live by the merely natural we 
embrace a sub-Christian way of life. If 
we make the “natural” our guide, we 
deify the human urges. That not only 
lifts them to the level of acceptability 
but also makes them something to be 
cultivated, celebrated, even worshiped.

The laboratory that is history has 
proven that the great human problems 
will not be solved by sinners pursuing 
their natural interests. I remember 
when my friend, Dr. Sergio Franco, 
served as special adviser to the super­
intendent of the Kansas City, Mo., 
schools. He gave guidance regarding 
race relations among black, Hispanic, 
and white students. One day he told me 
that the racial hatred in Kansas City 
was so deep that nothing short of the 
grace of Jesus Christ would ever con­
quer it. I think Sergio was right. We 
need programs, and dialogues, but only 
the radical gospel of Christ can trans­
form the natural hatred that festers in 
our world.

If the natural is not good enough, 
what are we to live by? The Christian 
standard, of course. It is explained 
clearly in the Bible. It begins with con­
fession and repentance, which lead to 
the gift of being bom again. It proceeds 
with the purging of all sin as the Holy 
Spirit cleanses our hearts and fills us 
with His love.

In daily life it expresses itself in 
what seems to the unregenerate “natur­
al man” to be a series of “unnatural 
acts.” Here they are in Jesus’ own 
words:

Love your enemies, bless those 
who curse you, do good to those 
who hate you, and pray for those 
who spitefully use you and perse­
cute you.

(Matthew 5:44, NKJV)
Jesus goes on in that same chapter to 

spell out what the supranatural life 
looks like. He speaks of turning the 
other cheek and of walking the second, 
the unrequired, mile. He says that we 
can become the salt of the earth and the 
light of the world if we have a humble 
spirit, become peacemakers, hunger 
and thirst after righteousness, treasure 
a pure heart, and meekly pursue mercy.

Jesus says that not only are we to re­
frain from adultery, but we must not 
even let lust lodge in our hearts or 
minds. Not only are we not to murder, 
but we must not even let hate linger. We 
are not permitted to call our enemy a 
fool, let alone blind him or slit his throat. 
The message of the Sermon on the 
Mount is that we must treat everyone 
with unconditional love (Matthew 5:43- 
48).

Jesus is the model,
He who prayed for His 
murderers and died for 
those who sinned 
against Him. But there 
are those who say that 
we can’t live like that.
The Sermon on the 
Mount, Jesus’ example, 
and the 13th chapter of 
1 Corinthians are, after 
all, ideals, mere ideals.
Do you believe that?

Meet Juan Pedroza. An acquain­
tance of mine visited his Sunday 
School class in a troubled Central 
American country. He taught a wonder­
ful lesson on forgiving our enemies. 
My friend told the pastor afterward 
how Pedroza’s teaching seemed anoint­
ed and that the people seemed to take

what he said about loving our enemies 
to heart.

“ My friend,” the pastor replied, 
“there is much to that story that you do 
not know. You see, a few days ago, Pe­
droza’s 16-year-old son encountered 
three government soldiers on the road 
to town. Since the boy was old enough 
to join the army but hadn’t, they ac­
cused him of being a rebel guerrilla. 
They tied him to a tree, stripped him, 
then tortured him to death. His father 
found him dead, still tied to the tree."

“I will never forget,” my California 
pastor friend said, “the words of Juan 
Pedroza that Sunday morning. His 
words, translated into English, were, 
'To be like Jesus we must forgive our 
enemies. Not just on the outside, but 
from  the heart. More than anything 
else, I want to be like Jesus. Let us 
pray for our enemies, the soldiers who 
hate us and sometimes kill us.’ ”

The one-eyed Karen soldier who 
proudly performed his atrocities on

camera would not understand Pedroza. 
To him, it would seem downright un­
natural and foolish  to pray for your 
son’s murderers. But then the Bible 
says, “The natural man does not re­
ceive the things of the Spirit of God, 
for they are foolishness to him” (1 
Corinthians 2:14, NKJV). *

There is a way of life that makes 
the merely natural seem 
altogether primitive.

ichael w asn’t a bad kid. In fact, w ith only a few rough 
edges, he was basically a good kid with lots of potential, 
good grades, loads of friends, and a pleasing personality.

Jim looked for deep- 
rooted issues: major sin, a broken 
re la tionship  with parents ,  abuse , 
or anything else that might cause 
his lack o f  faith. None appeared. 
After a while, Jim said to him, “ 1 
think your questioning is healthy.” 

“You do?" said Michael.
“ Y es. You a re  a s k i n g  g r e a t  

questions for som eone your age. 
O ften  these  q u es t io n s  ab o u t  the 
faith d o n ’t come up until a person 
is out o f  the home, in college, or 
even well into adulthood.”

He sm i le d .  “ You d o n ' t  th in k  
anything is wrong with m e?”

“ No, I d o n ’t ,” rep lied  Jim . “ I 
think the only thing that would be 
wrong is if you quit searching for 
the right spiritual answers. I w on­

der, th o u g h ,  h o w  m u ch  o f  your 
perception that church is boring is 
related to your attitude and not to
the services?”

He nodded.
Jim proceeded. “Are you will­

ing to invest five minutes a day in 
y our spiritual life and m eet with 
m e  tw ic e  a m o n th  fo r  th ree  
months to talk?”

Michael smiled. “I 'd  like that.” 
J im  h a n d e d  h im  a devotional 

book to complete in three months 
— one that  w o u ld  take  less than 
five m inutes a day— and they set 
up another meeting time. Michael 
was taking J im ’s challenge.

By the next m ee ting ,  Michael 
had a t tended  ch u rch  on Sunday, 
h ad  h ad  s e v e ra l  c o n v e r s a t io n s

with his parents about their faith, 
an d  h a n d e d  J im  a fu l l  p a g e  o f  
q u e s t io n s — so m e o f  w h ic h  J im  
c o u l d n ’t a n s w e r  e i t h e r !  T h e y  
talked, laughed, prayed, and con­
tinued  to m eet.  A fte r  only  three 
months, Michael had rekindled his 
faith. He still had ques t ions  and 
d id n 't  a lw ays love the ad u lt-o r i­
en ted  church  services. How ever, 
he was now com m itted  to Christ 
and to the church.

After three months, Jim stopped 
meeting with Michael because he 
was now getting together with his 
dad  for the sam e purpose . W hat 
can we say but, “ Yahoo!”

Just because  young people are 
b o re d  w i th  th e  C h r i s t i a n  fa i th  
doesn 't  mean they hate God. They

m ay be go ing  th rough  a norm al 
adolescent questioning phase and 
need a personal relationship with a 
spiritual mentor. We suggest that 
p a ren ts  d ev e lo p  a reg u la r  d e v o ­
tional time with their children.

This isn’t a time for parents to 
preach to their kids, but a time of 
Bible s tudy and p rayer together, 
w ith in  an a tm o sp h e re  w h ere  no 
questions are considered silly.

To be a Christian do esn ’t mean 
fam ily  p ro b lem s all go away. It 
simply means we have G o d ’s help 
in dealing with issues.

Parents Set the Pace
Excitement is caught, not taught. 

In fluentia l paren ts  and churches  
hav e  s m o th e re d  e x c i te m e n t  fo r

God by treating Him like a great 
killjoy or a boring, distant relative.

Recently we had the privilege of 
spending time with a room ful o f  
d e e p ly  c o m m i t t e d  C h r i s t ia n  
teenagers. Their  faith was ablaze 
with energy. We asked them, “What 
brought you to this point in your 
f a i t h ? ” O n e  b oy  m e n t io n e d  a 
prayer, several mentioned friends or 
youth workers, but the vast majori­
ty told of their parents' influence.

From  ch ildhood  we learn best 
from role models. Principles and 
methods mean little to a child, but 
example means everything.

J im 's  e ig h t-y e a r -o ld ,  C hris ty , 
w as si t t ing  in th e ir  l iv ing  room  
r e a d in g  h e r  l i t t l e  d e v o t i o n a l .  
W hen he asked her what she was
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doing, she said, “ I ’m pre tending 
I ’m M om m y!” Why? Because she 
sees her m o ther  sit in that same 
place reading her devotional.

A chaplain at our local juvenile 
hall told us, “A delinquent is usu­
ally nothing but a child w h o ’s try­
ing to act like his parents.” T ha t’s 
not a lw ays  the case, but as p a r ­
ents , we c a n ’t re legate  our  c h i l ­
d ren ’s Christian education to even 
the finest church or most excellent 
you th  g roup . T he  re sp o n sib i l i ty  
lies on our shoulders. It’s a privi­
lege and responsibility from God 
that we must take seriously.

Talk to Your Kids About God
We k n o w  an e x c e l len t  p a s to r  

who does a great job  caring for his 
congregation, and his sermons are 
u s u a l ly  r ig h t  on th e  m ark .  We 
have only  one m inor  com plain t.  
I t ’s the w ay  his  v o ic e  c h a n g e s  
w h e n e v e r  he  t a lk s  a b o u t  
“G A A W D .” His casual conversa­
tion changes to an extremely for­
m al tone w hen  he em p h as izes  a 
spiritual word. Actually, i t’s rather 
funny.

W e ’ve m et p a ren ts  w h o  have 
the same problem. They co m m u ­
n ica te  w ell w ith  th e ir  k ids ,  but 
w h en  the c o n v e rs a t io n  tu rn s  to 
s p i r i t u a l  i s s u e s  t h e i r  m o u th s  
freeze, their countenances change, 
and words com e out in a manner 
that the kids hear only when their 
parents talk about God.

W h e n  y o u  ta lk  to  y o u r  k id s  
about spiritual things or the Lord, 
be y o u rse lf .  O ne  fr ien d  to ld  us 
th a t  h is  sp ir i tu a l  c o n v e rs a t io n s  
w i th  h is  son  ta k e  p la c e  w h e n  
t h e y ’re p lay in g  b a sk e tb a l l .  For 
some reason when they are at the 
park  sh o o t in g  h o o p s ,  q u es t io n s  
an d  in f o rm a t io n  f lo w . I t ’s no t 
forced.

T a lk in g  to  G o d  w il l  h a p p e n  
most naturally when your children 
see your own growing relationship 
with him . Share  with y our  c h i l ­
dren what y o u ’re learning. Share 
y o u r  v ic to r i e s  an d  d i s a p p o i n t ­
ments. A spiritual bond and inti­
m acy  w ith  y our  ch i ld ren  com es 
when you deve lop  an open, fo r­
giving, and listening atmosphere.

F a r  too  m a n y  k id s  b e l ie v e  th a t  
G od is a great kill-joy in the sky 
b e c a u s e  t h e i r  m o d e l s  f o r  th e  
fa ith— the ir  p a ren ts— only  m e n ­
tion G od in a negative, guilt-pro­
ducing manner.

M ake Life an A dventure
Make it fun to be a follower of 

Jesus. Jim Rayburn, the founder of  
Young Life, was fond o f  saying, 
“ I t ’s a sin to bore a kid with the 
g o sp e l .” T h a t ’s w hy we like the 
idea o f  building beautiful m em o ­
ries with a spiritual theme.

We know  a fam ily  that took a 
w eek ’s vacation in the picturesque 
Y osem ite  Valley. E ach  day  they 
h iked  to the waterfa lls ,  sw am  in 
the rivers, looked for deer, and ate 
fun food. Every night they played 
a gam e called  “ I Spy,” and each 
family m em ber had to record  20 
ways he or she saw G od working 
th a t  day. T h e y  ca m e  up w ith  a 
miraculous description o f  a water­
fall, or perhaps they talked about a 
c o n v e rs a t io n  w ith  a new  fr ien d  
w ho was cam ping  nearby. A fun 
vacation week turned into a m ean­
ingful spiritual time as well.

Regular family times d o n ’t have 
to be dull either. Too many parents 
raised in Christian homes rem em ­
b e r  e n d u r in g  fa m ily  d ev o t io n s .  
They were boring, adult-oriented, 
and centered around “preaching.”

Although we a ren ’t Bible schol­
ars, we searched the Bible and de­
cided that it never says family de­
v o t io n s  h av e  to be bo rin g !  T he  
B um s family likes to act out Bible 
s tories. T hey  recen tly  a ttem pted  
the story o f  the good Sam aritan . 
They  s im ply  acted out each part 
and talked about how they could 
apply  this parab le  to their  lives. 
Then they prayed.

Build Traditions
K e e p in g  A d v e n t  c a l e n d a r s ,  

making regular trips to the conva­
lescent hospital, or s im ply going 
around the table every Thanksgiv­
ing and sharing five reasons why 
we are thankful can be m ean ing ­
ful. Nonformal, nontraditional set­
tings are usually much more effec­
tive in reach ing  kids. E duca to rs  
ca ll  th is  “ h id d e n  c u r r i c u l u m , ”

which is simply the learning that 
takes place outside the classroom. 
We know  a family, for instance, 
that m em orized Philippians while 
d r i v i n g  in th e  ca r .  W h e n  they  
could recite the entire book, they 
b o ugh t  th em se lv es  a C D  player. 
T h a t’s effective spiritual learning.

W h e n  f a m i l ie s  re a c h  o u t  b e ­
y o n d  th e ir  o w n  w o rld s  to  serve  
others, they have a stronger spiri­
tual bond. The call to Christ is the 
call to serve. T h e r e ’s som eth ing  
special about having a heart that

breaks from the same things that 
b reak  G o d ’s heart.  Every  family 
we know that serves together reg­
ularly has a strong foundation and 
c loseness  that o ther fam ilies  are 
missing. Here are some examples:

I T he R igery  fam ily  d ishes up 
fo o d  a t a lo ca l  in n e r -c i ty  so u p  
kitchen each week.

I The Johnsons visit a convales­
cent home once a month.

I The C ulps have opened  their 
home to drug babies.

I The Swansons oversee a vo l­
u n te e r  w o rk d a y  at th e ir  c h u rch  
once a month.

I T h e  B u rk e s  h av e  c h o se n  to 
“ad o p t” several e lderly  saints in 
their church who d o n ’t have near­
by fam ily  m em b ers .  T hey  bring  
meals, m ow lawns, and visit often. 
Each child has a special chore.

I Trevor Ferrell, a teenager from 
a nice Ph ilade lph ia  suburb, once 
saw the plight o f the homeless on 
TV. He asked  his dad, Frank, to 
take him downtown. He brought a 
blanket and a pillow to give to a 
needy person. Trevor was so pro­
found ly  affec ted  that he and his 
family collected used coats, hats, 
and other clothes to pass out regu­
larly  to his new  fr iends .  Today, 
Trevor and his dad have started a 
m in is t ry  c a l le d  T r e v o r ’s A rm y, 
w h ich  has  a b a t ta l io n  o f  v o lu n ­
teers giving blankets, food, and—  
m ost  o f  a ll— h ope  to the h o m e ­
less.

Fam ily  m em bers  w ho m inister 
together create a life-style o f  ser- 
v an th o o d .  T hey  ask , “ W ha t can 
we do for someone else?”
C reate a D esire for G od ’s W ord

One o f  our jobs as parents is to 
p lan t the W ord o f  G o d  into ou r  
c h i l d r e n ’s l ives .  H e r e ’s a g rea t  
promise: “All men are like grass, 
and all their glory is like the flow­
ers o f  the field; the grass withers 
and the flowers fall, but the word 
o f  the Lord stands forever” (1 Pe­
ter 1:24-25, NIV).

H ow Can You Do This?
First,  su rround  your kids with 

g o o d  r e s o u r c e s .  C h i ld r e n  lo v e  
Bible stories filled with action like 
D av id  and  G o l ia th ,  the b ir th  o f

C h r i s t ,  a n d  A b r a h a m  an d  L ot.  
W hen  y o u r  ch ild ren  are you n g , 
read to them and talk about scrip­
tural con ten t.  Inc lude  new, top- 
quality Christian video series.

Second , share  w hat you learn 
from  G o d ’s Word. A ga in ,  d o n ’t 
p reach ,  but spon taneously  share 
so m eth in g  y o u ’ve learned . This  
often will motivate your children 
to learn from the Bible also.

Third , consis ten tly  show  your 
appreciation  for Scripture by re­
m in d in g  y o u r  c h i ld re n  th a t  the 
Bible isn’t just any book; i t ’s the 
Word o f  God.

At this point, you may be think­
ing, These points are all well and 
good, but you don’t know my child. 
He h a te s  c h u r c h  an d  w ill  h av e  
nothing to do with spiritual things.

We know i t ’s not easy. Life is 
com plica ted ,  and the issues s u r ­
rounding our spiritual lives aren’t 
always cut and dried. We want to 
assure you, however, that it’s nev­
er too late. Proverbs 22:6 states, 
“Train  up a ch ild  in the way he 
should go, and when he is old he 
will not turn from it” (NIV).

Although it is not a promise or 
a guarantee, it is a principle that 
should hold great hope for us.

Your responsibility is to do the 
best you can— and pray. God loves 
your child more than you do. Jesus 
died for your child and has a vest­
ed  in te r e s t  in th a t  l i fe .  P r a y e r  
w o rk s .  G o d ’s t im in g  is not our  
timing. His ways are not our ways. 
There are just too many stories of 
paren ts’ children com ing back to 
the Lord after dropping out o f  the 
faith for you to lose hope.

No matter what happens, d o n ’t 
g ive up and d o n ’t s top  pray ing . 
You do your part, and ask God to 
do His. In the meantime, the apos­
tle Peter gave us excellent advice 
th a t  re la te s  w ell  to p a r e n t in g  a 
child who is not walking with God.

“Hum ble yourselves, therefore, 
under G o d ’s mighty hand, that he 
may lift you up in due time. Cast all 
y ou r  anxie ty  on him  because  he 
cares for you” (1 Peter 5:6-7, NIV).

F
or several decades, we have observed the steady 
deterioration of family life in Western culture. The 
divorce rate has reached at least 50 percent tha t of 
marriages. In many elementary classrooms, more than 
60 percent of the children come from single-parent or 
blended family homes. One out of every 9 or 10 girls 
who crosses the stage to receive a high school diploma 
this year will have been pregnant at least once.

Drug and alcohol addictions are 
a m ajo r  p rob lem  for bo th  youth  
and adults. A state college presi­
dent told me that 40 percent of  its 
f re sh m an  s tuden ts  are ser ious ly  
enough addicted to chemicals that 
their academic performance is im ­
paired.

There are several reasons for the 
tragedies of broken lives and fami­
lies, and this article cannot encom ­
pass all o f them. We can know for 
certain, however, that inadequate 
parenting is one major factor. That 
is not because parents set out to do 
a bad job. I never knew a mother 
or father who wanted to damage a 
ch ild .  T h ey  s im p ly  d o n ' t  know  
ho w  to do  the jo b .  So h e re  are 
som e bas ics  to he lp  you u n d e r ­
s tand  the needs  o f  ch i ld ren  and 
some practical guidelines that can 
help you become the parents you 
want to be and raise the children 
who will reward your efforts.

Three Em otional Needs 
of Children

1. The need  f o r  un co n d itio n a l

accep tance. Children, and adults 
as w ell ,  n eed  to  k n o w  th ey  are 
loved exac tly  as they are. Jesus  
Christ gave us the expert example 
o f  a c c e p ta n c e ,  “ as i s . ” He w as  
called a w ineb ibber  and a friend 
o f  p ub licans  and  sinners .  A ga in  
and  aga in ,  C h r is t  m ad e  it c le a r  
that He w as sent to the earth  to 
demonstrate love for the “whoso- 
evers .” It is that kind o f  love all 
parents must understand and give 
to their children if the rest o f  the 
functions o f  sound parenting are 
to be believable. Love is the cor­
nerstone of healthy families.

2. A p p ro va l. W hile  love must 
be unconditional, approval is just 
as significantly highly conditional. 
T rue ,  b ab ie s  an d  to d d le rs  e lic i t  
pride that seems unconditional—  
pride in their ch a rm , exc item en t 
over their first smiles, first teeth, 
and first steps. These are natural 
developm enta l stages the young­
ster does not consciously practice. 
N ev er th e le ss ,  these  even ts  m ust 
o c c u r  b e fo re  th a t  ap p ro v a l  and

parental pride can happen. As ba­
bies mature, ongoing approval de­
pen d s  on w ise  h a n d l in g  by par­
e n t s .  C a r e f u l  t r a i n i n g  and 
guidance promote obedience, con­
sideration, and responsiveness that 
endear a child to others.

3. P red ic ta b ility  o r co n sis ten ­
cy. In order for children to believe 
in th e i r  p a r e n t s ’ lo v e  o r  profit  
from their training, parents must 
be consistent. That means in a giv­
en type o f  situation, parents need 
to respond  in reasonab ly  similar 
fashion every  tim e that situation 
a r i s e s .  I f  M o m  s c o ld s  J im m y  
when he carelessly spills milk on 
one o ccas io n ,  bu t the nex t time 
she patiently mops it up without a 
word, he w on 't  know what to ex­
pect. In fact, he may spill his milk 
again  jus t  to find out. W hat will 
M om  do this time? Different situ­
ations, o f  course, prom pt different 
responses.

W h a t  I f in d  to  be  m is s in g  in 
most families is a definable philos­
ophy o f  parenting. In order to meet
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M any parents repeat

these three basic needs, you must 
have a basic plan. Otherwise, you 
will do one o f  tw o  th in g s— you 
will repeat all o f  your par­
e n t s ’ m is ta k e s  (m u c h  as 
you disliked them!), or you 
will make an opposite  set 
of mistakes. All too many 
p a ren ts  m u d d le  t h ro u g h  
th e i r  c h i l d r e n ' s  t im e  at 
h o m e  r e a c t in g  to  t h e i r  
need s  a n d  p r o b l e m s  i n ­
stead of thinking about the 
meaning of their behaviors 
and understanding  the needs and 
conflicts they represent.

You s e e ,  it is th e  p e r p e tu a l  
s t ru g g le  b e tw e e n  p le a s u r e  and  
pain, se lf ishness  and  obed ience ,  
that sets the stage for the tem pta­
tion to follow wrong instead of do ­
ing right. The wise Christian par­
ent can m ake it m ore possible or

more difficult for children to give 
up their natural (carnal) desires for 
ease and pleasure  (hedon ism ) in

favor of  the difficult but rewarding 
road of self-control, responsibility, 
and compassion for others.

G uidelines for Strong  
C hristian Parenting.

1. A n tic ip a te  y o u r  c h ild r e n 's  
needs f o r  p h ys ica l care, a n d  d e­
c id e  h o w  y o u  w ill  r e s p o n d  to  
th o se  needs. Be careful to avoid

instant gratification or indulgence 
o f  th e i r  ev e ry  w h im . T h ey  will 
learn patience by waiting a little 

w h i le  fo r  y o u r  c o n v e ­
nience, and you will resent 
their demands less, as well.

2. W h en  yo u  a tte n d  to 
y o u r  ch ild , do  so w ith  a 
lo v in g , w ill in g  a t t i tu d e ,  
n o t a g r o u c h y , ir r ita b le  
m a n n e r .  E v e n  at n ig h t  
when you are tired, m an ­
age a smile and a pleasant 
voice. If your young child 

comes to you with a nightmare or 
the fea r  o f  a s to rm , cu d d le  and 
co m fo r t  h im  or her. R e m e m b e r  
how you once felt during times of 
fear and consider what you would 
need ,  or  did  need , u n d er  s tress. 
Consider the years to come. When 
your adult  ch ild  faces  l i f e ’s big

TRAINING IMMORTAL SPIRITS

Y
our children are “ immortal spirits, whom 
G od  hath , fo r  a t im e , en tru s ted  to y o u r  
c a re .” T h is  He has d one  “ that you m ay 
train them up in all holiness,” John Wesley 
to ld  a g a th e r in g  o f  M e th o d is ts .  A c t in g  
wholeheartedly in this precept, John Wes­
ley became the man who did more for edu­
cation than any other person in the 18th century. In a 

day when only one child in every 25 attended school 
in E ngland , Wesley began R agged  Schools ,  where 
children w ho lived in the worst squalor imaginable 
could be taught their essential dignity before God.

L e t’s join Catherine Peronnet, a teacher in the day 
school at the Foundry, as she approaches  a day o f  
work, clucking to Old Biggin, her horse, to urge him 
to a faster pace toward the Foundry. The large white 
building that had been an abandoned foundry in ru ­
inous condition when John Wesley purchased it for 
115 pounds and spent four times that amount recondi­
tioning it, now had a galleried chapel holding 1,700 
people, as well as a smaller chapel to the back, a day 
school, private apartments, and rooms for many other 
Methodist Society activities.

Catherine left her carriage to a stable boy 's  care, 
crossed the cobbled courtyard, and entered the desert­
ed schoolroom. Her first duty was to check that each 
bench was straight and that the floor was spotless. 
The Foundry school educated 60 poor children under 
Headmaster Silas Told and two other masters, along 
with the help of two female teachers. The children be­
gan their day at 5 a . m . with preaching, and attended 
classes from 6 a . m . until 5 p . m . ,  with an h o u r’s break 
for lunch. Catherine instructed the younger students 
in re ad in g ,  and  M iss O w e n  su p e rv ise d  the g i r l s ’ 
needlework, which was sold to benefit the school. A 
frilled shirt brought two shillings, a plain shirt one 
shilling. The remaining instruction, primarily of writ­
ing, casting accounts, and studying Holy Scripture, 
was in the hands o f  the masters.

“Good morning, Miss Perronet.” Her first pupil had 
arrived. Red-haired Isaiah Smithson took his seat on 
the front form, and the others filed in behind him.

Teaching reading was usually C atherine’s greatest 
joy: Opening young minds to the wonder of  language, 
giving them the skill to read G o d ’s Word. O f  the 60 
children attending the Foundry school, fewer than 10

paid their own tuition; the others were so extremely 
poor that they were taught, and even clothed, gratu­
itously. Catherine looked at the small heads bent over 
their books. What chance would any of them have for 
a k n o w led g e  o f  the S av io r  or o f  a b e t te r  life if it 
w eren ’t for the work o f  the society?

After a review from the abecedarian, Catherine in­
structed her pupils to take out their primers. “ Isaiah, 
will you please read the first lesson a lo u d ?” Isaiah 
stood and rubbed his freckled nose with the back of a 
grubby hand. “Christ is the t - t - t r . . . ”

“Truth,” Catherine supplied.
“Truth. C hris t  is the 1-1-light. C hris t  is the way. 

Christ is my life. Christ is my—-” He came to a com­
plete stop.

“ S av io r .” C a th e r in e  su p p re sse d  a s igh o f  im pa­
tience.

“Christ is my hope of gl-gl-glory." Isaiah finished, 
and Catherine reminded herself o f John W esley’s ad­
monition to his teachers: “ We m ust instill true reli­
gion into the minds o f  children as early as possible. 
Laying line upon line, precept upon precept, as soon 
as they are able to bear it.

“ Scrip ture, reason, and experience  jo in tly  testify 
that inasm uch as the corruption o f  nature is earlier 
than our instructions can be, we should take all pains 
and care to counteract this corruption as early as pos­
sible. The bias o f  nature is set the wrong way; educa­
tion is designed to set it right.”

C a th e r in e  lo o k e d  at I s a i a h ’s b ru i s e d  j a w  and 
scabbed knuckles, undoubtedly won from scrapping 
with ruffians in the street, and she breathed a prayer 
of thanks that he and his brother and sisters were all 
in the school, no matter how halting his reading might 
be.

She moved on to the lesson in moral precepts. The 
students read silently and then responded to the print­
ed d ia logue fo llow ing the brief  table. “ W hat is the 
usefulest thing in the w orld?” she asked.
• “W isdom ,” they responded.

“What is the pleasantest thing in the w orld?”
“W isdom .”
At last Catherine pulled out the gold watch tucked 

in her waistband and saw it was time to release her 
students for the midday meal and prayers. Each child 
placed his abecedarian  and p rim er on the table and
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filed from the room in an orderly fashion that dem on­
strated the schoo l’s success in instilling that meekness 
that John Wesley prescribed for young minds.

All except Isaiah Smithson. He shuffled his feet at 
th e  e n d  o f  th e  l in e ,  
hands behind him, eyes 
on the floor. “You shall 
m is s  y o u r  b r e a d  a n d  
p e a s e  p o r r id g e  if  y o u  
d o n ’t hurry  a long , Isa ­
iah.” Catherine tried not 
to sound impatient.

Cather­
ine could only hope that 
l i t t l e  b i t  w o u l d n ’t be 
spent on gin by an idle 
father.

Have you ever  found yourse lf  try ­
ing to hide behind the person on the 
pew  in front o f  you, fearing you will 
be asked to pray aloud? O nce when I 
was threatened by the horror o f  p ray­
ing aloud publicly, 1 crawled out o f  a

p r a y e r  m e e t i n g  o n  m y  h a n d s  an d  
knees! A fter  p rac tic ing  a cons is ten t  
devotional life, audible public prayer 
b e c a m e  as  n a tu ra l  as  t a lk in g  to  a 
friend in a crow d, for th a t ’s exactly  
what it is. But if G od isn ’t am ong our 
private consultants ,  how  can we n e ­
gotiate before an audience?

T he holy life simply

Granted, a reluctance to pray audi­
bly m ay be due to a s im ple  case  o f  
shyness ,  but the p rayer  closet cures  
that, too, if we let it.

Although prayerlessness is as spiri­
tually cr ippling as a physical hand i­
cap, it can be overcom e by m aking a 
decision to toughen up and act co n ­
trary to the sin syndrom e. A fter  e x ­
amining the need for prayer, Andrew  
Murray concluded in The P rayer L ife  
that the on ly  r e m e d y  is se lf -den ia l  
a n d  c o m p l e t e  c o m m i t t a l .  G e o r g e  
M ueller,  H udson  Taylor, and co u n t­
less other Christians have discovered 
how  to overcom e the sin o f  p ray e r ­
lessness, and so can we.

Some new converts to Christianity 
s e e m  to  r e c e iv e  m o r e  a n s w e r s  to  
prayer and see more miracles happen 
than some Christians who are older in 
the faith. I t ’s easy for us to rationalize 
this by saying that G od pam pers new 
Christians. But could there be a cor­
relation between the am ount o f  time a
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new  Christian spends praying and the 
bountiful b lessings that he receives? 
M ight not the emptiness and spiritual 
lethargy experienced by some C hris­
tians be the result o f  habitual prayer- 
lessness?

T h e  f i r s t  s t e p  in  o v e r c o m i n g  
prayerlessness is recognizing some of  
the “benefits” o f  not praying. Prayer- 
less peop le  get to spend  m ore  tim e 
w ork ing ,  soc ia l iz ing ,  pu rsu ing  h o b ­
bies, and w atch ing  TV. People  w ho  
d o n 't  pray also get m ore sleep. (B e­
cause o f  their spiritual condition, G od 
w o n ’t b o t h e r  w a k i n g  th e m  up  to  
pray.)

But Scripture, through the example 
o f  Christ, urges us to have a regular 
t im e  a lo n e  w i th  G o d .  J e s u s  d r e w  
aw ay  from  the c ro w d s  to pray, and 
He rebuked His disciples for sleeping 
when they should be praying.

“ A full m easure  o f  the W ord and 
prayer  each day gives a healthy and 
pow erfu l  l ife ,” w rote  A n d re w  M u r ­
ray. We kid ourselves if we think we 
can  l ive  a v ic to r io u s  C h r is t ia n  life 
w ithout setting aside a tim e to pray 
each day.

If  you want to cure the prayerless 
s y n d r o m e ,  y o u ' l l  n e e d  to  s ta r t  by 
m a k in g  a few  sa cr if ice s .  T h e  s teps 
listed below  can get you started.

1. Establish the best time for you 
to m eet with G od. C hoose  the tim e 
that is right for you. T ime spent with 
God should be quality time. If  you 're  
a m orn ing  person, arise a bit earlier. 
If  y o u ’re a nighthawk, devotions be ­
fore you go to bed might be right for 
you.

2. Set realistic goals. R ead ing  a 
chapter o f  the Bible, then praying 15 
m in u te s  m ig h t  be a g o o d  p la c e  to 
start. Start with attainable goals,  in­
creasing your quiet time as the prac­
tice o f  prayer becom es your delight.

3. R ecogn ize p rayer p itfa lls . 
C a re fu l ly  c o n s id e r  w ha t k eep s  you 
from prayer; then m ap out a way to 
c ircumvent these problems. You’ll be 
s u r p r i s e d  h o w  G o d  w il l  h e lp  y o u  
keep your appointment with Him.

■
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4. Set priorities. Prayer and Bible 
reading should be at the head o f  your 
list.  R e m e m b e r ,  p eo p le  can  a lw a y s  
find time to do the things they really 
want to do.

5. Arrange your quiet tim e. I f
you  d o n ’t know  how, se lect a dai ly  
devotional book. Each day, read the 
prescribed Scripture and the thought 
for the day. Then launch your prayer 
t im e by p ra is in g  G o d  for  w h a te v e r  
y o u 'v e  learned.

6. Depend upon the Holy Spirit.
W hen reading the Bible, look for one 
verse, phrase ,  or w ord  that cap tures  
your attention, and realize that G od is 
speaking to you. In each quiet time, 
pray until you feel an inner melting. 
Mark the importance o f  this point,  for 
the Holy Spirit will use it to draw you 
back to the prayer chamber.

D e v e l o p i n g  s t r o n g  d e v o t i o n a l  
times by em phasiz ing  the steps above

m ay not only cure the prayerless syn ­
drom e but also enrich your life.

It is in the  p la c e  o f  c o m m u n io n  
w ith  G o d  tha t  the  S p ir i t  o f  G o d  is 
able  to  show  us the th ings  o f  G od. 
T he apostle  Paul w rote,  “The Spirit 
s e a r c h e s  al l  th in g s ,  e v e n  the  d e e p  
th ings o f  G o d ” (1 C orin th ians  2:1(5, 
N IV ) .  O p p o r tu n i t ie s  to  m in i s te r  to 
others becom e apparent to those who 
are tuned in to G o d 's  channel.

The prayer closet will equip you to 
co n q u e r  vex ing  tem pta tions ,  to find 
s t r e n g t h  an d  c o u r a g e  to  m e e t  the 
crises o f  life, as well as to cope with 
m undane  c ircum stances.  P rayer p ro ­
duces peace in the m idst o f  turmoil, 
yet infuses the dullest existence with 
joy.

The on ly  sure cure  to p raye r le ss ­
ness is to discipline yourself  to pray. 
Start now.

Preventing Prayer Pitfalls
A s you pray, other things will 

compete for your attention. 
The following tips will help you 
avoid some common prayer pit­
falls.

► 1. If the telephone rings 
while you are praying, answer 
it. But get off the phone quick­
ly, offering to return the call. 
(An answering machine also 
solves this problem.)

► 2. If your mind wanders, 
read the Scriptures and pray 
aloud. This practice also pre­
pares you to pray publicly.

► 3. If you get drowsy, try 
walking while you pray.

► 4. If you miss your prayer 
time one day, don’t try to 
“make it up" as a penalty. An 
extended time of prayer 
shouldn't be used as a punish­
ment.

► 5. Never let your failures 
keep you from God. This is Sa­
tan’s most successful tool. Re­
member, God is always there to 
lift you up when you fall.

A L  G R O W T H ,  P R A Y E R ,  B I B L E  R E A D I N G
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Spiritual Reading

I n the state o f  Arizona, where I live, 
there is a beautiful National M onu­
m en t near  F lagstaff  called  Walnut 
Canyon. O ne o f  the am azing  features 

o f  this area  is the anc ien t dw ell ings 
built beneath natural overhangs in the 
limestone and sandstone cliffs. These 
dwellings, 33 in all, were built by the 
S inaqua Indians over  8 centuries ago.

In order  to v iew  the dw ell ings with 
th e i r  s m o k e - s ta in e d  w a lls  and  t iny  
d o o r s ,  o n e  m u s t  f i r s t  c l im b  d o w n  
over  200  steps from the edge o f  the 
canyon . Im ag ine  w alk ing  d o w n  240 
s te p s  a n d  8 0 0  y e a r s  in to  the  pas t .  
Imagine, still, c l im bing back up those 
steps and into the present! It is quite a 
breathtaking experience.

I do som ething like this every time 
I pick up my Bible or  a good  book. I 
step into the pas t and learn from  its 
residents. I have had a growing  love 
affair  w ith  books  for m any  years. It 
has been only recently, however, that 
I have d iscovered how to best benefit 
f rom them.

M ost o f  m y read ing  had  been for 
in f o rm a t io n .  S o m e t im e s  I r e a d  fo r  
motivation. I am  learning now  to read 
also for  transformation.

Reading for transform ation has al­
w a y s  b e e n  a s t a n d a r d  e l e m e n t  fo r  
spiritual growth. Traditionally, it has 
b e e n  c a l l e d  lectio  d ivina , a L a t in  
phrase  m e an in g  "d iv in e  rea d in g ” or 
"sacred  read ing .” T o d ay ’s student o f  
the spiritual disciplines calls it “ spiri­
tua l  r e a d i n g , ” “ r e a d in g  fo r  f o r m a ­
tion," or “ reading for holiness.” A t its 
best,  spiritual reading is sitting at the 
fee t o f  th o se  w h o  h av e  w a lk e d  the 
w a y  b e f o r e  us  a n d  l e a r n i n g  f ro m  
them. Reading for transform ation b e­
com es reading for com panionsh ip .  It 
is r e a d in g  th a t  u l t im a te ly  le ad s  to 
prayer.

The Bible, o f  course, is our  p r im a­
ry  b o o k  fo r  s p i r i tu a l  r e a d in g .  T h e

a p o s t l e  P a u l  a s s u r e s  us  t h a t  “ a l l  
Scripture is G od-breathed and is use­
ful for teaching, rebuking, correcting 
and training in righteousness, so that 
the m an o f  G od  m ay be thorough ly

e q u ip p e d  fo r  e v e ry  g o o d  w o r k ” (2 
T im othy  3:16-17, NIV).

Spiritual reading also includes sol­
id, Christ-centered books. John W es­
le y  c o n t i n u a l l y  e n c o u r a g e d  h is  
M e thod is ts  to read. He was so c o n ­

v in c ed  o f  the benef i ts  o f  the d is c i ­
pline that he abridged  and reprinted 
m any o f  the books that had been his 
own "com pan ions” along the way in 
a series ca lled  A Christian Library. 
To a divinity student, Wesley suggest­
ed  m ee t ing  with  a sm all g ro u p  and 
“ read the closest and m ost searching 
books you can, and apply them hon­
es tly  to each  o th e r 's  h ea r t” (Letters 
3:207, Dec. 4, 1756).

This kind o f  reading dem ands cer­
tain skills that read ing  for  in fo rm a­
tion  or  m o tiv a t io n  does  not. In our  
hasty  “grab  and g o b b le” society we 
m u s t  a c q u i r e  o r  r e c o v e r  the  b as ic  
s k i l l s  o f  l e i s u r e ly ,  r e f l e c t i v e ,  an d  
r e p e t i t i v e  r e a d i n g .  S o m e o n e  has  
likened  spiritual read ing  to sucking  
on a loz en g e  ra th e r  than  g u lp in g  a 
meal.

John W esley recognized  early  the 
d e m a n d  f o r  th e s e  s p e c ia l  r e a d in g  
skills. Here is a sum m ary o f  his Ad­
vice on Spiritual Reading:

1. Plan a specific time each day 
for Spiritual Reading, and as far as 
possible, stick to it.

2. P repare  y o u rse lf  fo r  read ing  
by a) intentionally reading for the 
good  o f  y ou r  spir itual life and b) 
praying that G od would enable you 
to see and do His will, discovered 
in what you read.

3. Be sure to read leisurely, seri­
ously, and with attentiveness rather 
than skim ming hastily.

4. P ause  o f ten  and  a l low  tim e 
fo r  G o d 's  g rac e  to  shed  l igh t  on 
your reading.

5. C o n s i d e r ,  e v e r y  n o w  a n d  
then, how you might put into prac­
tice that about which G od is speak­
ing to you.

6. W h a te v e r  b o o k  y o u  b e g in ,  
read through to the end. Read and 
r e re a d  p a s s a g e s  w h ic h  sp e a k  to 
your needs.

’RAISE, OBEDIENCE, SERVICE, SPIRITUi
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7. Put y o u rse lf  into you r  re a d ­
ing, allowing it to warm your heart ▼
as well as enlighten your mind. I

8. Select pertinent quotations for INSTEAD OF
memorization.

9. Conclude your reading with a TRYING TO
short prayer to G od  that He would  IIV 1 UN VJ IV/
bless it to your sou l’s good.
Here are two simple exercises you

m ight try in order to incorporate read-
ing for holiness  into your  life. Take WE ALLOW THE

6. If you enjoy journaling , copy 
the sentence or paragraph into your 
journal or reflect on it in your jour­
nal.

7. Begin to m em orize  a favorite 
sentence from the passage.

8. T h an k  the Lord  for your in­
sight and either continue reading or 
go  about your day.
T h rough  spiritual reading you can 

enjoy w alking dow n the steps into the 
past and conve rs ing  with those who 
have w alked  with Jesus  before you. 
You can enjoy c l im bing back into the 
present, know ing, by G o d ’s grace and 
help, you are a better person.

I n our Sunday m orning worship 
se rv ic e ,  we sang  the f a m il ia r  
hymn, “Trust and Obey.” As we 
sang the words of the chorus, I got 

to th ink ing .  Is it really  true that 
there is no other way to be happy in 
Jesus but to “trust and obey”?

Suppose we just loved Him and 
served Him? W ouldn't that be an­
other way to be happy in Jesus? Or 
if we w itn e s sed  to o th e rs  abou t 
Him; if we truly honored His name, 
h u m b led  o u rs e lv e s  b e fo re  Him, 
learned all we could about Him—  
w ouldn 't  we be “happy in Jesus” 
then?

Or if we spent all that we had 
feeding  the hungry, c lo th ing  the 
naked, ministering to the sick, visit­
ing those in prison— cou ldn ’t that 
be another way to be “happy in Je­
sus”?

Then I remembered what Samuel 
said to Saul after Saul came back 
f ro m  his  e n c o u n te r  w ith  the 
Amalekites and tried to justify his 
disobedience by claiming to have 
brought back the best of the herds 
so that he could sacrifice them unto 
the Lord. “To obey is better than 
sacrifice . . .  for rebellion is as the 
sin of witchcraft” (1 Samuel 15:22- 
23).

I thought about the encounter be­
tw een  Jesu s  and  the rich young  
ruler. What the whole story comes 
dow n to is a refusal to trust and 
obey, so he went away sorrowful.

T he k ing  w as a m an w ho was 
known for his abhorrence of need­
less waste, so the story goes. Thus, 
it was unbelievable when he walked 
into the presence of the wise men in 
his court one day with a flawless, 
d a z z l in g ,  b e a u t i fu l  pea rl  in his 
hand.

The king handed the pearl to one 
o f his wise men. “ How much do

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Give Up the Powder Keg Life-style
pare time is not in A n n ie ’s vocab­
u la r y .

leader in her local church, an officer 
fo r  the W o m e n ’s L eag u e  o f  Voters, 
an d  m o re .  I f  y o u  w a n t  s o m e th in g  
d o n e  r igh t,  you  get A n n ie  to do  it. 
A sk  anybody— except m aybe  A nnie  
herself.

T h a t’s because she sometim es feels 
as th o u g h  she c a n ’t s to p  to  ta k e  a 
deep  breath. S h e ’s up at 5:45 a . m . ,  
gets the children off to school, and is 
at h e r  d e s k  a n d  on  th e  p h o n e  by 
7:45— a full half  hour before the rest 
o f  the office creaks into action. The 
rest o f  the day  is a blur, and w e e k ­
ends are little better. She looks in the 
m irror  and w onders  w hat is missing 
in h e r  l i fe .  L ik e  th e  w o rd s  in the  
song, she feels as if she 's  "living in a 
po w d er  keg and g iv ing  o f f  sparks ."  
She k n o w s  she sh o u ld  s low  d o w n ,  
but she just doesn 't  have a clue as to 
how  to go about it. She feels  guilty  
every  tim e she takes a few  m inutes  
for herself. A fter all, she thinks, idle­
n e s s  is the  d e v i l ' s  w o rk s h o p .  T h e  
Bible d o esn ’t say a thing about relax­
ation. Or does it?

Architect Frank Lloyd Wright once 
to ld  o f  an in c id e n t  th a t  m a y  h a v e  
seemed insignificant at the time, but it 
had a profound influence on the rest o f  
his life. At the age o f  nine, he went 
walking one winter across a snow-cov­
ered field with his reserved, no-non- 
s e n s e  u n c le .  A s  th e  tw o  o f  th e m  
reached the far end of  the field, his un­
cle s topped him. He pointed  out his 
ow n tracks in the snow, straight and 
t rue  as an a r r o w ’s f l ig h t ,  and  then  
young F rank 's  tracks m eandering  all 
over the field. “Notice how your tracks 
wander aimlessly from the fence to the 
cattle to the w oods and back again ,” 
his uncle said. "And see how my tracks 
aim directly to my goal. T here  is an 
important lesson in that.”

Years later, the w o r ld - fam o u s  a r ­
chitect liked to tell how  this ex p e r i­
ence had contribu ted  to his p h i lo so ­
phy in life. “ I determ ined right then,” 
he said with a twinkle in his eye, “not 
to miss most things in life, as my un­
cle had .”

I f you never find yourself

S o m e  C h r i s t i a n s  m a k e  the  sa m e  
mistake as Frank Lloyd W right 's  un ­
cle. Like Annie, they are uncom fort­
able with relaxation and spontaneity.

Tw o o f  J e s u s ’ bes t f r ie n d s  w h ile  
He was on this earth— tw o  sisters—  
w e r e  v e ry  d i f f e r e n t .  M a r th a  w e n t  
a b o u t  l ife  as d i r e c t l y  as p o s s i b le ,  
without looking right or left. M a ry ’s

in te re s t  w as  e a s i l y  a r o u s e d  by the 
w orld  a ro u n d  her. If  the tw o  sisters 
had w alked  across the sam e field as 
F ra n k  L lo y d  W rig h t  and  h is  uncle ,  
M a r t h a ' s  t r a c k s  w o u l d  h a v e  b ee n  
s t r a ig h t ;  M a r y ’s w o u ld  h a v e  w a n ­
dered.

And it is interesting to note that Je­
sus actually  defended  M ary 's  simple 
an d  h o n e s t  r e a c t io n  to  t h in g s  that 
were going on around  her. " ‘Martha, 
M artha ,’ the Lord answered ,  ‘you are 
worried and upset about m any things, 
but on ly  one th ing  is needed .  Mary 
has chosen  what is better, and it will 
not be taken aw ay from h e r ' ” (Luke 
10:41-42, NIV).

G ene ra l ly ,  N ew  T es tam e n t  C hr is ­
t ians  w ere  an  in tense ,  n o -n onsense  
group o f  people, and, o f  course, when 
you have a  world to win, you can get 
pretty  tied  up in y o u r  work.  But by 
defending Mary, Jesus suggested that 
the re  are a lso  a p p ro p r ia te  t im es for 
the simple w onder  that is aroused by 
G o d 's  am azing  gifts to us.

J e s u s ’ o w n  l i f e  on  th i s  ea r th  
d e m o n s tra te d  that it w as O K  some­
tim es  to  re lax— to spend  quiet time 
alone, to go to parties, to rest, and to 
p ray .  “ C o m e  u n to  m e ,  al l  ye  that 
la b o u r  and  are  h e a v y  la d e n ,” Jesus 
s a id ,  " a n d  I w i l l  g iv e  y o u  r e s t ” 
(M atthew  11:28).

If you th ink you r  everyday  life is 
"heavy  laden,” here are some practi­
cal ways you can begin to relax with­
out guilt:

Ask God in prayer to help you 
provide appropriate time for rest 
and recreation. G od  h im se lf  rested 
at the end o f  the week o f  creation. In 
this way. He show ed the importance 
o f  taking time out from work, no mat­
ter how  productive it is.

Spend som e tim e— quiet and 
alone. Despite the importance of  His 
m in is try  on this  ea r th ,  “ Jesus often 
w i t h d r e w  to  l o n e l y  p l a c e s  and
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prayed” (Luke 5:16, N1V). He knew 
the value of quiet time. “Go placidly 
amid the noise and haste ,” writes 
Max Ehrmann, “and remember what 
peace there  may be in s i le n c e ” 
(D esidera ta).

Spend time with others socially. 
Jesus enjoyed being with people, and 
He showed the importance of social 
gatherings by attending dinners, wed­
dings, and other such events. Your 
Christianity should never cause you 
to be so busy in well-doing that you 
becom e a herm it.  God loves you 
enough that He sent His only Son to 
save you. Surely, you owe yourself a 
favor now and again too.

Develop a personal appreciation 
for nature. This is possible even in 
an urban setting. Take time to admire 
a sunset, watch the flight of a pigeon, 
observe a spider spinning its web or 
an ant s truggling with its burden. 
Time spent in such activity will help 
you to frame your own “busyness” 
with a new perspective.

Take up a creative pursu it. It 
doesn’t have to be an activity that 
p roduces  som eth ing  you have to 
show anyone if you don’t wish to. It 
can simply be a way of making some­
thing only for yourself and God. The 
shepherd  David used his creative 
time to learn to play the harp and to 
compose some of the most beautiful 
poetry known to humanity. And the 
real value of his creativity is that he 
used it as a form of worship to God. 
Time devoted to such activity is never 
wasted.

So take some time to put “spare 
time” into your vocabulary. You'll 
find that rather than reducing your 
productivity, it will actually enhance 
it. And you’ll be happier. With God’s 
help, you can move out of that pow­
der keg you’re living in.

Joy Is a Spiritual Discipline

I ’m having a little trouble these 
days singing, “ I have the Joy, Joy, 
Joy, Joy down in my heart,” with 
my second grade Sunday School 

class. The economic situation has 
hit my community hard. The par­
ents of four children in my class, 
once successful professionals, now 
live on unemployment benefits.

E co n o m ic  c r is is  
tempts even the strongest Christian

simply ignore the daily reports of 
the suffering of others? Our fragile 
world has renewed my realization 
that joy doesn’t come from my own 
strength.

Occasionally, 1 find myself laps­
ing into pious superficiality. I want 
to quote Matthew 6:25-34, “Take no 
thought for your life, what ye shall 
eat, or what ye shall drink.” I want 
to find ignorant comfort in these 
words, but I am like the hypocrite 
Job spoke of (Job 20:5). I cannot 
will Christian joy for more than a 
few minutes.

Jesus did not trip merrily through 
life, picking flowers and smiling 
platitudes. He was a “Man of Sor­
rows,” weeping over the unrepen­
tance of Jerusalem. He faced the 
poverty, crippling disease, and in­
justice of life in Bible times head- 
on. He brought hope for the future. 
With courage. He went to the Cross,

to lead a life Thoreau called “quiet 
desperation.”

I know, as a follower of Christ, I 
ought to exhibit the joy of my sal­
vation. True Christians should a l­
ways wear a smile, right? I want to 
be happy  all the tim e, but I ju s t  
can’t.

T he fe a r  o f  w an t  is h a rd  to 
process into joy. In varying degrees, 
the horrible reality o f  unem ploy­
ment and homelessness touch us all. 
Sometimes, my Christian joy is on­
ly a footnote to the more negative 
emotions of fear, anxiety, and de­
pression.

Unfortunately, joy is a misunder­
stood concept in our Christian expe­
rience. How can I re jo ice?  Do I
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making the ultimate sacrifice.
Jesus never denies our feelings of 

fear or need. Instead, He encour­
ages us to try a different mind-set. 
In this way. He divulges the secret 
formula for joy in times of uncer­
tainty:

1. Com m itm ent to Joy. Few of
us would ever regard joy the privi­
lege the early Christians did. Histo­
r ian s  re co rd  th a t  som e l i te ra l ly  
jum ped for joy at the prospect of 
martyrdom.

R ejoice in the lord 
ALWAY: AND AGAIN 

I SAY, REJOICE”
(PHILIPPIANS 4:4).

In Matthew 5:12, Jesus desires us 
to make a conscious decision to be 
joyful. It’s not enough to be content 
in times of turmoil. By focusing on 
Him, we can receive His blessings. 
He offers joy for the asking (John 
16:24).

2. Joy in Service. Life’s heaviest 
burden is having nothing to carry. 
It’s not G od’s job to make me hap­
py. 1 Corinthians 10:31 emphasizes 
the duty involved in nurturing His 
gift of joy. By finding ways to serve 
Him, we can receive the by-product 
of joy.

Recently, 1 began devoting some 
time as a volunteer at a shelter for 
the homeless. I help unem ployed 
men and women fill out job appli­
cations and prepare for interviews. I 
discovered there is authentic joy in 
such service.

3. Joy Through Praise. It’s im­

possible to praise Him and not be 
joyful. By persevering, He will ful­
f i l l  o u r  d e s i re s  fo r  jo y  (P sa lm  
145:18-19). He prom ises our joy 
will be fu ll  as we ab ide  in Him 
(John 15:11). We can rest in Him, 
find ing  assurance in the com fort 
and strength of the Spirit.

I t ’s hard  work to trust in Him, 
when day-to-day discouragements 
take control. Sometimes, it seems 
like the more joyful I am, the more 
difficult it is to be joyful. The anxi­
ety of each day threatens to oppress 
me. Often, it diminishes the quality

of my walk with Him.
E ach  day  now, I m ust  m ake a 

choice. I refuse to surrender my joy 
in Christ to any circumstance. No 
one know s how good  or bad the 
economic future will be. There is an 
old saying, "Oaks grow stronger in 
contrary  w in d s .” As I attem pt to 
fo l lo w  His d i re c t io n ,  I pray the 
roots of my joy may grow deeper, 
implanted in Him. Perhaps, then, I 
can say with confidence, “The joy 
of the Lord is your strength" (Ne- 
hemiah 8:10).

Do not be 
surprised if He leads you to a 
teen who needs a tutor, a Sunday 
School class that needs a teacher, 
an immigrant who needs to learn 
English, a mother whose children 
are hungry, or a neighbor who 
does not know Christ. Again, He 
may nudge you in the direction 
of a grieving widow, or recently 
divorced person, a new Christian 
who needs a faith mentor, or He 
may inspire you to baby-sit for 
the parents of a handicapped 
child—just pray, God will think 
of something.

General Assembly Legislation

M ore than 20 0  p ieces  o f  leg isla tion  w ere co n sid ered  by the 2 3 rd  G e n ­
e ra l A sse m b ly  in In d ia n a p o lis . T h is  m o n th  w e fe a tu r e  rep o r ts  on  
action  taken regarding  severa l o f  the m a jo r  item s o f  in terest, nam ely, 
divorce, p en s io n s  fo r  m in isters, a n d  so c ia l issues.

PENSION PLAN REFERRED TO GENERAL BOARD
By a strong vote, the U.S.A. Caucus of 
the 23rd General Assem bly chose to 
receive the report of the Commission to 
Study C hurch-Rela ted  Pension Plans 
and refer it to the General Board for fur­
ther study and action no later than Janu­
ary 1, 1995.

Motions to reconsider the report were 
made when the full assembly convened. 
An amendment was adopted that gives 
direction to the General Board in the 
selection of a subcommittee to assist in 
the study of  the pensions issue. The 
m otion  as p assed  req u ire s  that two 
retired laymen and two retired elders, 
a long  with a d is t r ic t  supe r in tenden t  
(nam ely  Ralph W est,  L ou is iana)  be 
added to study the recommendations of 
the Pension Commission. The two lay­
men and two ministers are to each rep­
resen t c h u rc h e s  with  less  than  150 
members.

The Pensions Board will review the 
work of the subcommittee before pre­
senting recommendations to the General 
Board.

The Nazarene Unified Pension Plan 
(NUPP), which was referred to the Gen­

eral Board, was the result of four years 
o f  r e s e a r c h  and  s tu d y  by a g ro u p  
appointed by the 22nd General Assem­
bly (for more detail on the legislation, 
see  the  Ju ly  H e r a ld ) .  C o m m is s io n  
m em bers  inc luded: John A. Knight,  
John Dickey, H iram  S anders ,  Jam es 
B e a r d e n ,  R o b e r t  P a rk e r ,  R o b e r t  
Moench, Melvin McCullough, Carlton 
Hansen. Clarence Jacobs, and the late 
Leon Doane.

The major point of discussion in the 
caucus session centered around the con­
cern for pastors of small churches who 
may feel they cannot afford to partici­
pate by contributing up to 3 percent of 
th e i r  c o m p e n s a t io n  to such  a p lan .  
Commission members, general church 
leaders, and delegates seemed to agree 
that this was a serious issue.

“At some point we must express cer­
tain levels o f  trust in the General Board 
and those empowered to make this deci­
sion that they will weigh carefully the 
interests o f  all involved,” said David 
J o h n so n ,  p as to r  o f  C u y a h o g a  Falls ,  
Ohio, Church of the Nazarene, follow­
ing the action by the U.S.A. Caucus.

NYI MINISTRIES IS 
REPOSITIONED
The G enera l  A ssem bly  approved  a 
unanimous resolution from the Gener­
al NYI Convention that would reposi­
tion the youth organization.

The ac tion  prov ides  for  the NYI 
auxiliary to be related directly to the 
respons ib le  genera l  superin tendent 
and the General Board through the 
Department o f  Sunday School Min­
istries. On the local level, NYI would 
be related directly to the local church 
board and pastor, and the district NYI 
council would be related to the district 
superintendent.

A similar resolution to reposition 
NWMS was presented to the General 
Assembly. The body acted by sending 
the legislation to the General Board 
for action.

At the general church level, NYI 
M in i s t r i e s  w o u ld  a n s w e r  to  the 
responsib le  genera l  superin tendent 
and the general NYI council in pro­
viding resources for Nazarene youth 
ministry.

In other action related to the NYI, 
the assembly approved a resolution to 
limit voting in NYI presidential elec­
tions to those NYI members who are 
also members of the local church.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY TAKES 
HISTORIC ACTION ON DIVORCE
In a dram atic  move, the General A s­
sembly of  the Church of  the Nazarene 
voted to take, at once, a more conserva­
tive stand on the sanctity o f  Christian 
marriage and at the same time introduce 
a new level of flexibility in ministering 
redemptively to the victims of divorce.

The assembly affirmed its belief that 
the Bible consistently regards marriage 
as perm anen t and lifelong. Thus, the 
s c r ip tu r e s  p r o n o u n c e  no  “ b ib l i c a l  
g r o u n d s ” fo r  d iv o rc e .  D iv o rce  was 
never  a part o f  the d iv ine  plan, falls 
short of the biblical ideal, and is never 
treated as a recom m ended  remedy to 
human problems.

“This is a more conservative position 
than the C hurch o f  the N azarene has 
eve r  h e ld ,” said A lex D easley ,  N ew 
Testament scholar and mem ber of  the 
committee assigned to study the matter.

M any evangelica ls  cite adultery as 
"biblical grounds” for divorce. This tra­
ditional belief is based primarily upon 
M atthew  5:32 and 19:9 in which the 
"ex cep tio n  for  fo rn ica t ion ,  adultery ,  
marital unfaith fu lness  or unchasti ty” 
clauses appear. T raditionally , P ro tes­
tant,  W este rn  c iv il iza t ion  C hris t ians  
have regarded this verse to mean “adul­
tery” in the common sense of  that term. 
However, that meaning does not stand 
up to careful scrutiny of  grammatical, 
syntactical, and contextual matters, the 
committee reported.

M a rk ,  L u k e ,  and  P a u l ,  “ th o u g h  
applying the teaching of Jesus in differ­
ent circumstances . . . are unanimous in 
representing Jesus as teaching that mar­
riage is l ife long ,” Deasley  said. In a 
long paper presented to each delegate, 
D easley  show s tha t M a tthew  agrees 
with Mark, Luke, and Paul, and that the 
“exceptive clauses” are "not true excep­
tions at all. Rather, they are exceptions 
w h ic h  p r e v e n te d  (in  the  m in d s  o f  
Matthew’s Jewish Christian audience, at 
least) the contracting of  a biblically true 
m arriage in the first p lace ,” Deasley 
said.

In light of the high biblical standard 
for  C h r is t ian  m a rr ia g e ,  the G ene ra l  
Assembly legislation urges "upon the 
ministry the importance of teaching and 
preaching clearly the biblical plan for 
the permanence of marriage.” The new 
policy stresses, in particular, premarital

counseling ,  spiritual guidance for 
th o s e  w h o  h av e  e x p e r ie n c e d  
d ivorce ,  and c lea r  dec la ra tion  of  
commitment to the biblical teaching 
o f  the permanence of  marriage on 
the part of all those who come to be 
married, and particularly for those 
who have experienced marriage fail­
ure and seek to be remarried.

The new legisla tion  recognizes 
that we live in an imperfect world, 
and that people do get divorced. The 
assembly, by its vote, joins the com­
m i t te e  in the  a f f i r m a t io n  th a t  
divorce, like any other sin, can be 
forgiven, that marriage failure does 
not exhaust the grace of  God. The 
new legislation specifically declares, 
" M a rr ia g e  is the c o m m itm e n t  o f  
male and female to each other for 
life, reflecting  C hr is t 's  sacrificial 
love for the Church. As such, mar­
riage is intended to be permanent, 
and divorce an infraction of the clear 
teaching of Christ. Such infractions, 
however, are not beyond the forgiv­
ing grace of  God when this is sought 
with repentance, faith, and humili­
ty-"

The legislation goes on to say that 
“ th rough  ignorance ,  sin, and hum an 
f ra i l t ies ,  m any  . . . fall short o f  the 
divine ideal. We believe that Christ can 
redeem those persons even as He did 
the woman at Samaria’s well; and that 
sin against G o d ’s design for marriage 
does not place one beyond the forgiving 
grace of the gospel. Where a marriage 
has been dissolved and remarriage has 
followed, the marriage partners, upon 
genuine repentance for their  sin, are 
enjoined to seek the forgiving grace of 
God and His redemptive help in their 
marriage."

Thus, a person is not automatically 
d isqualif ied  from m em bersh ip  in the 
church or from serving as a m inister 
b ec a u s e  o f  a p as t  m a r r ia g e  fa i lu re ,  
whether or not it occurred before con­
version.

One delegate observed, “This is good 
news and bad new s for pastors.  The 
good news is that it gives the minister 
more elbow room to deal redemptively 
with persons in the throes of marital dif­
ficulties. The bad news is that it puts 
m ore respons ib il i ty  on the pas to r  in

counseling and performing marriages to 
d i s c e rn  the  sp i r i t  o f  the  p e r so n s  
involved and to teach and do the spiritu­
a lly  a p p ro p r ia te  th ing .  T h e re  is no 
longe r  a o n e -s iz e - f i t s -a l l ,  le ga lis t ic  
answer."

The study that led to the new legisla­
tion was ordered by the 1989 General 
Assembly. The committee that spear­
h e a d e d  the s tu d y  in c lu d e d  Lee 
McCleery, chairman; James W. Daniel, 
secretary: Alex Deasley; and Jerald D. 
Jo h n so n ,  ad v ise r .  T he  c o m m i t t e e ’s 
report was presen ted  to the Genera l 
Board session of  1992. The Ministry 
and Education Committee of the 1993 
General Assembly amended and adopt­
ed the report by a vote of 73 yes and 5 
no. The Genera l A ssem bly  am ended 
and adopted the report by a vote of 638 
yes and 178 no.

The su p p o r te r s  o f  the leg is la t ion  
believe that this is an important step 
toward enabling the church to minister 
to the penitent victim of divorce, on the 
one hand, while exalting the biblical 
ideal and design for marriage, on the 
other.
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COMMISSION ON INTERNATIONAL CHURCH PRESENTS REPORT
District development will change from a 
four- to a three-phase process following 
action taken by the 23rd General Assem­
bly on recommendations from the Com­
mission on the International Church. 
Under the previous process, districts 
evolved through four phases: pioneer, 
national-mission, mission, and regular. 
The new  p ro ce ss  will take d is t r ic ts  
through three phases: national-mission, 
mission, and regular.

In suggesting the change, the commis­
sion noted that the four-phase process, in 
place since 1972, was losing validity 
because it distinguished between districts 
led by missionary district superintendents 
and those led by national superin ten­
dents. “Today, most districts are created 
under the leadership of a national super­
intendent,” according to Franklin Cook, 
commission chair and Eurasia regional 
director.

The changes encompass more than a 
name change or eliminating a step in the 
process. Under the new guidelines, a 
National-Mission (Phase 1) District can 
be designated when the opportunity for 
entry into a new area is presented.

A district may be designated Mission 
(Phase 2) District when a sufficient num­
ber of fully organized churches (10), full 
members (500), and ordained elders (5),

and an adequate district infrastructure 
exists.

A Regular (Phase 3) District is one in 
which “leadership, infrastructure, bud­
ge ta ry  r e sp o n s ib i l i ty ,  and d o c tr in a l  
integrity” are demonstrated. A Regular 
District must be fully self-supporting in 
regard to district administration.

Among other actions based on com ­
mission recommendations, the assembly:

•  Authorized a study committee to con­
sider world evangelization structures and 
methods in light of recent global changes.

•  Authorized a new Commission on the 
International Church for the next qua- 
drennium.

•  Rejected the commission’s recommen­
dation that General Assemblies be held 
every five, instead of four, years.

•  Removed the Manual paragraph (351) 
on administrative boards and amended 
the paragraph (352) on national boards to 
sta te  tha t w here  a na t iona l  board  is 
deemed necessary in a country with more 
than one region, that country's represen­
tatives to the General Board shall consti­
tute its national board.

•  Accepted a commission recommenda­
tion to create a U.S.A. national board.

•  Adopted a M anual statement urging

districts to show sensitivity to the multi­
cultural nature of  their districts when 
n o m in a t in g  m e m b ers  to the G eneral 
Board.

•  Revised the preamble to the M anual 
Part IV (Government) to recognize that
(1) “it is in the local church that the sav­
ing, perfecting, teaching, and commis­
sioning” of disciples takes place, while
(2) acknowledging that the Manual is the 
basis of Nazarene unity, and that its core 
is declared in the Articles of Faith. The 
General Assembly, the General Board, 
and the Board o f  General Superinten­
dents were recognized as visible reflec­
tions of this unity.

GENERAL BOARD ELECTED FOR NEW QUADRENNIUM
The 1993-97 General Board 
will have many new faces, as 
more than half  o f  the board 
consists of new members. At 
l e a s t  36  o f  the  60  e le c te d  
m e m b e rs  are  new  to the  
board.

The members of  the G en­
eral Board were elected  by 
the 23rd General Assembly 
based on nominations provid­
ed by each regional caucus.

The education candidates 
are nom inated  by the M in­
istry and Education Commit­
tee. They are Jim Bond and 
Loren Gresham. The candi­
dates from NWMS and NYI 
are nominated by the NWMS 
general council and NYI gen­
era l  c o u n c i l  r e s p e c t iv e ly .  
They include Barbara Flem­

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GENERAL ASSEMBLY CONSIDERS SOCIAL ISSUES
W ith lively debate , the 23rd General 
Assembly considered a variety of  cur­
rent social issues. It both reviewed and 
am ended its stands on the sanctity of 
hum an life, abortion ,  d iscrim ination ,  
and dancing, while affirming previous­
ly adopted statements on entertainment.
It a l so  a d o p te d  n ew  l e g i s l a t io n  on 
euthanasia, “allowing to die ,” genetic 
engineering, and evolution.

The legislative body adopted a posi­
tive posit ion  on issues regard ing  the 
sanctity o f  human life, including abor­
tion. Its revised statement on abortion, 
appearing in the “Special Rules” sec­
tion of  the M anual, “affirms the sancti­
ty of  human life as established by God 
the Creator and believes that such sanc­
tity extends to the child not yet born.”
Induced  a b o r t io n  is o p p o se d  “ w hen  
used for either personal convenience or 
population  con tro l .” Laws that allow 
for induced  abor tion  on dem and  are 
opposed. Persons considering whether 
or not to have an abortion are encour­
aged to m ake such a decision on the 
basis of “ sound medical and Christian 
counseling.”

The positive value of  the sanctity of 
human life was also written into state­
ments on genetic engineering, euthana­
sia, and “allowing to die.” While sup­
porting the use of  genetic engineering 
for gene therapy, the church opposes its 
use when it "promotes social injustice, 
disregards the dignity of  persons” or for 
eugenics (a t tem pts  to ach ieve racial, 
intellectual, or social superiority over 
others). Euthanasia was declared to be 
“incompatible with the Christian faith.”
It “reflects a human arrogance before a 
graciously sovereign G od,” according 
to the legislation adopted by the assem­
bly. H ow ever,  the church  recognizes 
the difference between euthanasia and 
“allowing to die,” which it affirms. The 
new statement says, “We believe that 
when death is imminent, nothing in the 
Christian faith requires that the process 
o f  dy ing  be a r t i f ic ia l ly  p o s tp o n e d .”
God’s faithfulness and the hope of  eter­
nal life “make it possible for Christians 
to accept death as an expression of  faith 
in Christ who overcame death on our

behalf and robbed it of its victory.”
The church reaffirmed its statement 

on e n t e r t a in m e n t ,  a d o p te d  in I n d i ­
anapolis in 1989, by overriding a reso­
lution to exclude specific references to 
the cinema, TV, and VCR tapes. The 
vo te  o f  508  in f a v o r  of ,  and  228  
against, failed to achieve a two-thirds 
majority of the full membership of  the 
General Assembly. A two-thirds major­
ity was not achieved because some del­
egations already had left the assembly 
on the Thursday when the matter was 
considered.

T he  a s se m b ly  ad o p te d  a pos i t ive  
statement on creation. While opposing 
“a godless interpretation of  the evolu­
t io n a r y  h y p o t h e s i s , ” the  a s s e m b ly  
adopted a resolution that “accepts as 
valid all scientifically verifiable discov­
eries in geology and other natural phe­
nomena, for we firmly believe that God 
is the Creator.”

The c h u r c h ’s s ta te m en t  on social 
danc ing  was m od if ied  to oppose  all 
fo rm s o f  danc ing  “ that detrac t  from 
spiritual growth and break down proper 
m o ra l  in h ib i t i o n s  an d  r e s e r v e . ” It 
a l lo w s  fo r  such  th in g s  as c u l tu r a l  
dances and aerobics.

In other social issues legislation, the 
following actions were taken:
•  The right of women to minister, be 
e lec ted ,  and lead in the church  was 
affirmed.

•  D iscrimination on the basis race or 
gender was opposed.

•  Human freedom as a right and princi­
ple to be promoted was affirmed.

•  Standing statements on war and mili­
tary service, media, and public sw im ­
ming were reaffirmed.

The Value of Grace-Giving, 
Salt-Preserving Talk

J. PAUL AND MARILYN TURNER

W e  a r e  l o o k i n g  for a  solid-state 
electronic implant device that requires 
us to be certain that the intent o f  the 
messages we send each other equals 
their impact. I want a device that lets 
me send a message of  appreciation to 
J. Paul that isn't taken as thinly veiled 
hum or at his expense. Or perhaps a 
device that keeps me from expressing 
a certain innuendo that has a double 
meaning regarding M arilyn’s m anner­
isms. W ouldn’t that be great?

D o n ’t hold your breath!
We are at an age where we can see 

the beginning as well as the ending of  
our lives. And we have com e to some 
conclusions about interpersonal co m ­
munication. And, by the way, this 
broad perspective of  beginnings and 
endings is very luxurious.

The apostle Paul cut right to the 
core o f  how  we should talk to one an­
other. He said, “Let your conversa­
tion be always full o f  grace, seasoned 
with salt, so that you may know how 
to answer everyone” (Colossians 4:6, 
NIV). Contextually, Paul was speak­
ing o f  how believers should respond 
to outsiders— “we should make the 
most o f  every opportunity.” It was 
P au l’s com m itm ent to being credible 
to the world. H ow  m uch more, then, 
should we be grace-giving, salt-pre­
serving com m unicators  to the person 
we love the most— our spouse. Our 
marriage is saying something to the

world, and it m ight as well say, “Je ­
sus is Lord o f  our  relationship. He is 
Lord o f  our credibility . He is Lord of  
our  intentional growth. He is Lord .”

Perhaps our conclusions about 
com m unicating  can be written as prin­
ciples. We are not under the illusion 
that you agree with them all, or that 
they are conclusive. Here they are.

One. People are unreliable as 
message carriers.

We can blame our family o f  origin, 
our first grade teacher, or the Fall, but 
we all have the natural inclination to 
drift toward irresponsibility in our 
talking. As the epochs o f  our lives go 
by, we cannot be fully trusted to be re­
liable communicators. We have too 
many infirmities and quirks to be auto­
matically endowed with the skill of 
carrying messages reliably.

Two. Messages tend to become 
garbled in transmission.

We push words up out o f  our cur­
rent emotional state. We expect them 
to waft through three walls from bath­
room to hearth room; m ake their way 
through a different 
emotional state o f  our 
spouse and, eureka! our 
message is understood.

Three. It’s possible 
for messages to be kept 
from deteriorating.

At the time o f  send­
ing we must be in 
touch— as m uch  as we 
can— with our 
thoughts and feelings 
and intentions. We 
must ow n them. We must intentional­
ly be com m itted  to learning new  pat­
terns o f  interacting. If w e ’ll do this, 
m essage deterioration is kept to a 
m inimum.

Four. A message is. never fully 
understood until it is clarified.

We send, we receive, but we rarely 
talk about our m iscom m unication .  To 
clarify what we are saying is to seek 
understanding, but not necessarily 
agreement.

Five. Speaking for myself is an act 
of accountability, not selfishness.

T h ere ’s a big difference between 
speaking about m yse lf  and speaking 
for myself. The form er may be ego­
centric. The latter is self-ownership. 
And ow nership o f  a message— my 
honest feeling, the interpretation of  my 
thoughts, my intentions, and m y ac­
tions— are all a part o f  me getting in 
touch with m y experience. This makes 
me a better communicator. I f  this is 
cultivated over the years, it’s because 
we have worked hard at principle 3.

These five principles go a long way 
in defining a healthy, mature m ar­
riage. But it’s more than health and 
maturity. We have to drive to the core 
o f  our  mutual spirituality and address 
the issue o f  Christlikeness if we are to 
round out a com plete  set o f  principles 
for marital communication . W hen do 
you know that Christlikeness is be­
com ing the linchpin o f  your marriage?

1. W hen you are aware o f  each oth­
e r ’s faults— as well as strengths— and 
yet Christ prevails as Lord o f  your 
marriage, you are into Christlikeness.

2. W hen  you have entirely differ­
ent points o f  v iew over an issue and 
yet are able to understand each other, 
you are into Christlikeness.

3. W hen  you are able to set each 
other free to be what G od  wants you 
to be, you are into Christlikeness.

4. When you are able to ask for each 
other’s help in understanding your dif­
ferences, you are into Christlikeness.

5. W hen  you feel good about your 
conciliation to each other, you are in­
to Christlikeness.

6. W hen forgiveness is a hallmark 
o f  your relationship, you are into 
Christlikeness.

7. When the means of grace are so in­
tegrated into your lives that only Christ 
is seen, you are into Christlikeness.

Embrace It All

B y  t h e  t i m e  y o u  r e a d  t h i s , Lynda 
will be in the midst o f  another  school 
year, another  set o f  16-year-old faces 
sitting in her  c lassroom  and reading 
A m erican  literature and discussing 
how  symbol relates to them e and all 
that other rigm arole that seem s so im ­
portant at the time. But as we are 
writing this, she is w inding up the 
year, hardly able to endure  the final 
three weeks o f  school in anticipation 
o f  sum m er  vacation: Days spent 
without a schedule, days spent on a 
swing set and in a sandbox, picnics in 
the park or  even in the backyard. It 
seem s we spend m ost o f  our lives 
waiting for it to happen, d o n 't  we?
But w e ’re wrong, you know. W hile 
w e 're  waiting on it, we miss an awful 
lot o f  life.

W e ’re slowly learning what those 
writers L ynda’s been teaching about 
for years had to say is really true. 
Dickens wrote, “ It was the best o f  
times, it was the worst o f  times, it 
was the age o f  w isdom , it was the age 
o f  f o o l ish n e s s , . . .  it was the spring 
o f  hope, it was the w inter o f  despair.” 
King Solom on put it this way: “There 
is a time for everything . . .  a time to 
weep and a time to  laugh, a time to 
mourn and a time to d ance” (Ecclesi­
astes 3:1, 4, NIV). W e ’re beginning 
to learn that this is life; it doesn 't  get 
any better than this, and it doesn 't  get 
any worse either. The pain and heal­

ing, g r ief  and laughter, oppression 
and redem ption  are all wrapped up 
together. I t’s one big package deal,  
and we need to em brace it all. We 
must face the pain so that w e ’ll rec­
ognize the healing; once we have 
grieved, the laughter sounds that 
m uch  sweeter.

It doesn ’t get any worse than Jer­
ry ’s friend and partner having cancer, 
and it d o esn ’t get any better than hear­
ing C h a se ’s nightly prayer: “Bless 
Mr. Stephen, make him well.”

It d o e s n ’t get any worse than the 
rage you feel when your son has 
dum ped  the ju m b o  size baby pow der 
on the entryw ay linoleum. And it 
d o e s n ’t get any sweeter than the de ­
light on his face as he looks at you 
and announces, “ It’s snow ing on the 
linoleum!”

A couple of  years ago, Lynda wrote 
what we refer to as “The Quiche 
Thing” for lack o f  a better title. It is not 
as eloquent as Dickens, but it is a very 
real testimony to a desire to embrace 
life— all o f  life.

This is a poem  for my 
good friend Larry 
Campbell,  

and this is for the way 
he calls 

at 5:18 on a Friday 
evening 

and wants you to be 
thankful and poetic

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storms, will he or she find it easier 
to trust the H eaven ly  Father be­
cause o f  your attitude now? Like 
it or not, your trea tm ent bends a 
young mind toward or away from 
trust in God.

3. I n  t e a c h in g  s e l f-c o n tr o l ,  
d o n ’t  lose it. Do not expect your 
ch ild  to  s top  a tan tru m  because 
you  are  th ro w in g  a b ig g e r  one. 
Yelling at a screaming child is un­
likely to teach him or her how to 
deal with frustration. Nor is it use­
ful to allow such violent acts by 
an angry child. I recom m end you 
learn, then, to exert loving, strong 
controls when your child loses it. 
S p eak  firm ly  to h im  o r  her, de­
sc r ib in g  c le a r ly  w h a t  he or she

I  must do. If the child cannot or will 
1 not comply, it is useful to pick up 
|  a young child (even up to 10 years 
I  o f  age), and gently, but firmly, re­

strain him or her until self-control 
is restored. Be certain that you are 
in control o f  your own feelings, or 
this process c a n ’t be effective.

4. C hildren  n eed  gear-shifting  
t im e . Be sure  y o u r  expectations 
are fa ir  and realistic .  Immediate 
o b ed ien ce  m ay be necessary  for 
so ld iers ,  and reaso n ab ly  prompt 
compliance is right for young chil­
dren. But to feel some individuali­
ty and to have time to think about 
paren ts’ requests, children need a 
few m inutes to change from play 
or other activity to a new task. As 
you show respect for your child, 
you will be earning that same re­
spect from your child.

5. B e sure  yo u  fo llo w  through. 
Recently I observed a father with 
h is  e n e r g e t i c  s o n s .  T h e y  were 
p ick in g  b lu e b e r r ie s ,  and  Danny 
was eating more than he collected! 
Again and again. Dad said, “No, 
Danny, I want you to please stop 
ea tin g  these  b e r r ie s !” M ore and 
m ore  intensity  grew  in his voice 
and manner, but Danny continued 
e a t in g .  N o t  o n c e  d id  D ad take 
tim e to enforce  his request. Dad 
needed to take tim e out, pick up 
his four-year-old, look him direct-

T each  th em  
how to collect inform a­
t io n ,  c o n s id e r  the  o p ­
tions, and finally choose 
a m o n g  th e m .  Be su re  
you also help them rec­
ognize that there will be 
co n se q u en ce s  to their  dec is ions. 
They  m ust learn from  the results 
o f  the choices.

A void  re scu in g  ch ild ren  from  
the n a tu ra l  c o n se q u e n c e s  o f  the 
d e c i s i o n s  th e y  m a k e .  E q u a l ly ,  
avoid telling them “ I told you so!”

Steve couldn 't  wait to drive, and 
soon after his 16th birthday he was 
a l lo w ed  the fam ily  ca r  to a ttend 
the school ball game. His parents 
exp lained  the rules and carefully  
a sk ed  h im  to c h o o se  to ob se rv e  
speed limits.

R esp ec tin g  his efforts ,  
his parents loaned him enough to 
pay the rest, but required the full 
amount paid back. No one had to 
be angry, but Steve learned a les­
son by suffering the natural conse­
quences o f  a poor decision.

In all you do as parents, be sure

to be reasonable and explain  the 
reaso n s .  Be lov ing  and d e m o n ­
strate your love. Remember, love 
often needs to be tough. Be wise 

and find every way you 
ca n  to  t e a c h  b o th  
knowledge and the wis­
dom  to apply  the facts 
to life situations. Avoid 
mixed messages that tell 
ch ildren not to do c e r ­
tain things but that hint 
their actions are little bit 
“c u te ” and that m aybe 
th e y  c a n  g e t  by  w i th  
them . A lw ays seek the 

balance between too much and too 
little, whatever the issue.

T he bas ic  p r in c ip le s  we have 
discussed here are clearly for par­
ents and children. 1 trust you can 
translate them, however, in many 
areas  o f  church  func tions.  C h i l ­
dren and youth need similar han­
dling from Sunday School teach­
ers and youth workers. Even the 
w o rk in g s  o f  ch u rch  b o a rd s  and 
committees will be more efficient 
when these principles are under­
stood and applied. tq

Since 
it’s not long until Christmas, I would give him a copy of  
Kenneth E n ro th ’s book C hurches T hat A buse  as a gift.

M other Shipton Is Back  
Some friends of mine insist that our electronic 

communications age is prophesied in the Bible. They 
quote this, “Around the world thoughts shall fly in 
the twinkling of an eye.” I cannot find it in the Bible, 
can you?

No. because it is not there. It seems that Martha 
(Mother) Shipton is back again. Your friends were quo t­
ing her and not the Bible. O nce again, she has been e le­
vated to the level o f  scriptural authority. She was a re­
markable visionary wom an w ho lived in the 1500s. 1 
have bum ped into her writing several times, but I do  not 
know much about her. I was able, however, to locate Dr. 
W. T. P urk iser’s 1974 response to a question about her. 
He cited her writing called Prophecy, in which she pre­
dicted:

C arriages w ithout horse sha ll go,
A n d  acciden ts f i l l  the w orld  with woe . . .
A round  the w ork! thoughts sha ll f ly  
In the tw inkling o f  an eye . . .
U nder w ater m en shall walk,
Shall ride, sha ll sleep, a n d  talk;
In the a ir  m en shall be seen  
In white, in black, and  in green . . .
Iron in the w ater shall floa t 
A.v easy as a w ooden boat.

O fficer or Eunuch?
My Sunday School teacher said in the Genesis sto­

ry of Joseph that Potiphar was a “eunuch” in 
Pharaoh's court. But my Bible says “officer.” Which 
is right, and what difference does it make?

The word translated “officer” in Genesis 39:1 is the 
same word that is, in other places in the Bible, translated 
“eunuch .” If  Potiphar was indeed a eunuch and could 
not father children, the seductive activity o f  his wife ap ­
pears in quite another light. Therefore, her motive in so­
liciting the virile and handsom e Joseph was not prim ari­
ly lust, but “ social security." The only “ social security” 
for an aged wom an in those days was found in her sons, 
who were expected to take care of  her in her old age, 
particularly if  she outlived her husband. Since she was, 
apparently, married to a eunuch, her long-range eco ­
nomic future was dim. if  not dire. Several o f  the ancient 
Hebrew writings interpret this incident in this way.

W hile her  econom ic problem s did not just ify  her  ac ­
tions, we can view this w om an, w ho knew  nothing of  
the true G od and was probably uneducated  and illiterate, 
as something better than a brazen, thrill-seeking adul- 
tress. In applying this scripture to life, the character  test 
dram atized by the w om an  is not,  W ill yo u  sin in seeking  
p le a su re? But, W ill you  sin i f  yo u r  live lihood  depends  
on it?

V egetarians and the End o f  the W orld
1 Timothy 4 lists the types of things that w ill come 

in the last times. In verse 3, cults that command peo­
ple “to abstain from meats” are included. Does this 
mean that vegetarians are bearers of false doctrines 
or that their recent popularity is a sign that the end 
is near.

No, do not shun your vegetarian Christian friends. 
They are not heretics or harbingers o f  the “ Day o f  the 
Lord .” Paul was com bating  a tide o f  excessive asce ti­
cism. O ne m ovem ent after another  sprang up, all trying 
to be stricter than God, to prove that they were super­
spiritual.  Som e gave up meat,  som e marriage and sexual 
com forts ,  some even gave up bathing. The point behind 
all these cults was the Gnostic  notion that the body was 
base and evil and to indulge in food, m arriage, sexual 
satisfactions, or even careful g room ing  (such as bathing) 
was sinful. William Barclay tells o f  one such cult leader 
who was bathless and so filthy that w herever he walked 
lice and fleas fell off  h im — and this was supposed  to be 
a sure sign o f  victory over the body, an unmistakable 
m ark o f  sainthood.

Further, the G reek  word translated “m eats"  (brom a) 
in 1 T imothy 4:3 can be used to mean “m eat"  but is 
m ore often used to describe solid food in general. All of 
the new  translations that I have seen (including the New  
K ing Ja m es Version) translates brom a  as “ foods.”

Som e Christian vegetarians point out that before the 
curse o f  sin fully fell in N oah 's  flood, the hum an race 
apparently  ate only a vegetarian diet. M ankind becam e 
carnivorous, they believe, only because o f  sinfulness. 
T he creation story in G enesis 1 is very clear  about what 
was to be eaten. “And God said, ‘See. I have given you 
every herb that yields seed . . . and every  tree whose 
fruit yields seed: to you it shall be for food. . . .  I have 
given every green herb for fo o d ’” (vv. 29-30, NKJV). It 
was only after the F lood that God gave m an instructions 
to use birds, fish, and animals for food (9:1-3). After 
specifying these, G od said, “ Every m oving  thing that 
lives shall be food for you; and just as I gave you the 
green plants, I give you every th ing” (v. 3, NRSV).

.T he re  are several biblical rituals that include eating 
meat. Further, Jesus and His disciples ate meat. From all 
this, one thing seems clear to me, and that is that Chris­
tians should not judge  each other over their  diets. We 
should eat to properly nourish the body, which is the 
temple of  the Holy Spirit. tq

What Do You 
Mean, “I f . . . ”?

R oger L. H ahn teaches New Testament 
at Southern Nazarene University.

I f  there is any encouragement in 
Christ, i f  there is any com fort o f  love, i f  
there is any fellow ship o f  the Spirit, and  
i f  there is any powerfully fe l t  mercy, fu l ­
fi l l  my jo y  by setting your minds in the 
same direction  (Philippians 2:1-2a).*
It  w a s  a b o u t  m i d n i g h t  and I was 500 
miles away when I called my nine- 
months-plus pregnant wife. 'T m  com ­
ing home," I told her. “ If I can stay 
awake until Wichita. I'll make it the 
rest of the way OK." “What do you 
mean, i f  you can stay awake?” she 
replied. “Y ou’d better stay awake." Ac­
tually, I had no intention of  falling 
asleep on that all-night trip home alone 
(though I almost did). We often use the 
word “i f '  when there is no doubt in our 
minds at all that the conditions to be 
described will, in fact, take place.

Writers of the New Testament some­
times wrote “ i f ’ when they had no 
doubts. Scholars of Greek grammar 
have discovered that New Testament 
authors had different ways of construct­
ing an “ if" sentence to show how much 
doubt they had about the reality of the 
condition they were describing. One of 
the ways of  constructing “ i f ’ sentences 
in Greek was designed to show certain­
ty rather than doubt about the condi­
tion. When that construction is used, 
one can translate the “ i f '  as “ since.” 
Paul uses that construction in Philippi­
ans 2:1.

"If  there in any encouragement in 
C h r is t . . What do you mean, if? Of 
course there is encouragement in 
Christ! We could better translate Paul’s 
phrase, “Since there is encouragement 
in Christ.” For Paul, the very story of 
Jesus was an encouragement. Though 
Christ’s ministry brought the power of 
God into people’s lives. He was op­
posed and crucified by the religious 
leaders of His nation. But God raised 
Him from the dead. Paul had no doubts 
about the encouragement that was 
available in Christ. No matter how bad 
things might be for the apostle, Jesus 
had suffered worse. And the power of 
the resurrection was waiting to be un­
leashed for Paul. What do you mean, 
“ If there is any encouragement in 
Christ"?

“ If there is any comfort of love.” 
What do you mean, if? O f  course there 
is comfort from love. What Paul meant 
was, "Since there is comfort in love.” 
The Greek word translated 
“comfort” in Philippians 
2:1 was used of a friend 
coming alongside to speak 
a supportive word. That 
fact suggests that Paul 
meant there was comfort 
from G od 's  love rather 
than from his own love for 
the Philippians. Both the 
apostle and his readers in 
Philippi needed to hear the 
friendly and uplifting voice 
of God. G od’s whisper, "Lo, I am with 
you always," or "As I was with Moses, 
so I will be with you; I will not fail you 
or forsake you," defeats doubt. His 
voice pours love into the wounds dealt 
us by life. What do you mean, “ If there 
is any comfort in love”?

“ If there is any fellowship of the 
Spirit.” What do you mean, if? There is 
plenty of fellowship from and with the 
Holy Spirit. The Greek word for fel­
lowship is koinonia. It describes part­

nership, sharing, and participation in 
the life of  another. Paul knew the Holy 
Spirit as partner. In Romans 8:26 he de­
scribed the Holy Spirit as helping us in 
our weaknesses. He used a word for 
“help" that literally meant "to take hold 
on the other side." The Spirit grabs our 
burdens from the side of heaven and 
begins to walk as our partner and team­
mate to carry life’s heavy loads with us 
and for us. What do you mean, “ If there 
is any fellowship of the Spirit”?

“ If there is any powerfully felt mer­
cy.” Ah, there is no doubt about it! 
God 's  mercy is steadfast and sure. So 
many of the "ifs” of our lives are not in 
doubt. “ If God would just answer this 
prayer.” “ If God would only show me 
His will.” “ If God would only . . .” 
What do you mean, if? God is answer­
ing prayer. God is revealing His will. 
God is reaching out toward our loved 
ones. And since there is no doubt, we 
can build our lives on the certainty of 
what God is doing for us. Since the 
statements of Philippians 2:1 were cer­
tain. Paul was able to command his 
readers to fulfill his joy in verse 2. The 
filling of our joy does not come from 
“ if." Full joy comes from the reality of 
God 's  presence with us in every cir­
cumstance of life.

For fu rther study: (1) Read Exodus 
3:1— 4:17. List the questions and  
doubts M oses raised to God. Summa-

rize G od's response in each case. What 
do you learn about yourself? About 
God? (2) Read Joshua 1:1-9. What 
prom ises accom panied G od's p res­
ence? What expectations were placed  
on Joshua? (3) Ask the Lord to bring 
the buried questions and doubts o f  your 
life to mind. Place each uncertainty be­
fo re  the Lord and ask Him to show you 
the reality o f  His presence in that cir­
cumstance o f  your life.

Where Luther 
Stood, Stand We

H e h a d  m a d e  t h a t  w a l k  countless 
times, yet as he passed through the 
streets o f  Wittenberg, his pace was 
slower than usual. He seemed to be 
lost in thought, as if  he were debating 
some great issue in his own mind.

It was O ctober  31, 1517, and as 
Martin Luther reached the doors of 
the church, he stopped. Pausing just a 
moment, as if the debate had ended, 
he reached into his satchel and re­
m oved a large parchment. He looked 
it over one last time and then nailed it 
to the door. The parchment contained 
a neatly penned list o f  95 theses, sen­
tence arguments, regarding the cu r­
rent practices o f  the Church.

Martin Luther had no idea that the 
spark o f  his protest would ignite a 
bonfire that would forever change the 
character o f  the Christian Church. His 
actions on that October day united a 
host o f  protesters (Protestants). A 
great m ovem ent to reform the Church 
was inaugurated, and the ripples of 
the Reformation continue to this day.

The Reformers protested the sub­
stitution o f  the Church for God. It 
was taught during L u the r’s day that 
salvation rested within the Church 
alone. The Church, through the cler­
gy, mediated salvation.

Men had also substituted good 
works for repentance. The Church of

that day taught that a p e rso n ’s sa lva­
tion cam e as a result o f  the activity of  
God and man. G od reached out in 
love— but man had to respond with 
good works.

As a young man, Martin Luther be­
lieved this, and he gave h im self  to 
trying to accum ulate good deeds and 
acts o f  devotion. But he found no 
peace.

Then, in July o f  1517, Luther  was 
working on a lecture based on G ala ­
tians 3. And from his study these 
words leaped forth to bring new light 
and freedom to his spirit:

Did you receive the Spirit by o b ­
serving the law, or by believing 
what you heard? . . . All w ho rely 
on observing the law are under a 
c u r s e , . . . Clearly no one is ju s t i­
fied before G od by the law, be­
cause, “The righteous will live by 
faith" (G ala tians 3 :2b, l()a. 11, 
NIVj .
Luther began to see that 

salvation was neither 
earned nor bought,  but 
bestowed by grace and 
accepted by faith.

The picture o f  salvation 
prevalent in L u th e r ’s day 
was that o f  a man trapped 
at the bottom of  a great 
cavern or well. God 
through Christ cam e to 
save, but He only came 
part way. It was necessary 
for man, by good works, to raise h im ­
self  sufficiently so that G od  might 
save him.

But the reformation message was 
this: Man is at the bottom of  a well so 
deep that he can do nothing w hatsoev­
er to get out. But G o d  reaches down 
into that well, not just part way, but all 
the way. And He takes hold of  man by 
grace and man takes hold of  G od by 
faith and is lifted out o f  that pit o f  sin 
and set upon the rock of  salvation.

The C hurch  during L u th e r ’s time 
had also elevated the role o f  the m in ­
istry to the point where the word of  
man had been substituted for the 
Word o f  God. Authority  rested with 
the Church, through the priests, not 
the Word. In fact, very few could read 
the Bible. Luther and the other R e­
form ers underscored the suprem acy 
o f  the Scriptures and the priesthood 
o f  all believers and the necessity  of  
people being able to read the Bible 
for themselves.

In response to L u ther 's  aff irm a­
tions, the officials o f  the day arrested 
him and brought him to an inquiry.
As he stood before the religious lead­
ers o f  that time, he was instructed. 
“You m ust recant; you m ust deny that 
which you have aff irm ed.”

Luther  gave his now  fam ous reply: 
“ M y conscience is captive to the 
Word o f  God. I will not recant. Here I 
stand: G od help me. A m en .”

We continue to need that kind of 
conviction  today, for we face many of 
the same issues Luther  faced: the sub­
stitution o f  religion for relationship, 
the constant temptation  to try to earn

our salvation, and the elevation of 
m a n ’s w isdom  over G o d ’s word (the 
rise o f  hum anism , for example).

Though  we are not Lutherans, we 
are am ong those w ho affirm the 
stands he took. So with great confi­
dence in G o d ’s Word written and 
with an unshakable faith in G o d ’s 
love and grace, we declare that where 
Luther  stood, stand we. And may 
G o d ’s grace give us the same strength 
o f  conviction. ^

Notes from an editor’s journal

OLD FRIEND, NEW LIFE

I have known Ben (not his real name) 
since I was a kid. He and I were Cub 
Scouts together. We were in numer­
ous classes from the elementary grades to 

high school.
Ben was (and is) a genius. I have never 

known anyone who had such a great 
grasp of science, math, and all of those 
things that made school days so miserable 
for most of us.

But Ben was never  
puffed-up about his in­
te lligence. He studied 
hard, did the homework, 
collected his straight-A 
report cards, and went 
on about his business.

W ith  th is  k ind  o f  
background, you proba­
bly w ou ld  th ink  that 
Ben’s life ended up be­
ing a good one. Unfortunately, Ben and I 
graduated from high school in 1970. In 
1970, pop culture was at its height, drugs 
were “groovy,” and all you needed was 
love (according to the Beatles).

Ben had spent many long nights study­
ing to make good grades. While in high 
school, I don't think I ever saw him take 
a drink of alcohol or touch a cigarette. He 
was a good boy from a good family.

But when he left home to go to the uni­
versity, some 200 miles away, things got 
out o f  hand. Free from parental co n ­
straints. Ben got in with the wrong crowd. 
Soon, not only was he taking drugs, but 
he was selling them.

I remember pulling the story off of the 
Associated Press wire at the radio station 
where 1 worked. “University Student Ar­
rested." As I read through the article, my 
mouth dropped. My supersmart,  clean- 
cut, friend, Ben. had been busted.

The good life ended for Ben in the ear­
ly ’70s. He did time in jail. He later mar­
ried, but the marriage failed. The last time 
1 saw him was at our class reunion in 
1980. He was laid back, perhaps embar­
rassed, because he knew we knew he had 
messed up.

The other day, 1 got a phone call at 
work. “Do you remember a Ben Crad­
dock who went to school with you in 
Lewisburg, Tenn.?’’ he asked. I recog­
nized his voice and assured him that I 
was his old friend.

Ben went on to tell me about what had 
happened to him during the past dozen 
years. He was engaged to a fine Nazarene 

young  lady (w hom  I 
know from TNC days). 
He had found the Lord 
in a Church of the Naz­
arene, and was now a 
faithful attender. Ben 
and I talked about the 
doctrine. I knew that 
w ith his  in qu is i t ive  
mind he had researched 
Nazarene beliefs. 

“ W hat I like is the 
emphasis on holiness," said Ben. “I knew 
that you and Mike (my twin brother) had 
attended the Nazarene church in Lewis­
burg, but 1 didn't know anything about 
your denomination. Now that I have stud­
ied Wesley, I think that your theology is 
right on the mark. Besides this, your 
church is filled with warm, caring per­
sons.”

We went on to talk for about 45 min­
utes. Ben’s son is a brilliant student and 
has been accepted in pre-engineering at a 
top university. Ben, himself, is a comput­
er program specialist.

Behaviorists tell us we will never es­
cape our past, but I am here to tell you 
that Ben Craddock is a walking, talking 
expression of  what G o d ’s redemptive 
grace can do to change a life. I’m glad the 
Church of the Nazarene was there for him 
when he was searching for answers.

Ben has invited me to stop by to see 
him next time I’m down home. I plan to 
do that.
