The Family Campus

Al Antone came to Nazarene Indian Bible Col- 
lege in 1987, “just to check it out for one 

Z -Jm  quarter.” He had “battled with the Lord 
.X. j L .  about a call to the m inistry for at least 
two years— because of the size of my family and the 
need to support them.”

But when his wife, Deanna, came home from a 
local cam p meeting and said, “Al, we are going to Bi­
ble college,” he resigned from his job the following 
week and was on this campus in the Rio Grande Val­
ley near Albuquerque, N.Mex., the next week.

He’s still there, working toward his associate of 
arts degree in biblical studies. “But, 1 only need eight 
more credits to graduate,” he says.

He isn’t alone in his need to extend the three-year 
biblical studies curriculum  into four or five years. A 
m em ber o f the Tohono O ’odham  (Desert People) 
tribe, Al is one o f NIBC’s older m arried students. 
Couples (20 o f them  this year) m ake up m ore than 
half the student body, and both spouses are encour­
aged to take classes. O ne person 
m ust be a full-time student w ork­
ing toward one o f the six degrees 
o r certifica tes cu rren tly  offered 
and taking at least 12 class hours 
per quarter.

According to  Al, this schedule 
“was hard at first, because I was 
so m any years out o f school.”

T he L ord  has he lped  him  to 
keep his family o f six children and 
a niece together in one o f several 
trailer hom es on campus. He cur­
rently works as an NIBC m ainte­
nance m an.

Ninety-six percent of 
NIBC students grad­
uate. At the nearby 
state university, 96  
percent of native 
American students  
drop out.

Visitors to  NIBC soon becom e aw are th a t this 
family cam pus in the desert, with its 26 one-story 
sand-colored buildings (including trailers), is hom e 
to num erous children and teens— som etim es about 
100 o f them . And that keeps NIBC’s 17 acres lively, 
som etim es even noisy, but hom elike.

Two of those children and a teenager belong to 
Barbara C hatto  (Navajo), a single m other who m ust 
work to  support her family, as well as to  pay her 

cam pus rent and college fees. It’s 
not easy, bu t she says, “G od really 
takes care o f us.”

To help families with food and 
clothing, each NIBC household is 
allowed 10 noon m eals a m onth  
in the dining hall, and the school 
operates a used clothing store. In 
addition, preschoolers can attend 
a lo w -c o s t d a y -c a re  p ro g ra m , 
where an early childhood educa­
tion  specialist cares for 25 to 30 
children, using student helpers.

School fees are kept low, but a 
student taking 12 class hours may

Deep Spiritual Roots
Music has always been important to Barbara Chatto 

and she’s never given up on the dream to become 
a gospel singer—a dream she’s had since she came back to 
the Lord in 1982. It was one thing that inspired her to 
come to NIBC.

“I took voice training back in New York,” she said. 
“And, although I was disappointed not to have more mu­
sic here, I have gotten the Bible training I needed.

“Everyone has been so supportive through the Bible 
training and my Christian education internship. Because 
of this and the fact that I’ve always gotten along well with 
children, I started Bible quizzing here on campus last year.

“We worked together during the whole school year. And 
at the end of the year, we came in third in the zone com­
petition. I was so proud of the children, because they were 
competing only against Anglo churches. And, as far as I 
know, no other Indian churches have quizzing.”

Barb now teaches a junior class at the First Indian 
Church of the Nazarene in Albuquerque, N.Mex. She said, 
“It will be a children’s Bible study, in which each one will 
keep a journal as we go through the Bible. We’re also do­
ing the missionary lessons and reading the books.”

Barb confesses to “getting a little anxious now because I 
see that Indian students need more Indian teachers. I 
pray, ‘Lord, if I could stay here and teach, what would I 
do?’ But I still feel a pull toward being a professional 
singer when I hear a good concert.

“Before I came back to the Lord, my life was full of 
struggles and life pressures. But after releasing all of my 
problems and struggles to Him, I experienced a peace I 
hadn’t known before. God healed me from lots of prob­
lems, and He’s still healing me.

“The main thing now is, I want to be sure, no matter 
what God has for me to do, that my roots are deep and 
I’m really grounded,” she said. “I want to keep growing in 
Him.”

pay as m uch as $700 to $800 for each o f the three 
quarters tha t school is in session. H ousing rental is 
set up on a sliding scale, depending on the num ber 
o f class hours the student takes.

For Barb, studying was easier than  for Al. "In New 
York, before I cam e here, I was alm ost a ‘profes­
sional student,’ often in college, b u t never g radu­
ating. I’m proud o f the d ip lom a in advanced  lay 
leadership I received in 1991,” she said. She’s w ork­
ing now toward the three-year associate o f arts in 
Christian education degree.

However, she did find one thing difficult to  accept 
at first. “It’s true tha t som e students are high school 
dropouts and working for G ED  diplom as, and  some 
need rem edial study. But som e have had college and 
need to be challenged.

"B ut the faculty is try ing to  help us all do our 
best,” she said. “ I took one class where hom ew ork 
was assigned every day and it had to  be done to 
pass. I sweated to  com e out with a C, bu t I still re­
m em ber what was taught. It’s the hard teachers that 
m ake you learn.”

Barb spoke o f a teacher, David H offm an, as being 
“the best teacher I ever had. He was a hard teacher 
and gave a lot o f work. But he gave a lot o f inform a­
tion too, and was so helpful and patien t— an ideal 
Christian m an.”

“Because o f NIBC, I feel like I understand  the Bi­
ble better and I’m not so scared to  talk  to  som eone 
about it now— or to  witness either. I'm  even com ­
fortable in front o f groups,” R am ona said.

M exican s tuden t E n rique  M endoza also spoke 
about NIBC teachers. He said, “If they see tha t one 
m ethod doesn’t work, they try another, and  another, 
and another. Here, if  a student doesn’t m ake it in 
the end, the teacher feels bad— as though he d id n ’t 
do his part. I love NIBC for this.”
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Enrique, who is m arried with children, graduated 
in 1991 with the associate degree in biblical studies. 
Now he is working toward the new four-year degree 
in biblical studies.

N1BC has also  add ed  a four-year b a c h e lo r o f  
Christian education degree, and a num ber o f recent 
graduates have returned  to  take advantage o f these 
two new p ro g ra m s. T h e y  w ere  m a d e  p o ss ib le  
through NIBC’s affiliation as an accredited ethnic 
extension o f N azarene Bible College in C olorado 
Springs. The one-year d ip lom a in lay m inistries is 
attractive to m any spouses o f students.

Enrique’s wife, Enedelia, was draw n to one o f the 
vocational program s— office occupations. A lthough 
she worked as a secretary for several years in Mex­
ico, she w ants to  im prove her typing, office p ro ­
cedure, and English skills.

A dm in is tra to r a n d  D ean  o f  the  College, Tom 
McKinney calls the addition  o f the com puter and 
data/word processing p o rtion  o f  th is program  “a 
miracle.”

“God gave us 10 IBM M em oryw riters plus 14 
computers and 6 printers!

“T hat’s not all, though, G od gave us a professor, 
with a Ph.D. from H arvard to teach the classes. Dr. 
Larry Scott works in a laboratory in A lbuquerque 
and teaches at N1BC part-tim e. He’s the one who 
got scrap-piled com puters from labs and redesigned 
them especially for us.”

M cKinney said, “T his fills a real need because 
some of the best jobs anywhere, even on the reserva­
tions, use com puter and secretarial skills.”

Students interested in this program  have the op­
tion of com bining it with a lay leadership diplom a, 
because at N IBC all studen ts  are expected to be­
come involved in som e type o f ministry.

According to M cKinney, “The forem ost fact o f life 
in Indian m inistries is th a t m inisters, bo th  clergy 
and lay m inisters, m ust no t only support themselves 
but also know how to m ake needed repairs to  their 
own homes, parsonages, or churches.”

So students are offered train ing in woodworking 
as well as electrical and  plum bing repair.

A n o th e r v o c a tio n a l o p p o r tu n i ty  is a v a ilab le  
through classes in the ceram ic workshop. Students 
made the first kiln from a 55-gallon drum . It’s still 
in use, though a new, larger one has been donated. 
They are hoping to find som eone with the expertise 
to do needed repairs and  m ake the correct electrical 
hookup for the new one.

Artistic students, such as H enry and Cecilia Yel- 
lowhorse, who are Navajos, create bells, mugs, and 
pots in the old kiln.

The ceram ic items, along with silver jewelry m ade 
by Ind ian  silversm ith s  such  as Pete and  R egina 
Riggs (Navajo), are eagerly snapped up by visiting 
Work and W itness team  m em bers and others.

A Minister Preaches 
with His Life

Enrique Mendoza grew up in a Catholic home in 
Mexico. But as a young teen, he played basketball 

with boys at the Church of the Nazarene a half-block 
away.

“At church, I found myself asking, ‘What am I doing 
here?’ So, on Sunday, I’d go to mass at 8 a .m . and then 
to the Nazarene Sunday School at 10:00,” he said.

He was a natural leader at school and said, “This was 
so important to me that I felt a responsibility toward 
the other boys. I’d walk to school when there wasn’t 
money for the bus. But I was also a joker, and it often 
got me and others into trouble.

“I didn’t really understand my spiritual need, but 
what was important was the people at the Nazarene 
church really wanted me there and were nice to me. . . .  
I was saved, but was still confused and kept going back 
to the altar again and again because my actions at 
school didn’t change much.

“I knew it wasn’t right to act the way I did at school,” 
he said. “I remember times when I was praying at the 
altar and I wanted to go to heaven right then, because I 
knew I’d only act the same way tomorrow.”

After finishing secondary school at age 15, Enrique 
sneaked into San Diego because there was no money to 
send him to preparatory school.

“I couldn’t speak English, so there was no job for me 
and I had to stay in the home of my friend’s aunt. All I 
had for company was a Bible and a guitar,” he said. 
“The lady was very religious, and the whole household 
fasted until 3 r m . every day. Almost daily, someone 
would come and take me to a mountain or some quiet 
place to meditate and pray. Those three months actu­
ally strengthened me—it was a growing experience.”

But Enrique’s illegal status bothered him, so he re­
turned to Mexico, where he was able to join a Christian 
musical group. “We played in all kinds of churches, and 
that meant I heard all kinds of preachers. I loved it, but 
I began to see that the preachers who helped me the 
most were the ones who seemed to be more prepared,” 
he said.

“I saw that a pastor should learn as much as he can 
in order to meet the needs of a congregation full of peo­
ple with many levels of education. He needs to study 
whether he wants to or not because he is a leader,” he 
said. “I know Jesus really meets the needs and the pas­
tor is a helper, but the pastor represents God, and the 
people must see God in us.

“Now that I’ve studied here at NIBC, I know that 
preaching is only one little part of a sermon. A pastor 
really preaches with his life. . . .  You are really the mes­
sage, not just a messenger.

“And I see that at NIBC. I learn not only in the class­
room but also from the lives of the staff and adminis­
tration. They are messages, not just messengers.”

From Sem inario Teologico Nazareno Sudamericano  
in Q uito, Ecuador:

I am 25 years old and am a 
Venezuelan. I was converted 
in 1985. The Lord made a 
marvelous change in my life;
He rescued me from sin, alco­
hol, and drugs. In 1986, in the 
third district assembly in Ven­
ezuela, God called me to the 
ministry. That same year I was 
married, and we were assigned 
to pastor a church that did not 
have a pastor—or members.
We pastored there for four 
years. The Lord blessed us 
with a beautiful new group of 
believers, confirming our call.

At the close of 1990 my district superintendent . . .  re­
turned from Quito, Ecuador, where he .. . spoke to the 
seminary president about the possibility that I attend the 
seminary. . . .  I was in my first year of CENETA (studies 
by extension). I began to make plans to leave Venezuela 
with my wife, Nancy, and our 18-month-old daughter, 
Leidy. The church leaders in Venezuela supported us, and 
although it was very difficult to leave, we felt it was an 
opportunity that the Lord was giving u s ... .

We began classes in February 1991, and with that came 
an avalanche of new light and new challenges. The time 
that I have spent here has given me a renewal in my min­
istry, a greater vision, and a deeper consecration to the 
Lord.. . .

At present, we are in our next to last class. .. . We are a

little tired, but grateful to God. The sacrifice of leaving 
our family, church, and country has been wonderfully re­
warded in our time here.

I cannot express how thankful I am for the generous 
scholarship that 1 received from the Board of General Su­
perintendents and the International Board of Education.

The Nazarene 
church in Samoa is small. Now I see that I belong to an 
international church that is a real church with a signifi­
cant message that is needed in Samoa.

In fulfilling this responsibility to our institutions world­
wide, several outstanding accomplishments and events 
in our worldwide educational enterprise are worthy of 
your notice.

■ Two campuses dedicated: Seminario Teologico 
Nazareno Sudamericano in Quito, Ecuador, with 
General Superintendent Eugene L. Stowe as speak­
er; and the campus of the Proposed Africa Naza­
rene University in Nairobi, Kenya, with General 
Superintendent Jerald D. Johnson speaking.

■ New presidents or rectors installed: Kenya Naza­
rene Bible College, where Dr. Al Jones has suc­
ceeded Dr. Mark Moore who retired.
Korea Nazarene Theological College, where Rev. 
Lee, Ho-Jung replaced Dr. William Patch, who re­
mains as adviser to the president.
Dr. John Bowling has been inaugurated as presi­
dent of Olivet Nazarene University, replacing Dr. 
Leslie Parrott who retired.
Dr. Hal Cauthron now serves as rector of Nazarene 
Theological College, Muldersdrift, South Africa, 
replacing Dr. Bruce Taylor who retired.
Rev. Robert Collins now serves as director of Semi­
nario e Instituto Biblico da Igreja do Nazareno in 
Brazil, succeeding Dr. J. Elton Wood who retired. 
Rev. Lin, Ching-Tung now serves as president of 
Taiwan Nazarene Theological College, replacing 
Rev. Robert McMurdock.
Dr. Millard Reed now serves as president of Tre- 
vecca Nazarene College, replacing retired Dr. 
Homer Adams.
Mr. Lodrick Gama is serving as principal of Swazi­
land Nazarene Bible College, replacing Rev. Peter 
K. Walker.
Mr. Elliot Shongwe was recently elected to serve as 
director of Nazarene Teacher Training College in 
Swaziland, replacing Dr. Anderson Nxumalo who 
is now a professor at the University of Swaziland. 
Dr. Terrell (Jack) Sanders from Nazarene Theologi­
cal Seminary in Kansas City, Mo., U.S.A., has an­
nounced his retirement effective June 1992, and 
the process of searching for a new president is cur­
rently underway.

■ Nazarene Theological College—Manchester (for­
merly British Isles Nazarene College) has received 
approval from the Council for National Academic 
Awards in London to offer a master of arts degree 
on “Aspects of Christian Holiness.” This will be the 
only postgraduate degree in Britain that has as its 
focus an in-depth examination of Christian spiritu­
ality with particular attention to the Wesleyan tra­
dition. In cooperation with the council, it will be 
possible in the future for students at NTC-M to 
pursue a doctoral degree.

■ Kenya Nazarene Bible College in Nairobi gradu­
ated its first class of six students. Application pro­
cedures are underway with the government to es­
tablish Africa Nazarene University.

■ Korea Nazarene Theological College announced in 
October that bachelor of arts degree certification 
has been received from the Ministry of Education.

■ Upon General Board approval, Nazarene Bible 
College, Colorado Springs, Colo., U.S.A., has added 
a fourth year of studies leading to a bachelor of 
biblical studies degree. The new program has been 
approved by the American Association of Bible 
Colleges.

■ Significant new buildings have been erected on the 
campuses of Eastern Nazarene College, M ount 
Vernon Nazarene College, Olivet Nazarene Univer­
sity, Point Loma Nazarene College, and Visayan 
Nazarene Bible College.

■ Northwest Nazarene College has been included in 
the U.S. News and World Report listing of “Amer­
ica’s Best Colleges” for the second year.

We marvel at the leadership of the Lord in our edu­
cation endeavors, rejoicing in the dedication and abil­
ity of our teachers, admiring the manner in which our 
educational and church leaders work to provide educa­
tional experiences for all who come to the Lord and 
feel His call to service.

Regardless of location, curriculum, or level of aca­
demic work offered, our schools, colleges, seminaries, 
and universities are part of a great “system” of higher 
education that exists for one purpose—to “go and 
make disciples of all nations.”

Resurrection Power

I n Philippians 3:10, 
the apostle Paul ex­
presses his life’s pas­
sion: “ th a t I may 

know  [C h ris t]  a n d  the  
power pf[the] resurrection."

Our age is fascinated by 
only two kinds of power: 
mechanical power and man 
power.

It is “God-power” that 
we so mightily need—the 
kind of healing, redem p­
tive, compassionate energy 
that flows from the heart of 
the risen Christ through the 
hearts of His com m itted 
disciples.

T he  r e s u r r e c t io n  o f  
Christ is the manifestation 
of God-power. Jesus was 
“declared to be the Son of 
God with power . . .  by the 
resurrection from the dead” 
(Romans 1:4). It was God’s 
mighty power that broke 
the bands of death  and 
gave the Savior His glori­
fied body.

The apostle speaks of 
t h i s  p o w e r  as  G o d ’s 
“mighty power, which he 
wrought in Christ when he 
raised him from the dead,” 
and it is “to usward who 
believe” that the “exceed­
ing greatness” of this power 
comes (Ephesians 1:18-20).

For Paul, the resurrection 
was not merely a past event 
in history—something that 
happened to Jesus. Rather, 
to Paul, resurrection was a 
living power that operates 
on and in the life of the in­

dividual Christian. God’s 
resurrection power is avail­
able to all believers.

But beyond the conflicts 
and victories of our histori­
cal existence, the resurrec­
tion of Christ is the guaran­
tee o f the  life to  come. 
Christ defeated the devil, 
who had th e  pow er o f 
death, and delivered those 
who through its fear were 
all their lives subject to 
bondage (Hebrews 2:14- 
15).

Even more breathtaking 
is the truth that the resur­
rection  o f C hrist is the 
guarantee that in life and in 
death and beyond death the 
presence of the risen Lord 
is always with us. This is 
the fundamental truth of 
the “power of [Christ’s] res­
urrection.”

I am writing this article 
on New Year’s day. Many 
people are m aking New 
Year’s resolutions in an an­
nual attempt to be different 
or better than they are. We 
must move beyond mere 
man power. The power of 
Christ’s resurrection is the 
power of new life.

This is what Paul found. 
What his heart could not 
find in striving for self- 
righteousness, he discov­
ered in the grace of God. 
All that had seemed gain to 
h im  b e f o r e ,  h e  n o w  
counted but loss. The goal 
and center of his whole life 
were changed.

Resurrection is a chal­
lenge of the “is” on behalf 
of the “ ought,” and the 
power to make us what we 
“ought to be.” It is God’s 
movement in us toward the 
ideal of Christlikeness.

The risen 
Christ sends 
the Holy Spirit 
in sanctifying 
lordship 
to the
consecrated 
believer's 
heart.

M ichelangelo  d ra m a ­
tized this tru th  when he 
leaned against a great slab 
of marble and remarked, 
“There is a magnificent an­
gel imprisoned in this stone 
waiting to be released.”

Furthermore, the power 
of Christ’s resurrection is 
power for abundant life, for 
a full salvation. “Wherefore 
he is able also to save them 
to the uttermost that come 
unto God by him, seeing he 
ever liveth to make inter­

cession for them" (Hebrews 
7:25). It is Christ, risen, ex­
alted at the right hand of 
God, who sends the Holy 
Spirit in sanctifying lord­
ship to the consecrated be­
liever's heart.

Mechanical power and 
man power leave us hope­
lessly interred in our self­
created tombs, bound over 
for “ death, hell, and the 
grave.” But God-power, res­
u rrec tion  power, m akes 
possible the resurrection of 
men and women who are 
dead in the grave of “tres­
passes and sin.”

A Preacher’s Kid Gone Wrong

No, it is not a new story—one 
more preacher’s kid gone 
wrong. Usually we think 

that preachers’ children have the 
best o p p o rtu n itie s  to  grow up 
straight and true. And, we expect 
more of them.

We feel a unique twinge of pain 
when still another PK renounces 
his or her upbringing and strikes 
out like the prodigal son to wade in 
a pigsty.

1 don’t know m uch about the 
preacher whose son is the subject of 
this piece. As far as I know, he faith­
fully studied and taught the Scrip­
tures, was committed to prayer and 
to serving the community of faith. 
He was, as far as anyone knows, a 
devoted family man.

He ministered in times of social 
unrest and oppressive injustice. 
Doubtless, he preached about free­
dom and justice.

And it was, apparently, matters of 
oppression and injustice that led to 
his so n ’s dow nfall. The fa ther 
seemed too willing to wait for the 
“mills of the gods to grind slowly 
away” toward justice. The young 
man did not have the patience to 
wait for prayer to work.

No one seems to know how he 
first got involved with the subver­
sive political groups that sought to 
bring down an abusive establish­
ment. But once started, he soon 
rose to some position of leadership 
among the revolutionary guerrillas. 
Clandestine meetings, subversive 
propaganda, revolutionary speech­
es, and sabotage soon dominated 
his life. Inevitably, these led to ter­
rorist activities, including sedition 
and murder.

His story ends like so many oth­
ers. He got caught, captured, jailed, 
and sentenced to death. It sounds 
like a story off the front page of to­
morrow’s newspaper—anywhere in 
our world.

But the preacher’s kid of whom I 
write lived a long time ago. He was 
a contemporary of Jesus. He shared 
something special with Jesus—they 
shared the same first name. They 
also shared a mission. Both young 
men named Jesus wanted to deliver 
Israel from her oppressors—one 
through rebellion and slaughter, the 
other through redeeming love.

The two men made headlines on 
the same day. You remember the 
story. It was part of Rome’s foreign 
policy to release a political prisoner 
during the Jewish high holy days. A 
paternalistic gesture, well-known to 
colonial types.

Pilate wanted to make the most 
of this goodwill gesture. He would 
not only release a Jewish prisoner, 
but he would let them 
choose who they wanted 
set free. The first "Jesus” 
was well known to the 
people. Matthew called 
him “notorious” (27:16,
NKJV). Mark and Luke 
point out his role among 
th e  re b e ls  w ho  h ad  
“committed murder in 
the insurrection” against 
R o m e  ( M a r k  1 5 :7 ,
NKJV).

This preacher’s kid, 
apparently, was a popular hero for 
the “resistance.”

But let M atthew  pick up the 
story. When the crowd “had gath­
ered . . . , P ila te  said to them , 
‘Whom do you want me to release 
to you? Barabbas, or Jesus who is 
called the Christ?” ’ (27:17, NKJV).

The great proposition, as you 
read it in most translations, has just 
one omission. Those early scribes 
who have handed our scriptures 
down to us did not want anyone to 
share that name that is above all 
names with our Lord. So they sim­
ply referred to Barabbas by his last 
name only. However, in the best 
early manuscripts—Sinaiticus, Vat-

icanus, Alexandrinus, Bezae, and 
others—Pilate’s question reads:

“Whom do you want me to re­
lease for you? Jesus Barabbas or 
Jesus who is called Christ?”

R epresenting us all, the mob 
made the wrong decision, the same 
one we have been making all these 
centuries. They raucously cheered 
for the release of the Jesus who 
wanted to deliver them through 
war. The Jesus who wanted to save 
them by redeeming grace and un­
conditional love was (and is) too 
much of a threat. We don’t know 
how to cope with Him—but vio­
lence and war we know.

The choice between Jesus, the 
Son o f God, and Jesus Barabbas,

the preacher’s kid gone wrong, still 
faces us this Easter season. We have 
a choice to make.

But how do you know that Jesus 
Barabbas was a preacher’s kid? By 
his nam e, o f course. Barabbas 
means "the rabbi’s son.”

We do not know whatever be­
came of Barabbas, the preacher’s 
kid gone wrong. Do you suppose he 
knew that he could kneel at the 
Cross and find forgiveness and sal­
vation and restoration? Do you 
suppose that all the PKs (and lay­
men’s kids too) who have lost their 
way know that they, too, can kneel 
at the Cross and find forgiveness, 
salvation, and restoration? ^

I have friends who have chosen not to  m arry  be­
cause they, like Paul, w an t to  focus m ore  single- 
m inded ly  on  fu ll-tim e m inistry .

leading to m arriage takes tim e to  grow. Lord, please 
tell Your church  to  give singles tha t tim e. R ather 
than pressure, we need prayer. R a ther than  judg ­
ment, we need acceptance for who we are and en ­
couragement to m ake the right choice— Your choice 
—for a godly mate.

Lord, w idow s an d  w idow ers com prise  a n o th e r 
large group o f singles for w hom  You require special 
care by Your church (Jam es 1:27). Those experienc­
ing recent loss need our quiet presence and sensitiv­
ity to their pain. M ay the church be m obilized to re­
spond with counseling and  support groups. O ften 
the best care-givers are o ther widows and widowers 
who can em pathize with the grieving process and 
can offer suggestions born from their own experi­
ence.

Divorced and separated singles are also adjusting 
to loss, having been separated from once loving rela­
tionships. Lord, even though Your Word states You 
hate divorce (M alachi 2:16), I recall your com pas­
sionate m inistry  w ith the divorced w om an at the 
well. You offered her resto ra tion  and  forgiveness. 
Likewise, the church should be an agent o f recovery.

Som e form erly  m arrieds are facing the  trau m a 
alone. O thers are raising children and teenagers in 
single-parent homes. All are in need o f and search­
ing for support.

“There’s more to life than news, weather, and 
sports.” That’s what form er television 
newscaster, Janine Tartaglia, found out while 
covering the Iranian hostage crisis o f  1979-81. 
Her coverage o f  Rev. Earl Lee, whose son was 
a hostage in Iran, led her to a personal 
relationship with Jesus Christ. The Lee fa m ily ’s 
faith  made an incredible impact on Janine’s 
life. That ultim ately prom pted her to put down 
her reporting notebook, pick up a Bible, and 
share the Good News in churches, colleges, and 
conferences throughout the U.S.
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If a divorced person is a C hristian , he m ay be 
seeking forgiveness from  You, Jesus, o r possibly 
from  him self, friends, o r from  a fo rm er spouse. 
M any singles tried to  keep their m arriages together, 
bu t w ithout cooperation from their m ate, it d idn ’t 
work out. Therefore, they feel guilty and need Chris­
tian  guidance for healing. They m ay also need prac­
tical assistance with finances, child care, job  place­
m ent, housing, and future relationships.

Lord, I pray every person who is single by choice 
or by c ircu m stan ce  cou ld  be em braced  by Your 
church. I wish pastors would affirm  us by speaking to 
and o f us from the pulpit. So often serm ons are aim ed 
at the nuclear two-adult, 2.5-child family, and  are 
not inclusive o f the experiences singles are facing.

Testimonies from Spirit-filled singles in worship 
services can help us all overcom e the negative ste­
reotypes o f singleness. The presence o f singles on a 
pastoral staff, church board, and in num erous m inis­
tries tells us ou r gifts are needed. Frequent oppor­
tunities to  interact with couples also tell us we are 
welcome.

Lord, I will never forget the church  C hristm as 
party when I was seated at a table full o f children, 
apart from all the couples. Though I loved the chil­
dren, I missed conversing with friends m y own age. I 
felt so isolated and wished I would have been al­
lowed to bring a m ale or female guest to the social, 
ju st so I could share the experience with som eone 
close to  me.

Singles are also assim ilated in to  the church family 
through simple courtesies such as couples inviting a 
few singles hom e for dinner, providing m eals and 
baby-sitting for stressed-out single parents, and offer­
ing single senior adults rides to  night functions.

And, Lord, rem ind us singles to  affirm  each other. 
Som etim es we get so involved w ith o u r personal 
needs and inner circle o f friends that we fail to  reach 
out to newcomers. It is no t easy to  step in to  a singles 
Sunday School class for the first tim e, especially for 
those who used to  attend  church with their spouses. 
M ay we welcome all singles with a smile and en­
couragem ent to  return. An invitation to lunch after 
church says volumes.

Rem em ber, Lord, how devastated I once felt walk­
ing out o f worship am ong hundreds o f bustling peo­
ple w ithout a friend or place to go. I was so relieved 
when a carload o f singles stopped m e and invited 
m e to  jo in  them . From that day on, I began to  feel 
as if I really belonged. The church wanted me. My 
presence was valued.

LORD, MAY YOUR C H U R C H  C O N N EC T 
SIN G LES IN  M E A N IN G FU L  F R IE N D S H IP S
Jesus, the m ore I know You, the m ore vulnerable 

and willing I become to share m y life with others. As 
a single, I can be tem pted to com bat loneliness with 
busyness and to m ask feelings o f inferiority w ith an 
accum ulation o f possessions and distant acquain t­

ances. Your Word, however, dow nplays aloofness 
and  stresses the im portance o f m eaningful relation­
ships. David and Jonathan , N aom i and  her daugh­
ters-in-law, and Your friendship w ith John  show me 
that I do not have to  be m arried to  experience in ­
timacy. In order to  grow as a Christian, I need to  be 
involved in healthy  friendships in w hich there  is 
honesty, trust, and accountability. The church can 
help  cu ltiv a te  these  re la tio n sh ip s  th ro u g h  sm all 
groups, singles retreats, and one-to-one prayer part­
nerships. There is a place for fun activities, bu t the 
church m ust also provide an atm osphere for singles 
to  really get to  know  and care for each other. We 
need a com fortable, safe setting to  unload  ou r hearts 
and be real. We need to  laugh and cry, to  pray and 
pass on w hat we’ve learned to  build each o ther up.

About 65 million Americans 
are single, They have unique 
needs and untapped potential,

LO RD , MAY YOUR C H U R C H  MOTIVATE 
SIN G LES T O  GROW

R ather than  sim ply viewing singles as people who 
“need ou r help,” the church needs to  understand  
how m uch it has to  benefit and receive from singles. 
T here  is a vast harvest o f  love a n d  ta le n t to  be 
reaped. W ith Your help, Jesus, singles can teach the 
larger cong reg a tio n  a b o u t h a n d lin g  pa in , liv ing  
alone, and  leaning heavily on You. We can also teach 
tha t singleness is no t a disease for which the only 
know n cure is marriage. It is a season full o f  chal­
lenges and opportunities to  grow in a variety o f  ways.

The church helps singles grow spiritually through 
dynam ic Bible study. Jesus, we need sound teaching 
that em phasizes Your ability to  deliver us from  guilt, 
discouragem ent, and  bitterness. We need to  be re­
m inded abou t Your standards for m orality  and  holy 
living. Ultimately, we need to  die ou t to  self-pity and 
the drive to  prove ou r w orth and  be filled with the 
Holy Spirit.

T h a n k  You, Lord, for the  han d fu l o f  sp iritu a l 
w om en You have placed in m y life to  pray with me 
and keep m e close to  the Cross. M ay all singles have 
close com panions with w hom  we can be account­
able. To foster this accountability, m y church paired 
older believers with young singles in a prayer part­
nership for six m onths. The senior adults com m itted  
to  pray each day and  frequently  m eet w ith th e ir 
“adopted singles.” At the end o f the prayer project, 
both age-groups had developed genuine friendships 
and a new appreciation for each others’ needs.

The church can also p ro m o te  growth am ong sin­
gles by sponsoring singles conferences and  w ork­
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shops on grief, divorce recovery, and inner healing. 
These short-term  teaching and training experiences 
can be life-changing. T heir benefits will wane, how­
ever, w ithout ongoing follow-up. Singles need con­
tinued opportunities to  discuss biblical principles re­
garding self-esteem , finances, friendsh ip , dating , 
marriage, and sexuality.

Beyond ad d ressin g  p e rso n a l con cern s , singles 
grow when we live out ou r faith in fruitful service. 
It’s exciting to  see singles teaching Sunday School, 
visiting shut-ins, singing in  the choir, serving the 
homeless, and  participating  in W ork and  W itness 
teams around the world.

Lord, I know You care m ore about my com m it­
ment to You than  m y m arital status. Regardless of 
whether or no t I marry, I am  m otivated  by Your 
Word and  em pow ered  by Y our S p irit to  live an 
abundant life.

May Your church help m e and all singles to  ac­
cept this season with peace and dignity. Jesus, give 
the church  Y our eyes to  focus on  o u r p o ten tia l 
rather than our problem s.

NAZARENE PASTOR LEADS FIGHT 
AGAINST PLANNED PARENTHOOD CLINIC
Many people would tell you that you 
c an ' t  fight city hall. At least one St. 
Louis area developer has decided that 
fighting city hall is much easier than 
fighting the church.

James Green ran into problems when 
he decided to move a Planned Parent­
hood clinic out o f  the shopping center 
he had  j u s t  p u r c h a s e d  in F a i rv ie w  
H eigh ts .  111., east o f  St. Louis ,  Mo. 
Since other businesses were refusing to 
locate in his shopping  center,  Green 
offered to build Planned Parenthood a 
new clinic if they would agree to move.

The site chosen for the new clinic 
was across the street from P arkview  
Church of the Nazarene. The property 
is also near a city park, a residential 
area, another church, and church-relat­
ed offices.

Immediately. Russell Brewer, pastor 
of the Parkview Church, notified other 
pastors about the proposed action. The 
pastors decided to oppose the move and 
encouraged their parishioners to attend 
a city council meeting at which the per­
mits were to be approved.

"To our amazement, over 150 people 
a t ten d e d  the c i ty  counc i l  m e e t in g ,” 
Brewer said. “Many of those spoke up 
in opposition to the new clinic.”

Russell Brewer (r., a t pu lp it) addresses the 
press conference called to protest a pro­
posed Planned Parenthood clin ic across 
the street from the Parkview Church. Sev­
eral ministers from area churches joined 
the protest.

However, the council took no action 
on the matter.

Ten days later Brewer and a group of 
area pastors called a press conference to 
public ly  oppose  the p roposed  move. 
More than 300 people from 15 denomi­
nations attended the meeting, including 
26 c le rgy ,  n ew sp a p e r  repo r te rs ,  and 
reporters from all of the St. Louis area 
television stations.

Tom m y Cupples, missions director 
for the Metro East Baptist Association. 
Ja m es  L ong  o f  St. A lber t  the G rea t  
Catholic Church, and Brewer spoke at 
the press conference, which was held at 
the Parkview Church.

“ D o n ’t th in k  the  b a t t le  is o v e r , ” 
B re w e r  to ld  the c ro w d .  “ L e t ' s  get 
involved. Let’s call on friends and get 
them involved. Let’s call our city coun­
cil m em bers .  And l e t ’s con t inue  to 
pray.”

Offic ials  with Planned Paren thood  
denied  that they intended to perform  
abortions at the new clinic. However, if 
the city council approved the move to 
the new site, zoning ordinances would 
a l low  surgical p rocedures ,  inc luding 
abortions.

“If Roe vs. Wade is overturned, Mis­
souri could very well make all abortions 
i l l e g a l ,” B re w e r  sa id . “ W h e re  e lse  
would they go except to their clinic here 
in Fairview Heights.”

In the days that followed, the pastors 
m et with rep rese n ta t iv es  o f  P lanned  
P a r e n th o o d ,  bu t  no  a g r e e m e n t  was 
reached. The developer also expressed

determination to continue his fight to 
build the clinic.

“We intend to pursue this,” G reen’s 
a t to rn ey  M ark  G o ld b e rg  sa id  at the 
time. “We don 't  think they [city coun­
cil members] have any reason to deny 
the building permit.  W e are going to 
see it through to the end.”

F our  m onths  af te r  the con trove rsy  
began, Green withdrew his proposal to 
build the clinic at the new site near the 
church. A ccording to Brewer, Green 
told Fairv iew  Heights M ayor George 
Lanxon, “ I can fight city hall and win. 
but I cannot fight the clergy and churches 
and win.”

“ I am ec s ta t ic ,"  B rew er  said afte r  
le a r n in g  th e  p r o p o s e d  m o v e  w as 
scrapped. "However, we will continue 
to attend city planning meetings to see 
where the developer might be going.”

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NWMS CELEBRATES RECORD YEAR 
WHILE LOOKING TO THE FUTURE

The denomination must 
o f fe r  m ore innova tive  
options to local church­
es to help them fulfill 
the o b je c t iv e s  o f  the 
N W M S , a c c o r d in g  to 
Nina G. Gunter, general 

NWMS director. Gunter presented her 
challenge to the General NWMS Coun­
cil during their recent meeting in Kansas 
City.

"We must become revolutionary in 
our thinking," Gunter said. "We must 
explore a l t e r n a t iv e s  fo r  the la rg e r  
churches, do all we can to help districts 
in world mission regions, anti expand 
the base in how we think as leaders.”

In presenting her sixth report as gen­
eral director, Gunter reported 8,405 local 
NWM societies with a membership of 
590,207, an increase o f  309 societies 
and 9,353 members. More than 6.300 
churches reported an active prayer min­
istry and 66 districts achieved Mission 
Award status.

A record 71 of the 203 districts in the 
world mission regions and 14 of the 85 
U.S. and Canada districts paid General

The New York District will close the 
final year of its Thrust to the City with the 
organization of seven churches, according 
to Dallas Mucci, district superintendent.

The district began its Thrust emphasis 
in 1987 with a goal of 23 churches. At 
this point, it appears that 36 churches 
will have been organized as a result of 
the Thrust by the close of the ’91 assem­
bly year.

The latest church was Patterson, N.J.,

INDIANAPOLIS CONVENTION CENTER TO UNDERGO 
$43 MILLION EXPANSION
When Nazarenes return to Indianapolis 
in 1993 for the 23rd General Assembly 
they will see several changes  in the 
Ind ianapo lis  C onven tion  C en te r  and 
Hoosier Dome (ICCHD). Construction 
has begun on a $43 million expansion 
and renovation  project at the center, 
according to Indianapolis convention 
officials.

The expansion will include a multi­
purpose  room , f lex ib le  m eeting  and 
convention space, a new lobby and reg­
istration area, prefunction space, and 
skywalks.

Construction is expected to be com ­
pleted in June 1993 prior to the General 
Assembly.

Tw o g lass-enc losed  skyw alks will 
connect the convention center with the 
Westin Hotel and the Hyatt Regency.
The pedestrian skywalks will connect 
1,068 hotel rooms and 2.700 parking 
spaces to the convention center for the 
first time.

A new 22,740-square-foot lobby and 
registration area will be added between 
the convention center 's  main entrance 
and the new meeting rooms. The new 
meeting rooms will provide an a d d i­
tional 22,050 square feet o f  space for 
up to 13 m e e tin g  room s.  This  will 
bring the number of  meeting rooms in 
the convention center to 60.

In addition to the meeting space, a 
new m ult ipurpose room will be co n ­
structed, providing about 36,000 square 
feet of event space. This area will be 
surrounded by 18,300 square feet o f  
prefunction space, which can accom ­
modate up to 2,400 people.

In addition to the new space, other 
im p r o v e m e n ts  w ill  be m a d e  to  the 
H o o s ie r  D o m e ,  in c lu d in g  tw o  new  
video screens and improved ventilation 
and handicapped accessibility.

Opened in 1972, the convention cen­
ter added  tw o ex h ib i t  hal ls  and the 
Hoosier Dome in 1984.

Praying Together

This month I have been par­
ticularly bothered by the 
nagging notion that in all 

the writing I have been doing 
about prayer, someone might get 
the idea that prayer alone is more 
valuable than prayer together. Con­
centrating on the development of a 
secret prayer life and disregarding 
God’s people in prayer together is 
historically short-sighted and spiri­
tually dangerous.

It has been argued that such no­
tions of privacy are, in fact, in er­
ror. Eugene H. Peterson, in his 
probing book Earth and Altar, de­
clares: “The single most widespread 
American misunderstanding of 
prayer is that it is private. Strictly 
and biblically speaking, there is no 
private prayer.” He goes on to 
point out there is a difference be­
tween “solitude” and “privacy.” Pri­
vacy involves insulating the self, 
moving away from others who dis­
turb us. Solitude is leaving others 
in order to be able to hear them 
more profoundly, to hear the whis­
pers of God that call us to serve 
humankind.

The Scripture record is replete 
with illustrations of God’s people 
gathered in prayer. In the New Tes­
tament, for example, there is the fa­
miliar assembly on the Day of Pen­
tecost in Acts 2. Later in the 
chapter, we read: “They devoted 
themselves to the apostles’ teaching 
and to the fellowship, to the break­
ing of bread and to prayer” (Acts 
2:42, NIV). The scene repeats itself 
in chapter 12 when Peter miracu­
lously escaped from prison and 
“went to the house of Mary the 
mother of John, also called Mark, 
where many people had gathered 
and were praying” (12:12, NIV). 
What a graphic picture of the 
power of the praying community

while the participants were un­
aware of the electrifying results!

There is another illustration of 
such group power in prayer in 
James 5:14-15: “Is any one of you 
sick? He should call the elders of 
the church to pray over him and 
anoint him with oil in the name of 
the Lord. And the prayer offered in 
faith will make the sick person 
well” (NIV). I pray best when my 
prayer life is balanced between 
prayer in solitude and prayer in 
community.

It is at this very point that Ben 
Campbell Johnson, in his powerful 
little book, To Will God’s Will, pro­
vided a new insight that I want to 
share with you. He suggests that we 
learn how to pray the or­
der of worship. I have 
tried it, and it made a 
profound difference in 
my worship and in my 
understanding of who 
the church is. When soli­
tary prayer is balanced 
with corporate prayer, 
our personal prayers take 
on a new dimension.

The next time you en­
ter into worship, try 
praying the order of wor­
ship. At the invocation or call to 
worship, listen to the words used 
by the minister. Imagine it is Jesus 
Christ himself inviting us to wor­
ship, not just me alone, but all of 
us gathered together, calling us into 
the presence of God. Get a sense of 
the community as a whole. If it is a 
choral call to worship, let the words 
ring in your heart; hang on every 
word as if coming from God him­
self.

As the hymns are announced, be 
focused and ready to sing the 
words as a prayer. Lift them as a 
sacrifice of praise to God. Let your

heart sing out; let the words be 
your words. The music can lead us 
to prayers of praise, confession, and 
thanksgiving.

As the minister leads in prayer, 
picture the body of believers before 
God, bringing to Him their deep 
concerns for persons of family, 
community, and the world. The 
pastor leads, but we pray too! We 
are involved.

The offering brings forth the act 
of submission and giving. It is a 
moment of worship that professes 
our dependency on the sufficiency 
of God and God alone. We refuse 
to let our minds wander here; this 
is the symbolic offering of our­
selves to Him.

L i f t  them as a sacrifice 
of praise. Let your heart 
sing out. Let the words 

be your words.

Now we are ready to hear the 
Living Word through the spoken 
word. Pray as the minister speaks, 
that his words will be made alive 
by the Spirit. Finally, let the bene­
diction send you from the sanc­
tuary to the world, realizing that is 
no small assignment!

When I prayed the order of wor­
ship as a part of the community of 
faith, it made a profound differ­
ence! Would you be willing to try it 
next Sunday?

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GOOD FRIDAY: 
ENDURING THE CROSS

M
enelik II was the em peror o f E thi­

opia from 1889 until 1913. News 
reached him  o f a successful new 
m eans o f d ispatching crim inals. 
T h e  new s w as a b o u t  a d ev ice  

known as an electric chair. The em peror eagerly or­
dered one for his country.

Unfortunately, no one bothered to  warn him  that 
it would never work because E thiopia at that tim e 
had no electricity. M enelik was determ ined that his 
new purchase should not go to  waste. He converted 
the electric chair into a throne.

There was ano ther occasion when an instrum ent 
of death becam e a throne. O n a Palestinian hillside 
about 20 centuries ago, a cross becam e a throne for 
one nam ed Jesus o f Nazareth. To this day, tha t an ­
cient instrum ent o f to rture and death is converted 
into a powerful symbol o f life, hope, and resurrec­
tion. M illions o f  people a ro u n d  
the world see the Cross as G od’s 
way o f indicating His refusal to  let 
death and destruction have the fi­
nal word.

On the last Friday o f  His life,
Je su s  w as faced  w ith  a h e av y  
choice: the decision to  con tinue  
and fulfill His mission or to  abort 
it  a n d  sav e  H is  life . L a te  on  
T hursday  night, Jesus had been 
with His disciples in Jerusalem  for 
a meal in celebration o f the Pass- 
over. He changed  p a rts  o f  th a t  
m eal an d  rem in d ed  the  Twelve 
that they would never participate 
in it again w ithout rem em bering

Him . A fter the meal was com pleted, Jesus took the 
E leven— Judas left a lo n e  to  co m p le te  his grisly 
task— and went to the M ount o f Olives to pray. The 
hours to com e would be the clim ax o f all He had 
been about during His entire life.

The symbol o f w hat Christ did for us w hen we 
could do nothing for ourselves is a cross. It took ev­
eryone by surprise when the C hurch was no more 
than a gleam in G od’s eye. The Cross has becom e 
the m ode through which G od gives h im self and, in a 
sense, defines himself. I th ink  A lister M cG rath is 
right on target when he says in The M ystery o f  the 
Cross, “All hum an conceptions o f what ‘G o d ’ must 
be like are shown up as inadequate and  ridiculous, 
and we are thus hum iliated  through the failure of 
our reason and wisdom, and com pelled to  consider 
G od as he has revealed him self in the crucified and 
dying Christ.” M cG rath calls the Cross “the sole au­

thorised  sym bol o f the C hristian 
faith .” Exactly! W h at we know  
about G od  through C hrist is fil­
te red  th ro u g h  th e  p rism  o f  the 
Cross. It is m ysterious, difficult to 
com prehend, and even em barrass­
ing.

Few peop le  co n sid e r th ink ing  
abou t G od from the perspective of 
suffering, degradation, and  death. 
Yet, on the final Friday o f H is life, 
J e su s  gav e  us a new  a n g le  o f 
v is io n — a new  way o f  th in k in g  
a b o u t G o d . He d id  ch o o se  the 
foo lish  a n d  lowly, as P au l had 
said. He showed us a side o f him ­
self tha t no one had noticed be­

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fore. As M cG rath says, “The cross reveals the funda­
mental uncon tro llab ility  o f G od, who breaks the 
mould o f our thinking.”

Even so, C hristians have always tried to  under­
stand, at least a little, what G od did on the Cross to 
change people. This change is called the A tonem ent. 
The A tonem ent is the effect tha t the life, teaching, 
death, and resurrection o f Jesus has on the life of 
those who will appropriate  the power o f those events 
into their own lives. This results in the forgiveness o f 
sins at a personal level, a sense o f power and victory 
over hostile forces, a sense o f having been redeem ed 
at an enorm ous cost, and the possession o f an exam ­
ple to follow. Jesus, as the C hrist o f  G od, did for 
men and w om en w hat they could not do for them ­
selves; namely, becom e reconciled to God. This, in 
broad strokes, is the m eaning o f the A tonem ent and 
what Good Friday is all about.

G ethsem ane
A part o f the M ount o f Olives was an area known 

as Gethsemane. Jesus took the Eleven in to  this grove 
and sta tioned  eight o f  the  disciples by the  ou ter

edge. His instructions were simply, “Sit here while 1 
pray” (M ark 14:32, NIV). W hatever else the G eth­
sem ane experience m ight have been, it was at least 
Jesus’ absolute victory in following His Father’s will 
to  its com pletion. The integrity that had given Him  
authority  on Tuesday also carried Him  through Fri­
day. He prayed to  m aintain  that integrity and urged 
His disciples to jo in  the vigil.

A rrest and Trials
The action in the Gospels at this point is com ­

pressed like a steel spring in a box. There is abun­
dan t po ten tia l energy stored there. A ctions were 
swift, if not too certain. Decisions were m ade in a 
hurry. People gave their support to dark and dubi­
ous work. Political intrigue was at its height. Some 
reached Faustian bargains for the sake o f power. 
M any were confused. A few were crushed. In the 
end, only one m an stood out with His integrity in­
tact.

T he  a rre s t o f  Jesus  was a c c o m p lish e d  easily  
enough. He was exactly where Judas had told the

eed an Easter activity that the entire 
family will enjoy and be involved in, 
that will increase the m eaning and re­
m em brance o f the Easter story, not 
take too m uch tim e, and can becom e 

a family tradition?
Then try doing a real Easter basket.
Each day for nine days before Easter, the activity 

begins w hen you firs t read sc rip tu re  th a t  c o rre ­
sponds to the events in Jesus’ life that first week and, 
second, w ith an item  hidden  som ew here in your 
house that symbolizes those events. It’s your chil­
d ren’s jo b  to  find these item s and pu t them  in a 
large Easter basket. The basket can then  becom e 
your table centerpiece. Or, if you prefer, you can use 
the item s to build a dioram a or an Easter interest 
center, rather than  an Easter basket.

After the Scripture reading, family m em bers can 
work together to  m ake item s for the Easter basket. 
Some items will have to be purchased ready-made. 
Such item s can be handled, passed around with di­
alogue about their significance.

As a real Easter basket is used through the years, 
encourage your family to com e up with their own 
symbols that rem ind them  o f the Easter story.

Day 1: Saturday Before Palm Sunday 
Scripture: John 12:1-11 
Topic: M ary anointing Jesus’ feet 
Item: perfum e

Day 2 : Palm Sunday
Scripture: Luke 19:28-44; M ark 11:11 
Topic: Jesus’ entry in to  and tears for Jerusalem  
Item s:  palm  b ranch  (plastic  leaf); coat (doll 

clothes); toy donkey; teardrops (cut out o f 
felt or paper)

Scripture: Luke 19:45-48; M atthew  22:1-14
Topic: tu rn ing  over the m oney changers’ tables;

the parable o f the wedding banquet 
Items: coins; an invitation to  a heavenly wed­

ding banquet (write one and have a signa­
ture space for each family m em ber to sign 
and date if  they have accepted or w ant to 
accept Jesus’ invitation); a white robe o f 
righteousness (doll clothes or sew a sim ple 
one)
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Day 4: Tuesday
Scripture: M atthew  24
Topic: Jesus’ teaching on the Second Com ing 
Item s: angel with trum pet; cloud, m oon, sun, 

star (cut ou t shapes in felt— a puffy cloud 
could be sewn and stuffed)

Scripture: M atthew  26:1-16
Topic: a w om an anoin ts Jesus’ head; Judas’ plot
Item s: perfum e; 30 silver coins

Day 6: Thursday
Scripture:  L uke 22:7-13; Jo h n  13:1-17; then

Topic: the foot washing; Last Supper; G arden of 
G ethsem ane; betrayal o f Jesus 

Items: bowl and towel; bread and grape juice; 
angel; kiss (a lipstick kiss on a white piece

27:3-5, 62-66

Topic: th e  C ru c ifix io n ; the  to m b  is sealed. 
(Since Jewish days w ent from  sunset to 
sunset, the Preparation Day for the Sab­
bath was from sunset Thursday to sunset 
Friday. Thus, for the chief priests and Phar­
isees to have gone to Pilate and request a 
guard  a fte r the  P repara tion  Day m ean t 
they  b ro k e  th e ir  ow n s tr ic t  law o f  n o t 
w orking on the Sabbath in their desper­
ation to get a guard stationed at the tom b 
Friday night.)

Item s:  crow n o f  th o rn s  (single th o rn  from  a 
rosebush or m ake a w reath from a rose­
bush  b ran ch  o r ask a g reenhouse  for a 
thorn); nail; cross (two sticks tied together 
in the middle); clothes an d /o r dice; sponge; 
black paper (for the darkness); lam b (to 
symbolize Jesus as the Lam b of God); cur­
tain; tom b and seal (Using an oven-baked 
clay that is available at m any craft stores, 
shape a tom b.

pieces o f clay. Im prin t these pieces with a 
ring. Bake as directed); R om an guards (two 
toy soldiers).

Item s: toy lions and lam b; water; wax; nails;

Day 9: Easter Sunday

the lie Jesus’ body was stolen; Jesus meets 
disciples on the road to  Em m aus, quotes 
Old Testam ent prophecies concerning the

Items: Initially the basket is em pty because He 
has risen! After the Scripture reading, put 
in the basket an angel; m oney; scroll (Cut a 
dowel in two equal lengths. C ut a piece of 
white paper slightly shorter than  the dowel 
and write “ Isaiah 53” on it. G lue the ends 
o f the paper to the dowels and roll up like a 
scroll, tying with a ribbon); bread

To m ake these family tim es m ore meaningful:
1. Light a candle during each reading to  sym bol­

ize Jesus as the Light o f the World.
2. Serve hot cross buns on Friday as a rem inder o f 

the cross. The yeast in the rolls is a sign o f new life. 
W hen Jesus is in our lives, He raises us to  new life.

3. A ttend an Easter sunrise service. ^

Why are regular cost-of-living increases not 
given to recipients of “ Basic” Pension benefits?

T h e  fo l lo w in g  in fo rm a t io n  m ay  g ive  a he lp fu l  
p e rsp e c t iv e  on  this  ques t io n .  T h e  m a jo r i ty  o f  U.S. 
pens ion  p lans  con ta in  no p ro v is io n s  for  per iod ic  
benef i t  inc reases  a f te r  a person  is retired . U sua l ly  
w h a te v e r  benef it  is paid  upon  re t i re m en t  is the  
bene f i t  rece ived  for life. In rare cases ,  so m e  pens ion  
p lans  p rov ide  lo n g - t im e  re t i rees  w ith  inc reases  as 
funds b e c o m e  ava ilab le .

A s has  been  d isc lo sed  m a n y  t im es ,  the  “ B a s ic ” 
P ens ion  P lan  a lw a y s  has been  in an  “ u n f u n d e d ” 
posit ion .  T h is  m e a n s  that,  to  date ,  th e re  n e v e r  have  
been  e n o u g h  asse ts  in rese rve  to equa l  the  “ presen t 
v a lu e ” o f  the  b e n e f i ts  p rom ised .  In fact, w h e n  the 
p lan  beg a n  in 1971. it d id  a v e ry  rare  th ing .  It 
r ec o g n ize d  yea rs  o f  se rv ic e  fo r  c red it  back  to  the  
v e ry  beg in n in g  o f  the  d e n o m in a t io n ,  e v e n  th o u g h  
no  funds had  been  re se rv e d  o r  w ere  on  h a n d  w ith  
w h ich  to  m ee t  th o se  p rom ises .  In add i t ion ,  since 
1971 the re  have  been  o v e r  30  im p ro v e m e n ts ,  7 o f  
w h ich  h av e  inc reased  the  ben e f i t  fo rm u la .  E ach  
raise p ro f i ted  all cu r ren t ,  as well as  fu tu re  rec ip ien ts .  
T h is  has  been  a un ique  fea tu re  o f  the  p lan .  M ost 
p lans  g ive  raises on ly  to  those  w h o  re tire  a f te r  the  
date  o f  the  f o rm u la  cha n g e .

F u r th e rm o re ,  p ro fe ss iona l  ac tua r ie s ,  w h o  a n n u ­
ally  rev iew  the  p lan ,  ind ica ted  last y e a r  tha t 
“ B a s ic ” P ens ion  b e n e f i t s  h av e  kep t up  w ith  the 
cos t  o f  liv ing ( in f la t io n )  s ince  its start  in 1971. In 
o th e r  w ords ,  cu rren t  p u rch a s in g  p o w e r  fo r  those  
rece iv ing  b e n e f i ts  today  is as g rea t  o r  g rea te r  th a n  
it w as  in 1971. T h e  ac tu a r ie s  ind ica ted  th is  is a rare 
a c c o m p li sh m e n t  for  a pen s io n  p la n  tha t  is not fully  
funded .

A  G en e ra l  A sse m b ly  C o m m is s io n  cu rren t ly  is 
s tudy ing  v a r io u s  pen s io n  issues. O n e  issue is 
w h e th e r  o r  not funds  are  av a i la b le  to  inc rease  the 
“ B a s ic ” P ens ion  b en e f i t  f o rm u la  aga in .  T h e  1989 
bene f i t  inc rease  near ly  d o u b le d  the  u n fu n d e d  
liability. U nfo r tuna te ly ,  th is  o c c u r re d  at the  sa m e  
t im e  the  G ene ra l  B oard  a n d  G en e ra l  A sse m b ly  
red u ced  the  fo rm u la  by w h ich  local c h u rc h e s  are 
a s s igned  pen s io n  fund  a l loca t ions .  O f  co u rse ,  th is  
resu lted  in a dec rease  in p ro jec ted  fund ing  sources .  
T hus ,  an y  fu r th e r  ben e f i t  inc reases  will n eed  to be 
r ev ie w ed  v ery  carefully .

authorities to  find Him . The 
tra ito r’s kiss sealed the trans­
a c tio n  an d  m ade  the  silver 
jin g le  in  his pocket. A bove 
all, th e  events o f  the  arrest 
and the “trials” are full o f iro­

nies, illegalities, contradictions, and tragedies. C on­
sider some o f these.

The first tragedy was that Jesus was the victim  of 
a plot by the Pharisees to  incrim inate Him. The plot 
also involved others who would serve as witnesses 
against Him . T heir collusion broke down, however. 
When Jesus was before the Sanhedrin, “ M any testi­
fied falselv against him, but their statem ents did not 
agree” (M ark 14:56, NIV).

A second tragedy on tha t Friday was that Jesus 
was the victim  o f evaded responsibilities. After His 
arrest, Jesus was hauled before six groups or persons 
for His “trials.” The first was Annas. Jesus was next 
taken before Caiaphas the high priest. Caiaphas sent 
Jesus on to  the Sanhedrin . This group sentenced 
Jesus to  death, bu t it had no power to carry out the 
sentence. They sent H im  to the R om an authority  
for that job.

P ila te  was th e  fo u rth  person  to  see Jesus. He 
evaded his responsibility to be a ruler and allowed 
the m ob to choose. Pilate learned that Jesus was a 
Galilean and, therefore, under H erod’s jurisdiction. 
He sent the prisoner to  Herod. It was a convenient 
way to pass a political/religious hot potato w ithout 
getting bu rned— or so he thought.

T he in te rv iew  before H erod  was the  fifth  for 
Jesus. He went back before Pilate for this sixth inter­
view or trial. Pilate, to  his credit, gathered the people 
who m ade the accusations against Jesus and said, “I 
have ex am in ed  h im  in yo u r p resence  and  have 
found no basis for your charges against him. Neither 
has Herod, for he sent him  back to us; as you can 
see, he has done nothing to deserve death. Therefore 
I will p u n ish  him  and  th en  release h im ” (Luke 
23:14-16, NIV).

In all six o f the so-called trials, one fact stands 
out. W hile everyone w anted to be in on the accusa­
tions, no one seem ed very willing to  take full re­
sponsib ility  for execu ting  Jesus. T he S an h ed rin  
hated H im  but could not put H im  to death. Pilate 
could have had H im  killed easily, but he wanted no 
part o f it. Instead, he shuffled H im  off to  Herod for 
the d irty  work. H erod  enjoyed the sport, bu t he 
would not condem n Jesus either, so he m arked Him  
“return  to sender” and  sent H im  back. Even the sec­
ond  tim e, P ila te  w an ted  no tro u b le  w ith  Jesus. 
Evaded responsibilities were part o f that last Friday.

The last day o f Jesus’ life was thus full o f travesties 
of justice, the rule o f a m ob m entality, and the be­

trayal o f a people’s deepest beliefs. U nusual alliances 
were form ed, and form er enem ies cam e together. 
Even nature itself seem disturbed.

Hearing the Word Today
G od decided to give him self to hum anity  in a new 

way in the Incarnation. He fully accepted the risk 
that people would react to His Son in exactly the 
same way people react to everything— some accept, 
some reject, some ignore. Even so, in love G od gave 
him self to  bring us back to himself. The results at 
first seemed like failure because the Crucifixion ap­
peared so perm anent. Jesus died and was genuinely 
dead.

Jesus accepted suffering as the way to bring peo­
ple to God. Had Jesus merely wanted to save His 
life, He could have. But He had some goal in m ind 
larger than  His own life. He accepted the suffering 
on the Cross in order for the transform ation of sin­
ful people to take place. W hen all is said and done, 
we really cannot explain that fact. We can only pro­
claim  it.

creasing num bers o f senior c iti­
zens are  s ign ing  “ liv ing  w ills” 
only  to  be overru led  by fam ily 
m em bers. W hy is there this ob­
session with avoiding death?

The Shadow K eeper is an e f­
fective liar. D eath tears us away 
from those we love. D eath feeds 
us the illusion o f u ltim ate au tho r­
ity. If death is indeed ruler o f this 
world, we should m ake every ef­
fort to  postpone his advent. We 
shou ld  em ploy  every h igh-tech  
resource to prolong life.

B ut th e  a p p a re n t  v ic to ry  o f  
death  is a sham ! T he pow er o f 
death has been broken. The sting 
o f death has been defeated, once 
and for all, by the light o f Easter 
m orning. We dare to confess with 

the apostle Paul: “For to 
me, to live is Christ and 
to die is gain” (Philippi- 
ans 1:21, NIV).

Let us not m isunder­
s ta n d  P au l. H is is no 
death wish. He had lots 
o f unfinished work. He 
coveted  th e  ch an ce  to  
continue his m issionary 
service. Yet, if life cam e 
to an abrup t end, there 
w a s  a b e t t e r  w o r ld  
w a itin g  on  th e  o th e r  
side o f the river.

L ik e  P a u l ,  I d o n 't  
w ant to  die. I w ant to  
grow old with my wife, 
Joyce. I want to see my 
children, Sara and  Ste­
ven, enter college, m ar­
ry, a n d  give m e som e 
grandkids. T ha t p roba­
bly w on’t happen. I’ll be

It w as E a s te r  1987. My 
church in Hesston, Kans., 
was filled to overflowing. 
More than 700 m em bers 
had gathered to celebrate 

two resurrections: tha t o f Jesus, 
and my own.

Seven m o n th s  e a r l ie r  I had  
been diagnosed with chronic my­
elogenous leukemia. The progno­
sis was bleak. My only hope was a 
bone m arrow  transplan t, a p ro ­
cess that would “kill” my faulty 
im m une system. On January 15, 
1987, I received m y tran sp lan t 
with my sister-donor, Beth. It was 
successful, and I began the slow 
process o f recovery.

D uring  m y hosp ita liza tion , I 
had  p ro m ised  m y se lf  a n d  the  
church I w ould preach 
on Easter Sunday. How 
w ould  I re tu rn  to  the  
p u l p i t  a f t e r  a f iv e -  
m onth absence?

I found my answer in 
the ch ild ren ’s tim e. As 
the ch ild ren  cam e for­
w ard , I sn e a k e d  o n to  
the platform , covered by 
a b lanket. Sue G ering, 
the storyteller, to ld  the 
ch ild ren  a b o u t m oths, 
cocoons, and butterflies.
N oticing the large “co­
co o n ” beh ind  her. Sue 
helped the children call 
me out. To the sound of 
c o n g r e g a t i o n a l  a p ­
plause, I was “reborn.”

My hom ecom ing ser­
m on  was tit le d  “ S top  
B e in g  A f r a id .”  W ith  
newfound conviction, I

testified: “ D eath  is strong— but 
G od is stronger! The final victory 
belongs not to death but to God. 
We die not into cold, em pty shad­
ows but into the loving arm s of 
o u r  H eaven ly  Father. C h rist is 
risen ; we no  lo n g er need  fear 
death. We can stop being afraid.”

It is now Easter 1992. The last 
five years have brought setbacks, 
victories, and  a b it o f  w isdom . 
Resurrection faith, I am discover­
ing , sh a p e s  n o t  o n ly  o u r  a p ­
proach to death but also our ap­
proach to life.

1. Resurrection is G od’s fin a l  
word. News reports  tell us th a t 
p eop le  spend  the  g rea tes t p e r­
centage o f their health dollars in 
the  last six m o n th s  o f  life. In ­



doing well to see 50. D eath will 
be a disappointm ent. But it will 
never, n ever  g a in  th e  v ic to ry . 
Thanks be to God! We have the 
victory th rough  o u r Lord Jesus 
Christ.

2. Resurrection will bring rest 
and reunion. C hronic illness has 
prom pted m e to  th ink  seriously 
abou t life a fte r  dea th . H eaven, 
once an afterthought on the pe­
riphery o f my faith, is now a cen­
tral concern.

In my childhood days, heaven 
w as “ u p  t h e r e ”  w ith  g o ld e n  
s tree ts  a n d  B everly  H ills -ty p e  
mansions. There was lots o f sing­
ing but little work to do. Heaven 
would be one long vacation.

T h a t  w as a lo n g  t im e  ago . 
M oon flights and space shuttles 
have taught us tha t “up” is a rela­
tive word. There is no “ up” be­
yond e a rth ’s g rav ita tional field. 
Im ag es  o f  g o ld e n  s tr e e ts  a n d  
stately m ansions no longer com ­
fort me.

W hat does heaven m ean to me 
now ?  S im p ly  p u t ,  h e a v e n  is 
w h ere  G o d  is. W h en  I am  in 
heaven, I will be with God.

T he au tho r o f Hebrews speaks 
o f an “eternal rest” tha t G od has 
prepared for G od’s children. I am  
greatly  a ttrac ted  to  th is  im age. 
The daily struggles o f the last few 
years have often brought fatigue 
a n d  w e a r in e s s . T h e  w o rd s  o f  
Psalm 55:4, 6, 8 (NIV) have tak ­
en on new m eaning for me. “ My 
heart is in anguish w ithin me; the 
terrors o f  death  assail me. . . .  I 
said, ‘Oh, that I had the wings o f 
a dove! I would fly away and be 
at rest. . . .  I would hurry to my 
place o f  shelter, far from  the tem ­
pest and storm .’”

Rest does not m ean inactivity. 
I expect to  be busy in  heaven . 
W ith the busyness, however, there 
will be peace o f  m ind , the  cer­
tain ty  o f G o d ’s love, and the as­
surance o f being safe.

Heaven, for me, will be a place 
o f rest. It will also be a place o f 
relationship. I have been to  m any 
f u n e r a ls  in  w h ic h  p r e a c h e r s  
prom ise the survivors th a t they

will be reunited with those who 
have gone on before. T h is is a 
heartfelt yearning; is it a biblical 
expectation?

There are a variety o f New Tes­
tam en t passages referring to  the 
R e su rre c tio n . I tak e  d ire c tio n  
from a verse nestled in 1 C orin­
thians 13 (NIV): “Now I know in 
part; then I shall know fully, even 
as I am  fully k now n” (v. 12b). 
T hroughout our earthly sojourn, 
G od  gives us s tren g th  and  the 
Spirit to grow toward the likeness 
o f Jesus Christ. I do not believe 
such  a jo u rn e y  e n d s  a b ru p tly  
with death. W hatever m akes me 
“ Phil” will continue. The tim e­
table o f ou r resurrection and the

shape o f our resurrection bodies 
rem ain a mystery. I am  confident 
that I will know and be known.

3. T he in e v ita b ility  o f  death  
p u ts  life's clutter in perspective. 
T h e re ’s alw ays th e  ten s io n  be­
tween the urgent and the im por­
tant. The urgent cries ou t for a t­
tention. We divert ou r atten tion  
and ou r energy to  pressing prob­
lems. It m ight be a deadline at 
w ork, a cry for help, an  em er­
gency requiring our time, our en­
ergy, or our money. There are, in­
deed, urgent m om ents to which 
we m ust respond. However, it is 
easy to let the urgent crowd out 
the im portant.

A fte r g rad u a tin g  from  sem i­
nary in 1977, I had dreams. I in­
tended  to  be the prem ier pulpi­
teer o f m y church.

I would be a household word. I 
would show the older generation 
how to  steer my d en o m in a tio n  
into the 21st century.

My b rushes w ith dea th  have 
changed all that. During my hos­
pitalizations, 1 did not miss the 
u rgen t co m m ittee  m eetings or 
guest spo ts at con ference  c o n ­
ven tions. I m issed the evening 
prayers with my children, coffee 
breaks with my wife, opportun i­
ties to  talk  seriously  w ith dear 
friends.

For m any years, I was a faithful 
advocate o f postponed living: af­
ter college, after seminary, after 
the kids have grown up. No more. 
I cannot assum e I have tom orrow  
to play with Sara and Steven. I 
cannot plan to visit a friend when 
it’s convenient. I don ’t know how 
m uch tim e I have.

At our house, we speak o f “liv­
ing on the edge.” Occasionally, we 
move back a step or two from the 
brink, bu t we never leave the cliff. 
T he shadow  o f dea th  is always 
there. O ur aw areness o f d ea th ’s 
proxim ity can be a threat. It can 
also be a friend.

The certainty o f death prom pts 
me to be a good steward o f my 
schedule. This involves learning 
to say no. I am  m ore cautious in 
frittering m y tim e away on proj­
ects about which I do not care. I 
am  m ore generous in giving my­
self to things that matter. I recog­
n iz e  t h a t  th e  t im e  to  c re a te  
m em ories is now: to  m ake every 
h o lid a y  s p e c ia l, to  c e le b ra te  
friendships, and  to  heal broken 
relationships. Now is the tim e to 
say, again and again, “I love you.”

T he  c e rta in ty  o f  d e a th  re a r­
ranges priorities. I no longer care 
about the big time. It is enough 
to live one day at a tim e. I am 
content to  be a good husband, a 
good father, and, I hope, a faithful 
servant o f Jesus Christ.

Portraits o f Jesus in John

Out of This World
Jesus answered, “My kingdom is 

not o f this world. I f  my kingdom 
were o f this world, my servants 
would fight" ( John  18:36).*

Find ing  o u r  p lace in the  w orld  
is o n e  o f  the  m a jo r  tasks o f  
h u m a n  deve lopm en t .  Rec­

ognizing a n d  tru s t in g  the  world  o f  
the faces o f  loving p aren ts  an d  
family is a sign ifican t process for 
an  infant. N o rm a l  d ev e lo p m e n t  
will m e a n  th a t  a ch i ld ’s w orld  ex­
p ands  to  inc lude  house  a n d  hom e, 
the church ,  the  n e ighborhood ,  and  
school. T h e  school shou ld  help  in ­
still a  sense o f  city o r  c o u n ty  pride, 
o f  s tate identity, a n d  o f  na t iona l  al­
legiance. T h e  c i rcum stances  o f  
som e people  ex p a n d  th e ir  w orld  so 
th a t  they b e c o m e  w orld  citizens 
a n d  identify with  all o f  p lane t  
earth . We m e asu re  th e  m e n ta l  
hea lth  o f  peop le  in the  Western 
w orld  by how  well they find  the ir  
iden ti ty  in  each  o f  these “worlds.” 

T hus ,  Jesus’ words, “ My king­
d o m  is n o t  o f  th is  world,” are  u n ­
settling words. To people  w ho  d e ­
f ine  o u r  success a n d  iden ti ty  by 
how  well we fit in to  a n d  belong  to  
the  world, these w ords  a t tack  the  
very fo u n d a t io n s  o f  o u r  lives. But 
we c a n n o t  follow C hris t  a n d  dis­
m iss these w ords  as idealistic an d  
n o t  appl icab le  to  the  real w orld  in 
w hich  we live. Jesus spoke these 
w ords as H e was o n  tr ial for His 
life. T hey  were n o t  des igned to  save 
H is life; in fact, these w ords further  
je o p a rd ize d  Jesus’ life. T h ey  reflect 
an  abso lu te ly  essential t ru th  for 
C h r is t— a n d  th u s  for followers o f  
Christ . Success a n d  iden ti ty  c a n n o t  
be m e asu red  by f it t ing  in to  this 
world. Jesus chose to  live a n d  die 
o n  the  basis o f  a n  iden ti ty  a n d  val­
ues th a t  literally d o  n o t  be long  to  
th is  world.

Jesus’ following words clearly 
show th a t  n o t  belonging  to  this 
w orld  also m e an s  a rejection o f  h u ­
m a n  an d  worldly techniques.  “ If  
m y  k ingdom  were o f  th is  world, 
m y  servants  w ou ld  fight.” New Tes­
t a m e n t  G reek  cons truc ts  co n d i­
t iona l  sen tences to  show  w hethe r  
the  reader  shou ld  assum e th a t  the 
c o n d i t io n  is t rue  o r  not.  T h is  c o n ­
d it ion  is no t  true. J o h n ’s first read­
ers w ou ld  have read Jesus’ words to 
say, “ If  m y  k ingdom  were o f  this 
w orld— b u t it isn’t — th e n  m y ser­
vants  w ou ld  f ight— b u t  they w on 't  
because m y  k ingdom  is no t here.” 
Jesus an d  H is followers will no t  
f ight for success, identity, survival, 
a n d  pow er in this world. T h o u g h  
th a t  is the  h u m a n  way, it 
is n o t  the  way o f  C hris t’s 
k ingdom .

Identi ty  in the  king­
d o m  o f  Chris t  com es 
f rom  obed ience  ra the r  
th a n  from survival and  
success. J o h n ’s por tra i t  
o f  Jesus ap p ro a ch in g  the 
Cross shows no  waver­
ing, n o  fear, no  u n ce r ­
tainty. Jesus m arches  res­
o lu te ly  forward tow ard  
H is dea th  s im ply  be­
cause  it is the  F ather’s will. T h a t  is 
w hy H e declares in Jo h n  18:11 as 
H e  is arrested, “T h e  cu p  th a t  the 
F a ther  has  given m e  I’ll certainly 
d r ink ,  w o n ’t I?” T h e  answer is 
clearly a resound ing  yes. W h e n  h u ­
m a n  success, com fort,  o r  accep­
ta n ce  bec o m e s  m ore  im p o r ta n t  
th a n  obed ience  to  the  Father, then  
o u r  k ingdom  is o f  this  world.

T h e  pu rp o se  o f  the  k ingdom  o f  
Chris t  is to  witness to  the  t ru th  as 
Jesus states in Jo h n  18:37. T h o u g h  
P ilate sarcastically asks, “W h a t  is 
tru th?” the  reader  o f  Jo h n  know s 
Jesus h im se lf  is the  t ru th  (John

14:6). G o d 's  Word spoken is truth. 
T ruth is the  gospel message that 
G o d  loved the world so m u c h  tha t 
He gave His Son to  die so tha t 
those w ho trust in H im  m ight have 
life. G o d  loved the  world enough  to  
offer deliverance to  a  world b o u n d  
up  in its own identity, success, and  
values. But tha t  deliverance is not 
o f  this world. It will never be ours 
as long as o u r  identity  and  success 
co m e  from this world.

As C hris t ians tu rn  the ir  though ts  
and  eyes to  the  Cross, we m ust 
never lose sight o f  the  fact tha t  our  
identity  is no t  o f  this  world. T h a t  
m ean s  we ca n n o t  live on the  basis 
o f  th is  w orld ’s u n d ers tand ing  o f  
success and  value.

Jesus and His followers 
will not fight for success, 

identity, survival, and 
power in this world.

For further study: (1) Study John 
18 and 19. Summarize the verses 
that show Jesus in control o f His 
own destiny and functioning as a 
King. (2) List areas o f your life 
where you feel the pull o f this world 
more strongly than the pull o f the 
kingdom o f Christ. (3) Ask the 
Holy Spirit to begin to wean you 
away from this world and to place 
your confidence totally in Christ.

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Do I Have To?

Do I have to? As a parent of 
two very ac tive  sons, i 
have heard those words 

many times.
in their early years, when certain 

things were expected of them that 
d id n ’t always fit th e ir  m ood or 
pleasure, the response to a direc­
tive was, “Oh, Dad, do I have to?” 
Those days did not last forever. . .. 
Before my very eyes they grew up, 
became men, and now do as they 
please.

For 31 years, I served as a pastor 
in the Church of the Nazarene. 1 
had the privilege of sending more 
than 30 Work and Witness teams, 
of raising over $4 million for world 
missions, and of traveling around 
the world and preaching the gospel 
of Jesus Christ to soul-sick thou­
sands. My in v o lv e m e n t in the  
world ou treach  and evangelism  
mission of the Church of the Naza­
rene has been one of the most re­
warding experiences of my minis­
try. And to think there was a time 
in my ministry when I said, “Do 1 
have to?”

Let me explain. A lot of pastors 
and church leaders complain about 
pay ing  th e ir  assigned  budgets. 
They, too, say, “Do I have to?” I 
said it in the early days of my m in­
istry when I thought the payment 
of General Budget or a special mis­
s ionary  offering w ould w eaken 
other areas of our church’s minis­
try. In so many ways I said those 
words. The truth is, no, we really 
d o n ’t have to. We do, however, 
have a mandate from Scripture to 
“go into all the world and preach 
the gospel to every creature,” but 
we don’t have to. We do have a re­
sponsib ility  to suppo rt ou r 608 
missionaries in 95 world areas, but 
we don’t have to. Or do we?

I urge you to accept the General 
Budget and your 1992 Easter O f­

fering for World Evangelism as a 
wonderful opportunity to fulfill the 
m andate o f our Lord and Savior 
Jesus Christ and to say to our dedi­
ca ted  m iss io n a rie s  a ro u n d  the  
world, “We love you. We support 
you. We stand alongside you.”

In my 31 years of ministry, the 
churches where I pastored never 
missed paying their General Bud­
g e t o r  m e e t in g  an  E a s te r  o r  
Thanksgiving goal. How did we ac­
complish that? Simple:

a. Present the need; set a goal.
b. Establish the Easter Offer­

ing as a priority for the total con­
gregation. Include the children!

c. S tart the E aster O ffering 
cam paign early . . . four to five 
weeks in advance of the offering 
date.

d. Put an Easter Offering en­
velope in the hand of every church 
member and friend.

e. Invite folks who have been 
on Work and Witness trips, or who 
have visited foreign fields, to share 
their testimony

f. Give yourself!
Do you have to? No, you really 

don’t . . . but in fact, you do. The 
Church of the Nazarene depends 
u p o n  y o u r g iv ing  in th e  1992 
Easter Offering for World Evan­
gelism so that together we can do 
what God, through His Son, Jesus, 
has asked us to do.

I m iss my “ m ission  in v o lv e ­
m ent” more than I can say. As I 
look back, I only wish I could have 
done more and not been so prone 
in those early days to say, “ Do I 
have to?"

He lived ! He d ied ! He ro se  
again! Jesus didn’t have to do those 
things either . . .  but He did. Why? 
Because He loves you as though 
you were the only one in all the 
world to love!

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The Cost 
of Caring

O ttum wa Trinity 
Pays the Price

T he “ Basic” Pension Plan has 
e x is te d  s ince  1 9 7 1 , b u t  th e  
a b ility  o f  lo ca l c h u rc h e s  to  
m ee t th e i r  P& B  F u n d  a l l o ­
ca tio n  has n o t been  w ith o u t 
sacrifice. The last 20  years of 
the  n a tio n ’s econom ic  health  
have been punctua ted  w ith re­
cessions. Today in many areas 
o f the United States, to  say tha t 
“times are tough” is an under­
statem ent. In tim es like these, 
som e congregations w onder if 
it w ould  be in the “m inister’s 
b e s t  i n t e r e s t ”  to  t a k e  th e  
m oney they w ould  pay into the 
P en sio n s  an d  B en e fits  Fund  
and con tribu te  it, instead, to  a 
TSA accoun t for the pastor.

To gain perspective, look  at the 
Trinity C hurch o f the N azarene 
in O ttum w a, Iowa. This local 
church is representative o f the 
m ajority of churches th a t faith­
fully support the Pensions and 
Benefits Fund. C heck their his­
tory  and “track ” w hat this lo ­

cal church ’s “Pension D ollars” 
provide. This church ’s support 
o f the  Pensions and  B enefits 
Fund, taken  along w ith 5 ,000  
o th er local N azarene churches, 
enables each to  fulfill its initial 
responsibility for paying for the 
pensions o f its m inisters, bo th  
past and present.

O ttu m w a  T rin ity  w as e s ta b ­
lished in 1954  and now  has a 
m em bership o f 120. (A pproxi­
m ately 4 ,100  o r nearly 80 per­
cent o f N azarene churches have 
150 o r few er m em bers.) This 
ch u rc h  has pa id  its Pensions 
and Benefits Fund in full for 32 
years o f its 36-year Fund his­
tory. For the 1990-91 assem bly 
year, its Pensions and Benefits 
Fund a llo c a tio n  was $ 2 ,0 4 5 .

Here is w hat paym ent o f these 
“Pension D ollars” has enabled 
this local church to  provide:

Since it began, O ttum w a Trin­
ity has had 10 full-tim e m inis­
ters. O f these, 4 are retired and 
1 is d e c e a s e d  ( th e  w id o w  
con tinues to  receive a pension). 
These 5 people represent 156 
years  o f  fu ll- t im e  N a z a re n e  
m in istry . By p ay in g  its P& B  
Fund, O ttum w a Trinity partici­
p a tes  in the  “ B asic” Pension  
benefit for each o f these indi­
viduals.

In a d d i t io n ,  F u n d  p a y m e n t 
helps this local church  provide 
its part o f the “Basic” Pension 
b enefit fo r its re tired  d is tr ic t 
superin tenden t. O th e r previous 
d istric t leaders and  th e ir  sur-
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viving spouses also have found 
the plan a valuable source  o f 
benefit.

By paying in to  the  Fund, O t­
tum w a Trinity also provides for 
the fu ture retirem ent needs no t 
only o f  p rev io u s p a s to rs  b u t 
also o f its cu rren t pasto r and 
district superin tenden t.

O ttu m w a  T rin ity , lik e  m any  
N azarene congregations, gener­
ally holds tw o  revival m eetings 
annually. Because o f this co n ­
gregation’s Fund participation , 
every licensed N azarene evan­
gelist and  song evangelist w ho  
has served this local church  ex ­
pects a retirem ent benefit.

If O ttum w a Trinity decided to  
take the m oney it paid in to  the 
P en sio n s  a n d  B e n e fits  F u n d  
and provide only  for the  cur­
rent pastor, then  they w ou ld  no 
longer be c o n tr ib u tin g  to  the  
retirem ent needs o f the fo u n d ­
ing pasto r’s w idow  o r to  each 
o f th e  o th e r  fo rm e r p a s to rs , 
d istric t leaders, o r  evangelists 
w ho  receive re tirem en t b en e ­
fits.

Look at these estim ates based 
on a P& B Fund a llocation  of 
a p p ro x im a te ly  $ 2 ,0 0 0 :  A p ­
p ro x im a te ly  17  p e rc e n t pays 
for cu rren t Basic G roup  Term 
Life In su ra n c e , B e n ev o len ce  
program s, and certain  adm inis­
trative expenses. Just over 64 
percent w ould  be required  an ­
nually to  care for the p ro p o r­
tionate  share o f the  retirem ent 
needs o f fo rm er pastors, their 
surviving spouses, fo rm er d is­
trict superin tenden ts, m inisters 
serving in d istric t assignm ent,

and evangelists. Paying for fu­
ture , “already prom ised” retire­
m ent benefits o f previous pas­
to rs  yet to  re tire  w o u ld  tak e  
a b o u t 12 percent. T h a t w ould  
leave approxim ately  7 percent 
o f $ 2 ,0 0 0 — $ 1 4 0  a year— to  
be used to  care for fu ture re­
tirem en t needs o f the  cu rren t 
pastor.

From its s tart in 1971 , the  in­
te n t  o f  th e  “ B asic” P en sio n  
P lan  w as to  in c lu d e  a ll o r ­
d a in e d  a n d  d is t r ic t- l ic e n s e d  
m inisters and all years o f qual­
ifying service since the birth  of 
th e  d e n o m in a t io n  in  1 9 0 8 . 
O ttum w a Trinity C hurch  o f the

N azarene has helped to  m ain­
ta in  th is  t r a d i t io n  o v e r  th e  
years. T hrough  faithful support 
o f the  Pensions and  B enefits 
Fund, th is local ch u rch  c o n ­
tinues to  help provide for the 
r e t i r e m e n t  n e e d s  o f  m a n y  
individuals, n o t just the curren t 
parsonage family.

The “ Pension D ollar” certainly 
leaves tracks— tracks th a t origi­
n a te  a t  th e  d o o r  o f  a lo ca l 
church and lead to  the doors of 
r e t i re d , fa ith fu l c h u rc h  s e r ­
vants. The record stands. N aza­
renes  c o n tin u e  to  ca re , an d  
they con tinue to  m eet the cost 
o f caring.

From the earliest days, the  Church 
of  the  Nazarene has recognized an 
obligation to  provide financial assis­
tance  for  re tired  ministers. Orig i­
nally, this aid came through  a sys­
t e m  o f  “ b e n e v o l e n c e s , ”  i . e . ,  
c h a r i ta b l e ,  r e l ie f - ty p e  p ro g ra m s .  
M o n e y  was co l lec ted  and  d is t r ib ­
uted  only to  the  m ost needy. M any 
times money ran o u t  before every­
one got help.

Over the years, the church s trength­
ened  its ability to  provide for  the 
needs o f  re t i red  ministers.  Begin­
n in g  in  1 9 5 5 ,  m i n i s t e r s  in  t h e  
United States finally were allowed 
to  part ic ipa te  in the  governm ent’s 
plan of  Social Security. As they be­
gan to  pay in to  this p rogram , the  
dem and upon  the  church’s old be­
nevolence system diminished.

T he  in troduc tion  of  the  Nazarene 
R e t i r e m e n t  P r o g r a m  ( th e  T ax -  
Sheltered Annuity Plan) in 1963 es­
ta b l ish e d  a c o n t r ib u to r y  pen s io n  
program for Nazarene ministers as 
well as o the r  church employees into 
which the local church could place

funds for retirement. Although par­
t ic ip a t io n  was v o lu n ta ry  fo r  th e  
chu rch  and  its employees, the  in­
com e generated  by c o m p o u n d in g  
in terest allowed par t ic ipa ting  ser­
vants o f  the church to  supplement 
Social Security.

Today, the Church of  the Nazarene 
is fortunate to  provide a retirement 
benefit  program  tha t  includes no t  
only a contribu tory  plan (TSA) for 
churches and  the ir  employees but 
also a n o n c o n t r ib u to ry  plan (the 
“Basic” Pension). T he  “Basic” Pen­
s io n  P la n ,  e s t a b l i s h e d  A p r i l  1, 
1971, provides ministers with a re­
tirem ent benefit  th a t  is n o t  based 
on  p e rso n a l  salary o r  th e  size o f  
church served.

T h ro u g h  su p p o r t  o f  the  Pensions 
and Benefits Fund, a “ Basic” Pen­
sion  bene f i t  is m ade poss ib le  for 
over 3 ,700 retired Nazarene minis­
t e r s  a n d  w i d o w s  o r  
widowers of  ministers.
C u r r e n t l y ,  o v e r  $ 6 .7  
m il l ion  is p a id  o u t  in 
benefits annually.
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NEWS OF RELIGION
PASTORS GIVE CHURCHES
Most pastors feel that Christ 
would  give the church low 
marks, according to a recent 
su rvey  by B arna R esearch  
G roup .  The su rvey  asked  
p a s to rs  how  J e su s  C h r is t  
would  p robab ly  assess  the 
effectiveness of  the Church 
in America today.

Less  than  one h a l f  o f  1 
percent felt Christ would say 
churches are doing trem en­
dous. highly effective work. 
T he  m a jo r i ty  (53 p erc en t)  
said they felt Christ would 
rate churches as having little 
positive impact on souls or 
society.

"More than $25 billion is 
spent in this country  every 
year by churches, with much 
emphasis upon reaching the 
unchurched and non-C hris­
t ians ,"  said G eorge  Barna. 
p r e s id e n t  o f  the  B a rn a  
Research Group. "Yet, we 
still see that m ore than 80 
percent of all church growth 
tha t  o c c u r s  in the  U .S .  is 
transfer growth— people mov­
ing from one church to an­
other. instead of unchurched

p e o p le  c o m in g  in to  o u r  
church."

B arna  sa id  his  r e se a rc h  
indicates that while there is 
no f a i l - p r o o f  a p p r o a c h  to 
c h u rc h  g r o w th ,  th e re  are  
some general principles.

“ First, pastors can 't  do it 
all themselves," Barna said. 
“Too many congregations sit 
back and wait for their lead­
ers to bring people into the 
church."

Barna also suggested that 
church leaders need to figure 
out who they are try ing to 
reach and what they are try­
ing to accomplish.

"Understanding the people 
y o u ’re try ing  to reach  can 
range  from  m e e t in g  these  
people face-to-face and e s ­
tablishing relationships with 
them, to using sophisticated 
m a rk e t in g  r e s e a r c h  t e c h ­
niques to gather key informa­
tion," Barna said. "The cru­
c ia l th in g  is tha t ,  w ith o u t  
com prom ising their beliefs, 
churches must dem onstra te  
their relevance to people."

PRIME TIME TELEVISION IGNORES RELIGION
Prime time television virtual­
ly ignores the place of  reli­
gion in America, according to 
a recent study.

S cho la rs  in c o m m u n ic a ­
tions, psychology, and psy­
chiatry from three universi­
ties reached that conclusion 
after v iewing 100 fictional 
s h o w s  on the  A B C , C B S, 
NBC, and Fox networks.

“ O v e ra l l ,  the m e ssa g e  
being presented  about re l i­
gion by network television is 
that it is not very important 
because it is rarely a factor in 
the lives o f  the cha rac te rs  
presented on TV," the report 
states.

That image is in sharp con­
t ra s t  to c o n s is te n t  su rv ey  
f indings that 94 percent of 
A m er ican s  be l ieve  in God 
and 75 percent pray daily and

AMERICANS ASKED 
TO OBSERVE NATIONAL 
DAY OF PRAYER
Thursday. May 7. will mark 
the 41st consecutive obse r ­
vance of the National Day of 
Prayer. The National Day of 
P ra y e r  T a sk  F o rc e ,  w ith  
P residen t and Mrs. G eorge 
Bush as its honorary  cha ir ­
persons, urges all Americans 
to be involved in this nation­
al observance, especially by 
setting aside five minutes at 
noon on May 7 to pray for 
the nation.

"A s  A m e r ic a n s  p ray  to ­
g e th e r ,  w e ' l l  f ind  new  
strength and guidance from 
G o d — both  as in d iv id u a ls  
and as a nation." said Shirley 
Dobson, chairperson  of  the 
National Day of  Prayer Task 
Force. “ United p rayer can 
h e lp  A m e r ic a  r e n e w  o u r  
c o m m i tm e n t  to o u r  m ora l  
and spiritual heritage so we 
can fulfill our potential as a 
nation."

T he  N a t io n a l  D ay o f  
P ra y e r  Task F o rce ,  a n o n ­
sectarian group with no polit­
ical affiliation, says it is the 
right, privilege, and responsi­

bility o f  citizens to pray for 
the nation and its leaders.

N a t io n a l  d ay s  o f  p ray e r  
have been traditional in the 
U .S .  s in c e  the  f i r s t  w as 
declared by the Continental 
Congress in 1775. In 1952. 
bo th  h o u s e s  o f  C o n g r e s s  
called on President Harry S. 
Truman to set aside an annu­
al N ational Day o f  Prayer.  
In 1988, Congress and Presi­
den t R eagan  s igned  an act 
dec la r ing  that the National 
Day of  Prayer will fall on the 
first Thursday of  May each 
year.

consider religion important.
In the TV shows, almost 

the only kind of prayer por­
t ra y e d  is a “ T h a n k  G o d ! ” 
when the character  escapes 
disaster. The implication is 
that God is the last resort in a 
crisis.

“Television’s treatment of 
religion tends to be best char­
ac terized  as abuse through 
n e g le c t . ” a c co rd in g  to the 
report.

C o m m is s io n e d  by the 
A m erican  Fam ily  A sso c ia ­
tion based in Tupelo, Miss., 
the researchers conducted a 
systematic content analysis of 
n e tw o rk  p ro g ra m m in g  for  
one month in 1990.

Recently  released results 
show that only 5.4 percent of 
the characters had an identifi­
able religious affiliation.

SCRIPTURES NOW TRANSLATED INTO 
NEARLY 2 ,000 LANGUAGES
At le a s t  o ne  bo o k  o f  the  
Bible has been translated in 
n e a r ly  2 ,0 0 0  l a n g u a g e s ,  
according to the latest Scrip­
ture Language Report. The 
report, issued by the United 
Bible S ocie ties ,  s ta tes that 
portions of the Bible are now 
available in 1,978 languages.

T h ir ty -tw o languages re ­
ceived at least one book of  
the Bible in 1991 for the first 
time. Of those 32, six have 
New Testaments for the first 
time, and 26 now have Scrip­
ture portions, which usually 
constitute a complete book of 
the Bible.

C o m p le t e  B ib le s  w ere  
reported for the first time in 
fo u r  la n g u a g e s :  tw o  from  
Zaire, one from Guatemala, 
and one from  Y u g o s la v ia .

This increased the number of 
la n g u a g e s  w ith  c o m p le t e  
Bibles to 322.

“ It is wonderful to see the 
numbers increase and to real­
ize that with each increase 
more people are going to be 
able to read G od 's  Word for 
themselves in their own lan­
g u a g e s , "  s a id  E u g e n e  B. 
H abecker,  A m er ican  Bible 
Society president.

B u t ,  w ith  an e s t im a te d
3,000 to 6 ,000 languages in 
the w o rld ,  B ib le  s o c ie t ie s  
still face a major task in the 
area of  translations, Habeck­
er said.

More than 80 percen t o f  
the w o r ld ’s popu la tion  has 
access to at least one portion 
o f  the Bible in a language  
they can understand.

When Does God Draw Near?

There once was a woman who 
wanted to meet God. What 
would she wear? “Your 

Sunday best,” everyone told her. So 
she went shopping. Trying on 
many different styles, she finally 
settled on a dark, modest suit, 
black pumps, and a fashionable 
hat. They weren't the kind of 
clothes she would normally wear, 
but they seemed appropriate for 
meeting God.

After the woman knew what to 
wear, she wondered what God 
would want to talk about. Theol­
ogy, of course. She checked out 
several books on religion. She actu­
ally learned when to use words like 
justification, hermeneutics, escha- 
tology, and entire sanctification.
She didn’t normally use such 
words, but she wanted to make 
sure she and God could speak the 
same language.

Then it dawned on her that she 
hadn’t been to church in a while. 
How did one act when one met 
God? She must brush up on her re­
ligious manners. So she visited sev­
eral churches and, by watching, she 
picked up what seemed to be ap­
propriate behavior. One didn’t laugh 
much, cry loud (except to shed one 
tear quietly in a handkerchief), and 
one never got angry. Most of all, 
one smiled politely, kept still, and 
nodded in agreement to everything 
the minister said. There was no 
dancing in the aisles and very little 
talking or movement at all.

The woman normally laughed a 
lot, cried when she hurt, yelled 
when she got angry, and danced 
when filled with joy. But appar­
ently God didn’t like people acting 
that way. At least, that’s what she 
learned in church.

Now the woman felt ready to 
meet God. She put on her suit,

went over the theological words, 
and walked with a controlled, even 
gait down the street. She felt con­
fident God would meet her there.

Sure enough, just as she turned 
the corner, God was coming to­
ward her. God was very close. She 
was so excited she wanted to dance 
with joy, but she remembered her 
manners and stood politely and 
quietly. God came closer and she 
wanted to shout out a greeting, but 
she kept still, just like she’d prac­
ticed. God was almost to her! Her 
heart pounded, but she forced a 
polite smile. She was doing every­
thing perfectly. Surely God would 
stop.

But God walked right by. He 
walked right by her!

The woman watched in 
disbelief. She had behaved 
perfectly and God walked 
right on by. How could 
God do this to her? Why?

The woman dropped to 
her knees right there on 
the curb and sobbed and 
sobbed until she thought 
her heart would break.
Several moments passed.
Then she felt a hand on 
her shoulder. She looked 
up.

The woman, sputtered, “You 
walked right by me, God!

Who of us hasn't felt inadequate 
when drawing near to God? Who 
of us hasn’t tried to impress God 
with our behavior, propriety, and 
piety?

God knows how we look in our 
bathrobes, and God doesn't care if 
our hair is messy or our teeth un­
brushed. God doesn’t even care 
whether or not we own a dark suit. 
We come to God as we are.

God wants to talk to us about 
anything that is of concern to us. 
We can speak to God in everyday 
words.

Last, God is not afraid of our 
emotions, even the powerful ones. 
God designed our emotions as a 
special means of communication.

Through our feelings, we discover 
the hard and happy truths about 
our lives. God often speaks to us 
through them.

Ultimately, this story reminds us 
that our humanness is nothing to 
be ashamed of. God made us in the 
divine image, and none of our im­
perfections can ever keep God 
from recognizing our authentic 
love and honest openness to Him.

The Son of God

Recently, 1 read  th rough ,  for 
the  u m p te e n th  t im e, m y 

. favorite G ospel ,  th a t  o f  
Mark. Its brevity, rap id  pace, and  
clear message have  en d eared  it to  
my hear t  for decades.

We used to  sing with  the  chil­
dren, “E verybody o ugh t  to  know  
who Jesus is.”

That,  in essence, is the  p u rpose  
o f  the  G ospel o f  M ark .

T he  G ospel is n o t  a biography, 
though  it does  co n ta in  r ich b io ­
graphical m ateria ls .  It is n o t  a his­
tory, th o u g h  va luable  h istorical m a ­
terials a b o u n d  therein.

T he  G ospel o f  M a rk  is p roc la­
m ation ,  w ha t  scholars call keryg- 
ma, w hich  is a G re ek  w ord  for 
preaching. (Everybody o u g h t  to  
know at least o n e  G re e k  word, so if 
you d o n ’t have o n e  in y o u r  vocab­
ulary already, k e ry g m a  is a  good 
one to  adopt.)  M a rk  was w ri t ten  to  
proclaim w ho  Jesus is.

T he  a u th o r  does  n o t  fool a round .  
He gets to  his th e m e  in the  o p e n ­
ing s ta tem en t:  “T h e  beg inn ing  o f  
the gospel o f  Jesus Christ,  the  Son 
of  G o d ” (1:1).

Jesus ( the  h u m a n  one), Chris t  
(the a n o in te d  One, th e  M essiah) is 
the Son o f  G od .  T h is  is w h a t  M a rk  
in tends to  show by w h a t  he  writes. 
Everything th a t  follows the  o pen ing  
s ta tem en t e lucida tes  this, enlarges 
upon  this— th a t  Jesus is th e  Son o f  
God.

To this  t ru th  the  F a the r  bears 
positive witness. W h e n  Jesus is 
baptized a voice speaks from 
heaven, saying, “T h o u  a r t  m y  b e ­
loved Son, in  w h o m  I a m  well 
pleased” (1:11).

To th is  t ru th  d e m o n s  b ea r  nega­
tive witness. “W h e n ev e r  th e  evil 
spirits behe ld  h im , they  fell d o w n  
before h im  a n d  cried  out,  ‘You are 
the Son o f  G o d ’” (3:11, NIV).

T h ro u g h  th e  au thor,  the  church  
— the  insiders— bears  witness to  
the  u n iq u e  sonsh ip  o f  Jesus, as we 
n o te d  in the  G o sp e l’s open ing  
s ta te m en t  (1:1).

T h e  ce n tu r io n  in charge o f  the  
Crucifix ion ,  a m a n  o f  the  w orld—  
an  ou ts ider— bears  c l im actic  w it­
ness. As Jesus died, this  soldier ex­
cla im ed, “Surely th is  m a n  was the  
Son o f  G o d !” (15:39, NIV). In d o ­
ing so, convers ion  to  Chris t  was a t ­
tested.

By th is  succession o f  witnesses 
the  iden ti ty  o f  Jesus, the  m a n  from 
Nazareth ,  is disclosed. He is the  
Son o f  G od.

M a rk ’s p r im a ry  co n cern  is n o t  to  
show th a t  Jesus o f  N azare th  is the  
M essiah o f  Israel. Rather,  he  in ­
te n d s  to  show  th a t  Jesus 
o f  N azareth ,  the  Messiah 
o f  Israel, is the  Son  o f  
G od. H e is n o t  m erely  
the  Son o f  David, H e  is 
the  Son o f  G od .  H e is 
n o t  on ly  the  Son  o f  
M an ,  H e is the  Son o f  
G od. All H is nam es,  all 
H is  titles, all H is func­
t ions  are su b o rd in a te  to, 
a n d  expressive of. H is 
iden ti ty  as th e  Son  o f  
G od.

W h a t  it m e a n s  to  call Jesus the  
S on  o f  G o d  b ecom es  clear  as He 
pu rsues  H is mission, w hich  reaches 
its powerful a n d  p redestined  c l im ax 
in  H is  c ruc ifix ion  a n d  resurrection. 
Everything flows o u t  from  this 
po in t,  every th ing  flows back  to  this 
p o in t— th a t  Jesus is the  Son o f  
G od.

W h o  Jesus is s tands  revealed by 
w h a t  H e does. But w ha t  H e  does is 
d e te rm in e d  by w ho  H e  is. H is  be­
ing  u nder l ies  a n d  gives m e a n in g  
a n d  value to  H is  doing. T h a t  
m e a n in g  a n d  value reach  the ir  cli­
m a x  in H is  d ea th  a n d  resurrection,

a n d  these cons ti tu te  g o o d  n ew s—  
the gospel.

His dea th  a tones  for sin an d  r a n ­
som s the  s inner  from bondage. His 
resurrection  billboards the  F a ther’s 
accep tance  o f  His a ton ing  sacrifice. 
It also il lum ina tes  the  S o n ’s id e n ­
tity for H is disciples, an d  th u s  it 
inspires— indeed  crea tes— the  faith 
by w hich  they are saved.

T here  is an  em phasis  on  pow er 
in M ark 's  Gospel. In a single c h a p ­
ter, for example , we f ind  stories 
th a t  exalt the  pow er  o f  Jesus over 
dem ons ,  disease, an d  dea th  (ch. 5). 
To read it is to  kn o w  th a t  a un ique  
person  is at  work, a t tack ing  and  
con q u er in g  the  strongest forces o f  
evil in the  world. H e can  be no 
o th e r  th a n  the  Son o f  G o d  in a

sense th a t  n o  o th e r  is o r  can  b e­
com e.

T h a t  is the  g lorious track  on 
w hich  the  reader  sets his feet w hen  
he sees— or hears— the  open ing  
t r u m p e t  blast o f  M a rk ’s book:
“T h e  beg inn ing  o f  the  gospel o f  
Jesus Christ, the  Son o f  G od .” To 
follow th a t  track  with  open  m in d  
an d  reverent spirit is to  reach an  
ag reem ent w ith  its inspired  author, 
an d  to  offer o n e ’s life in  service to  
its d iv ine  Subject.

A SPECIAL TIE THAT BINDS!

Maybe it should be 
called part o f the 
“g en iu s” o f  the  
C h u rc h  o f  th e  
Nazarene. W hat­

ever you call it, it is true: Naza- 
renes o f  the world fe e l a special 
tie  to each other. Everyw here I 
have gone in the w orld am ong  
“our fam ily” I have seen it. In ­
deed, we are family. And we love 
the “family meeting.” We are one 
in a special bond o f His love.

You have seen it and felt it if 
you have been to a G eneral As­
sembly. D uring 1991, I saw it and 
felt it in the six regional confer­
ences a ro u n d  the w orld. N aza- 
renes who have never seen each 
o ther before find ing  an in stan t 
relatedness and  en joym ent with 
each other. T hat relatedness and 
enjoym ent energized them  to go 
out to do a better work for God! 
Surely, it is part o f the “genius” of 
the Church o f the Nazarene.

Doubtless, m uch has been con­
trib u ted  to  the p e rp e tu a tio n  o f 
th is sp irit by o u r m issionaries. 
They go to distant places to rep­
resent us all. They return in years 
o f  fu rlough  to  rep o rt on  w hat 
they have seen and what He has 
done. They show us the “faces” o f 
people m ost o f us will never see. 
They tell us their stories.

As they do, these distances and 
differences m elt away, and  th is 
unique Nazarene “oneness” takes 
a deep root w ithin our hearts and 
minds. There is, indeed, a special 
tie that binds.

The “ Family Spirit” at Risk
But in a complex world, filled 

w ith  c o m p e tit io n  a n d  n a t io n ­

alism, this tie can be in jeopardy, 
not because we wish it would go 
away but because we becom e too 
busy to recognize it and acknow l­
edge it and propagate it. None of 
us would want to suffer this loss. 
All o f us m ust take on the task of 
preserving the family feeling.

O ur very success in developing 
s t r o n g  a n d  s e l f - s u p p o r t i n g  
churches and  d istric ts in world 
areas can inadvertently place this 
spirit in jeopardy. Nazarenes have 
a c lear ph ilo sophy  o f  m issions 
that runs d iam etrically  opposite 
to colonialism. We do not place 
m issionaries or establish institu ­
t io n s  w ith  in te n t  to  e s ta b lish  
p e rm a n e n t d ep en d en ce  on  the  
m issionary  or on  an expatria te  
support system.

We sow His m ustard seed faith­
fully and carefully. We lay solid 
fo u n d a t io n s  fo r r e p ro d u c tiv e  
evangelism  and  holy living. We 
establish local churches and Bible 
schools and clinics and even hos­
pitals. But even as we do this, we 
pray for and expect that one day 
th e  loca l N a z a re n e s  w ill tak e  
charge o f their own ecclesiastical 
destiny. We hope that soon there 
will be s u ff ic ie n t  n u m b e rs  o f 
m e m b e rs  w ith  th a t  a u th e n t ic  
Nazarene spirit that enables them  
to opera te  th e ir  own program s 
and institutions. This, o f course, 
allow s the  m iss io n a ry  a n d  the  
m issionary dollar to move on to 
other new frontiers where people 
have not yet heard the clear call 
o f the gospel.

“ I n d ig e n iz a t io n ” is th e  big 
word th a t defines this m issions 
philosophy. We believe in it. We

a re  p r a c t ic in g  it a r o u n d  th e  
world.

Is it really  w ork ing  o u t th a t  
way? Well, did you know that o f 
th e  95 w orld  a re a s  w h ere  th e  
Church o f the Nazarene is now at 
work, 47 o f these have no foreign 
N azarene  m issionary  presence? 
T hat is a sign that we are serious 
abou t ind igen ization . T h a t is a 
m ark o f our success as a church 
co m m itted  to  c rea ting  a w orld  
holiness m ovem ent based on the 
strength and authenticity  o f local 
Nazarenes everywhere.

Rev. Rosa Tee and the
Nazarene Family in Antigua
I have traveled in m ost o f these 

95 areas over the past years. In 
such events as the 1991 regional 
conferences and  councils, I am  
often with N azarenes tha t com e 
from  all o f  th ese  w orld  areas. 
W hat we have is indeed a “fam ­
ily,” b o u n d  to g e th e r  by ties  o f  
love, com m itm ent, and mission. 
W herever ou r “fam ily” is found, 
it is evangelizing  the  lost, p ro ­
c la im in g  an d  liv ing  th e  life o f 
C hristian  holiness, paying G en ­
eral Budget, and feeling a special 
insp iration  from know ing it be­
longs to a “fam ily” that is world­
wide in scope.

So, le t’s p ra ise  G o d  for th is  
achievem ent. T et’s recognize it, 
acknowledge it, and propagate it.

A few m onths ago, I was on the 
tiny island o f Antigua in the Ca­
r ib b ean  Sea. A n tig u a  is w here 
Nazarenes have a lady district su­
perintendent, Rev. Rosa Lee.

w ith its u n iq u e  geographic iso­
lation. As we shared a delightful 
luncheon  fellowship, one o f  the 
young pastors asked me a prob­
ing question. “Since there are no 
m issionaries here to take ou r pic­
tures and stories to  o ther N aza­
ren es  in o th e r  c o u n tr ie s , how  
does our Nazarene family around 
the world know about ou r tiny  is­
land? How are our special prayer 
requests m ade know n? How are 
our special victories and burdens 
shared?”

It was, I told him , a very good 
question. I recounted for him  and 
the others ou r com m itm ent to be

a world family connected by ties 
that bind. I told him  about World 
M ission  magazine, the H erald o f  
Holiness, the m issionary reading 
books, the  N W M S, an d  prayer 
line. I even told him  about the 
positive dim ension o f the “Naza­
rene grapevine.” I m ean that in­
form al system o f com m unication 
by which if one Nazarene knows 
about good news (or bad), soon 
all Nazarenes know it. We rem ain 
connected, I assured him. We are 
a family. We w on’t forget or ap­
p rec ia te  less the  grow ing areas 
such  as th e irs  from  w hich  the  
m issionaries have moved on. We

will m ake the m ost o f the special 
philosophy of missions and inter­
n a t io n a l iz a t io n  th a t  we hav e  
adopted and affirm ed in each of 
our recent General Assemblies.

I believe I told the young pas­
to r in A ntigua w hat you would 
have wanted me to tell him. And 
he was glad to hear that message.

Now it is up to us all. This spe­
cial tie that binds? Let’s be agents 
to recognize it, to acknowledge it, 
and to  propagate it all around the 
world! It is part o f a Nazarene ge­
n iu s  th a t  we c a n n o t affo rd  to  
lose. ^

C am p u s v isito rs  o ften  assum e all s tu d en ts  at 
NIBC are Navajo, since it’s so close to the Navajo 
Nation and over 50 percent o f the students com e 
from that tribe. But eight different tribes are repre­
sented, including M ojave, Cherokee, Seneca, and 
Papago (Tohono O 'odham ).

Tribal differences may not be apparent to white 
visitors, but they are real. Barb C hatto  spoke about 
how these differences affect students: “It’s always a 
little hard at the first o f  the year, because everyone is 
getting used to  one another. But as the year progress­
es, we do get closer to each other.”

A ccording to  C harles S tuart, dean  o f  students, 
m ost Ind ian  studen ts  do experience som e cross- 
cultural problems. “There’s personal tension when 
they try to m ake Christ real in their lives. It’s differ­
ent for everyone, especially with their different tribal 
backgrounds.

“Som e have to  deal w ith hun ting  and farm ing 
legends— and especially with beliefs about the Cre­
ation. O thers m ust work through experiences with 
alcohol and drugs, some o f that in connection with 
familiar Peyote doctrines.

“O ur goal is to develop C hristian Indians w ithout 
taking away their heritage. So m uch tribal life is re­
ligious, and C hristianity can’t ju st be added. Christ 
m ust becom e central,” he said.

Barb C hatto  recalls facing some questions o f her 
own. “I rem em ber asking m yself during one class 
discussion, ‘W here does the Indian C hristian fit in? 
W here does culture end when you take on C hris­
tianity; and, where does C hristianity end when liv­
ing in the culture?’ Each o f us [Indians] m ust experi­
ence his or her own guidance from God. We can’t 
ju st set our heritage on a shelf.”

Professor Lloyd Com m ander, the school’s only In­
dian teacher, teaches Am erican Indian History. He 
said, “W hen we talked about C olum bus’ com ing to 
this continent, students asked, ‘How can som eone 
discover a place th a t's  already popu la ted?’ M ost 
white m en don’t understand there were complex In­
dian cultures long before the white m an got here.

“Indian cultures are ju st part o f the m any cultures 
in Am erica. Som eone has said, ‘The tru th  is, the 
U.S. will never be a m elting pot, bu t a stew pot.’ A 
carrot in a stew still tastes like carrot, but it’s en­
hanced by the flavor o f the o ther vegetables and it, 
in turn, enhances the flavor o f the others,” C om ­
m ander said.

“ Like any college cam pus, this is no t a perfect 
place,” Dean M cKinney noted. “ In any given year, 
three or four students will stumble. But we m ust be 
redemptive. If a student repents and is willing to be 
counseled, we’ll work with him  or her. People may

Nothing to Brag About—  
Except God’s Redeeming Grace

Tohono O’odham Indian Al Antone says, “I hate to 
even mention the things I used to do—it’s nothing 

to brag about. But I’m a living testimony of what the 
Lord can do in someone’s life, and that’s what I brag 
about.”

For 13 years, Al was a member of a drug smuggling 
ring. “I knew it affected my whole family,” he said. 
“And because of this, my wife and three sons began go­
ing to church in 1984.

“One day, my son came home from church and 
asked if I knew what a particular scripture meant. He 
read it for me. ‘For God so loved the world, that he 
gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in 
him should not perish, but have everlasting life’ (John 
3:16). Just hearing it through his young voice made it 
come alive to me.

“I began attending church, too, but didn’t end my 
association with the gang. Then, in 1985, everyone else 
was arrested and sent to prison—some are still there.” 

Al accepted the Lord that year, but he said, “I didn’t 
give Him everything. Then, one day I questioned the 
pastor about the peace and joy they all claimed to have, 
and he asked if I had really given God my all. I began 
crying and, when he asked if I'd like to, I said yes. From 
that time I’ve felt that peace and joy myself”

Al has a burden for the people he’s hurt in the past, 
and he regularly phones and writes to those in prison.

“They sometimes ask why I don’t preach to them. 
But I wait for them to ask about the change in my life; 
then, I can testify and let it all come naturally into the 
conversation,” he said.

And God has given Al a burden for his people. He 
has talked to tribal elders about his new faith.

not understand this, but ‘we m ust obey G od, rather 
than men.’”

This obedience has led to the school having an a t­
trition rate any college can be proud of. Only about 
4 percent o f the studen ts w ho begin as freshm en 
leave before graduating. T hat looks pretty good, es­
pecially w hen com pared  to  96 percen t o f  N ative 
A m erican students leaving the nearby University o f 
New Mexico before graduation.

Charles Stuart, though proud o f both the school 
and students, said, “No place is perfect. Every cam ­
pus, every  w o rk p lace , every  c o m m u n ity , every  
church has its problem s. W hen I was studying at 
Bethany Peniel College, som eone told me, ‘You’ll 
find  roses ou t there. Som e will blossom  and  be 
beautiful, bu t others will be very thorny. You m ust 
deal with and accept both kinds.’ It’s been good ad­
vice. Here, we are cultivating roses in the desert.”
