THE SNARES OF 
DEATH

I used to capture Alaskan wolves for a living. W hen 
I lived in Interior Alaska, I worked as a wildlife bi­
ologist. My coworkers and I caught the wolves, 
tranquilized them, fitted them  with a radio trans­

m itter collar, and then released them. Lock snares were 
an effective way to catch these resourceful carnivores 
unharm ed— if we were clever enough.

Wolves have a sure instinct for 
detecting threats. They have an  
extraordinary sense o f smell that 
we hum ans can only dim ly imag­
ine. Their ears swivel to  catch the 
faintest whispers o f sound. Sharp, 
intelligence-filled eyes see slight 
m ovem en ts, even in d im  light.
G od has superbly equipped these 
m asterful predators for life in a 
world full o f  danger.

O n m ore than  one occasion, I 
rem em ber the frustration o f see­
ing w olf track s  in  new ly fallen 
snow all around m y cleverly con­
c e a le d  sn a re s . O n e  t im e , th e  
track s  show ed th a t  a w o lf had  
walked right into m y snare. The 
w olf m u st have realized  a t the  
last possible m om ent tha t som e­
thing was not right. It backed out 
o f the snare, giving m e the slip 
again.

The “snares o f death” we face 
are  m ore  c leverly  h id d en  th a n  
those faced by wolves, and  they

are ju st as real. Consider two: so­
cial d r in k in g  a n d  p rom iscu ity . 
N either are crim es in m ost plac­
es. In fact, both are part o f a way 
o f life for m illions th roughout the 
w orld. N evertheless, the enem y 
has cunningly concealed death in 
these snares— death for ou r spir­
its and  perhaps our physical bod­
ies as well.

M a n y  fa c e s  c o m e  to  m in d  
w hen I th in k  o f  those  w ho got 
trapped in the snares o f death. In 
p a rtic u la r , I th in k  o f  a y o u n g  
friend nam ed K enneth . “L iquor 
is no problem  for me,” he always 
sa id , a n d  so he to o k  a so c ia l 
d rink  several tim es a week. The 
occasional cocktail served as bait. 
Now liquor is a problem  for him. 
H e sp e n d s  a ll h is m o n ey  a n d  
m ost o f his tim e try ing  to  find 
the next drink.

Just as G od equips wolves for a 
w orld full o f  danger, so has He 
e q u ip p e d  us. “ T h e  fear o f  th e
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She rushed 
blindly and 
eagerly into 
the snare 
o f  death.

L ord  is a fo u n ta in  o f  life,” the 
scripture reads. W hen we accept 
the guidance o f the Holy Spirit, 
we can avoid the snares o f death. 
O ur M aker also gave us a full de­
scription o f the devices o f Satan 
in the Bible. It describes in  detail 
the com m on snares he lays in our 
paths, and how to avoid them .

Snares for wolves often involve 
bait. Once, I found a dead moose 
frozen in a lake. A pack o f wolves 
regularly  v isited  th is  site. They 
had com e so often they had es­
tab lished  a netw ork  o f trails in 
the brush at the lake’s edge. This, 
I realized, was a perfect spot to 
catch a few o f them . T hat tim e, I 
even had an expert wolf trapper 
help me set the snares. We set a 
lot o f them . Nevertheless, we did 
n o t c a p tu re  a n y  im m ed ia te ly . 
Even the  youngest wolves care­
fully followed the lead o f their el­
ders, evading cap tu re  tim e and  
again.

As with the wolves, if  we will 
teach our children to  drink  from 
th e  fo u n ta in  o f  life, they, too , 
have a better chance o f avoiding 
the snares o f death. In D euteron­
om y 11:18-19, we read, “Fix these 
words o f m ine in your hearts and 
m inds; tie them  as sym bols on

It was a good rem inder o f the valuable lesson G od 
taught m e tha t day.

How easy it is for m e to  lose m y joy, I thought. All 
it took was a little m istake, a slight bum p, and  I, too, 
had a chip off m y joy. This cou ldn’t be the sam e 
kind o f abundan t joy that Jesus talked abou t when 
He said tha t H is joy would be in m e in fullest m ea­
sure.

U ntil then, we are allowed 
to see you only 15 m inutes every two 
hours. In tha t am o u n t o f  tim e we try 
to be the  s tre n g th  you  no  lo n g e r 
have. C hris, yo u r g ran d so n , sends 
you a g e t-w e ll c a rd , a n d  w rite s , 
“Aren’t you lucky! You get to  have 
your broken heart m ended on Valen­
tine’s Day.” We all pray for the  faith 
of an 11 -year-old.
February 12-13 

For the next two days we hold each 
other and try not to  cry, and  spend 
the time between visits telling stories 
about you. Roy, m y older brother, re­
minds me o f the tim e we were fishing 
and you kept telling m e, “C ast the 
other way, Jerry.” D id 1 listen to  you.

Dad? Sure I did. Right after I pierced 
your earlobe with a No. 4 Bear Claw 
hook.

I recall you and me playing golf al­
m ost every weekend for a couple of 
years when I was in high school. You 
were never any good and  were the 
first to  ad m it it. For 18 holes you 
would gasp, groan, agonize, and m u t­
ter, “ I do n 't know  why I do this. Fm 
losing m ore balls th an  I’m hitting.” 
But, as we’d load the clubs into the 
trunk , you’d say, “W asn’t it relaxing 
ou t there? W ant to  play again tom or­
row?” A nd we would.

W e  all smile at 
the memories and 
grow silent, each 
of us desperately  
hoping to m ake  
more.

Terri, m y sister, rem em b ers  the  
tim e you got her snow skis for C hrist­
mas. As she began unw rapping them , 
you were so excited to  see her reac­
tion  that you actually got up and tore 
the w rapping paper o ff for her. D on’t 
deny it, we have the snapshot. W heth ­
er it was unw rapping gifts, golfing, or 
fishing, you were never one to sit still 
for long. We all smile at the m em o­
ries and  grow silent, each o f us des­
perately hoping to m ake more. 
February 14

Before the surgery, the doctor pulls 
us aside and  tells us to  say everything 
we w ant to  say to  you before the sur­
gery and not to  expect a miracle. For 
the next 4 hours we pray for exactly

that. I don 't know  w hether the angels 
were rejoicing, bu t I know  th a t the 
saints in the waiting room  were when 
the doctors wheeled you ou t and  said 
they were surprised at how well you 
did, but tha t the next 24 hours were 
critical.
February 17

We w a tc h  a s  th e  h e a r t  p u m p  
com es out. T he local p a s to r  takes 
y o u r h an d  an d  p rays an  e lo q u en t 
prayer o f  thanksgiving. W hen he says 
“A m en,” you say, “Pastor, get me a 
drink  o f  water. T ha t prayer was so 
long-winded, it m ade me thirsty.” We 
all lau g h  a n d  h u g  a n d  c ry  so m e  
more, knowing tha t you’re going to  
be OK.
February 24 

As I ascend to  15,000 feet, I th ink 
about the healing m iracle tha t began 
10 days ago. Looking out m y w in­
dow, 1 see C asper M ounta in  fading 
beh in d  m e. O nce again, m y m ind  
sees the deer we used to  watch. We 
did not m ake it to  G arden Creek this 
time. But you told m e yesterday that 
the deer were now tam e enough to 
eat ou t o f  your hand. Together we 
w atched the sunset from the second 
flo o r w indow  o f  ro o m  208. O nce 
again, we know  it is special, m ade 
m ore so by the  rem in d e r th a t o u r 
days here are lim ited and  precious. I 
sit next to  your bed and  take your 
h an d . You’re th e  f irs t to  sq u eeze  
back. I m eet your eyes and  see m yself 
reflected in them . We both grip tight­
er. I lean over you, for I have som e­
thing im portan t to  say.

The Pattern and the Cloth
n early M arch, 1 attended two 

conferences that im pacted my 
life very meaningfully.

T h e  f ir s t  w as th e  e ig h th  
Theology Conference o f the C hurch 
o f the Nazarene. 1 have been privi­
leged to attend  seven o f  these. This 
one  was u n iq u e  in th a t it was co ­
sponsored by the education offices of 
the Wesleyan and  N azarene churches 
and was attended  by the religion fac­
ulties o f the colleges/universities and 
sem inaries (and general superin ten­
dents) o f  bo th  denom inations. The 
them e was “Theology in the Service 
o f  th e  C h u rc h .” S ch o la rly  p ap e rs  
were presented by professors, general 
an d  d is tr ic t  su p e r in te n d e n ts , an d  
pastors.

But this conference was m ore than  
an  academ ic  exercise. P a rtic ip an ts  
dealt with doing theology in a very 
practical way.

O ne o f  the presenters stated graph­
ically, “We m u st never be g u ilty  o f  
cutting the pattern to f i t  the  cloth.” 
My wife is an excellent seamstress. To 
m ake a dress, she m ust have a piece 
o f  m aterial and  a pattern  tha t is her 
size. O n one occasion w hen she put 
the pattern  on the cloth, she found 
tha t there was not enough m aterial. 
She could have cu t the pattern  dow n 
to fit the cloth, bu t tha t would have 
left h er w ith  a dress th a t was to o  
small to  wear.

This principle applies in our Chris­
tian  lives. Patterns are non negotiable. 
T hey  m ust n o t be tam p ered  w ith. 
There are two areas where this is ab ­
solutely necessary.
I. Doctrinal patterns must not be cut 
to fit unscriptural cloth.

Dr. T hom as O den, the renow ned 
th eo lo g ian  from  D rew  U niversity , 
was the keynote speaker. He issued a 
ringing challenge to  conferees to  be 
true  to  ou r W esleyan-Arm inian theo­
logical tradition. Speaker after speak-

er called us to teach and preach our 
distinctive theology o f Wesleyan holi­
ness. In th is  day w hen R efo rm ed / 
Calvinistic doctrine is proclaim ed so 
widely by so many, we m ust not yield 
to  pressure to  “cut the p a tte rn”— not 
ju st because we are Wesleyan, but be­
cause th is  is th e  c lear te ach in g  o f  
Scripture.

The word holiness and  its deriva­
tives appear in the Bible m ore than  
600 times. W hen purity  and  cleans­
ing are  ad d ed , th e  to ta l co m es to  
m ore than  1,000. In 1647, a century

b efo re  W esley liv ed , R a lp h  C u d - 
worth, a professor o f  Hebrew at C am ­
bridge, picked up  this biblical tru th  
in a se rm o n  before  p a r lia m e n t in 
these words: “The end  o f  the Gospel 
is no t only to  cover sinnes by spread­
ing the Purple Robe o f  C hrist’s death  
and  suffering over it, whilst it still re- 
m aineth  in us w ith all its filth and 
noisom ness unrem oved; bu t also to 
cleanse us and  free us from it.”

A nd m ore and  m ore non-W esley- 
ans are declaring this tim eless tru th . 
A lan  R e d p a th , o n e tim e  p a s to r  o f  
M oody  M em o ria l C h u rch , w rites: 
“None can ever ascend the hill o f  the 
Lord except he has clean hands and a 
pure heart, for w ithout holiness, no 
m an can see the Lord. . . .  O u r lives 
w ill have to  be m ade pu re  by the  
blood o f  Jesus Christ. . . . We m ust 
know  w hat it m ean s for th e  H oly

S p irit to  crucify  (o u r) lusts, affec­
tions, and  desires” (V ictorious Chris­
tian Service, Revell, 1 17-19).

A few days after the theology con­
ference, I was privileged to  attend  the 
50th anniversary  conven tion  o f  the 
N ational Association o f Evangelicals. 
At this m eeting, this second related 
tru th  was sounded:
II. Christian ethical patterns must 
not be cut to fit the cloth of our tragi­
cally immoral society. O u r own Dr. 
B. Edgar Johnson, N.A.E. president, 
in troduced President G eorge Bush to 
the convention. Mr. Bush reaffirm ed 
his unconditional opposition  to  abor­
tio n  on  d e m a n d  an d  p ro m ised  to 
veto any legislation tha t w ould make 
it legal if R oe  v. Wade is reversed. Ho­
liness people m ust not bow to pro- 
choice pressure to  com prom ise  the 
b ib lical teach in g  o f  the  sanctity  of 
life.

T he pattern  o f  principle m ust nev­
er be cu t to  accom m odate  cultural 
cloth. E lton Trueblood speaks to  this 
issue: “ In its great periods the Chris­
tian  faith has been shocking to  con­
te m p o ra r ie s  b ecau se  it challenged  
them  by its refusal to  conform . Chris­
tian s  m ust a ttack  the  w orld” (The  
New M an fo r  O ur Time).

In this sam e conference, Dr. D en­
nis K inlaw  decried  the m edia  blitz 
th a t is destroy ing  A m erica ’s m oral 
fabric through w hat he called “toler­
an t pluralism .” He also reported  that 
a recent survey revealed the alarm ing 
fact th a t  a m a jo rity  o f  A m ericans 
would lie, steal, and  be involved in 
e x t r a m a r i ta l  sex  i f  s u c h  a c t io n s  
seem ed ap p ro p ria te  an d  expedient. 
He called upon evangelicals to  dem ­
o n stra te  a holy in to le ran ce  against 
such social sin.

M ay we never be guilty o f  cutting 
th e  p a tte rn  o f  so u n d  d o c tr in e  and  
holy living to  fit the cloth o f  com pro­
mise.

Dinnertim e for the Tracys— a 
booth  at a fast-food restau­
ran t. I'm  exhausted  from  

fig h tin g  d e a d lin e s , B e tty e  from  
teaching 125 senior high students. 
“How did your day go?” I asked.

Bettye pushed her salad around  
in the little plastic dish, “1 have a 
vacancy in Row B, Seat 3. D am on 
dropped ou t o f  school.”

“O ne less set o f  papers to  worry 
about,” I said.

“1 do n 't w orry abou t the papers, 
but k n o w in g  th e  risks for y o ung  
black m ale  d ro p o u ts , 1 do  w orry  
about D am on. He is such a good- 
hearted kid. Always courteous, no 
back talk. He doesn’t always work 
hard, bu t he never blam es som eone 
else for his failures. I love th a t kid.” 

“Did you try  to  talk him  ou t o f 
quitting school?” I asked.

“O f course, bu t he said, ‘It’s for 
the best. My folks have divorced.
..  . M aybe I can get a job.’

“I pu t m y arm  a round  his shoul­
der,” Bettye said. (You see B e ttye  
has taught black k id s long enough  
to know that when a pseudo-expert 
says, “D o n ’t touch  th e  b la ck  s tu ­
dents, they resent it, ” he is spouting  
a silly notion. S h e  know s that black  
kids need hugs, and  pats, and  hand  
clasps ju s t  l ik e  e v e ry b o d y  else.)  
“And I told D am on ‘I d o n ’t w ant to  
read about you on the front page o f 
the newspaper.’

“ H e gave m e a long  lo o k  an d  
said, ‘I’ll be all right, Mrs. Tracy.’”

A few weeks later Bettye picked 
up the Kansas C ity  Star. T here was 
D a m o n . S o m e  y o u n g  m e n  h a d  
robbed a bank  and  m urdered  a cus­
tomer.

“I can’t believe that!” Bettye de­
c lared . “ D a m o n  c o u ld  n o t  k ill. 
There’s too  m uch good in him . H e’s 
such a tenderhearted  k id— he ju st 
would not do that.”

Bettye was right. T he police dis­
covered tha t D am on  had been false­

bud, and  flowering euca­
lyptus trees this tim e o f 
year. He was dead, shot 
once  in  th e  head  from  
close range.

Bettye is grieving tonight. D am on 
is the  second s tuden t she has lost 
this year. Kevin was ano ther black 
studen t w ho struggled in A m erican 
Lit until Bettye helped him  to be­
lieve in himself. “I’m im pressed by 
th e  in s ig h ts  in  y o u r poetry ,” she 
would tell him . K evin started com ­
ing by on Bettye’s p lanning  period 
to  get one-on-one coaching. G reat 
progress. But one w eekend ju st be­
fore C hristm as Kevin, the budding

poet, was killed in a drive-by shoot­
ing. “W earing the w rong color for 
tha t part o f  town,” his classm ates 
said.

B ettye was su p p o sed  to  re tire  
from teaching this year. But in the 
end she couldn 't go through with it. 
D am on and Kevin had som ething 
to do with that. But there are other 
students too. I do not have tim e to 
tell you abou t Jerrie who lost her 
hair from chem otherapy, to whom  
Bettye took lessons and  encourage­
m ent, no r about R onnie in the psy­
chiatric un it to  w hom  Bettye took 
in s tru c tio n  an d  friendly  counsel. 
N o r is th e re  space  to  te ll a b o u t 
M arge, an d  M itzi, an d  C h arlen e  
w ho  sh a red  th e ir  p re g n a n c y  d i ­
lem m as with their English teacher.

I w anted Bettye to retire this year. 
But th ink ing  o f those kids, especial-

THE PROMISE OF PERFECT 
LOVE

First in a series on Christian holiness 
by General Superintendent Emeritus William M . Greathouse

W
hat the world needs now is love, 
sweet love,” a once popular song 
says, echoing a truism  o f current 
culture. The song is right to a cer­
tain  extent. We do need love, but 

no t the love th a t pop singers tw ang th e ir guitars 
about. We need the love the Bible speaks o f— perfect 
love. How we hunger for G od’s perfect love to fill 
our hearts, expelling everything contrary to love and 
reproducing Christ in us (1 John 4:17).

Is such love som ething we can only dream  about? 
Not if  we believe the gospel. The prom ise o f the gos­
pel is that we can receive and m anifest perfect love.

English reform er John  Wesley (1703-91), recov­
ered for the C hurch this scriptural tru th  th a t had 
been shoved into the background in m uch o f Protes­
tan t practice.

In one form or another, the tru th  o f Christian per­
fection, or holiness understood as perfect love, had 
lain at the heart o f the Christian tradition  from the 
tim e o f Jesus and the apostles.

Protestant reform er M artin  L uther (1483-1546), 
who rediscovered the tru th  o f justification  by faith, 
overreacted against the C atholic trad ition  o f holi­
ness. In his zeal to avoid anything that sm acked o f 
salvation by works and to keep central the tru th  o f 
salvation through grace alone, L uther neglected too 
m uch the “be ye holy for I am  holy” o f the Bible.

“ Here John  Wesley rose to m o u n ta in  heights,” 
claim s the late George Croft Cell o f  Boston Univer­
sity. “He restored the neglected doctrine o f holiness 
to its m erited position in the Protestant understand­
ing o f Christianity.” 1

The Neglected Doctrine
It is critically im portan t that we see with clarity 

the essence o f  this “neglected doctrine o f  holiness.” 
It is the doctrine o f C hristian perfection seen as per­
fect love.

The New Testam ent word for perfection is no t a 
static but a dynam ic, functional term . O ur English 
word com es from the Latin perfectus, which m eans 
absolute holiness and sinlessness. The Greek word 
(teleios) derives from  the root telos, which m eans 
end. or intended purpose. A th ing is “perfect” when 
it answers to its true end. For exam ple, the pen now 
in my hand is perfect, not because it is flawless but 
because it writes. It answers to the end for which it 
was designed.

D eploring the conno ta tion  o f  the English word 
perfect, Wesley nevertheless refused to  give up his 
doctrine o f perfection because, correctly understood, 
perfection is a scriptural term .

W hat Wesley did was to redefine  perfection ac­
co rd in g  to  its  New T e s ta m e n t m ean in g . A dam  
Clarke sum m arized  the Wesleyan and  New Testa­
m ent idea o f perfection w hen he explained:

As G od requires every m an to love him  with 
all his heart, soul, m ind, and  strength, and his 
neighbour as himself; then  he is a perfect m an 
that does so; he answers the end for which God  
m ade h im .2

U nderscore in your thought tha t last phrase and 
you have the essence o f holiness. As a com m and­
m ent o f  G od, perfect love is the substance o f the law; 
as a prom ise  o f  G od, it is the quintessence o f the 
gospel.
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The Promise
As the law  is in the New Testam ent (“Be perfect, 

therefore, as your heavenly Father is perfect” M at­
thew 4:48, NIV), so the gospel is in the Old Testa­
ment. “T he Lord your G od  will c ircum cise your 
hearts and the hearts o f your descendants, so that 
you m ay love him  with all your heart and with all 
your soul, an d  live” (D e u te ro n o m y  30:6, N IV ). 
What G od com m ands  in the law. He prom ises to do 
in the gospel.

At the very heart o f the gospel is the prom ise o f a 
deeper w orking o f G o d ’s grace in the heart o f the 
Christian believer, a grace receivable by faith in this 
present m om ent, enabling us to be and to act in con­
formity to the great com m andm ent, i.e., to love G od

supremely and love every o ther person as we love 
our own souls!

W hen Wesley explained this to  his English bishop 
as the m ean ing  o f  his d o c trin e  o f  C h ristian  per­
fection, the good bishop told him  to preach it in all 
the world!

This is indeed good news! G od can rem ove the 
u n c irc u m c ise d  h e a r t— th e  s tu b b o rn , reb e llio u s  
heart— and give us a tender, pliable heart that says, 
“I delight to  do thy will, O  G od!”

Not Perfectionism 
We m ust distinguish between C hristian perfection 

and “perfectionism .” This we have not always done, 
to the confusion o f m any who, in the late Dr. Ed­
ward Lawlor’s words, “take pains and give them  to 
everybody else!” in trying  to  be “perfect.” No w on­
der so m any say, “I was better w hen I d idn ’t try!” 

U nder these conditions, it is easy to  succum b to 
what Bonhoeffer called “cheap grace” and “throw  
out the baby with the bath  w ater”!

Holiness is not the “second effort,” it is “the sec­
ond rest.” A believer who has yielded utterly  to  G od 
and received the infilling o f the Holy Spirit is not 
uptight, trying to  dot every i and cross every t in or­
der to please G od. “There rem ains, then, a Sabbath- 
rest for the people o f God; for anyone who enters

G od’s rest also rests from his own work, ju st as God 
did from his" (Hebrews 4:9-10, NIV). For this per­
son, the Christian life is a perpetual Sabbath o f wor­
ship, praise, and service in the spirit o f Jesus.

Blessed quietness! H oly quietness!
What assurance in m y  soul!

On the storm y sea Jesus speaks to me,
A n d  the billows cease to roll!

A “Habitual Disposition” of Love
Drawing from Thom as Aquinas, Wesley declared 

that Christian perfection is “that habitual disposi­
tion o f soul, which, in the sacred writings, is term ed 
holiness.” 1 It is a “habitual disposition,” not habitual

perfect perform ance. T hat is why the plea for for­
giveness (M atthew  6:12) is no t foreign to perfection 
but indicative o f it.

As m em bers o f A dam ’s fallen race, our habitual 
disposition is that o f inordinate idolatrous self-love. 
We are born, as L uther noted, “curved in on our­
selves.” We are born psychocentric, bu t we grow up 
egocentric. Each o f us by nature wants to be the cen­
ter o f the universe, that is to say, God.

This idolatrous “heart o f stone” is the essence of 
original sin. But G od has promised: “I will remove 
from you your heart o f stone and give you a heart of 
flesh. A nd I will pu t my Spirit in you and move you 
to  follow m y . . . law s” (Ezekiel 36:26-27, NIV). 
Then, we joyfully sing.

I ’ll say “Yes, Lord, Yes"
To your will and  to your way;

I'll say “Yes, Lord, Yes”
I  will trust you and  obey.

When your Spirit speaks to m e  
With m y  whole heart I ’ll agree,

A n d  m y  answer will be 
“Yes, Lord, Yes!”4 

Perfect Love, Not Sinlessness 
F u n d a m en ta l to  W esley’s teach in g  is the  d is­

tinction between “the perfect law” o f love (as delin­

>

it
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eated in 1 C orinthians 13 and the Serm on on the 
M ount) and  “perfect love” (understood  as “ pure 
love to  G od and m an” or singleness o f intention). 
Even those perfected in love “fall short o f the glory 
o f G od” and are, therefore, with every other Chris­
tian “justified  by his grace through the redem ption 
that cam e by Christ Jesus . . .  apart from observing 
the law” (R om ans 3:23, 24, 28, NIV).

This distinction explains Wesley’s doctrine o f the 
double nature o f actual sin. His prim ary definition 
o f sin is “every voluntary breach o f the law o f love 
. .  . and nothing else.” ? But after spelling out the per­
fect law o f  love in 1 C orinthians 13, Wesley writes, 
“You who feel nothing but love, com pare yourselves 
with the preceding description. Weigh yourselves in 
this balance, and see if you are not wanting in m any 
particulars.”6

For this reason, Wesley writes, “sinless perfection 
is a phrase I never use, lest I should seem to con­
tradict myself.”7 It is salvation fro m  sin— from its 
pow er  in the  new b ir th  an d  its ro o t (false self- 
centeredness) in full salvation— but not sinlessness.

Wesley believed that 
sin is “every voluntary 
breach o f  the law . . .  
and nothing else.”

since “the best o f m en . .  . fall short o f the law of 
love” and  therefore “need the a tonem en t.”8 It is, 
therefore, appropriate, as long as we live, to say, 

Every m om ent, Lord, I  need  
The merit o f  thy death . 9

Christian perfection is a Christ-centered  existence.
The holiest o f [persons] need Christ as their 

Prophet, as “the light o f the world.” For He does 
not give them  light bu t from m om ent to m o­
m ent; the instant He withdraws all is darkness. 
They still need Christ as their King; for G od 
does not give them  a stock o f holiness. But u n ­
less they receive a supply every m om ent, no th ­
ing b u t unho liness w ould  rem ain . They still 
need Christ as their priest, to m ake atonem ent 
for their holy things. Even perfect holiness is ac­
ceptable to G od only through Jesus C hrist.10

Such a C hristian’s confession is, therefore: “Thou 
art my light, m y holiness, my heaven. Through my 
union with Thee, I am  full o f  light, o f  holiness, and 
happiness. But if I were left to myself, I should be 
nothing but sin, darkness, hell.” "

“Called unto holiness, ” praise H is dear nam e! 
This blessed secret to fa ith  now m ade plain:
Not our own righteousness, but Christ within, 
Living, and  reigning, and saving fro m  s in .12

A Breath of Fresh Life
A n d  after H e had  sa id  this. H e  

breathed on them  and  said, "Re­
ceive the H oly Sp irit"  (John 
20:22*).

I grew up as an ou tdoors per­
son, bu t m y vocation places 
m e in an office. A few years 

ago, 1 was instructed  to  never again 
open my office window. T he tem ­
perature would be taken care o f  by 
the therm ostat. T he problem  is 
that the therm osta t doesn’t provide 
fresh air. There are tim es w hen 1 
feel I need a breath o f  fresh air or 
I'll die. Fresh air gives me a fresh 
sense o f  life, vitality, and  energy. It 
enables m e to  believe tha t I really 
can do the work and  will o f G od in 
my life. John  20:22 portrays Jesus 
breathing on the disciples. The life 
and power o f  the Holy Spirit re­
sulted for them .

John 20:19-23 presents Jesus' res­
urrection appearance to  m ost o f 
the disciples in the evening o f  the 
first Easter Sunday. Jesus’ first 
words were, “Peace to  you.” No 
doubt, this is the translation  o f  the 
traditional Jewish greeting, “S h a ­
lom. ” However, tha t greeting had 
im m easurably m ore m eaning that 
night than  it could ever have had 
before. T he disciples’ lives were in 
com plete chaos; the C rucifixion 
had destroyed all tha t they had 
hoped for during  the previous three 
years. The Resurrection, Jesus’ per­
sonal appearance to  them , and  His 
effective word, “Peace to  you,” be­
gan the re-creation o f  their lives.

T hat re-creation o f life was also 
com m unicated  through Jo h n ’s 
com m ent, “He breathed on them .” 
The G reek word breathed  is the 
same word used in the  G reek Old 
Testam ent in G enesis 2:7, “G od 
formed m an  o f  dust from the 
ground and  breathed in to  his nos­
trils the breath  o f  life.” The sam e

verb appears in Ezekiel 37:9 to de­
scribe life being breathed in to  the 
bones in the Valley o f  the Dry 
Bones. John w anted his readers 
to  understand  th a t when Jesus 
breathed on the disciples. He was 
giving them  a new life. They were 
receiving a fresh breath o f  life that 
would reenergize them  to be and  to 
do w hat C hrist asked o f them . T hat 
breath o f  fresh life cam e with Jesus’ 
effective com m and, “Receive the 
Holy Spirit.”

M any C hristians are puzzled by 
verse 22 because they do not know 
how to relate it to  the Pentecost ex­
perience o f the Early C hurch de­
scribed in Acts 2. We should re­
m em ber tha t John did not write 
the Book o f Acts, and 
there is no evidence that 
copies o f Acts existed in 
the part o f the world in 
which John lived. In fact, 
it is unlikely he even 
knew tha t the Book of 
Acts had been w ritten.
He was about to  bring 
his G ospel to  a close, bu t 
he could not end it w ith­
out telling o f  the gift o f 
the Holy Spirit.

Jo h n ’s preview o f Pen­
tecost accom plishes two im por­
tan t purposes. First, it shows the 
fulfillm ent o f  the prom ises o f the 
Paraclete m ade by Jesus during the 
Last D iscourse o f  John 14— 17.
The Holy Spirit had been given to 
create new life and  to  guide the dis­
ciples in to  all tru th  during the con­
fusing days tha t lay ahead. Second, 
John shows us tha t the Holy Spirit 
com es to  us from the Father 
through the agency o f Christ. John 
16:13-14 clearly states tha t the 
Paraclete would not speak on His 
own, bu t would take the words and 
m inistry  o f Jesus and  apply them  
to believers’ lives. John lived in an

era when som e C hristians were sep­
arating the Holy Spirit from Jesus. 
The result was m ore em phasis on 
power and gifts and  less em phasis 
on Christlikeness. John certainly 
expected powerful m inistry from 
believers, as John 14:12 shows, but 
for him , the Spirit would always 
po in t to  Christ and  lead to  C hrist­
likeness.

The breath o f  fresh life that be­
lievers need today is the life o f 
Christ re-created in us through the 
work o f the Holy Spirit. T hat will 
give us new strength and  energy to 
accom plish the work and will o f 
G od in our world. It will also focus 
ou r power and our gifts on m inis­
try and  not on ourselves.

U .S . (C A N U S ) .  At leas t  43 d i rec to r s  
attended the weekend session.

"C M C s affiliated with the Church o f  
the N az a re n e  are inc rea s in g  ra p id ly ,"  
Nees said. “ Many o f  these centers have 
been unaw are  that they had  n u m erou s  
counterparts  in various cities across the 
two countries."

T h e  re trea t  inc luded  an o ppor tun ity  
for each o f  the directors to share infor­
m a t ion  abou t  the i r  pa r t ic u la r  m in is try  
with the group. O ther  sessions focused 
on the theology o f  com passionate  m in­
istries,  leadership, spiritual motivation, 
and resource developm ent.

“C M C s are engaged in changing lives

in their com m unit ies  by meeting various 
urgent and long-term needs.” Nees said.

It ’s 11 p.m . Saturday night in A naheim  
Best W estern S ta rd u st M otel, w hen 
eight-year-old Jennifer bursts in to  sing­

ing. From  the  shower, the  sounds o f  her 
praises to  the Lord fill the room s. “T hank  
You, Lord, for this wonderful day. You are so 
great. I love You so m uch. You are so w on­
derful.” For at least Five m inutes these spon­
taneous songs o f joy  continue. She rem inds 
m e o f a songbird exploding with trills o f  joy 
in the early m orn. For an hour before, she 
has been singing every praise song tha t she 
knows, but songs w ritten by others are inad­
equate to  express her adoration  and  th an k ­
fulness to the Lord.

I am  deeply hum bled and convicted by 
th is  pu re  an d  unexpec ted  w orsh ip .

“SUFFER THE LITTLE 
CHILDREN”

A s  a Christian parent with a husband and two 
children, I often wear m yself ou t trying 
to  sustain ou r family life together. A nd 

.X . S  the effort to keep us a “fam ily” is not al­
ways appreciated.

Satan constan tly  is on the prowl, seeking w hat 
families he m ay devour. Newspapers and television 
b om b ard  us daily  w ith case a fte r case o f sexual 
abuse, incest, adultery, drug problem s, and violence 
o f every sort. Further, Satan chuckles as he m an ipu­
lates the com plexities o f our greed-oriented society, 
fragm enting families who try to  keep three jobs plus 
a vigorous social agenda going. Families are being 
pulled apart by the very way life is structured these 
days.

The attacks o f the world and  o f  Satan himself, 
however, can be identified and resisted. W hat sneaks 
up on us is the way the Church carelessly falls into a 
fam ily-fragm enting  life-style. H ow  can you figh t 
that? W hat do you do w hen the “church fam ily” 
fragm ents your natural family?

It’s the children w ho are the p rob lem — not for 
me, bu t for others. The Bible tells us tha t our chil­
dren are a gift from G od, precious blessings who are 
to  be trained up in the way they should go (Proverbs 
22:6). A nd D euteronom y 6:6-7 rem inds us o f  the 
daily com m itm ent to  teach our children. I believe all 
that, and m y Christian response is to practice what 
the Bible preaches about these m atters.

However, some things that go on in the nam e o f 
the Church cut me off at the pass.

Trendy, subtle attacks com e through “adults only” 
class parties and  church  functions, childcare p ro ­
vided for every program , and activities tha t separate 
fam ily  m em bers  the  m in u te  they  w alk in to  the  
building. Too often, the distraction or noises chil­
dren cause are intolerable to  adults who then decide 
children should not be part o f their adult worship, 
church dinners, class parties, fellowship activities, 
e tc. O ne c h u rc h  even  ex c lu d ed  d a u g h te rs  a t  a 
m other and daughter activity if  the daughter was 
under age 12.

Jesus said, “Suffer little children, and  forbid them  
not, to  com e un to  m e” (M atthew  19:14). Obviously, 
this was not an “adults only” crowd who cam e to 
learn from Jesus. O ur M aster po in ted  out the prior­
ities to  adults and parents. He placed a priority  on 
children and acknowledged their place in ou r life. In 
fact, Jesus alluded to  the tender teachability o f chil­
dren when He said we all m ust becom e like them .

I feel m y parenting career is th reatened  in three 
ways when church program s tell m e “adults only.”

First, I am  offended when others m ake the deci­
sion for m e th a t m y ch ild ren  are n o t com ing. It 
m ust be assum ed I have not perform ed m y jo b  as a 
parent correctly. The message I receive is tha t my 
children and o ther parents’ children are so unruly 
tha t they are a distraction and nuisance. My respon­
sibility as a parent is stripped from me, and I am 
denied the choice to parent m y children in public.

Second, I feel th rea tened  w hen children are ex­
cluded from church functions sim ply because it ex­
poses those who are in to leran t and canno t adapt to 
no ise  an d  d is tra c tio n . P re o c c u p a tio n  w ith  se lf­
com fort anesthetizes m inds to  the m inistry  o f lov­
ing, accepting, and nurtu ring  children. People who 
have the ability to  screen ou t d istraction  in their 
workplace, their hom e life, and concentrate on tasks 
claim  inability to  w orship if  a toddler drops a song- 
book.

Third, when others dictate tha t an activity is for 
adults only, it is I who is d iscrim inated against! My 
usual options are to  not a ttend  and I miss out, or 
hire a baby-sitter, which is no t always financially  
possible.

W hen trad ition  dictates, such as M o th er’s Day 
and Father’s Day, nobility is placed on C hristian par­
enting and  the w orth o f children reiterated. How­
ever, I find on o ther occasions during  the year it 
seems tha t children are not necessary in church life 
because “there isn’t enough room ,” “they d o n ’t like 
children in their hom e,” “children need to  experi­
ence w orsh ip  a t th e ir  ow n level,” “ th e  c h ild ren  
would get bored.” These polite excuses to  d ism em ­
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Faith P e n n in g to n

ber families deny ou r future board  m em bers, teach­
ers, greeters, pastors, o p p o rtu n itie s  to  bond  with 
other Christians.

My fondest m em ories com e from church activities 
where fam ilies were together. I m ade friends with

How m any people will invite a new family over 
for d in n er  if  they  have ch ildren? I observe, as a 
greeter in my church, that childless couples receive 
the m ost invitations. Sadly, a m issionary couple with 
children, hom e on furlough, shared with me that

One church even excluded daughters at 
the mother and daughter activity i f  the 
daughter was under 12!

my paren ts’ friends, and  they knew  m ine. M any 
Christian adults watched me grow and prayed with 
me as I sought G o d ’s direction in my life. I had op­
portunity to observe interdependence, conflict reso­
lution, tolerance, and C hristian  fellowship. Today, 
some o f my church friends don ’t even know I’m a 
mother, and m any people in my local church d o n ’t 
know my children.

they a ren ’t inv ited  in to  hom es and  explain it as 
“people w ithout children do not w ant children in 
their homes.” M inistry is som etim es inconvenient. I 
trust I'm  reaching out to others even when it m ay be 
uncom fortable to be with all o f their family.

D on’t get me wrong. I know there are tim es when 
the various family m em bers need to learn things at

Questions

One day last winter my husband was bed­
ridden by a flu virus. He cancelled all 
but one o f his appointm ents for the day; 

it was a life and death matter. He asked me to 
keep that appointm ent in his stead.

The day before, a wom an who was in the late 
stages o f  AIDS called M ichael, looking  for a 
chaplain. Her husband had died of AIDS earlier 
in the week. The w om an’s children were asking 
questions she d idn’t know how to answer. She 
needed som eone to com e over and talk  about 
God and show them  what the Bible said about 
heaven and about why their daddy had to die.

As I drove across San Francisco  to  an  u n ­
fam iliar industria l p a rt o f tow n, I prayed for 
courage , w isdom , an d  co n fid e n ce  th a t  G od  
would let this family feel a measure of divine love 
and concern, even if I didn’t have the words to 
explain  the unansw erable questions th a t su r­
round death. I’d talked w ith plenty  o f people 
with AIDS before, but never with children who 
had to face the recent death o f their father and 
whose m other’s health was failing fast.
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Prior to her diagnosis, 
she and her friends 
had laughed and 
agreed that all people 
infected with the 
A ID S virus should be 
quarantined.

W hen I arrived at the gate o f their small, neat 
apartm ent, a new friend o f the family let m e in. The 
articu late  m other, who looked gaunt, assured me 
that she had a com m unity  o f supporters who pro­
vided prac tica l help. W hat they  d id n ’t have was 
som eone in their lives to talk with about God.

T he m o th er and  her ch ildren  had lived in the 
small town where she had grown up, m arried, and 
attended church. W hen her husband confessed his 
involvem ent in some risky activities, their marriage 
crum bled, and they separated. Her husband moved 
to ano ther state and soon telephoned, asking that 
she and the kids be tested for the HIV virus. The 
unim aginable had happened to her— she, too, car­
ried the virus.

“T hank  G od, my kids are OK,” she said m atter- 
of-factly and with great affection for her children. 
The quality bond  between this m other and her chil­
dren was palpable. This was a loving family.

The w om an told me that prior to  her diagnosis, 
she and  her friends had laughed and agreed that all 
people infected with the AIDS virus should be quar­
an tined , shunned; they were a group o f invisible 
people out there somewhere. Now she was one o f 
them .

In her hom etow n she could find no one else in 
th e  v ic in ity  w ho  sh ared  h e r  p ligh t. H er p a s to r  
m oved away, and she felt she cou ldn’t talk to  the 
new one.

I adm itted  sadly, “The church isn’t always a safe 
or loving place, is it?”

“No,” she agreed, w ithout malice or anger, “but it 
should be. The church should be where people like

DONT FORGET THE CHILDREN!

W
hat com es to  m ind 
w hen you th in k  o f 
the G reat C om m is­
sion? M issionaries  
in faraway places? Church p lan t­

ers starting new works in wealthy 
suburbs or poverty-blighted inner 
cities? Certainly the G reat C om ­
m ission’s a d m o n itio n  to  “ m ake 
disciples o f all nations” (M atthew 
28:19, NIV) calls the church to go 
to countries, bu t really its call is 
to  reach the people o f these na­
tions rather than  the places them ­
selves.

Today’s English Version Bible 
clarifies this by translating “na­
t io n s ” as “ peo p les .” T h e  New 
C entury Version says, “So go and 
m ake followers o f all the people 
o f  the  w orld” (M atthew  28:19, 
EB).

If we are to  m ake followers of

all peop le , th en  c h ild ren  m ost 
certainly are included. According 
to the 1990 U.S. Census, nearly 
44 m illion A m ericans are under 
the age o f 12. In o u r churches, 
ch ildren  often  m ake up  a th ird  
o r m o re  o f  th e  c o n g reg a tio n s . 
Clearly children are an im portan t 
part o f the “nations” spoken o f 
by Jesus.

N azarene C hildren’s M inistries 
is the  office o f the church  th a t 
has the special responsibility  to 
fu lf il l  th e  G re a t  C o m m iss io n  
with children. It’s m ission state­
m ent is simple:

To carry out the G reat C om ­
m ission to  children, establish­
ing the foundation for a life o f 
C hristian holiness.
M ost agree that it takes an ex­

c e p tio n a l p e rso n  to  b e co m e  a 
m issionary to  ano ther culture. It

requires specific tra in in g  in the 
custom s and language o f  the peo­
ple to  w hom  the m issionary goes. 
It also takes a special kind o f per­
son to work in C hildren’s M inis­
tries. Psychologists and  learning 
specialists tell us that children see 
the world differently from adults. 
A lthough every adult was once a 
child, children’s w orkers need to 
becom e fam iliar once again with 
the world o f  children. However, 
since the culture o f  childhood is 
always changing, ch ildren’s w ork­
ers usually find tha t the custom s 
a n d  language o f  c o n te m p o ra ry  
ch ild ren  are  n o t w hat they  re ­
m em ber. In fact, teachers m ay ex­
perience culture shock as they a t­
tem pt to understand today’s chil­
dren.

It isn ’t easy to  see the  w orld 
from  a ch ild ’s perspective. Too
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m any ad u lts  idealize th e ir  own 
childhood. Too m any d o n ’t take 
children and their concerns seri­
ously. Som e are con ten t to wait 
un til th e  c h ild ren  are  o ld e r  to  
“deal with spiritual things." How­
ever, th e  c h u rc h  m u st in c lu d e  
children if it is serious about ful­
filling the G reat Com m ission.

T he C hurch  o f  th e  N azarene 
has people at the local, d istrict, 
and general levels who feel called 
to m in is te r  to  ch ild ren . V olun­
teers devote thousands o f hours 
working with children. Just as 
m is s io n a r ie s  e n d e a r  th e m ­
se lv e s  to  th e  p e o p le  w ith  
w hom  they  w ork, c h ild re n ’s 
workers earn special places in 
the hearts o f  youngsters. They 
guide children as they explore 
the wonders o f G o d ’s love. If 
you grew  up  in  th e  ch u rch , 
you p robab ly  rem em b er a ch il­
dren’s w orker who m ade an im ­
portant con tribu tion  to  your life.

Local c h ild re n ’s w orkers are 
people like Phyllis W eldon who 
gave countless hours to  the chil­
dren and young people at Evans­
ville, Ind., G race  C h u rch . T he 
children at K ansas City Victory 
Hills C hu rch  fondly call G o lda  
M asters “G ran d m a G olda.” Hal 
Bilyeu fa ith fu lly  d rove  his bus 
through H arrisonville, Mo., col­
lecting children who had no o ther 
way to come. Betty Jarvis’ students 
at G reencastle, Ind., happily  re­

call th e ir  tr ip s  to  In d ia n a p o lis  
and the lunches at Ponderosa.

D is t r ic t  le a d e rs , l ik e  lo c a l  
workers, share a passion for com ­
m unicating  G o d ’s grace to  chil­
dren. M any break the trend  to ­
w ard sho rt-te rm  co m m itm en ts . 
W ilm a Pauley o f N ebraska and 
Betty Ward o f M issouri are exam ­
ples o f directors who served their 
districts for m any years.

D istrict directors work to  help 
children realize tha t they are part 
o f som ething big. D istrict rallies

p rov ide  o p p o rtu n itie s  for c h il­
dren from churches o f all sizes to 
ga ther for exciting tim es o f fel­
lowship. Even in a district as far 
flung as Kansas, d irec to r G arry  
W rig h t s p o n s o re d  ra llie s  th a t  
drew  m ore th an  1,000. D istrict 
d ire c to rs  are  m en  a n d  w om en  
who see that m inistry extends be­
yond their local churches. They 
encou rage  local w orkers, share 
ideas, and build supportive net­
works for m inistry to children.

The general church has a staff 
o f 10 full-tim e children’s workers. 
They m ake up C hildren’s M inis­

tries, part o f the Sunday School 
M in is tr ies  D iv ision  headed  by 
Rev. Phil Riley. U nder the lead­
ership o f Dr. M iriam  Hall, these 
w o m e n  a n d  m en  p re p a re  in ­
structional materials, newsletters, 
and other resources to serve local 
and d istric t ch ild ren ’s w orkers. 
T h e ir  m iss io n  s ta te m e n t c o n ­
stantly guides them  “To carry out 
the  G rea t C om m ission  to  ch il­
dren, establishing the foundation 
for a life o f Christian holiness.” 

W ho are the  people o f C h il­
dren’s Ministries? They come 
from all parts o f the country, 
and from  a variety  o f  back­
g ro u n d s. All c o n s id e r  th e ir  
position a ministry, and sense 
th a t  G o d  d ire c te d  th e m  to  
their current responsibilities.

M any  d iffe re n t p a th w ay s  
lead people to  C hildren’s M in­

istries. Some have com e through 
leadership roles in public educa­
tion. Dr. Hall cam e to  C hildren’s 
M inistries from her work as read­
ing co o rd in a to r in Denver. Ev­
elyn Beals and Beula Postelwait 
also cam e from positions in pub­
lic schools. Others, like Patty Hall 
and Bill Rolfe, cam e through the 
churches, as associate pastors or 
children’s ministers. Latta K napp 
cam e from  a teach ing  jo b  in a 
C h r is t ia n  sc h o o l. S till o th e rs  
cam e from positions in Nazarene 
colleges. Lois Perrigo cam e after 
serving as dean o f wom en at Tre- 
vecca. Amy Lofton cam e from a 
position at M idAmerica.

me can com e with ou r pain and  our m any ques­
tions.”

How well she defined the mission o f the church.
She to ld  m e th a t a fte r  her d iagnosis, lifelong 

friends walked by her on the sidewalk, pretending 
not to  know her. As her disease progressed, her doc­
tor recom m ended that she seek the best o f m edical 
care, so she packed up a few belongings and moved 
her children to  San Francisco.

As the m other and I talked, her little girl, a b lond­
haired, blue-eyed, freckle-faced sprite, cuddled up 
close to  me. H er older brother pu t down his com ic 
book  an d  lis tened  in. O nce I had  a little  b ack ­
ground, I knew it was tim e to  see how the children 
were feeling.

I asked the children, “Can you tell me w hat hap­
pened last week?”

The little girl answered, “O ur daddy died on Fri­
day.”

I probed gently, “W hen was the last tim e you saw 
your daddy?” He had died in ano ther state; the chil­
dren learned o f their father’s death from a phone 
call. They had spent some o f the last year in their 
father’s care and obviously loved him  greatly.

“How did you feel after that phone call?” I asked, 
trying to  get the children to talk about their em o­
tions.

T he boy, a sensitive, open -h earted  child , said, 
“Sad, I felt sad.”

The girl told me more, “We went to the beach and 
threw shells in the water and said some words.”

“W hat did you say?”
“ I said, ‘W hy did my daddy have to  die? W hy 

does G od need my daddy m ore than  1 do? I want 
my daddy to  live again and to live until I die so that 
he can die with me, and we will be together. I want 
my daddy to live forever.’ ”

Whew. The powerful words gushed out o f the little 
one’s lips. Then she stopped, pinched my nose be­

tween her fingers, and asked me to  im itate D onald 
Duck.

H er response was so childlike, so in terw oven— 
voicing eternal questions was as natural to  her as 
playing silly games.

I cuddled the girl in m y lap and asked her brother, 
“W hat did you say at the beach?”

He replied, “ I threw  all m y anger in the w ater with 
the shells.”

His words cut me to  the quick. How m uch this 
young boy had to  be angry about; his father was 
dead, and his m other was wasting away before his 
very eyes.

I asked the boy to jo in  me and his sister on the 
sofa. I read them  a children’s book abou t the cycle 
o f life, the reality o f death. They intently  read along 
with me.

W hen we finished reading, we talked abou t how 
people die when their bodies get too sick and too 
tired  to  function  anym ore. M ost p eop le’s bodies 
work for about 70 years, bu t the disease their daddy 
had m ade his body stop working earlier. I told the 
little girl as honestly as I could that her daddy could 
not com e back and visit; he now lived in a place that 
was im possible to leave.

It seemed tim e to  talk about heaven.
I asked the children to  close their eyes and imag­

ine a place that 1 was going to  describe.
I sim plified the words from Revelation 21:
I  saw  a new  heaven a n d  a new  earth, a p lace  

where God lives with m en and  women. In this place  
there is no death, no mourning, no crying, and  no 
pain.

I stopped, and we talked about w hat such a place 
would be like.

The little girl said, “Is it like in the m ovie A ll Dogs 
Go to Heaven?" I adm itted  to her that I hadn’t seen 
the movie, and she assured me that heaven was a 
nice place.

We agreed that we d idn ’t th ink m osquitoes would 
be in heaven, but tigers might. Then we talked about 
heaven as a place where their daddy now lived and 
would live forever. The kids got excited.

The boy said to his sister, “ Heaven is in ano ther 
place, k ind o f like where G ran d m a  and  G randpa  
live.” He described for m e a country  town where a 
hundred  trees lined the road, and he was the tree- 
clim bing cham pion.

I asked the children to  close their eyes again, and I 
told them  about the river o f the water o f life in Rev­
elation 22. “W hat grows on the banks o f a river?” I 
asked. “Trees, flowers, ducks . . . ” The children m ade 
a game o f th inking  o f everything they could im agine 
that was beautiful and lush.

“I th ink  th a t’s what heaven is like,” I told them . 
But the little girl was still bothered by the fact that 
heaven was too far away to visit.

I decided to  share with her one o f my own visions 
o f heaven. “I don ’t know  for sure, bu t I som etim es
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imagine tha t heaven has a room  with a glass floor. 
Perhaps your daddy can go in that room  and look 
down and see you. He knows tha t you are sad, that 
you miss him , and tha t you love him  very m uch.” 

She liked tha t idea and began to im agine w hat her 
daddy could see.

A fter we talked  abou t heaven, we talked  for a 
while abou t G od. They knew G od created  every­
body, including their daddy. They knew Jesus loved 
everybody, including them . I told them  the story o f 
Jesus and the little children. 1 assured them  that they 
could talk to  Jesus as a special Friend when they 
couldn’t talk to  anyone else and tha t they could talk 
to Jesus even w ithout saying any words at all. Jesus 
could hear what they felt on the inside, be it love, 
fear, anger, or sadness.

B edtim e quick ly  approached , and  the children 
seem ed to  have ru n  o u t o f  q u e s tio n s . T he  girl 
showed me a m usical unicorn tha t tu rned  around 
and around under a glass globe. The globe was her 
m other’s. My heart felt pierced w hen the m other 
stroked her daughter’s head and  to ld  me, “This will 
be hers when I die.”

The boy brought over a cartoon  book, showed m e 
his favorite one, and howled with laughter. I laughed 
along, even though I d idn ’t get the joke.

W hen the tim e cam e for me to  leave, I asked if  I 
could pray with them . We held hands, and I inade­
quately struggled to  find the words to say. I simply 
asked G od to help them  with their sadness and to 
give their m om m y strength, and to  care for their 
daddy in heaven.

Then we hugged. The boy squeezed my neck for a 
long tim e . H is s is te r  le a p t in to  m y a rm s  an d  
w rapped her legs a ro u n d  m y waist. T he m o th er 
asked me to com e back and bring M ichael too. “ I 
stopped doing anything about G od after m y diagno­
sis, bu t I’ve got lots o f questions now.” W ithout bur­
dening her children with the starkness o f her illness, 
she let me know  that she was readying to face her 
own death and preparing to m ake the excruciating 
decisions about her ch ildren’s future.

I left the m om  som e prayers w ritten for persons 
with AIDS, a Bible with a list o f suggested verses to 
read, and a copy o f my husband’s book on AIDS. 
She flipped through  the book, noticed tha t there 
were stories o f people w ith AIDS in the book, and 
said, “Oh, good. T his will help. It’s good to  read 
about o ther people like me. Som etim es we have the 
same kinds o f questions.”

I prom ised we’d com e back.
I drove hom e through the dark  city streets in awe. 

In 90 m inutes or so, tha t m other and her children 
had becom e m y heroes. They were facing life during 
its hardest m om ents with honesty, love, and a vigor­
ous desire for G od. T heir sm all a p a rtm en t was a 
holy place, near to the heart o f God.

Father’s Day Thoughts

I sit alone in m y room  and  th ink  abou t m y son. 
He is gone from hom e. It’s been m onths now 

. . .  no word, no contact. W here can he be? Is he 
safe?

H e d id  n o t even say good-bye, ju s t  left. He 
m ight be near; he could be far away. But he left 
beh ind  a painful em ptiness.

H is conception and  his b irth  alike are know n 
to me. I rem em ber the pride, the joy, the eager 
anticipation . My son, in w hom  I delighted, tha t 
little bundle. I held him  close and  thrilled to  his 
every mew and  sigh. I dream ed such dream s; I 
was so proud  and  happy.

He grew so fast, m y son. Soon he walked, he 
jigged, and  entertained. A happiness we had not 
know n before; he was so special.

But, in early teens, there cam e a tim e o f es­
trangem ent. I d o n ’t know  why, no r perhaps does 
he. He had som e need I did no t fill. I tried, bu t I 
could only be me, and  tha t was not enough. His 
active m in d  found  o thers he could  follow. No 
malice, it ju s t seem ed the way to  go. He left in 
m ind, though still in body was w ith us. We be­
cam e as strangers, though o u r lives were so closely 
intertw ined. My touch, m y hug, w ithout response, 
brought a shuddering chill, a fear, a silent sob. I 
loved him  so m uch, bu t he was distant.

I sit here and  recall the earlier days o f  fun, o f 
songs, o f  games, o f  trips, o u r fam ily m eals to ­
gether. T he m em ories seem so joyous. W hat hap­
pened? W here d id  I go wrong? Som ehow  by de­
fault, o u r bo n d  was no t com plete, a t least was 
weak. My loyalty, yes, adm iration  for him  has al­
ways been strong. But d id  I tell him ? D id I express 
it? D id he know  and  feel m y unconditional love? 
T he fault is w ith me. We grew alongside, bu t not 
together.

So here I sit, and  he is gone, “in to  a far coun­
try.” I m ust no t dwell on the past nor em phasize 
m y present grief, for I believe he will return. It is 
for that tim e tha t I m ust hope and  m ust prepare. 
T here are lessons he will have learned, an d  so 
have I.

W hen he returns we will rejoice. We will cele­
brate and  no t th ink  about the past. I will show my 
love, m y concern, m y adm iration. I will say it; I 
will do it.

H is childhood is gone, bu t we will recapture 
those early ties.

There are exciting o p p o rtu n i­
ties to follow the G reat C om m is­
sion right under your nose.

churches. They are the children. 
Som etim es they can be as b a f­
fling as the m ost rem ote tribe.

your hands, and  b ind  them  on 
your foreheads. Teach th em  to 
your children, talking about them  
when you sit at hom e and when 
you walk dow n the  road, w hen 
you lie down and when you get 
up” (NIV). Just like people, not 
all young wolves heed th e ir  el­
ders. M any die as a result before 
the end o f their first year.

I finally did catch a wolf near 
the dead m oose. It knew  abou t 
the snares, and  it also knew  to 
avoid them . It had been avoiding 
them  for w eeks a long  w ith  the  
o thers in th e  pack. I cau g h t it 
when it forgot the  w isdom  th a t 
G od gave w olves. H e re ’s w hat 
happened: I saw the  wolves on 
the ice gathered around  the car­
cass one day as 1 approached the 
lake. They bolted in to  the brush

when they saw me. I was disap­
pointed, because 1 was sure that 
I had missed them  again. But, as 
it tu rned  out, I had caught one. 
T h is  y o u n g  w o lf  ran  in to  th e  
b r u s h  in  a p a n ic .  T h e  o ld e r  
wolves neatly  avoided  the  co n ­
cealed snares a long  th e ir  trails. 
W h e n  I c a m e  u p , th e  la rg e  
youngster was struggling in the 
snare. I tran q u ilized  her, fitted  
her with a radio collar, and care­
fully laid her out to recover from 
the drug.

The wolf had run  blindly into 
th e  sn a re s . H ow  th a t  w o lf  re ­
m inds me o f Karen, a teen with 
everything going for her— C hris­
tian family, good grades, a church 
k id . T h e n , a d o le s c e n t  se x u a l 
d r iv e s  (w h a t  th e  B ib le  c a lls  
youthful lusts?) panicked her into 
prom iscuity. She rushed blindly 
a n d  e ag erly  in to  th e  sn a re  o f  
death. The abortion was botched, 
and she’s a physical and spiritual

wreck.
We need not th ink that Satan 

traps only the young in the snares 
o f  d ea th . T hey  ca tch  seasoned  
m en and wom en too. Perhaps the 
en em y  o f  o u r  sou ls  p u rp o se ly  
tries to panic us into his snares in 
the same way that I accidentally 
did the wolves. In this case, the 
older wolves rem em bered G od’s 
wisdom, so to speak, as they ran 
through the brush. They rem em ­
bered the snares.

Regardless o f our age, we m ust 
stay close to the Shepherd, study 
the Word o f G od. listen for the 
S p i r i t ’s s till sm all vo ice , an d  
drink from the fountain o f life all 
our days. The snares o f death are 
real, and the stakes are high.

A GRADE CARD FOR NAZARENE

T
he serv ice  las ted  an  
ho u r and  a half. O f 
those 90 m inutes, ex­
actly  1 1 were given 
to  the serm on. T he 

im pact o f the serm on was “I’m 
OK, you’re OK, and we would all 
be even  m o re  O K  if  we w ere 
m ore psychologically  ba lan ced  
a n d  had  b e tte r  m an n e rs .” T he 
preacher read a text and p rom pt­
ly forsook it to  speak o f G reek 
mythology, a novel, and a pa in t­
ing. T he  p reach e r so u n d ed  no 
call to  repentance, com m itm ent, 
or service.

The high po in t o f  the service 
for m e was the use o f one o f John 
Wesley’s prayers that I use in my 
devotions alm ost every day. The 
low point, I w ould have to  say, 
was the cho ir an them . D irected 
by a lad y  in  a red  a n d  w h ite  
ju m p su it, the  cho ir lustily  ren ­
dered— are you ready for this?— 
“ I D o n ’t K n o w  H ow  to  Love 
H im ” from Jesus Christ, Super- 
star.

H a d  I b e e n  in  a N a z a re n e  
church last Sunday, I would have 
participated  in qu ite  a different 
service. For one th ing , the  ser­
m on would have been a lot lon­
ger and a lot better, if  you take 
the word o f the folks we polled 
about preaching in ou r denom i­
nation.

To accent ou r denom ina tion ’s 
1992 th em e, “ G o . . . P reach ,” 
W ilbur B rannon o f Pastoral M in­
istries and  I created a question­
naire that was distributed by the 
C hurch  G row th  D iv ision ’s L is­
ten ing  Post research team . The 
survey was sent to  600 random ly 
se lec ted  c h u rc h  m em b e rs  a n d  
600  p a s to r s  fro m  a ro u n d  th e

U.S.A. The tabulation  o f the re­
sp o n ses  rev ea ls  a t re m e n d o u s  
vote o f confidence for the preach­
ing o f Nazarene m inisters. Naza- 
renes appreciate good preaching 
— and to  hear them  tell it, they 
are getting it.

T he q u estio n n a ire  probed  30

aspects o f  preach ing . R esp o n d ­
ents were asked to  evaluate the 
p reaching  they  hear on each of 
the 30 aspects on a Likert scale of 
5 to  1. T hat is, the highest score 
possible was 5.0, the lowest possi­
ble 1.0. O n th is  scale, the  laity 
gave the clergy an overall score of

4.279! In schoolteacher language, 
that’s a B+.

Table 1 charts the way the lay­
persons and  the  pasto rs ranked 
the 30 aspects o f preaching. Keep 
in m ind that the church m em bers 
were ra ting  the  p reach in g  they 
hear and  th a t the  pasto rs were

rating the preaching they do.
Table 1 show s th a t  laity  and  

clergy m ake sim ilar “high” rank­
ings on such item s as 

“grounded in the Bible,” 
“proclaim s the love o f G od for 

sinners,”
“distinctly Christian,” and

“ com es from  the  very h e a rt 
and soul o f the preacher.” 

Both groups also agree in gen­
eral about some other items, giv­
ing them  lower rankings in the 
preaching they hear or do. They 
b o th  a g re e  t h a t  m o s t  o f  th e  
preaching they hear and do takes 
m ore than  25 m inutes, that evan­
gelistic appeal could be stronger, 
that N azarene preaching could do 
m ore in help ing  us understand  
the  C hristian  view o f  social is­
sues, and that preaching on holi­
ness ranks in the  b o tto m  one- 
third o f what really goes on in our 
churches.

Table 1 also shows that in some 
areas pastors believe they are do­
ing better than what is perceived 
by the laity. For example, pastors 
th ink  they are doing a m uch bet­
ter job  o f applying the Bible and 
C h ris tian  d o c tr in e  to  everyday 
life than the laypersons give them  
credit for. Closely related to  this 
is the item  that probes w hether or 
no t preaching “explains and in ­
terprets the Bible, m aking it more 
understandable.” Here again, pas­
tors rank themselves higher than 
the people do.

Pastors also rate their calling 
for a specific response in a ser­
m on higher than  laym en do. Pas­
tors report being deeply touched 
by the ir p reaching  (rank  14th), 
while the laym en rank this factor 
no h ig h er th a n  25 th . W hen  it 
comes to keeping serm ons “fresh, 
creative, and not boringly repeti­
tive,” the pastors rank themselves 
m u ch  h ig h e r  th a n  th e  c h u rc h  
m em bers do.

In several areas the people rank 
the preachers’ perform ance high-

The nam e and address of the 
church on the envelope was 

barely legible. The writing on the 
postal money order showed the 
sender’s hand was weak. There it 
was— monthly tithe from an aged 
couple, both of whom were too sick 
to attend church.

Two thoughts were prompted by 
the gift:

One— A church board has a sa­
cred trust as it fulfills the role of 
receiving and disbursing church 
funds. The tithe was deposited from 
a family who does not need to hear 
a definition of poverty, but in their 
day-to-day lives they experience it. 
Their sole source of income is a So­
cial Security check—less than $700 
per month. They live in govern­
m ent housing, and they have a 
medical card (hopefully a physician 
and a pharmacist will accept it). 
The church board determines how 
such amounts given by the faithful 
are to be used. What an incentive 
this should be to adm inistrators 
and boards to act wisely and to be 
thankful.

Two— Isn’t there some escape 
from giving when your monthly in­
come is less than $700? Isn’t there 
some reprise from giving when 
medical bills are staggering? When

you can no longer drive, when there 
is no family left, when you are con­
fined to a no-frills apartment, does 
God expect you to give? While talk­
ing to the sender of the postal mon­
ey order, I carefully probed to catch 
his reaction. “There are two reasons 
why I give. God has always pro­
vided for me . . . and I believe He 
always will. I was taught to give by a 
family that raised me when my par­
ents did not want me. I will always 
give 10 percent of my income to 
God.”

Circumstances never determine if 
I will or will not give. Love and loy­
alty are the determ ining factors. 
The church is composed of those 
who give faithfully, because they 
have been taught that God’s way is 
best.

I was tempted to ask the board to 
give the elderly fam ily a check 
equal to the amount on the postal 
money order. On second thought, 
why deprive them of the joy of giv­
ing, the honor of building the King­
dom, and the realization that even 
in old age the lessons learned early 
in life are good ones? The church is 
composed of men and women who 
put God first. Thank God for them.

er than the pastors them selves do. 
These factors include 

a v o id in g  “ C h r is t ia n e s e  a n d  
theological jargon,”

“use o f proper English,” 
“intellectual respectability,” 
“good com m un ica tion  skills,” 

and serm ons tha t are 
“relevant to  the times.”
W hen you arrange the church 

m em bers’ responses by clustering 
them  in categories, you discover 
th a t the peop le  say pasto rs are

doing  best in the  category  p e r­
ta in ing  to Serm on C o n ten t and 
S truc tu re . T hey  rank  o u r  Style 
and  D elivery  second , an d  they  
rated preaching lowest in the ar­
eas o f  A p p lic a tio n  a n d  E ffec ­
tiv en ess  (see T able  2). P a s to rs  
ran k ed  th e ir  ow n p reach in g  in 
the very sam e sequence.

In spite o f the great grade card 
that N azarene preaching received, 
there are a few things tha t people 
w an t changed . We will look at 
th o se  th in g s  in  R e p o rt 2 next 
m onth.

Benefits Questions
Answered by Dean W essels

H ow  long has the C hurch  provided fin an cia l 
b enefits for retired  m inisters and w idow s?

From  its start. H ow ever, in the early days, 
“ b enevo lence” was all the C hurch could provide. 
In 1919, the G eneral Board o f  M inisterial R elief 
was estab lished  to raise funds from  the churches to 
assist retired  m in isters, m inisterial w idow s, and 
orphans.

Even after becom ing  elig ib le for help, some 
individuals had to wait m onths before receiving 
their first m onth ly  re lie f check. A m ple funds sim ply 
were not available. T hose in need had to w ait until 
som eone receiv ing a check no longer needed it.

Today, N azarene m inisters have the opportunity  
o f partic ipa ting  in a professionally  structured  and 
adm inistered retirem ent program . G reat progress 
has been m ade since those early  days when 
retirem ent needs w ere m et only through "b en ev o ­
lence" program s as funds w ere available.

The N azarene M in ister’s R etirem ent Program  is 
com posed o f  several elem ents. Taken together, they 
offer a funding  approach w hich both the m inister 
and the local church may use as they  plan together 
for the m in iste r 's  retirem ent incom e. To m eet the 
challenge successfully , any retirem ent incom e plan 
m ust consider several sources: partic ipation  in 
Social Security ; p rivate pensions from  job-related  
activ ities; and personal retirem ent investm ents and 
savings. The N azarene M in ister’s R etirem ent P ro­
gram  takes this into account by em phasizing  four 
retirem ent funding sources: (1) Social Secu-rity, 
(2) the “ B asic” Pension Plan, (3) the N azarene 
T ax-Sheltered A nnuity Plan, and (4) additional 
personal savings through the N azarene IRA Plan.

The “ B asic” Pension Plan is the part by w hich 
the denom ination  provides every  eligible m inister 
a non-con tribu to ry  defined  benefit p lan  based on 
years o f  service. This plan, established April 1, 
1971, w as never intended to be the sole source of 
retirem ent funding for N azarene m inisters. The 
intent o f  the "B a s ic ” Penion Plan alw ays has been 
to provide a "sa fe ty  n e t” benefit regardless o f  the 
m in ister's  incom e category  or church size. P reced­
ing it by 8 years w as the N azarene TSA  Plan w hich 
was started  in 1963 and w hich alw ays has been the 
con tribu to ry  pension plan  o f the church. Its benefit 
levels are de term ined  by am ount o f  con tribu tions 
accum ulating  at tax-deferred  interest in the individ­
ual’s account.

New M ileage Rate for 1992 
Released by IRS

The Internal R evenue Service has announced the 
standard m ileage rate for use during the 1992 tax 
year. The new rate o f 28 cents per m ile is applicable 
to all qualify ing business m iles driven during 1992. 
The 1991 tax year rate was 27.5 cents per mile for 
qualify ing business miles.

This new rate will affect all churches that are 
using the standard m ileage rate when reim bursing 
their em ployees’ business-related m ileage under an 
“ accountable reim bursem ent p lan .” M ore in form a­
tion is available from  the Pensions o ffice  by 
requesting M emo: Church M anagem ent #11, “ Auto 
and O ther B usiness Expense R eim bursem ents.”

SCHULLER ESTABLISHES NEW CHURCH ALLIANCE

IMPORTANCE OF RELIGION
T h e  n u m b e r  o f  p e o p le  w ho  
c o n s i d e r  r e l i g i o n  a s  an 
im portan t part o f  the ir  lives 
continues to grow, according 
to  a r e c e n t  s t u d y  by  th e  
Princeton R elig ion Research  
C enter .  N early  6 persons  in 
10 (58 percent) said religion 
is  v e r y  im p o r t a n t  in t h e i r  
lives. An addit ional 29 p e r ­
cen t  said  it is fa ir ly  im p o r ­
ta n t ,  w h i le  j u s t  13 p e rc e n t  
m a i n t a i n e d  r e l i g i o n  is n o t  
very important.

T he n um ber  o f  people  who 
feel religion is important has 
g ro w n  s tea d i ly  s in ce  1986. 
However,  the num ber  is still 
con s id e rab ly  low er than the 
record  high, w hich  occurred  
in 1952 w hen  75 percen t  o f  
those su rveyed  said religion 
is important in their lives.

W om en  (66 percent) were 
m o r e  l i k e ly  t h a n  m e n  (48  
percent) to attach importance

INCREASING
to  re l ig ion .  N o n -w h i te s  (75 
p e r c e n t ) ,  e s p e c i a l l y  b la c k  
A m ericans  (82 p ercen t) ,  are 
the m ost likely o f  all races to 
say re lig ion is im portant.  In 
co m p a r iso n ,  ju s t  55 percen t  
o f  whites feel the sam e way.

T h e  sense  o f  im p o r ta n c e  
grow s as people  mature. Less 
than h a l f  o f  those  un der  30 
(46 percent)  believe religion 
is v e ry  im p o r t a n t  to  th e m .  
Just over  half  o f  those 30-49 
(5 4  p e r c e n t )  say  it is v e ry  
im portan t .  A m o n g  those  50 
and older, 70 percent cons id ­
e r  r e l ig io n  o f  g re a t  i m p o r ­
tance.

W h e r e  o n e  l i v e s  a l s o  
m a k e s  a d i f f e re n c e .  P e op le  
w h o  l iv e  in th e  S o u th  (6 9  
percent) o r  M idwest (56 per­
c e n t )  a re  m o r e  l i k e ly  th an  
those residing in the East or 
the W est to v iew  religion as 
very important.

T hese  include: “com m itm en t  
to  J e su s  C hr is t  as L ord  and 
S a v io u r  and  to  his life as a 
pattern for living" and "belief  
in  th e  H o ly  B ib l e  as  th e  
in s p i re d  W o rd  o f  G o d ,  o u r  
t r u s tw o r t h y  g u id e  fo r  fa i th  
and practice .” M em bersh ip  is 
by  i n v i t a t i o n  o n ly  a n d  all 
m e m b e rs  m u s t  be ap p ro v e d  
by the general council.

The general council agreed 
to  an  o f f e r  by  S c h u l l e r  to  
adopt the H o u r  o f  P o w er  as 
C U G M 's  w o r ld w id e  t e l e v i ­
s ion  p ro g ra m .  T h e  p ro g ram  
has nearly 2 mill ion viewers, 
m ak in g  it the m o s t-w a tc h e d  
religious program  in the U.S. 
S chu lle r  has also an nounced  
that the program  will soon be 
seen  in th e  C o m m o n w e a l th  
o f  Independent States with  a 
po ten t ia l  2 0 0  m i l l io n  v i e w ­
ers.

In the Name of Jesus

The m inister prayed with sin­
cerity, deftly leading us all 
in to  G o d ’s presence. He 

concluded his prayer with a simple, 
naked, “Am en.” For a fleeting m o­
m ent, 1 was caught o ff guard. The 
ending wasn’t com plete, proper. 
Now what? Will the prayer be any 
good? He left out “in Jesus' nam e” 
or som e such equivalent. W ith a 
smile, I realized how I depended 
on hearing tha t phrase at the end 
o f  every prayer and how careful I 
was to  use it myself.

Reasons for this prayer practice 
no doubt vary. For some, invoking 
the nam e o f Jesus seems to  border 
on magic, as though its use will in ­
sure results. A nother idea is tha t it 
works som ew hat like ou r bank  pass 
code num bers, au thenticating  our 
prayers so tha t they m ay be an ­
swered. A further idea suggests tha t 
the use o f  the nam e o f Jesus forces 
G od to  answer ou r request because 
o f  the au thority  vested in H is name.

C onsidering the em phasis o f 
som e upon using the phrase, it is 
interesting to  note tha t only in 
John 14— 16 does Jesus invite us 
to  pray in His nam e. In the rest o f 
the New Testam ent, there is only 
one other explicit reference, Ephe­
sians 5:19-20. Be tha t as it may, to 
pray in Jesus’ nam e is w orthy o f 
study and thoughtful practice.

It is Jesus w ho asks us to  pray in 
this m anner. Further, the results o f 
such praying are extensive. For ex­
am ple, Jesus says, “A nd I will do 
w hatever you ask in m y nam e, so 
tha t the Son m ay bring glory to  the 
Father. You m ay ask m e for any­
th ing  in m y nam e, and  I will do it” 
(John 14:13-14, NIV). Beyond rote, 
magic, o r habit, the use o f  the 
nam e o f Jesus needs to  be taken 
seriously.

M axie D unnam , in his excellent 
discussion on the subject ( The  
W orkbook o f  Intercessory Prayer, 
U pper Room . 1979), highlights 
several helpful insights. First, to 
pray in the nam e o f Jesus is to pray 
no t in our own strength or ability, 
bu t to  pray as citizens o f  the King­
dom . W hen we pray as believers, 
we pray as one o f the fellowship, 
we belong to  each other, we are a 
part o f  the  great com m unity  o f 
faith. We are praying in the nam e 
o f ou r King, the one who has all 
au thority  and  all power, the one 
who has defeated the evil one. Even 
w hen I pray in solitude, in 
a very real sense I am  pray­
ing in com m unity , I am  a 
part o f  the household o f 
God.

W hen we pray in Jesus’ 
nam e, we pray from lives 
lived  in Jesus’ nam e. As we 
go abou t ou r day, we can 
bring the K ingdom  to bear 
in o u r work, in our rela­
tionships, and  in our con­
cerns by consciously ac­
knowledging the presence 
o f  the risen Christ. We can pur­
posefully live and  act in Jesus’ 
name!

Second, D unnam  suggests tha t 
to  pray in H is nam e m eans to  take 
in to  account the significance o f 
biblical nam es and  their reference 
to  character. N am es o f  persons 
tended to  describe w ho they were. 
To know  a person’s nam e was to  be 
m ore th an  ju s t polite, it was to  
know  them  at a deeper level. 
Therefore, to  pray in Jesus’ nam e is 
to  pray in the  pow er o f  H is love, 
for love characterized H is life (pp.
91 ff.). W hen I pray in  the nam e o f 
Jesus, I pray in the powerful love o f  
Jesus. T he phrase is no longer

magic bu t life, the life o f  the loving 
Savior!

How will this understand ing  o f 
prayer in His nam e affect the way 1 
pray for those I love? How will it 
im pact m y list o f  prayer concerns?

Finally, D unnam  asserts, “ It is 
difficult, in fact, it m ay be im pos­
sible, to  pray in Jesus’ nam e unless 
we live in Jesus’ nam e” (p. 127). 
Not only is prayer in the nam e o f 
Jesus a sign o f our citizenship in 
the K ingdom  and  a w itness to  the 
powerful love o f  the Savior, but it 
is to  acknowledge our need to  live 
in tha t nam e. It is to  live the qu a l­

ity o f  life best described as ser- 
vanthood. It is to  live in Christ, to 
abide in H im .

To the extent we have developed 
th a t kind o f  life, living and  acting 
in H is nam e, to  th a t extent we can 
realize the pow er o f  the prom ises 
o f  Jesus. As we allow His pow er to  
flow in o u r daily lives, we will real­
ize H is pow er in o u r prayers. It is 
aw esom e to th in k  th a t w hen we 
pray in  H is nam e, we are calling 
upon  the sam e pow er He revealed 
and  the sam e pow er th a t raised 
H im  from the dead!

Retaliation 
Is it true that a sanctified person 
will not retaliate in anger to insults, 
hurts, and slights?

N othing abou t the experience o f 
entire sanctification  does away with 
one’s capacity for anger. There are 
tim es when the C hristian  is to  wield 
a holy anger. But when it com es to 
“insults, hurts, and  slights,” Jesus 
teaches us tha t we are to  tu rn  the 
o ther cheek, walk the extra mile, 
love ou r enem ies, pray for those 
who despitefully use us, bless those 
who curse us, and forgive 70 tim es 
7. If retaliation is right, then Jesus 
was wrong. Sanctified C hristians 
will be m ore loving and  m ore for­
giving than  anyone has a right to 
expect them  to be.

Honesty?
It seem s to be the common practice 
at our church to count those who 
come a little early for the worship 
service in our Sunday School atten­
dance, to report more members 
than we have, and to count readers 
of missionary books who did not 
read. Why isn’t this seen as dis­
honest?

It is.

Creation Science
Why doesn’t the church in general 
and the H erald  in particular come 
out in favor of the Creation Science 
movement?

I am  not fully inform ed on Cre­
ation Science, bu t I have heard two 
of the m ovem ent’s “experts” speak 
on the subject. If those two gentle­
men accurately represent the  m ove­
ment, my ju d g m en t is tha t C rea­
tion Science does no t yet enjoy the 
credibility and  intellectual respect­
ability tha t would w arrant a b lan ­
ket “baptizing” o f  the m ovem ent 
by o u r church or the Herald.

Som e o f m y friends in ou r Chris­
tian schools tell m e th a t C reation 
Science has m ade a great co n trib u ­
tion. 1 respect that. I respect the 
goals o f  the  m ovem ent. But the 
“experts” tha t 1 heard, while saying 
m any useful things, also dealt in

som e guesses and leaps o f logic. 
They also dem onstrated  an unset­
tling rigidity and literalism , “de­
m anding” tha t real C hristians m ust 
declare that the earth  is precisely
6,000 years old, and that the "days” 
in G enesis have to  be 24-hour days.

The Hebrew word for day (yarn) 
is used in the O ld Testam ent to 
designate 19 different periods o f 
tim e. This suggests caution  to me 
as it did to  H. O rton  Wiley, who 
w rote the standard  N azarene theol­
ogy som e 50 years ago. Further, 
dating the age o f the earth  by way 
o f Hebrew genealogical tables is an 
im precise exercise, given the fact 
that the m akers o f  such ledgers o f­
ten om itted  d ishonorable or insig­
nificant persons from the family 
tree. D ating biblical history is ex­
trem ely difficult in the pre-M oses 
eras.

T he fact that 1 have reservations 
abou t som e o f the claim s o f Cre­
ation Science does not m ean tha t 1 
like D arw inian evolution. Darw in 
and  his offspring deal in guesses, il- 
logic, and unw arranted conclusions 
galore. M any parts o f  this system 
are being thoroughly discredited by 
m odern science.

G o d ’s Word gives us two delight­
ful accounts o f  the C reation in 
G enesis 1 and  2. They tell m e w hat 
I really need to  know  about the 
origin o f  the  universe and  the cre­
ation, nature, and  destiny o f the 
hum an  race. I know  by these ac­
counts th a t G od created (and sus­
tains) this world o f  ours. In G ene­
sis, G od did not tell me every 
detail o f  how He did it, and the 
two “experts” tha t I heard would 
have been m ore credible if they 
had adm itted  tha t He d idn ’t tell 
them  everything either.

W hat Did Cain and 
H is People Eat?

In Genesis 4:12, part of the curse 
put upon Cain was that when he 
planted seeds the earth would yield 
him no crops. W hat, then, would 
Cain have to eat?

In the C ain and  Abel story, we 
see a clash o f  cultures. Abel repre­

sented the herders, Cain the crop 
growers. This has been called the 
original Western story. In the ear­
liest times, m ankind  appears to 
have been w anderers and gatherers 
(hunters and gatherers o f nuts, ber­
ries, etc.). The next step in sophis­
tication was to dom esticate an i­
mals and live the nom adic life o f 
the herdsm en, m oving about, fol­
lowing the pasture and water sup­
plies. T hen cam e the stationary 
farm ers— like Cain. They had 
learned how to live in one place 
and obtain a living from the soil.

In this scenario, Abel was the 
traditional (conservative?) and Cain 
the progressive (liberal?).

W hen it cam e tim e for the sacri­
fice for sin, Abel brought an an i­
mal from his herd. But Cain 
brought produce from his farm — 
even though he knew  tha t w ithout 
the shedding o f blood there is no 
rem ission o f sin. Perhaps Cain felt 
that bringing a blood sacrifice 
would be acknowledging that the 
old way, Abel’s way o f life, was in 
som e way superior. To ask a crop 
farm er to bring a symbol o f the 
herdsm an to  that high and  holy 
a tonem ent cerem ony may have 
been offensive to  Cain.

Cain had becom e so progressive 
that he invented his own sacrifice 
for sin, and the results were tragic. 
C ain ’s m istake was that he de­
pended on his own resources (his 
fancy crops) to  save him  from sin. 
T he part o f his curse tha t you cite 
in G enesis 4:12 shows tha t the very 
thing that he did best, the new m od­
ern way o f life (resident farming), 
the very th ing tha t he trusted and 
put in the place o f  sim ple obedi­
ence was taken away from him. 
Cain becam e, as the Bible ind i­
cates, a wanderer. The im plication 
is that he was required to  return  to 
the old-fashioned life style and diet 
o f  the wanderers, gatherers, or 
herdsm en.

Perspective

The first five years o f  my 
m inistry  overlapped the last 
five years o f Dr. J. B. C hap­

m an ’s ministry. I m et him  and 
heard him  at his wisest and best.
He was m y favorite general super­
intendent. (It's O K  to have favor­
ites am ong those who are dead, u n ­
less you live near the descendants 
o f  their contem poraries.) I thought 
him  the wisest o f  the bunch  then 
in office— not in business m atters, 
bu t in spiritual life.

He once wrote tha t perspective 
governs ou r values. For example, if 
a politician and  a preacher looked 
at the sam e crowd, the form er saw 
so m any votes to  be gained, the lat­
ter so m any souls to  be saved.

1 thought o f  th a t the o ther day 
when I was reading a co lum n by 
one o f my favorite pundits, George 
Will. Will rem arked tha t “m icro­
chips m atter m ore than  potato 
chips.” T hat again is a m atter of 
perspective. If Will were starving to 
death, I th ink  he would trade m i­
crochips for po tato  chips. M any 
politicians, and  com m entators 
thereupon, would probably rede­
fine the national security value o f 
m icrochips if they were starving 
and could swap them  for potato 
chips.

To Karl M arx, religion was “the 
opiate o f  the masses.” To m any dis­
ciples o f  Jesus Christ, however, au ­
thentic religious experience is the 
energizing force tha t secures the 
m ind and life against the seduction 
o f such godless schem es as M arx 
proposed for society’s redem ption.

It was m y privilege once to  speak 
at a weekend retreat o f  a Sunday

School class taught by Dr. Jam es 
Dobson. D uring a testim ony ses­
sion, a young m arried  m an, who 
had shortly before becom e a C hris­
tian, told o f  his new found love for 
C hrist and  the church. “But,” he 
said directly to  Dr. D obson, “I still 
can’t agree with you that reading 
the Book o f R om ans is m ore ex­
citing than  an N FL  game.”

The poin t is, perspective not 
only governs w hat we value, seek, 
and  enjoy, bu t perspectives do not 
usually burst in to  being full-grown. 
They are developed, som etim es at 
a snail’s pace, w ith ou r increase in 
experience, knowledge, and  wis­
dom  in various areas o f 
life.

For this reason, a person 
often has conflicting val­
ues resulting from con­
fused perspectives. I re­
m em ber a certain  college 
student, a religion major, 
who was planning  to  be­
com e a gospel m inister. He 
told me, “I d o n ’t w ant to 
take any English or o ther 
ju n k — I ju st w ant to  take 
Bible courses.” He was 
p lanning  to  spend his life in a field 
where effective com m unication  de­
term ines fruitfulness, where his 
stock-in-trade w ould be words to 
clothe ideas, yet he d id n ’t see any 
value in learning things like gram ­
m ar and com position! His a ttitude 
was shortsighted to  the po in t o f 
stupidity, and  I trust tha t he ou t­
grew it. If not, he is probably w ork­
ing at som e o ther and  less d em an d ­
ing vocation today.

Paul recognized tha t value judg­

m ents are based upon perspectives. 
“We preach C hrist crucified: a 
stum bling block to  Jews and fool­
ishness to  G entiles, bu t to  those 
w hom  G od has called, both  Jews 
and  Greeks. C hrist the pow er o f  
G od and  the w isdom  o f G o d ” (1 
C orin th ians 1:23-24, N IV ). How 
we in terpret and value “the old 
rugged cross” depends upon  our 
understanding  of, and  relationship  
to, the C hrist w ho died thereon.

Som e prisoners who shared the 
Bataan “death m arch" in World 
W ar II valued Bibles, no t because 
they provided words o f  courage 
and  com fort for desperate tim es.

but because the th in  paper on 
w hich the Bibles were prin ted  
could be handily  used for rolling 
cigarettes. They valued sm oke in 
their lungs m ore than  tru th  in their 
hearts.

How we view G od, people, and 
things depends upon our perspec­
tive. G o d ’s grace changes and  cor­
rects perspectives.

No o n e  s h o u ld  ju d g e  
th e ir  p aren ting  un til 
their children are all 
at least 40, and  then 

don ’t take too m uch credit or, for 
heaven’s sake, too  m uch blam e. 
Take some solace in the fact that 
G od raised two children and both 
o f  them  flopped . O n the  o th er 
hand, our kids should look at it 
this way, we never tried to  raise 
anyone like them  before. In spite 
o f all o f  this, and  the  fact th a t 
neither o f my children is 40, I’d 
like to  pay them  a tribute.

Chip is 26 and M elinda is 25. I 
have been  evangeliz ing  for 3 1 
years and so have missed m uch 
o f their lives.

Jeanne and I decided to estab­
lish  a h o m e  b a se  w h e re  th e y  
would grow up day by day with 
her. O n th is subject there is no 
“right” way in general to  do this. 
Each family m ust decide for itself 
how to best build a hom e, raise 
children, and create “norm al.” 

F u ll- tim e  ev a n g e lism  by its  
very nature is unnatural. In an a t­
tem pt to  create a hom e as close 
to the natu ra l as we defined  it, 
our kids grew up in a church, a 
neighborhood, and a school. I de­
veloped a plan from which I al­
m ost never varied. I started  all 
m y m eetings on  W ednesday, an 
idea I was cursed for in some cir­
cles 25 years ago when the regu­
lar m eeting was o f  the W ednes­
day over two Sundays, or Sunday 
over Sunday variety. My purpose 
was to  be h o m e  M o n d a y  a n d

T uesday  each  w eek. I s to p p e d  
driving and traveling by train  and 
flew to  all o f  m y engagem en ts 
except sum m er camps. These we 
traveled to with the whole family 
on  w h a t we c a lle d  th e  c a m p  
m eeting trail.

I rem em ber the  n ight Jeanne 
w e n t to  th e  a l ta r  a n d  p ray e d  
through on the issue o f m y leav­
ing her with the children. She re­
alized th a t  she cou ld  n o t weep 
tim e and tim e again when I left 
and give the children a right per­
spective on m y calling.

Chip graduated last m onth  as a 
m edical doctor. M elinda g radu­
ated with her MBA last D ecem ­
ber. T h e se  c h i ld re n  a re  b o th  
strong in the Lord. Chip is m ar­
ried  to  h is co llege sw ee th eart, 
Linda, and  is very happy. The fact 
o f  the  m atte r  is this: C h ip  and  
M elinda are the people they have 
chosen to be. We created and o u t­
lined an atm osphere; they m ade 
th e  c h o ic e s . T h e y  w ere  b o th

Let me sum  it up. I give God 
all the  glory and  Jeanne all the 
credit. But beyond all o f  this, the 
thing I want to  say is, “Thanks, 
C h ip  an d  M elinda , for m aking  
the choices tha t have not only set 
you up  for life’s best b u t have 
also m ade your m om  and dad the 
happ iest p a ren ts  on  earth .

Suffer the Parents?

I used to  have several serm ons on 
the proper way to raise children. 
Then, som ething happened that 

caused me to  throw  them  all o u t— 
my wife and  1 had a son.

C h ild ren  are  p h en o m en a l. T hey 
can spill milk, w hine about not get­
ting their way, step on the dog, hog 
the N in tendo  w hen a friend is vis­
i t in g ,  a n d  th e n  
m ak e  th e ir  p a r ­
ents forget abou t 
it all w ith one lit­
tle hug.

A few days ago,
I was grum ping at 
m y  s o n ,  J o e y ,  
abou t som ething.
A s I s p o k e ,  he  
w alked dow n the
hall and  looked up at a crafty deco­
ration m y wife, Cathy, had ju st hung 
up th a t day. “ Hey dad!" he said, read­
ing the words, “ ‘Love is kind. Love is 
patien t . . .’ D id you read this. D ad?”

I hate it when he does that.
T he conversations we have about 

G od are usually  deeper th an  I can 
fathom  (and I have a 93-hour sem i­
nary degree). My professors prepared 
m e for answ ering the questions o f  ag­
nostics and Jehovah’s Witnesses, but 
they d id n ’t w arn me abou t answering 
my kid. “ If G od created us, who cre­
ated G od?” “ If Jesus m ade the world, 
how did He get born  in Bethlehem ?” 

T hen  there are the questions that 
com e from ju st w atching the news or 
from hearing the radio. “W hat is sui­
cide?” “W hy would anyone w ant to 
kill him self?” “W hy do people abuse 
ch ild ren?” “W hy doesn’t G od stop 
wars?”

C athy and I do ou r best to  answer 
Joey’s questions, bu t we always wish 
there was som e kind o f  m anual that

showed three easy steps to take for 
every situation and included answers 
to  all o f  his q u estio n s. A las, they 
d o n ’t m ake books that large.

We o ften  fin d  ourse lves ta lk in g  
about w hat we should have done or 
how  we shou ld  have responded  to  
o ur son’s behavior. We aren’t always 
p leased w ith o u r course  o f  action .

and  we often find 
ourselves praying 
that G od will for­
give us an d  ask­
ing Joey for for­
giveness too.

W e w a n t  t o  
pro tect o u r child 
from bullies, from 
a c c id e n ts ,  from  
p o r n o g r a p h y ,  

from drugs, from alcohol, and from a 
hundred other pitfalls, but we know 
tha t we can only do so m uch. In the 
course o f ou r nine years o f parenting, 
we have com e to the conclusion that 
G od’s grace covers a m ultitude o f our 
m istakes and  inadequacies, at least 
we hope it does.

I th ink  back to  the tim es before I 
was a parent. I d o n 't rem em ber hav­
ing as m uch pressure on me then, but 
I also d idn ’t have a loving little boy 
to  tell me, “I love you. Dad!” or to 
play catch with.

There is a little saying, “Children 
are a gift from G od.” I am  thankful 
for such a wonderful gift. I ju st hope 
tha t in the course o f  the next 10 or 11 
years m y son picks up a few o f my 
good traits and  forgets the bad ones. ^

C o n t r i b u t i o n s  s h o u l d  be 
m ade to the general treasurer 
a n d  m a r k e d  " L o s  A n g e le s  
Cris is .”
