the m ail  ca rr ie r  left a n o th e r  S ugar  
C re e k  G a n g  b o o k  in o u r  p o s tb o x  
o u t  o n  t h e  g r a v e l  r o a d ,  M o m  
w o u ld  ga th e r  us a ro u n d  h e r  and, in 
the light o f  a ke ro sen e  lam p, read  
us one  m o re  adven tu re .

W e  d i d n ’t h a v e  m a n y  b o o k s  
b ack  then . T h e  ones  w e d id  have  
w ere  read  and  reread. We got the 
H e r a ld  o f  H o lin e s s  e v e ry  w e e k ,  
and  D ad  w o u ld  buy  tex tbooks  for 
h is  w o r k  in the  c o u r s e  o f  study . 
H e  w a s  a c o u n t r y  p r e a c h e r  a n d  
la te r  b e c a m e  the  d i r e c to r  o f  the  
K a n s a s  C i ty  R e s c u e  M is s io n .  I 
still h ave  his F u n d a m en ta l C h r is t­
ia n  T h e o lo g y  w r i t t e n  b y  A .

H i l l s  a n d  p u b l i s h e d  b y  th e  
N aza ren e  P ub lish ing  H ouse .

W h e n  1 l e f t  h o m e  to  g o  to  
B e th an y  Penie l C o llege ,  I b u m p e d  
into N P H  again. It s eem s  that the 
a r t ic le  I w ro te  for  C re a t iv e  W r i t ­
ing w as  not m u ch  good . At least, 
m y  p ro f  d e sc r ib ed  it as “ a sy n tac ­
tical q u ag m ire  from  w h ich  there  is 
no  g race fu l  e scap e .”

L ook ing  back, I realize 
th a t  the  w r i te r s  a n d  e d i to r s  w h o  
p repared  the S unday  Schoo l m a te ­
rials, you th  pub lica t ions ,  the m is ­
s ionary  pub lica tions,  and  the  H e r­
a l d  a l o n g  w i t h  N P H ,  w h o s e  
p e o p le  m a n u fa c tu re d  th o se  p r o d ­
ucts, all se rved  as a sort o f  ass is ­
tant pas to r  to m y  parish ioners .

W h e n  m y  b r o t h e r  a n d  I w e re  
rookie  pastors, m y  fa ther  d ied  o f  a 
heart  a ttack  at age  53. B ud  L unn  
a n d  E v e re t te  P le y e r  s te p p e d  fo r ­
w ard  and  gave  m y w id o w ed  m o th ­
e r  a j o b  “ f o r  l i f e ” a t N P H .  T h e  
N a z a re n e  P u b l ish in g  H o u se ,  r e p ­
resen ting  that g reat N azarene  fam ­
ily , r e a c h e d  o u t  a n d  h e l p e d  us  
w h en  w e needed  it the m ost. I will 
n e v e r  l ive  lo n g  e n o u g h  to  fo rge t 
that.

D u r in g  a s ix - y e a r  s t in t  w i th  
C h u r c h  S c h o o l s  a n d  th e  Y o u th  
D epar tm en t,  I h ad  a chance  to  p a r ­
tic ipate  in the crea tion  and  d e v e l ­
o p m e n t  o f  the D ia lo g  S eries ,  the 
E nd u r in g  W ord  Series, and  several

o the r  educa tiona l  projects .
I t h e n  w o r k e d  a s  a c o l l e g e  

( M A N C )  a n d  s e m i n a r y  ( N T S )  
p ro fe s s o r  fo r  13 y ea rs ,  bu t  N P H  
w as still a part  o f  m y  life, pu b l ish ­
ing several books  that I w rote , and 
g iv ing  m e  the priv ilege  o f  editing  
the P re a c h e r’s M a g a zin e  fo r  about 
a decade . T hen , in 1989, I started 
w ork ing  on  the H era ld .

I c a n ’t r e m e m b e r  a t im e  w h en  I 
did not w an t to write. A s a young  
C hris t ian ,  I th ough t I had  to g ive  
up w riting  in o rder  to  “get sanc ti­
f ied .” M o re  than  once, I p rom ised  
the L ord  that I w ould  never  write  
again. W h e n  I got to the p lace  that 
I cou ld  g ive it up, the Lord, as He 
is  w o n t  to  d o ,  g a v e  it  b a c k  to  
m e— better  than ever. I d o n ’t have  
to  w o rk  fo r  the K a n sa s  C ity  S ta r  
o r  U SA  T oday  w r i t in g  a b o u t  ball 
g a m e s ,  p o l i t i c a l  r a l l i e s ,  a n d  
w ea the r  reports. No, as part o f  the 
N azarene  pub lish ing  team , I get to 
write  abou t the few  th ings tha t re ­
ally matter.

T h e  N azarene  P ub lish ing  H ouse

A Who’s Who o f Commitment

There are 270 em ployees in 
the  N a z a re n e  P u b l i s h in g  
House family, reports Lon 
Kohler, director of Human 
Resources. Their combined years of 

service are in the ne ighborhood of 
2,506.

As in any family, there are those 
whose com m itm ent to the cause of 
Christian publishing is unusually ex­
emplary because of length of  tenure 
or for other notable reasons. NPH has 
more than its share of these employ­
ees. Last month, Arleta Andre of Or­
der Entry, celebrated 50 years of con­
tinuous Publishing House service.

Family involvement is unusually 
strong, too. Take our pressroom su­
pervisor, Ron Spruill. Printing runs in 
his family. His dad, James, was an 
NPH pressman from whose life Ron 
observed how a man could take pride 
in his work.

When Ron was 11, a family picnic 
turned into a nightmare when a bolt 
o f  l ig h tn in g  to o k  the  l i fe  o f  h is  
beloved dad. That contributed to the 
unrest he ex p er ien ced  g row ing  up 
and at Bethany Nazarene College.

When he discovered employment 
was available at Nazarene Publishing 
House, he returned to K ansas City 
and interviewed for work in his dad’s 
old department.

Ron Spruill took to printing like 
the  p ro v e rb ia l  d u c k  to  w ater .  He 
loved running the same presses his 
dad had run and working with a per­
sonnel who knew and loved his dad.

Today, he has 18 years amassed on 
his NPH employee record. The other 
day at lunch, Ron told manager Bob 
Foster that his dad had passed on to 
him a realization that a Heidelberg 
press can be a pulpit o f  sorts to share

a model of lay stewardship to his family and colleagues.
Another employee son is Tim James, manager of infor­

mation services. The son of retired missionaries and NPH 
employees. Cleve and Juanita James, Tim began his work 
for the company as a Saturday and summer job while a stu­
dent at MidAmerica Nazarene College.

Even before I could read, I loved books. It meant sitting 
on Mom's lap, looking at the pictures, enthralled by 

her voice.
“ 'I think I can, I think I can, 1 think I can,’ said the Little 

E ngine ,"  M o m ’s voice growing more and more de te r­
mined. I begged for that story over and over. The Little En­
gine Who Could  was great stuff for a little boy who proba­
bly couldn’t, or at least not very well.

During elementary years, I looked forward to library day 
and book order day. The summer I got chicken pox wasn’t 
so bad after all. because 1 also got Treasure Island  and 
Robinson Crusoe.

During the teen years, my reading wandered toward the 
fantasy genre, like J. R. R. Tolkien’s Lord o f  the Rings. I 
didn't read much for spiritual edification in my teen years, 
but I remember Dean Nelson’s “ Half Nelson” column on 
the back of Bread magazine. Entertaining and thought pro­
voking, his musings on family life and trying to be a Chris­
tian made an impact.

College brought the classics by Shakespeare, Tolstoy, 
Steinbeck, and Plato. It was also in college that I realized 
what was true all along: Certain reading helped me grow as 
a Christian.

Desperate for a reasonable faith, I read Mere Christiani­
ty by C. S. Lewis. I m oved to his f ic tion , and in The 
Chronicles o f  Narnia  and his “ space” trilogy, I found new 
metaphors and images for my faith at a time when many 
images seemed so stale.

It was then also that I drew on a heritage and depth from 
childhood years of hearing Egermeier's Bible Stories dur­
ing family devotions, reading the Bible for quizzing and 
Sunday School and VBS awards and, o f  course, Helen 
Temple’s missionary books.

I 've discovered that good reading makes good Chris­
tians. I thank God for the Nazarene Publishing House. Its 
people are dedicated to providing good reading that shapes 
strong Christians. The writers and editors who create our 
magazines, our Sunday School curriculum, and our books 
are building spiritual muscle in us all.

According to Am erican D em ographics, the thirst for 
good books and magazines will be strong in the coming 
decades. In spite of the ascent of the electronic media, re­
searchers say that tomorrow’s citizens will prize the print­
ed page . A nd in the  yea rs  tha t  are ab o u t  to be, the 
Nazarene Publishing House will be there, for in our hearts 
we all know that good reading makes good Christians.

 suppose the story is as old as the 
Church itself. The legend goes 
that three trees on a Bethlehem 
hillside witnessed the first Christ­
mas. The olive tree gave its oil as a 
gift to the B lessed  Infan t (every  

mother knows how important baby 
oil is). The second tree was a palm. 
It gave its dates as a sweet treat to 
the holy family. The third tree had 
no f ru i t  to g iv e ,  bu t the  f ir  tree  
raised its branches heavenward in 
praise and adoration. Then, the leg­
end goes, the Christmas angels hung 
stars on its upturned branches.

A nother very old Christmas tree 
r \  s to ry  te l ls  o f  th ree  trees  in 
Palestine who one day shared their 
plans and dreams. One tree said that 
it hoped to one day be made into a 
fine sailing vessel so that it could 
travel all over the w orld  and see 
mysterious lands and peoples. The 
second tree said that it enjoyed the 
children who played under its shade 
so much that it hoped that one day it 
could become an exquisite, finely 
carved cradle for little children. The 
third  tree declared  that its dream  
was to grow tall and strong and one 
day be carved into a throne for a 
king.

But even as they spoke, a crew of 
lumberjacks came by and chopped 
them down. As the trees fell, so fell 
their dreams. The tree that wanted 
to be made into a cradle was instead 
made into a feeding trough. It was 
sold for next to nothing to a Bethle­
hem fanner who put it in a bam to 
hold hay for donkeys and oxen. It 
became, the story goes, the “feed- 
box” cradle of  the Christ child on 
that first Christmas night. The tree 
that hoped to become a fine ocean­
going sailing ship was instead made 
into a crude fishing boat. It was pur­
chased by a man named Peter who 
used it in his smelly fishing busi­
ness. But on one hot afternoon, as 
the crowds pushed in upon Jesus,

He stepped aboard this small craft 
and used it as a pulpit to preach the 
words of life.

The third tree that had so hoped 
to be made into an ornate throne for 
a king found itself instead made into 
a c ro ss  on w h ich  som e  c r im in a l  
would die. It became the Cross, the 
tree from which our Lord reigns as 
King of Kings.

We have lost from our worship 
the medieval practices built 

around the Christmas Tree o f  Par­
adise, or the Tree of  Life. Four hun­
d re d  y e a r s  a g o ,  D e c e m b e r  24, 
Christmas Eve, was known as Adam 
and Eve Day. Christians celebrated 
it as the Feast o f  Adam. The liturgy 
of this church service depicted the 
way in which Adam and all o f  his 
descendan ts  sinned  by ea ting  the 
forbidden fruit rather than 
e a t in g  f ro m  the  T re e  o f  
Life.

In the era of the morality 
plays, Adam and Eve Day 
was celebrated with a dra­
ma. The play presented the 
even ts  o f  G en es is  3— the 
temptation and fall of Adam 
and Eve. The play was pre­
ceded by a parade in which 
the actors carried two trees 
th rough  the stree ts  o f  the 
town. One was the tree of  
the knowledge of good and 
evil. The largest tree, how­
ever, was the Tree o f  Par­
a d is e ,  th e  T ree  o f  L i fe ,  
which in the parade and the play 
was an apple tree, laden with apples. 
The play portrayed the fallenness of 
all humankind and presented a sort 
o f  corporate confession of the need 
for a Savior.

The play always ended by point­
ing the people  tow ard  C hr is tm as  
Day when Jesus would come to save 
th em  from  th e i r  s ins .  J e su s  was 
coming, the play promised, bringing 
w ith  H im  the  T re e  o f  L i fe .  On

Chris tm as Day, Jesus, the Second 
Adam , would give all another op­
portunity to start over by choosing 
the Tree o f  Life. As K. Elizabeth 
Rennie wrote, “Christ incarnates the 
Tree o f  Life and brings the possibil­
ity of  eternal life back to all human­
ity. T h r o u g h  C h r i s t  th e  S e c o n d  
Adam, death itself will die, finally 
relinquishing its icy grip on humani­
ty ’s throat” (H om iletics , Vol. 4, No. 
4, 1992,41).

From the Christmas tree as an ap­
ple tree came the folk hymn written 
sometime in the 1700s,
Christ the Apple Tree 
The tree o f  life my soul hath seen, 
Laden with fruit and always green; 
The trees of  nature fruitless be 
C o m p ared  w ith  C h r is t  the Apple

Tree.

His beauty doth all things excel;
By faith I know, but n e ’er can tell 
The glory which I now can see 
In Jesus Christ the Apple Tree.
For happiness I long have sought, 
And pleasure dearly I have bought;
I missed of all, but now I see 
’Tis found in Christ the Apple Tree. 
I ’m weary with my former toil. 
Here I will sit and rest awhile; 
Under the shadow I will be,
O f  Jesus Christ the Apple Tree.

T he Adam and Eve Day

Another Christmas carol about a 
C h r i s tm a s  t re e  is “ T h e  C h e r ry  
Tree.” This carol dates back to me­
dieval England and expla ins  how 
Joseph came to the decision not to 
separa te  h im se lf  from  M ary who 
had been found to be with child. 
The story has it that Joseph is walk­
ing w ith  M ary “ in a ga rd en  gay, 
w here  ch e r r ie s  w ere  g ro w in g  on 
every spray,” when he is told of the 
angel’s visit and Mary's pregnancy. 
In a fit o f  jea lousy  and bew ilder­
ment, Joseph refuses to pick cher­
ries for Mary, w ho can n o t  reach 
them. But the tree hears her plea, 
bends to her with its fruit, and con­
vinces Joseph that he should trust 
Mary and the angel’s message.

Salvation history is loaded with 
tree images. Daniel dreamed of 

a tree  at the c e n te r  o f  the earth .  
Daniel’s tree was a negative image 
of a man trying to be the tree that 
only God can be. The tree, reaching 
the three levels o f  the cosmos (the 
heavens, the earth, and the water be­
neath the earth), g ives an inverse 
picture of  God's saving work.

There was a tree at the center o f  
the earth,
and its height was great.

The tree grew great and strong, 
its top reached to heaven, 
and it was visible to the ends 

o f  the whole earth.
Its fo liage  was beautiful, 

its fru it abundant, 
and it provided fo o d  fo r  all.

In that day the 
root o f  Jesse shall stand as an en­
sign to the peoples; him shall the 
nations seek (11:1-2, 10, RS V). 
Jesus  C hris t  is that new Shoot 

from  the s tum p o f  Jesse ,  that is, 
from the house of  David. Had not 
Israel been under Roman rule at the 
time of the Nativity, Joseph would 
have been king, Mary the queen, 
and Jesus crown prince.

From the stump or root of Jesse 
the new Shoot grew to becom e a 
lordly tree, and He shall reign forev­
er. Our Lord reigns, springing from 
what the world thought was a dead 
tree .  He re igns  from  a tree ,  His 
c ro ss .  The T ree  o f  L ife  and the 
C hris tm as  tree rem ind  us o f  that 
“ te rr ib le  tree  w hich  w a s ,” G. K. 
Chesterton said, “the death of God 
and the life of man.”

Even if we go away for Christ­
mas, there will be a Christmas 

tree at the Tracys’ again this year. I 
grew this year’s tree from a shoot, a 
volunteer seedling pine that sprout­
ed in our yard. At Christmas, it will 
have angels and stars and ornaments 
w ith  the g r a n d k i d s ’ n a m e s  on 
th em — Mindy, Jenny, and Tracy. 
Late at night, when I can’t sleep, I'll 
come down the stairs and gaze at 
the tree. The fact that, back when 
the Church tried to give the new Eu­
ropean converts  som ething better 
than their old winter solstice festi­
val, they let evergreen  trees take 
o v e r  from  the a p p le  and c h e r ry  
trees, w on’t bother me too much. I 
will not think of Druids or legends 
of  the Norse lands. I will think of 
the “shoot springing forth from the 
stump of Jesse.” And I will think of 
the Tree o f  Life, the Tree o f  Par­
adise, my need for a Savior, and the 
new life that God offers to me from 
the tree o f  C alvary , the tree that 
serves as throne for the Savior of 
the World. tfc

What a difference!
T he  true  sp ir i t  o f  C h r i s tm a s  is 

joy— not jollity.
The New C entury D ictionary  d e ­

fines “joy" as "exultant satisfaction—  
an emotion of keen pleasure arising 
from present and expected good.” 

When Mary greeted her relative af­
ter the angel Gabriel had informed 
her that she would give birth to Jesus, 
Elizabeth testified that “ the baby in 
my womb leaped for joy” (Luke 1:44, 
NIV).

When the shepherds were terrified 
by the glory light o f  the Lord that 
shone around  them , the angel a n ­

nounced, “ I bring you good news of 
great joy that will be for all the peo­
ple” (Luke 2:10, NIV).

This was far more than “high spir­
its and go o d  h u m o r ”— it w as the  
g rea tes t  “ e x p ec ted  g o o d ” that the 
world would ever experience.
There's a tumult o f  joy  

O ’er the wonderful birth.
For a Virgin's sweet boy 

Is the Lord o f  the earth.

J o y  is the echo  
of G o d ’s life 
w ithin us.
The joy of the Son becoming flesh 

transformed an ugly stable into a re­
gal birthing place, for "the manger of 
Bethlehem cradles a King."

The “exultant satisfaction” of  the 
wise men was apparent— “When they 
saw the star, they were overjoyed” 
(Matthew 2:10, NIV).
As with gladness men o f  old  
Did the guiding star behold;
A.v with jo y  they hailed its light, 
Leading onward, beaming bright;
So, most gracious Lord, may we 
Evermore be led to Thee.
And Christmas jo y  is just beginning!

Three decades later, Jesus prom­
ised that this “emotion of keen plea­
su re ” that c h a ra c te r iz e d  His birth 
would climax at His resurrection— "I 
will see you again and you will re­
joice, and no one will take away your 
joy" (John 16:22, NIV).

He kept that promise— “Then He 
led them out as far as Bethany . . . 
and was carried up into heaven. And 
they returned to Jerusalem with great 
joy” (Luke 24:50-52. RSV).

But before He left. He gave this as­
surance to His followers then and al­
w ays— "A sk . using my nam e, and 
you will receive, and your cup of joy 
will overflow" (John 16:246, TLB).

Joseph Marmion was right— “Joy 
is the echo of G od 's  life within us." 
And the joy of  Jesus will culminate in 
final exultation— “Now unto him that 
is able to keep you from falling, and 
to present you faultless before the 
presence of his glory with exceeding 
joy . . .” (Jude 24).

One of the oldest carols sings of 
the "forevemess" of the joy of Christ­
mas—
G ood C hristian  men [and  women], 

rejoice
With heart and soul and voice.
Now ye hear o f  endless bliss:
Joy! Joy! Jesus Christ was born for

Good in the Middle of Bad
Seek good and not evil in order 

that you may live; and thus the 
Lord, the G od o f  hosts, will he with 
you just as you have said  (Amos 
5:14).*

Life often comes to us in a 
strange mixture of good and 
bad, hope and pain. We stand 
in amazement as God brings forth 

something good out of  a situation 
that looks like wall-to-wall evil.
Even on the brink of doom, we have 
learned to look for the divine hand 
of hope that reaches to us out of the 
darkness.

Good is what we want to pursue, 
but sometimes it will be hidden be­
hind a painful and difficult face. 
Amos 5 is an example of a message 
of  hope set in the midst of doom.

Amos shaped the first 17 verses 
of  chapter 5 as a “funeral lament." 
The first words of the chapter set 
the tone. “ Hear this word of lamen­
tation that 1 lift over you, O house 
o f  Israel.” Amos 5:16 graphically 
portrays the funeral lamentation 
again, and verse 17 marks the end of 
the funeral lament. Yet the subject 
of Amos 5:1-17 is not really a fu­
neral: the subject is life and what it 
w ill take for Israel to live. Three 
times, life is promised to Israel if 
they will seek the Lord. Verse 4 
states, “Seek me and live.” Verse 6 
is more specific, “Seek the Lord and 
live." Finally, verse 14, the center 
verse in the whole Book of Amos, 
declares, “Seek good and not evil in 
order that you may live."

In any context, the threefold ex­
hortation to seek the Lord and live 
would have been powerful. The im­
pact o f  these words is multiplied by 
the fact that Amos places them in 
the middle of a funeral lament liter­
ary structure. There wasn't  a real fu­

neral— in fact, several Bible schol­
ars believe that Amos delivered this 
lament at a festival time for Israel.
At a celebration designed to focus 
on joy and a good harvest, Amos 
preached the lament of a funeral.
The funeral was Israel’s, but Israel 
was alive, listening to it. What was 
on A m os’ mind? He saw that Is­
rael’s disobedience was taking them 
on a road of destruction and judg­
ment. Unless Israel changed her 
ways, a funeral lament, grieving over 
the destruction of the nation, would 
someday be sung. Amos sang it ear­
ly, hoping to get Israel’s attention.

The lament painted a shocking 
and sad backdrop, but 
Amos could not resist 
the message of hope,
“Seek the Lord and live.”
The command to seek 
did not mean to search 
for something that was 
lost or hard to find.
When the Old Testament 
speaks of seeking the 
Lord it means turning to 
the Lord and holding fast 
to God as a way of life.
Seeking the Lord means 
commitment to follow the will of 
God. The promise is life. Whether 
life meant the survival o f  the nation 
or fulfillment and meaning, commit­
ment to God's will was the only 
hope of life for Israel.

Verse 14 unfolds a few more de­
tails. Seeking the Lord is defined as 
seeking good and not evil. The con­
text of all of Amos, including chap­
ter 5, shows that seeking good 
means commitment to righteousness 
and justice. It means protecting and 
nurturing the right of every person 
to enjoy the blessing of life that God 
wills for them. The promise of verse

14 is not only that Israel will live 
but that the Lord, the God of hosts, 
will be with them.

The promise that God would be 
with them echoes the theme of Isa­
iah 7:14, “ Immanuel," which means 
"God is with us,” was not just a 
Messianic prophecy of Isaiah. It was 
the hope and promise of all the Old 
Testament. Amos understood clearly 
that the fulfillment of “God with us” 
utlimately depended upon human 
obedience. People who refuse to 
seek the Lord will not survive; they 
will not enjoy life in its fullest; and 
they will never discover the joy of 
Immanuel, God with us.

For further study: I . Read Isaiah 
55, paying special attention to verse
6. How do the other verses in Isaiah 
55 help you understand verse 6? 2. 
Read John 12:20-26. How do Jesus' 
words in John 12:23-26 shed light 
on the meaning o f  seeking Christ? 
How do they apply to you? 3. Ask 
the Lord to help you fin d  new ways 
this Christmas season to seek Him  
and His kingdom first.

Jesus for Trustee
W. E. McCumber’s point is well taken: “Jesus for Pastor? We 

Couldn’t Take It!” (July 1992). McCumber concludes that if 
pastors acted too much like Jesus, church people would be 
screaming for a replacement.

So far so good. But how about putting the shoe on the other 
foot? How many pastors would be willing to have Jesus Christ 
as a layman in their church? In fact, if we put Jesus in the reli­
gious context of His own time, it would be more accurate to see 
Him as a layman than a clergyman. He was not a part of the reli­
gious establishment. He was not a Sadducee, Pharisee, or scribe. 
He was “just” a layman, and He offended the clergy. He called 
the religious teachers such nasty names as hypocrites, blind 
guides, whitewashed tombs, snakes, and brood of vipers 
(Matthew 23). When He “vandalized” the Temple, He was 
called on the carpet by the religious authorities who wanted to 
know what authority He had to do such things (Mark 11:28). He 
was, after all, “just” a layman. It was the clergy who instigated 
His execution.

Please don’t misunderstand. I am an ordained elder in the 
church. I have been a pastor and missionary. But I would be ill 
at ease to have Jesus as a lay member of my church. He 
wouldn’t always be complimentary and supportive of my ser­
mons, life-style, and programs. He might ask me if I really need­
ed to have all those suits, shirts, and ties. Did I really need to 
spend all that money on a luxury car when there are hungry peo­
ple in the world? Did I need to furnish the parsonage or the 
church so extravagantly? He might question me as to why I see 
pastoral ministry as career advancement, always moving from a 
smaller church to a larger one. Jesus might even be quite vocal 
in His opposition to some of my proposals in board meeting. He

“Suppose we re tu rn  your tithes, give you a 
reserved parking place, make you an elder, fire 

the youth minister, and eliminate the music 
committee. Would th a t be satisfactory?”
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would be “too honest, too demanding, too undiplomatic,” to use 
McCumber’s words. But 1 do have one consolation: It is not 
likely that Jesus would be elected on the church board. After all. 
He would not be a successful, well-respected member of my 
middle class church. He would not measure a person’s loyalty to 
the church or the church’s success in terms of finances, budgets, 
dollars and cents. He might even make the outrageous statement 
that poor old Sister Jones whose tithe is $10.00 a month is more 
supportive of God's work than the banker who gives $1,000 a 
month (Mark 12:43-44). Jesus couldn’t hold down a job, living a 
shiftless, itinerant life-style, associating with prostitutes and 
shady characters. He would be a disappointment to His family 
and acquaintances. They would dismiss Him as someone who 
had gone out of his mind (Mark 3:21). He would not fit the pro­
file that 1 would expect of a board member.

No, we the clergy couldn’t tolerate Jesus as a layman in our 
church.

The day after I returned to the States for my mother’s funeral, 

the July issue of the Herald o f Holiness arrived. 1 glanced quick­
ly through it and immediately noticed the article by Chaplain 
Gerald Oosterveen. Reluctantly, I read the article, expecting it to 
make me feel very uncomfortable. Instead, I found a chaplain 
who seemed to understand the sorrow and suffering many fami­
lies like ours have gone through.

Just a few months after I went to the Middle East for our mis­
sionary assignment, my mother had emergency surgery for an 
aneurysm in her brain. She survived the surgery only to later go 
into a lengthy coma; then, she revived from that coma with se­
vere brain damage. For over 12 years, she had been in a nursing 
home, dependent upon tube feeding to keep her alive. Insurance 
benefits long ago stopped, and the extra burden of how to pay 
for her care weighed upon my father. The heartache our family 
felt continued for a long time as the vivid, fresh memories faded 
away. We wondered why God allowed her to remain alive when 
some of her last comprehensible words to my father were, “If 
this is how I’m going to be, I wish the Lord would just take me.”

Not many clergy or hospital chaplains know how to minister 
to a family who is in a situation like this. 1 hope this article will 
encourage others to face this rather touchy issue with the love 
and sensitivity that Chaplain Oosterveen has.

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Let the “Kin-dom” Come

Every fall, someone in my ex­
tended family starts asking 
the question, “What are you 

doing for the holidays?” Soon, both 
sides of the family begin offering 
invitations, juggling dates, and 
checking plane fares in hopes that 
w e’ll all get to see each other, at 
least briefly, before the new year. In 
my family, we spend much of the 
time we have together circled around 
the dining table, feasting. That’s one 
of the things kin do together.

New Testament scholar Elisabeth 
Schussler Fiorenze claims that the 
central image or symbol that best 
represents Jesus’ vision of  the 
basileia, or kingdom of God, is the 
royal banquet or the wedding feast. 
Joyful table talk among people gath­
ered from far and wide describes 
what Jesus had in mind when he de­
clared that the Kingdom had come 
and was yet to come.

A few years ago, I came across a 
magazine article that used the 
phrase “kin-dom” of God to de­
scribe the goal of the kingdom. The 
term has stuck with me. The “kin- 
dom” of God will be completely 
come when there is a society upon 
earth where God's  will is done as it 
is in heaven. The kin-dom will have 
come near when all kindred souls 
seek to make G od’s will their own. 
Jew or Gentile, slave or free, male 
or female— when the direction of 
one's heart is the criteria for kinship 
rather than bloodlines, then the kin- 
dom and  kingdom will have come 
near.

When Jesus taught about the 
kingdom of God, sometimes His 
blood relatives were around, but 
most of the time Jesus was speaking 
to the disciples, the mixed and 
matched group from all over 
Galilee, whom He prepared to

spread this idea of the Kingdom 
throughout.

Jesus’ idea of the Kingdom, of 
kinships, is broad, inclusive, and 
ever-widening. Is ours?

My favorite memories of Thanks­
giving, that fall feast that brings kin 
together, are those I spent at the Oak 
Street House in San Francisco.
Weeks before Thanksgiving, invita­
tions were printed and handed out to 
the homeless, the drifters, all of 
those who had no plans, no family, 
and no particular place to go for the 
holiday. Single people too far from 
home, the recently divorced, people 
who slept in the park, and church 
folks tired of preparing 
elaborate meals that were 
eaten with little meaning—  
annually joined together to 
feast. At first glance, we 
made a strange family. But 
when it came time to ask 
those gathered what we 
were thankful for, some­
thing began to happen. One 
year, a man stood and said,
“I ’m grateful to God for 
food.” Others added, “I ’m 
grateful for a place to be­
long. Last year I was 
alone.” “I ’m thankful to be six 
months sober. I pray God will keep 
me clean.” During those Thanksgiv­
ing feasts, a miracle occurred. We 
recognized our common need for 
each other and for G od’s provision. 
God took our simple words of grati­
tude, blended in our mutual needi­
ness, and knit together a group of 
diverse people into kindred souls.

Luke 10 tells us that Jesus sent 
out the 70 to preach, heal, and pro­
claim that the kingdom of God had 
come in every town and village. Je­
sus sent them out with needs. He did 
not choose self-sufficient people

who could trek into a new town or 
new group of people and wow them 
with their prowess. Instead, Jesus 
instructed them to travel lightly and 
be prepared to receive from the ones 
they sought to teach and serve. This, 
too, is true for each of us. God has 
made us each able to give and needy 
to receive. In learning to love each 
other as kin, adopted family, we be­
gin to understand what the kin-dom 
of God on earth is like. When we 
extend the rights and privileges of 
family to those related by a shared 
love and need for God rather than 
only those connected by biological 
ties, then the kin-dom will be at 
hand.

As we all prepare to celebrate the 
Christmas season, let us be mindful 
of the kinship to which Christ has 
called us. May we widen the bound­
aries of our hearts, put an extension 
in the table, and peel an extra pound 
of potatoes for the pot. There are 
people in all of our lives who need 
to find a table of welcome. And we 
need the gifts, gratitude, and human 
companionship that they offer in re­
turn.

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SAN FRANCISCO THRUST RESULTS IN NEW MINISTRIES
At least 20 new works have been start­
ed in the San Francisco Bay Area as a 
result of the Thrust to the Cities empha­
sis there , accord ing  to M ichael R.

Dave Reed, a mem­
ber of  Ukiah, Calif., Church of  the 
Nazarene, drives his pickup truck to the 
local Safeway each Sunday morning 
where he cooks breakfast on a Coleman

stove for 20 to 40 homeless persons in 
the area. During the breakfast, Reed 
plays a recording of the New Testa­
ment. He then invites everyone there to 
attend church with him. According to 
B isson , at least  one man has been 
reached through this informal ministry 
and is now an active part of another 
church in the area.

“God has been faithful to open wide 
the doors of opportunity for beginning 
new churches and compassionate min­
istries,” Bisson said. “I am impressed 
with the cooperation and excitement 
among the pastors and laypeople on the 
Northern California District regarding 
this Thrust.”

Other new works in the Bay Area 
include: a m inistry  among Russian 
immigrants, a new youth center at San 
Francisco First Church, and new works 
among the Spanish and Filipino com­
munities.

NAZARENES ANNOUNCE 
SECOND AIRLIFT TO RUSSIA
N azarenes  in O la the , K ans.,  have 
announced a second airlift of humani­
tarian aid to the former Soviet Union. 
Gary Morsch, Nazarene physician and 
director of Heart to Heart International, 
along with Nazarene businessmen, Ray 
Mattix, Bob Simms, and Jim Kerr, held 
a press conference in Olathe, Kans., 
recently to announce the airlift to St. 
Petersburg, Russia. The organization 
will try to collect 75 tons of aid to be 
delivered in January 1993 during the 
Russian Orthodox Christmas.

Heart to Heart International, in coop­
eration with the Olathe, Kans., Rotary 
Club, completed a successful airlift of 
90 tons of medical supplies and infant 
food to Russia in May. In September, 
the organization led an effort that col­
lected more than 2 million pounds of 
supp lies  for v ic t im s of H urr icane  
Andrew.

During the press conference, a sculp­
ture depicting a Russian fairy tale was 
unveiled. The sculpture was a gift from 
Russian artist, Valery Tabakh. The 
sculpture, which will be displayed at 
the Olathe Medical Center, was given 
in appreciation of the group’s first air­
lift. An elementary school choral group 
also previewed the theme song for the 
second airlift, "A Song for a Russian 
Child.”

At an earlier press conference in 
Washington, D.C., Morsch presented a 
heart-shaped plaque to U.S. Represen­
tative Jan Meyers (Rep., Kans.), in 
recognition of her service as honorary 
chairperson of the first airlift. Meyers 
will serve in the same capacity for the 
second effort.

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NAZARENE COLLEGE/UNIVERSITY ENROLLMENT INCREASES
Nearly 15,500 students enrolled this fall 
at Nazarene colleges and universities 
w or ldw ide ,  a cco rd ing  to s ta t is t ics  
released by the International Board of 
Education. The total enrollment of 
15,496 represents an increase of 739 
over last year.

“As the missionary and evangelistic 
ministry of the Church of the Nazarene 
has reached throughout the world, col­
leges, universities, and seminaries have 
been established to meet the spiritual 
and educational needs of those who 
would serve Jesus Christ," said Stephen 
W. Nease, education commissioner. 
“Continuing increases in the enroll­

ments of our 36 institutions of higher 
education worldwide give evidence that 
those who come to Jesus Christ are 
eager to prepare to be at their best as 
they serve their Savior.”

At the 12 Nazarene institutions in the 
U.S., Canada, and the British Isles, 
13,493 students enrolled for the fall 
term. This represents an increase of 
503 over last year. The num ber of 
graduate students at these institutions 
(1,654) decreased by 301.

Eastern Nazarene College reported 
the largest increase of  all Nazarene 
institutions with 283 more students than 
last year. Point Loma Nazarene Col­

lege reported the largest enrollment, 
with 2,450 students, an increase of 101 
over 1991.

The largest institution outside of the 
U.S., Canada, and British Isles is Japan 
Christian Junior College with 515 stu­
dents enrolled. Seminario Teologico 
Nazareno in Quito, Equador, reported a 
377 percent increase in enrollment, the 
largest percentage increase among all 
36 institutions.

The number of institutions and total 
enrollment on each world region is as 
follows: Africa Region, 390 students in 
5 colleges; Asia-Pacific Region, 1,224 
s tudents  in 10 co lleges ;  Caribbean 
Region, 38 students in 1 college; Eura­
sia Region, 59 students in 2 colleges 
(excluding the Nazarene Theological 
College in Manchester); Mexico-Cen­
tral America Region, 197 students in 3 
colleges; and South America Region, 
95 students in 3 colleges.

DISTRICT SEEKS TO BUILD 
STUDENT CENTER
The Southwest Oklahoma District has 
an n o u n ced  a c am p a ig n  to raise 
$100,000 by January 1994 to build a 
Nazarene Student Center on or near the 
campus of the University of Oklahoma, 
accord ing  to Carl Sum m er, district 
superintendent. The district has spon­
sored a ministry on the university cam­
pus for the past four years under the 
leadership of Nazarene layman Rick 
Short. Recently the district elected a 
Board of Directors to oversee the min­
istry, and Short was named director.

A nd I ’ve n ev e r  been 
happier.

Anyone would have said that 
I h ad  it a l l .  T h o u s a n d s  o f  
w om en— or m en— would have 
given their eyeteeth to have had 
my jo b .  1 spent a lm o s t  seven  
years anchoring  and reporting  
for the NBC affiliate in Shreve­
port .  It w as  a g la m o ro u s  jo b  
with a lot of perks. It was a job  
I would never have chosen for 
m y s e l f ,  but the  L ord  pu t m e 
there to use me and teach me.
I ’m t h a n k f u l  1 h ad  it, bu t  I 
w ouldn 't  choose to go back to 
that world.

The deepest desire of my heart has always been to 
be a f u l l - t im e  w ife  and  m o th e r .  I b e l i e v e  m an y  
women who truly must work outside the home share 
that desire. Even though society tries to make women 
feel like second-class citizens if they ’re not out con­
quering Wall Street, 1 believe most mothers want to 
stay home and raise their children.

In recent years, there’s been a devaluation of m oth­
erhood in this country, and, unfortunately, many chil­

dren think that is normal. 1 rem em ber one time I had 
been asked to speak to a group o f  third and fourth 
graders. After telling them about television news and 
showing them some o f  the equipment we used to put 
the news together. I opened the floor for questions.

O ne little boy asked  if I ’d al­
ways wanted to be on TV. I said 
I ’d always really wanted to be a 
fu ll-tim e wife and m other and 
stay hom e with my children. I 
w a sn ’t prepared  for what hap­
pened next. The entire group of 
children burst into laughter, as 
if  they though t  tak ing  care of 
family full-time was the silliest 
notion they 'd  ever heard. I left 
th e r e  w i th  a s a d n e s s ,  and a 
long ing  for a re turn  to family 
values.

I ’d hoped, dreamed, planned, 
and p ray ed  for a baby all my 
life. There  was no question of 
w h e th e r  or  not I ’d stay home 
when we w ere  finally  blessed 
with a baby. There were, how­
ever, a lot o f  ques t io n s  about 

how the details would fall into place. How was my 
employer going to react to my plans? How were we 
going to get by financially? After seven years in the 
limelight would I feel like a "nobody"? Would we re­
sent any o f  the sacrifices w e ’d chosen to make? There 
were so many unknowns.

We put it all in the L o r d ’s h an d s ,  know ing  He 
would work it out. As He has always done, the Lord 
again has given me more than I could have ever imag­

ined in my wildest dreams. I used to dread getting up 
at 4:00 every morning and facing up to 14 hours on 
the firing line in the business world. N ow  1 wake up 
everyday feeling like it's a holiday. Life is so full.

I thought I was prepared for motherhood, but ho ld­
ing my new born baby for the first time was unbeliev­
able. The love a mother feels for her child is som e­
th i n g  th a t  c a n n o t  b e  e x p l a i n e d .  It  m u s t  be  
experienced. I treasure every m om ent with my child. 
I 'm  so thankful I 'm  the one who gets to be with her as

she throws green beans on the floor and toddles her 
f irs t  shaky  steps . W h en  she says “ I love y o u ” or 
laughs, i t’s music to my ears. We make the m ost of 
every precious minute together. She is such a joy!

Days are certainly much busier than I ever thought 
they would be. Between family, church, and com m u­
nity there’s not a lot o f  free time, but there is great 
fulfillment. 1 love taking care o f  my family. It may 
sound silly, but I have a blast cooking casseroles and 
cleaning neglected closets. The Lord is in charge of

my days, and every morning I ask Him to help me do 
what He wants done that day. I trust in Him and d o n ’t 
w orry  about the rest. H ousew ork  is never  fin ished 
anyway, so m ost days I spend a lot o f  time on the 
floor playing with my daughter. There will be plenty 
o f  years left to dust and vacuum when she’s grown.

Struggles on the H om efront
I ’m living the life I ’ve always dreamed about, and 

I ’ve learned that as the Lord gives me the desires of 
m y heart,  I need a g row ing  re la tionsh ip  with  H im  
more than ever. My high-pressure job  used to force 
me to have a very active devotional life. Sometimes 
i t ’s h a rd e r  no w  to m ak e  e n o u g h  q u a l i ty  t im e  fo r 
prayer and Bible study. T h a t ’s som ething on which 
I ’m working. I d o n ’t ever want to take my relation­
ship with the Lord for granted.

The Lord is teaching me how to handle a whole 
new set o f  d ifficulties. 1 believe that the p rob lem s 
w om en face at hom e are so much more difficult to 
handle  than p rob lem s in the co rpora te  w orld . The 
s takes are so m uch h igher  at hom e. H ow I handle  
stress now is so much more important than whether or 
not I broke a news story before some other station in 
town. If I lose my joy just because I discover an extra 
pile of laundry to do after the wash is done, I send the 
wrong message to my daughter. I want her to know 
that the joy  and peace that com e from the Lord are 
constant, even when M om m y is tired.

The G rass Is A lw ays G reener
There has been mixed reaction to my decision to 

quit work. A few who were jealous of my work now 
feel I ’ve been brought down a peg. A few others d o n ’t 
treat me the same anymore, sending very clear m es­

sages that say, “Y ou’re not as important as you used 
to be.”

But most people are very supportive. At least once 
a week someone com es up to me and says they miss 
seeing me on television. And after an absence of more 
than a year, a few folks still think I’m on maternity 
leave and  w an t  to k n o w  w h en  I ’m g o in g  back  to 
work!

Even though I 'm  writing at home now and prepar­
ing to do more public speaking, sometimes I do miss 
television. There have been a few news conferences 1 
wish I could  have attended. In my m ind  I still edit 
every newscast I hear, which means that about a half 
a dozen  tim es a day  I think to m yself:  “ T h a t ’s the 
most poorly written story I 've  ever heard. How did 
they get that jo b !”

A nd every once in a while I do miss a few of the 
old “ luxuries.” We d o n ’t eat out as much. Sometimes 
I miss cable TV. And, even though I enjoy sewing. I ’d 
love to be able to buy a new dress off the rack at Dil­
lard’s again.

But all o f  the sacrifices we chose to make, added 
together and m ultip lied  over again, d o n ' t  equal the 
joy of spending one hour with my baby.

G od  g ives  m others  such a specia l love for their 
children and an aw esom e responsibility. In so many 
cases ,  the m o th e r  is the sp ir i tua l  hea r tb ea t  o f  the 
home. She is the first person to teach a child how to 
live a holy life, by being a godly  m other and wife 
everyday, 24 hours a day. It’s the toughest and most 
rewarding job  I 've  ever had, and it lasts for life.

I had a powerful and prestigious position in televi­
sion news, but what I do now is really  important. I 
had it all before. Now 1 have even more.

with tears. I settled back, satisfied that my day was 
proceeding satisfactorily.

TEENS
Part Two

In the first part of this two-article series, a 
foundation was laid for understanding teens 
and their troubles. In this second article, 
parents will find practical tools for cutting 
teenage troubles off at the pass.

T
he most important instrument you have in 
helping your teen is you. W ho you are as 
a person is critical in determining the ef­
fectiveness of  your guidance. This under­
standing, however, does not diminish the 
importance o f  the Holy Spirit. The point is that your 

attitude and behavior either help or hinder what heal­
ing work the Holy Spirit is prepared to do through 
you.

The Good Enough Parent?
M any researchers have a ttem pted  to identify the 

qualities  that contribu te  to successfu l help ing . R e­
searchers have discovered the importance o f  sensitivi­

ty, hope, compassion, awareness, know ledge . . .  the 
list could  fill several  pages. H ow ever ,  a four-year 
study done more than two decades ago seemed to cut 
to the bone. The findings are unequivocal. People are 
more likely to find help when they are with someone 
who is (1) warm, (2) genuine, and (3) empathic. With­
out these traits, a t e e n a g e r ’s condition  can actually 
worsen, regardless o f  other skills a parent may pos­
sess.
Warmth

Paul Toumier, the renowned Swiss physician, said, 
“ I have no methods. All I do is accept people." The 
key to personal warmth is acceptance. It is an attitude

that does not evaluate or require change. It simply ac­
cepts the thoughts, feelings, and actions o f  the adoles­
cent. This warmth allows a teen to develop a base of 
se lf-w orth— “ If my parents accept me, m aybe I am  
valuable.”

Nonpossessive warmth is not necessarily approving 
o f  everything a teenager does. Jesus showed warmth 
to the wom an at the well, but He certainly never con­
doned sinful behavior. Jesus respected the woman and 
treated her as a person o f  worth in 
spite o f  her life-style.

T hrough  unconditional warm th, 
we invite a troubled teen to catch a 
glimpse o f  G od 's  grace. And grace 
is the b e d ro c k  o f  g ro w th .  W hen  
adolescents feel sure they can nev­
er be condem ned for who they are, 
that no judgm en t can hurt them, the 
p o w e r  o f  G o d ’s g ra ce  b e g in s  to 
turn the wheels o f  change.

Unconditional warmth also frees 
adolescents from attempting to win 
approval. Young people no longer 
wonder whether they are loved for 
who they are or for what they do.

W hy does this m atter? Because teenagers w ho feel 
they must perform to get approval hold a nagging un­
certainty about whether they are genuinely accepted. 
In their relationship with God, for example, they will 
continually chase the carrot o f  divine approval. 
Genuineness

Without honesty, there is no way to touch hurting 
teenagers. Adolescents have a built-in radar that spots 
phoniness even at a distance. They are experts at de­
tecting fabricated feelings and insincere intentions. 
They give every overture of  help their own polygraph 
test. Honest thoughts and authentic feelings are best 
expressed  in subtle forms; for example, in our eyes 
and posture.

Genuineness cannot be faked. In other words, au ­
thenticity is som ething you are, not som ething you 
do. Genuineness has been described as a lure to the 
heart. Jesus said, "Blessed are the pure in heart.” Or, 
to say it another way, “Consider the parent in whom 
there is no gu ile .” W hen genu ineness  is present, a 
hesitant and skeptical adolescent is likely to invest en ­
ergy in becoming responsible.
Empathy

The best way to avoid stepping on adolescents ' toes 
is to put y o u rs e l f  in the ir  sneakers .  E m p ath y  lets 
struggling adolescents know you hear their words, un­
derstand their thoughts, and sense their feelings. E m ­
pathy says, “ I understand why you feel the way you 
feel.”

Two important distinctions about empathy are help­
ful. F irst, em pathy  is not identification. You d o n 't  
need to wear faded jeans and blare rock and roll on 
your car radio to enter the adolescent’s world. In fact, 
teenagers  want to be seen as unique and com plex. 
They resent blatant attempts by adults to identify with 
them. Saying, "I know exactly  how you feel,” to a 
struggling teenager is like telling a Vietnam vet that 
his post-traumatic stress is easy to understand.

Second, empathy is deeper and stronger than sym ­
pathy. Sympathy is standing on the shore and throw­
ing out a lifeline, while empathy is jum ping into the 
w ater and risking o n e ’s safety to help another. And

W ill I  ever be able to 
teach a simple Bible 
l e s s o n ? ” I lo v e d  
w orking with elder­

ly people. I loved hearing stories 
about “the good o l ’ days.” I loved 
watching com placent faces bright­
en into full-fledged smiles. I loved 
sharing  G o d 's  W ord and s inging 
o ld .  f a m i l i a r  h y m n s .  I d id  no t  
m in d  th e  s m e l l s  o f  a n u r s in g  
h o m e .  I kn ew  so m e p eo p le  had 
p h y s ica l  o r  p sy ch o lo g ica l  p ro b ­
lem s  that  co u ld  be an n o y in g  or 
e v e n  fu n n y .  N e v e r  o n c e  in m y 
heart has there been anything but 
childlike love and respect for peo­
ple who have lived long, no matter 
w hat life had dealt  them. I have 
this hope that what my hands and 
heart share with one person will 
be re tu rn ed  in so m e m easu re  to 
my grandmother.

T h e  seco n d  lesson  f in ished ,  1 
left that nursing hom e wondering 
if I would ever feel that anything 
had been accomplished. After the 
third time, 1 began praying. "G od , 
help  m e to  d o  m ove than ju s t  p r e ­
sen t a lesson . There h as to  he a re ­
a l m in is try  in th is, o r  I am  ju s t  no t 
g o in g  to  d o  it!  P le a s e  h e lp  m e !  
I 'm  n o t d o in g  th is w eek  a fte r  w eek  
f o r  s o m e  e g o  tr ip — I tr u ly  w a n t  
You lif te d  up  a n d  sp ir itu a l n eed s  
m et."

Week num ber four: We sang the 
c u s to m a ry  so n g s :  “ Jesu s  L oves  
M e,” “A m azing Grace," and “The 
O ld R ugged  C ro ss ,” then it was 
t im e  to  p ra y .  1 b e c a m e  o v e r ­
w helm ed with the thought to pray 
the heart o f  the people, that is to

lift in prayer, not formalities, but 
to  sp ea k  fo r  the  p e o p le  b e fo re  
G o d ’s th ro n e ,  p r e s e n t in g  th e i r  
heart o f  hearts to Him. So that is 
h o w  I p ra y e d .  T h e  H o ly  S p ir i t  
t o o k  c o n t r o l  o f  m y h e a r t  a n d  
prayer poured forth from the bot­
tom of my heart.

After the amen, I began looking 
from face to face. The Spirit had 
touched their hearts. For the first 
time, I kn ew  that they had encoun­
tered God in worship.

“W h a t  a cheap, 
five do llar stab to  
a m o th er’s heart!”

T h e y ,  to o ,  s h o u ld  p ra y ,  I 
thought. With bowed head, I start­
ed .  “ O u r  F a th e r ,  w h ic h  ar t  in 
h ea v en ,  h a l lo w e d  . . .” S ev era l  
prayed out loud. Others seemed to 
whisper those well-known words. 
A nurse came to tell me that sev­
era l  p eo p le  w h o  had  sp o k en  in 
prayer had not com m unicated ver­
bally for years. Tears rolled down 
my cheeks. P ray ing  the heart o f  
the people led to spiritual b reak­
through. To God be all the glory!

Week after week we recited fa­
miliar Scripture, learned new cho­
ruses, shared  w o n d erfu l  s tories ,  
s t u d i e d  th e  B ib le  l e s s o n ,  a n d  
prayed together from  our hearts.

One lady brought a written prayer 
to read. M y heart was full! The 
class grew until the nursing home 
supervisor gave us a larger meet­
ing place.

One day, the prayer-writing la­
dy told us that her daugh ter  had 
sent her a five dollar bill.

Raising my eyebrows. 1 quietly 
asked, “Five dollars?”

“ Yes! I can buy stationery and a 
stamp. I can write my daughter! 1 
have three daughters, you know.”

I could hardly control my em o­
tions. Joann had been confined to 
that nursing home for many years, 
and not one fam ily  m em b er  had 
ev e r  v is i ted  or co n tac ted  h er  in 
any way. My outs ide  tried to be 
n ice  w hile  my ins ides  ch urned . 
“What a cheap, five dollar stab to 
a m o th e r 's  heart! How on earth  
c o u ld  she  p o s s ib ly  be jo y o u s ?  
Five dollars was no th ing !” I felt 
sick.

Sh o rt ly  thereafte r ,  Jo an n  was 
rushed to the hospital for surgery. 
T h en  she su ffe red  a s troke  and 
lapsed into a coma. My husband 
and  I v i s i te d  h e r  f r e q u e n t ly ;  a 
n u rse  to ld  us we w ere  her only 
visitors. My friend soon died.

“ Hello, this is Carol . . . Would 
you do me a big favor? 1 would 
like to meet Jo a n n ’s family, that 
is, if they  co m e  by the n u rs in g  
hom e for personal be longings. I 
have something to give them.”

In m y h ea rt  I w an ted  to g ive 
them  a p iece  o f  my m ind , but I 
had collected many of those writ­
ten prayers, and I felt the family 
sh o u ld  k n o w  w ha t  a w o n d e rfu l
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Christian their mother was. Also, I 
w anted them to know that som e­
one loved her very much.

T h e  n u r s i n g  h o m e  c a l l e d ,  
telling m e arrangements had been 
m ade for me to meet with the fam ­
ily. M y husband suggested that he 
should go with me. 1 knew in my 
h e a r t  I c o u ld  no t  d e s p is e  th ese  
people I was about to meet, but I 
co u ld  h a rd ly  h e lp  f ro m  fe e l in g  
sick about the whole thing.

We w ere  ushered  into a small 
con ference  room  and in troduced  
to three women. I looked from one 
to the o ther  and  could  not say a 
thing. We sat down and they pro­
c e ed ed  to  ta lk  ab o u t  so m eth in g  
that I did not understand. “Excuse 
m e, I d o n ’t h av e  any  idea  w hat 
you are taking about,” I said.

Those three ladies began telling 
us bits and pieces o f  what they re­
m e m b e r e d  a b o u t  J o a n n ,  t h e i r  
mother.

Joann had been elected county 
festival queen at age 18 and then 
went to Chicago, advancing quite 
rap id ly  in p o p u la r i ty  on a rad io  
station as a singer. The man who 
would be the girls’ father traveled 
to C hicago  and conv inced  Joann 
to m arry him, taking her back to 
his home.

She hardly knew this fellow or 
his parents. They  m oved in with 
his parents and later built a small 
h o u se  c lo se  by the m a in  h om e. 
Joann became a slave to those par­
e n t s  a n d  h e r  h u s b a n d .  R a re ly  
w o u ld  th e y  a l lo w  h e r  to  go  to  
town, and never would they leave 
her alone.

Joann gave birth to three daugh­
ters  and  a f te r  the y o u n g es t  one 
was bom , her husband and in-laws 
co n v in ced  the coun ty  ju d g e  that 
s h e  w a s  in s a n e .  T h e  p o l i c e  
strapped her into a straitjacket and 
delivered her to a state institution 
as ordered by the the judge. She 
remained there for 10 years. This 
has been verif ied  by the ju d g e ’s 
wife. The judge has died but had 
expressed some years ago that he 
would never be a part o f  such an 
arrangement again.

The day before her release from

the institution, her husband  took 
the  th ree  g ir ls  to  an o rp h a n a g e  
m any  miles aw ay and left them. 
J o a n n  a r r iv e d  h o m e  a n x io u s ly  
l o o k in g  f o r w a r d  to  s e e in g  h e r  
d a u g h te r s ,  o n ly  to  f in d  o u t  the

truth. She d idn’t know where they 
were, she had no money, and her 
husband  m ade  sure that she had 
no home, either.

Keeping house for an elderly la­

dy  w a s  th e  o n ly  j o b  sh e  co u ld  
find, which took care o f  her room 
and board. She later took care of a 
N a z a r e n e  m i s s i o n a r y  w h o  had 
served in India for one term, but 
co u ld  n o t  re tu rn  fo r  h ea l th  rea­
sons. Eventually, Joann ended up 
living at the nursing home.

T h e  th re e  d a u g h te r s  f in ish ed  
h igh  schoo l ,  left the o rphanage ,  
and each m ade a life o f  her own. 
O ne lives in the East, one in the 
W es t ,  a n d  th e  o th e r  o n e  in the 
Midwest.

I f igured  out that shortly  after 
o u r  n u r s in g  h o m e  c la s s  s ta r ted  
p ra y in g  fo r  fa m i ly  an d  fr iends, 
each one o f  these ladies found the 
Lord as her Savior and wanted to 
tell the o th e r  two. A conference 
call was m ade and in their excite-

S h e  had no 
m oney, and her 
husband m ade  
sure that she had 
no hom e, either.

m e n t  th e  q u e s t i o n  w a s  ra ised  
whether their m other might still be 
alive. Their father had died many 
y ea rs  b e fo re ,  and  he n ev e r  told 
them anything about their mother.

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Benefits Questions
Answered by Dean Wessels

H ow  can I know  w hat Social Security  benefit 
to ex p ect w h en  1 retire  from  the p astorate?  
W on’t it be low  since m y m inisterial incom e over  
the years has been low?

L ow  income ministers might be happily surprised 
to find that S.S. benefits are greater than they would 
expect. Taxes paid by high income workers gener­
ally help to subsidize the benefits  paid to lower in­
co m e  workers . This m ean s  tha t a low incom e 
w o rk e r  can  expec t  his S.S. ben e f i t  to replace a 
higher percentage o f  his pre-retirement income than 
a h igher paid co-w orker can  expect to receive. For 
exam ple, the income replacement ratio for a low in­
com e wage earner  might be 60%  while being only 
25%  for a highly com pensated  worker. In 1992, the 
average m onth ly  benefit  for a re tired  w orker was 
$629 and the average m onthly  benefit  for a retired 
couple  was $1,067. Social Security benefits  will be 
de te rm ined  based on salary and housing since m in ­
isters pay se lf-em ploym ent (Social Security) tax on 
net earnings, including the value o f  a parsonage or 
housing  allowance.

You can  receive  an est im ate  o f  your ow n S.S. 
benefit directly from Social Security. Request Form  
7004, “ Request for Earnings and Benefit Estimate 
Statement,” by calling your local Social Security ad­
ministra tion  office or by calling 1-800-SSA-1213. 
Fill out the form  and mail it. A bout six weeks later 
you should receive a “ Personal Earnings and B ene­
fit Estimate S ta tem ent” telling you how m uch you 
would receive if you were to retire at age 62, 65, or 
70. In addition, the report will summarize the total 
earn ings credited to your account, how m uch you 
have paid in Social Security taxes, and your quar­
ters o f  coverage.

It is im portant to check your Social Security re­
cords from time to time to be sure that your work 
record is being credited properly.

the risk is real. In empathy, we risk change. U nder­
standing the aching heart o f  a struggling adolescent 
w ill change you. Yet, when we have the courage to 
enter the pain of a hurting teenager, we begin to build 
a relationship in which healing can occur.

For struggling adolescents, the best conditions for 
growth occur when they: (1) feel they are accepted 
unconditionally; (2) feel they are with someone who 
is trustworthy and real; and (3) when they are deeply 
understood.

Listening with a Third Ear
Although these three traits are critical for effective 

helping, they do not assure success. They are neces­
sary, but not sufficient. Parents w ho are most likely to 
be effective with children also listen with a third ear. 
Observe the following interaction with John, age 14, 
who is having difficulty at school and not doing his 
homework.

J O H N :  I d o n ’t care what they do to me, I ’m not 
going to do another assignment.
P A R E N T  (with great concern): Do you know you 
ca n ’t graduate if you don 't  do your homework? 
J O H N :  I don ’t care.
P A R E N T  (in a com passionate tone): I think you'll 
care when you start looking for a job.
J O H N :  Big deal.
P A R E N T  (desperately wanting to help): It is a big 
deal. It will affect the rest o f  your life.
J O H N :  I d o n ’t care.
This endless circle o f  conversation does not move 

John one inch closer to doing homework, and it does 
next to nothing to build a healthy relationship. The 
parent seems to understand the problem. The parent is 
ra tiona l and  is o b v io u s ly  c o n c e rn e d .  W hy i s n ’t it 
working?

The missing com ponent is the most important and 
fundamental skill required for a successful helping re­
lationship— active listening. Adolescents do not read­
ily lay out their thoughts and feelings even for a com-

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passionate parent. Parents who build an open relation­
ship with  the ir  teens  do it the o ld -fa sh io n ed  way: 
“They earrrrrn it." Like a safecracker opening a vault, 
a parent who listens with skill can spin off the com bi­
nation that breaks th rough  the door  o f  silent pain. 
"The road to the heart,” wrote Voltaire, “ is the ear.” 
Look at this brief interaction again with a parent who 
is hearing more than just words.

J O H N :  I d o n 't  care what they do to me, I ’m not 
going to do another assignment.
P A R E N T :  S ou n d s  like you have m ade  up your 
mind.
J O H N :  Yep. Those teachers are idiots, especially 
Mr. Wilson.
P A R E N T : T h ey 're  not too smart, huh?
J O H N :  Well, I m sure th ey 're  sm art and ev e ry ­
thing, but they aren 't  very nice.
PA R E N T : T hey 're  kind o f  mean?
J O H N :  Yeah. The last time I handed in my paper, 
Wilson read it out loud. I d idn 't  write that for the 
whole world to hear. . . .

Listening Is the Heart of Helping 
Jesus understood the importance o f  listening. Even 

as a young boy He was sitting with the teachers in the 
Temple, listening to them and asking them questions, 
and everyone was am azed at His understanding. The 
apostle Paul understood that listening requires d il i­
gent work. W hen he was before Agrippa, he said, “ I 
beg you to listen to me patiently.” The Book of James 
tells us to “ Be quick to listen and slow to speak." And 
the Book of Proverbs says: “ If one gives answer be­
fore he hears, it is his folly and sham e.” The word lis- 
ten  occurs over 200 times in the Bible.

There are two major ingredients that go into active 
listening: reflection and clarification.

Active Listening Requires Reflection 
U nderstanding com es through reflection— respond­

ing sensitively to the emotional rather than the sem an­
tic m eaning o f  a young person 's  expression. Jesus re­
flected back to people what He heard them say. After 
a short exchange, Nathaniel declared Jesus to be the 
Son o f  G od. Jesus  re flec ted  the basis  o f  his faith: 
“ You believe because 1 told you I saw you under the 
fig tree.”

Active listening does not m ean saying, “ 1 under­
s t a n d . ” A c la s s ic  c a r to o n  s h o w s  an e x a s p e r a te d  
teenager telling her mother, “ For Pe te’s sake, will you 
stop understanding me and just listen?”

Parents can target three different aspects of  a m es­
sage in their reflection: (1) the c o n te n t  o f  the m es­
sage, (2) the th in k in g  behind the message, and (3) the 
fe e lin g  behind the message. Each is equally valid and 
useful. Here is an example of how a single statement 
can be reflected at each level.

A D O L E S C E N T :  1 couldn 't  believe he was accus­
ing me for what h e  did.
P A R E N T  R E F L E C T I N G  C O N T E N T :  He
blam ed you.

A D O L E S C E N T : Yeah. He said I was the one re­
sponsible because I was there.
P A R E N T  R E F L E C T I N G  T H I N K I N G :  You 
thought he was unfair.
A D O L E S C E N T :  Yeah. I d i d n ’t d e se rv e  to  be 
blamed.
P A R E N T  R E F L E C T I N G  F E E L I N G :  It m ust 
have made you angry.
A D O L E S C E N T : I was furious. 1 also felt bad.

By reflecting the content o f  the message, a parent 
allows adolescents to elaborate further on what hap­
pened. By reflecting the thinking behind the message, 
a parent allows adolescents to understand their evalu­
ation o f  what happened. And by reflecting the feeling 
behind  the m essage , adolescents  are invited to b e ­
come aware of the emotions they are feeling as a re­
sult o f  what happened.

Active Listening Requires Clarification 
W hen absurd misunderstandings happened between 

Abbott and Costello, the whole nation chuckled, but 
in a parent and child relationship, being m isunder­
stood is no laughing matter. M isunderstanding does 
not come because we do not hear the words a young 
person is saying, but because we do not clarify the 
m eaning o f  the words. For the 500 most com m only 
used words in the English language, there are over 
1,400 different meanings— an average o f  nearly 3 dif­
ferent meanings for each word.

In addition , som e ado lescen ts  have personalized  
meanings for the words they use. Here are some ex ­
amples: D u d e!  means hello; d u d e  means guy; b u d s  
m eans close friends; ra d  means superlative; w ay rad  
m eans extremely cool; fresh  means cool; w eak  means 
uncool; ch ill  m eans hang out; ch ill  means relax; f l y  
m ean s  very  s ty l ish ;  c le a n  m ean s  very  a t trac t iv e ;  
fu n d a g e  means cash; and b a d  means good. No w on­
der clarification is necessary!

What to Do When You Get Stuck 
Parents with even the noblest o f  intentions must un­

derstand that m any problem s need to be treated by 
trained professionals. Adolescents who struggle with 
severe depression , suicide, eating disorders, abuse,

Aerobics
How can we justify aerobic dancing classes in our 

church gym in light of sections 34.4 and 904.6 of our 
M anual?

I don't know whether it can be justified or needs to 
be. I do believe that aerobic exercises are quite different 
from the “social" and “folk" dancing proscribed by our 
M anual. Would we be against aerob ics  if the term 
“dance” was not often associated with it?

Paragraph 34.4 tells why the church opposes social 
and folk dancing: "We hold that such practices tend to 
break down proper inhibitions and reserve between the 
sexes." Although 1 have never engaged in aerobics, nor 
attended such a session, my understanding is that aero­
bic exercising to music in same-sex groups has no ele­
ments that would break down inhibitions between the 
sexes. Unless the music was of the sort that “dishonors 
God” (Manual. 27.2), one would be hard put to disquali­
fy on M anual grounds a same-sex aerobics class in a 
church gym.

Is Fasting Out?
Our church has always taught the im portance of 

prayer and fasting. We know that fasting is good for 
us both spiritually and physically; so I wonder why 
M atthew 17:21 was omitted in the N ew International 
Version , the Revised Standard Version, and P h illips’ 
New Testament.

There is no conspiracy to take fasting out of the Bible 
or to get us to do less of it. Fasting is an important spiri­
tual d isc ip l in e .  It is ta u g h t  th ro u g h o u t  the B ible . 
Whether it is taught in Matthew 17:21 is another matter. 
In the earliest Greek manuscripts of Matthew, the mater­
ial in verse 21 simply does not appear. It is not in the 
Greek New Testament that I have before me at this m o­
ment. Many of the ancient copies of Matthew were not 
available to the King James translators in 1600. They 
worked primarily from the Roman Catholic Vulgate, 
which was a Latin translation of the Greek texts then 
available. When some copies of an ancient text include 
a sentence, clause, or word that does not appear in oth­
ers, the translating team usually chooses the wording in 
the most manuscripts and the oldest manuscripts. Usual­
ly they note, as the NIV does, regarding Matthew 17:21, 
“Some manuscripts add verse 21: But this kind does not 
go out except by prayer and fasting."

Absentee Voter
Is it accep tab le  for one m em ber o f the church  

board to cast an official vote for another member of 
the board who is absent?

According to General Secretary Dr. Jack Stone, it is 
not acceptable. He cites Robert's Rules o f  Order:

It is a fundamental principle of  parliamentary 
law that the right to vote is limited to the members 
of an organization who are actually present at the 
time the vote is taken in a legal meeting. Excep­
tions to this rule must be expressly stated in the by­
laws.

Since there is no provision in our bylaws (Manual) 
for either absentee or proxy voting, the above principle 
applies.

Dress Code
W hatever happened to the Nazarene dress code? I 

see people w earing T-shirts and jean s to church. I 
even saw  an o ld er  N azarene p astor on the street 
wearing shorts.

God's standards are still the same. Christians are not 
to indulge in worldly adornments, fancy jewelry, and 
luxurious clothes, as 1 Peter 3:3-4 instructs us. Our 
M anual instructs us to avoid “pride” in dress and behav­
ior, and to dress with "Christian simplicity and m od­
esty” (27.22). To the avoiding of luxurious pride and the 
following of simplicity and modesty, we might add the 
theme of propriety. That is. we should dress appropriate­
ly. We are an international church and we must under­
stand that what is “appropriate" in one culture may be 
inappropriate in another.

panic attacks, phobias, or sleep disturbances, for ex­
ample, need professional help. Parents should seek 
the services o f  trained mental health professionals in 
such clear cases or when little or no progress is be­
ing m ade in other seemingly less significant strug­
gles.

In spite of  the continuing stigma of psychological 
treatment and the belief that families should be able 
to solve the ir  personal p ro b lem s  w ith o u t  outside 
h e lp — esp e c ia l ly  in e v a n g e l ic a l  c i r c le s — mental 
health professionals  can be ex trem ely  valuable in 
preparing adolescents to actualize the power of the 
gospel and the healing comfort o f  the Holy Spirit.

One final word of advice. G row ing up often hurts, 
but som etim es  being  a good  paren t can hurt too. 
Even the best o f  homes have children with problems 
like drug abuse. You do not need to feel guilty be­
cause your teenager needs professional help. If you 
discover you are being weighed down because you 
are blaming yourself for your adolescent's  struggles, 
do not neglect your own needs. You need not punish 
yourself for perceived inadequacies. Seek help from 
a professional or join  a paren t’s support group and 
your entire family will benefit. ^

College students affiliated 
with re l ig ious  groups  are 
healthier and happier than 
the ir  non a ff i l ia ted  peers, 
according to a recent study 
by U niversity  of  W estern  
O ntar io  soc io lo g is ts  Gail 
Frankel and Ted Hewitt.

The study. R eligion and  
W ell-B e in g : A C anadian  
Assessm ent, concluded that 
s tuden ts  a f f i l ia ted  with 
Chris tian  clubs or groups 
reported “significantly bet­

ter” health than the unaffili­
ated, m aking  less use of  
hea lth -ca re  serv ices .  The 
study also reported that these 
students seemed more satis­
fied with the ir  lives and 
expressed more positive psy­
chological states.

Further, the study conclud­
ed that s tudents affilia ted  
with Christian groups were 
three times more likely to be 
involved in volunteer work 
than the unaffiliated.

AMERICANS GIVE MORE TO RELIGION
Americans dug deeper and 
gave more to the church last 
year according to a report 
re leased  recen tly  by the 
A m erican  A sso c ia t io n  of  
F u n d -R a is in g  C ounse l 
(AAFRC). The report, G iv­
ing USA, stated that giving to 
religion last year amounted 
to $67.59 billion, up nearly 7 
percent from the previous 
year.

The report says religion 
received 54 percent of the 
$124.77 billion donated to all 
causes, including education, 
health, human services, arts, 
social  and en v ironm en ta l  
causes.

Almost all of the contribu­
tions came from individuals,

with only a small part from 
foundations. Virtually none 
came from corporations.

D espite  the recess ion ,  
Americans were more gener­
ous than usual this year. 
Martin Grenzebach, AAFRC 
research director, said 1991 
giv ing  as a percen tage  of  
gross domestic production 
was the highest since 1959 
and represented the highest 
percentage of personal in­
come in 21 years.

Half of the money given to 
religion is spent for sacra­
mental or evangelical func­
tions, according to the report. 
The remainder is used to pro­
vide services in such areas as 
health and education.

A Little Shoot

My Sunday School teacher 
is Dr. Henry Smits, and 
he is a crackerjack. Dr. 

Smits is a veteran professor of phi­
losophy at the university level, and 
he has forgotten more than 1 have 
ever learned. However, he wears 
learning graciously, and a kinder, 
gentler, humbler teacher you will 
not find anywhere in the church— or 
out of it. His teaching makes me ea­
ger to he in Sunday School, and 
that's no small accomplishment.

On the Sunday before Christmas, 
the lesson included that great Mes­
sianic passage in Isaiah 11 about the 
Branch: “A shoot will come up from 
the stump of Jesse: from his roots a 
Branch will bear fruit. The Spirit of 
the Lord will rest on him" (vv. 1-2, 
N1V). The passage goes on to de­
scribe this “ shoot” in His character 
and mission, which ultimates in 
world dominion and world peace. 
The church rightly sees this passage 
fulfilled in Jesus Christ.

Speaking of the popular notion of 
the Messiah as a military and politi­
cal strongman, which caused many 
to miss the meaning of Jesus when 
He came, Dr. Smits said, “They 
were looking for a big shot when 
they should have been looking for 
a little shoot.” 1 copied his remark 
into the margin of  my Bible at Isa­
iah 11. for I have never heard the 
truth more aptly and memorably 
phrased.

Unbelieving men looked upon Je­
sus as He died on the Cross and 
thought, "That’s a king?” They 
watched His disciples skedaddle 
from the scene and thought, “That's

His army?” Here was no big shot 
who would challenge the armed 
might of the Roman Empire and re­
store political independence and na­
tional prestige to occupied Israel. 
Here was nothing more than a help­
less and mistaken rabbi who, for a 
while, drew big crowds, preached 
hard truths, performed some heal­
ings, and got himself squashed by 
the power structure of society.

Some who watched Jesus die 
taunted Him, saying, "Let him come 
down from the cross and 
we will believe in him.”
They were ready to ac­
cept a big shot who 
could reverse Pilate’s 
verdict and the soldiers’ 
execution of that verdict; 
who could marshal a 
band of rebels and lead 
an insurrection; who 
could mount a throne 
and rule with an iron 
hand. They were not pre­
pared to accept as Messi­
ah one who forgave His tormentors 
and commended His spirit to God as 
He died in a horrible and accursed 
manner.

We make heroes of big shots. In 
business, in politics, in sports, in all 
of life’s activities, we laud and ap­
plaud the “ larger than life” figures, 
with their larger than life egos, who 
crush the opposition and thrust a 
finger into the air, which silently 
boasts, “ I’m number one.” And 
that’s what is wrong with our world. 
We arc willing to make billionaires 
of those who live to assert them­
selves, and we look with amused

tolerance or outright pity upon those 
who quietly invest themselves in 
service to human need. Caesar, not 
Christ, is our notion of greatness.

The world talks a lot about love, 
but it really puts its trust in force. It 
tosses an occasional accolade to the 
saint and the servant, but it reserves 
its constant plaudits for those who 
strut and smash and stomp around in 
boots stained with the blood of 
those they have trampled to reach 
their heights of “success.”

Meanwhile, the “ little shoot” 
from the “stump of Jesse” is alive 
from the dead and reigning in hearts 
that trust in His redeeming love and 
power. His kingdom quietly and 
steadily grows and will one day 
overspread the earth. The time is 
coming when all the big shots, and 
all those who idolized the big shots, 
will bow before the Little Shoot and 
confess that He is Lord of all— all 
time, all space, all persons, all na­
tions, all history, and all eternity.

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ON TO PERFECTION
The Old Testament Roots of the Doctrine 

of Christian Perfection
Third in a Series on Christian H oliness

A s  with the teaching o f  holiness, the doctrine of 
Christian perfection is best approached 

/  M k  by exam ining  its Old Testam ent roots.
“ M ost essential concepts  o f  the Chris- 
tian creed grew at first in Judaic  soil. 

Uprooted from that soil, these basic concepts cannot 
be perfectly understood.” 1 This is eminently  true of 
the concept o f  perfection.

To permit the Scriptures to speak for themselves is 
to question the w o rld ’s d ictum that “ N o b o d y ’s per­
fec t!” For those who take seriously G o d ’s will for 
their lives, “perfection" is a vital concept. More than 
a dozen words are translated “perfec t” in the King 
James Version of the Old Testament. In their various 
shades o f  meaning, they are applied to persons like 
you and me who, in light o f  the ethical thinking of 
their day, endeavored to obey G o d ’s call to Abraham: 
“ W alk  b e fo re  m e, and  be thou  p e r f e c t” (G e n es is  
17:1).

An o p e n -m in d e d  read in g  o f  the O ld  T es tam en t  
leads to the conclusion that the concept o f  spiritual 
perfection— understood as blamelessness before God 
and uprightness o f  heart and life— lies at the heart of 
H ebrew  piety. This concept is the root o f  the New 
Testament teaching of perfection. And it is the under­
standing o f  perfection that found expression  in the 
writings of the great saints and teachers of  both East­
ern Orthodoxy and Roman Catholicism and came to

Protestant formulation in the thought and teaching of 
John Wesley.

Holiness and Perfection

While the terms holiness and perfection are used to 
describe the same experience o f  grace, an examina­
tion of these two terms in the older testament reveals 
that they reflect two different aspects o f  this grace. 
“While the terms associated with ‘ho liness’ stress the 
co n tra s t  b e tw een  Jeh o v ah  and  m an , w h ich  can be 
bridged by an act o f  cleansing, those associated with 
‘perfection’ point to m an ’s kinship with God and the 
possibility o f  fellowship.”2

M o d e rn  v e r s io n s  t r a n s la te  the  s ev e ra l  Hebrew 
words rendered “perfect” in the King James Version 
by such term s as “b lam e le ss ,” “ w ho le ,"  "sincere ,” 
“upright,” and “upright in heart” to avoid the mislead­
ing c o n n o ta t io n s  o f  o u r  E n g l ish  w o rd  “ p e r fec t ,” 
which suggests  a state o f  grace reserved  for glory. 
These and kindred terms help us to understand what 
John Wesley believed to be the scriptural idea of per­
fection.
Relative Perfection

O nly in five instances, where the reference is to 
God, is “ perfec t” used in the strictest sense .5 Only 
God is absolutely perfect; we are relatively “perfect” 
as w e “ w a lk  w ith  G o d ” in s in c e r i ty  and fidelity. 
“ Enoch walked with God; and he was not, for God 
took h im .”4 A nd "before  his translation he had this 
testimony, that he pleased G od .”5 O f  Noah, we read 
he “ found favor in the sight o f  the Lord. . . . Noah 
was a righteous m an, blam eless [‘Perfect,’ KJV] in 
his generation.”6

Two points must be noted. First, it is only "before 
G o d ” that Noah and other Hebrews were "perfect.” 
Second , this pe rfec tion  w as re la tive  to the ethical 
s tan d a rd s  o f  the ir  “ g e n e ra t io n .” In contrast  to his 
n e ig h b o rs  N o ah  w as  “ r ig h t e o u s . ” But ju d g ed  by
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Q. But do we not [then] set sincerity on the level 
o f  faith? . . .

A. No, . . .  we do not put it in the place faith. It is 
by faith the merits o f  Christ are applied to the soul, 
but if I am not sincere they are not applied.10 
Listen to P au l’s testimony to the Corinthians: “For 

our boast is this, the testimony of our conscience that 
we have behaved in the world, and still more toward 

you, with holiness and godly sinceri­
ty, not by earthly wisdom but by the 
grace o f  G o d ” (2 C orin th ians 1:12, 
RSV, emphasis added). 

sincerity is A Single Intention

le synonym  ,heHS“ m,° n ° k " *  M ° T ’ JT S J  J  cautioned that we beware of practic-
l. ing ou r  p ie ty  before  o thers  “ to be

seen by them.” Rather, we must give,
pray, and  fast in the s igh t  o f  G od

alone." " I f  therefore thine eye be single, thy whole
body shall be full o f  light. But if thine eye be evil, thy
whole body shall be full o f  darkness.” 12

The term single eye, says Richard Foster, has a rich
connotation. “ It refers both to a single aim in life and
to a gene rous  unselfish  spirit. The tw o ideas have
such a close connection in the Hebrew mind that they
can be expressed by a single phrase.” 12

John Wesley com m ents:  “W hat the eye is to the
body, the intention is to the soul . . . T f thine eye be
single ,’ singly fixed on God, Thy whole b o d y ’ . . .

G o d ’s perfect law, he fell far short (just as we!). Per­
fection am ong us mortals is always relative to our fi­
nite understanding o f  G o d ’s law.

Explaining John W esley’s doctrine, Colin Williams 
wisely observes:

In terms o f  sin in the absolute sense, as measured 
by the “perfect law,” there is no such thing as per­
fection in believers. It is in terms of the sin o f  con­
scious separation from Christ that 
there can be perfection— a p er fec ­
tion o f  unbroken conscious depen­
dence upon C hrist J 

“Godly Sincerity”
"G odly  sincerity” is, therefore, an 

appropria te  synonym  for perfection  
in S c r ip tu re /  O f  course, one can be 
sincerely wrong and go to hell! But 
you cannot be insincere and enjoy the 
fellowship o f  the Holy One and the cleansing of Je­
sus’ blood. These promised blessings demand that we 
“walk in the light as he is in the light.”9

This is why sincerity is a premium for Wesley. The 
1746 Conference Minutes are explicit:

Q . W hom  do you term sincere?
A. One who walks in the light as God is in the

light-----
Q. Is not [sincerity] all in all?
A. G od gives everything with it, nothing without 

it. . . .

it Godly 
an appropriai 
fo r  perfection
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shall be filled with holiness  and h ap p in ess .” 14 T he 
“perfect” Christian is one who does “everything for 
the glory of G od.” 11 Singleness o f  intention is a clas­
sic definition of perfection. As Spren Kierkegaard put 
it unforgettably, "Purity of  heart is to will one thing—  
the G ood.” 16 And the New American Bible assures us, 
“ Blest are the singlehearted for they shall see G od.” 17 
Blamelessness and W holeness

The Lord appeared to Abraham and 
said, “ I am G od A lm ighty; walk b e ­
fore me, and be blam eless."Ix My Old 
Testam ent professor, J. Philip Hyatt, 
insisted God was saying, “Walk before 
me in integrity.” The Hebrew tamim 
suggests the idea of being "blameless” 
as well as “com plete ,  whole, having 
integrity.” '1’ Two m odern  versions re­
tain “perfect,” which carries within it both meanings. 
T he N ew  English  Bible says, "L ive  a lw ays  in my 
p r e s e n c e  a n d  b e  p e r f e c t . "  S im i l a r ly ,  th e  N e w  
Jerusalem Bible reads, “Live in my presence, be per­
fect.” It is in the gracious, empowering presence of El 
Shaddai that Abraham would be enabled to be “per­
fect.”

B lam elessness  is an oft-recurring  concep t in the 
New Testament.7" Perfection is not faultlessness be­
fore others, it is blamelessness before God. God has 
chosen us in Christ “ to be holy and blameless before 
him in love.”71 The Greek word (amomos) is a sacrifi­
cial term. An animal offered in sacrifice was to be 
“whole,” “without blemish,” “with no part left out.”77 
To be am om os as Christians m eans that our whole 
person must be offered to God. As Barclay says, “ It 
thinks of taking every part o f  our life, work, pleasure, 
sport, hom e life, personal relationships and making 
them all such that they can be offered to God. This 
word does not m ean that the Christian must be re ­
spectable; it m eans that he m ust be perfect. . . .  It 
means that the Christian standard is nothing less than 
perfection.”71 And Paul assures us that for the Church 
Christ gave h im self, “ so that she may be holy and 
without blemish.”74 
The Paradox of Perfection

A nother important synonym for perfection, found 
about 160 times, is “ uprigh tness ."71 It is applied to 
both God and to men who are “upright in heart."7"The 
verb  m eans “ to please, to be right in the sight o f ’ 
G od.27

W hile the Book o f  Job addresses the problem  of 
unjust suffering, it is also a treatise on perfection. It 
opens with the categorical claim that Job was a man 
“ b lam eless  [ ‘p e r fe c t , ’ KJV] and  upright,  one w ho 
feared G od and turned away from evil.”7*

Although Satan admits Jo b ’s uprightness, he is cyn­
ical about Jo b ’s motive: “ Does Job fear God for noth­
ing? Have you not put a fence around him? . . . But 
stretch forth your hand now, and touch all that he has, 
and he will curse you to your face."71’ The unleashed

forces  o f  evil then began  to b a t te r  Job. W hile  his 
“ friends” taunted him with accusations of wrongdoing 
(otherwise why would G od be punishing him?). Job 
steadfastly maintained his integrity. Although he felt 
abandoned of G o d ’s presence in the depths o f  his tri­
als and sufferings,10 yet he could say, “ I have not de­
parted from the com m andm ent o f  his lips; I have trea­

sured in my bosom  the w ords of his 
m outh .” 11 Satan was wrong. Jo b ’s was 
a d i s in te re s te d  love that  co u ld  say, 
“Though he kill me, yet will 1 trust in 
h im ."17 He was indeed perfect!

N evertheless, when he beheld God 
in His m a je s t ic  h o l in e s s .  J o b 's  lips 
were silenced. Then he could only say: 
“ Now my eye sees you; therefore I de­
spise m yself ,  and repent in dust and 

ashes.”11 The final proof o f  Jo b ’s perfection was the 
admission o f  his folly and shortcomings. To see and 
feel the full weight o f  this paradox is to acknowledge 
with Charles Wesley,

E very  m o m en t. L ord , I  n eed  
T he m erit o f  T h y  death .
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For some reason (perhaps it was 
foreknowledge on the part of the 
program director) I was never se­

lected as a wise man for the Christmas 
pageants at my church 
when I was a kid.

Now that I think about 
it. I’m not surprised that I 
was never selected as an 
angel e ither .  W hite 
sheets draped around lit­
tle boys don’t stay white 
very long, and I am posi­
tive that my halo would have drooped. 
Anyway, we were rowdy boys, and 
rowdy boys d o n ’t dress up in white 
with aluminum foil wings and halos.

I recall secre t ly  w an ting  to be 
Joseph. He got to travel from the back 
of the sanctuary and to various points 
across the stage to learn that there was 
no room in the inn. Joseph got more ac­
tion and a touch of dialogue, plus he 
and Mary got more stage time than any 
of the other children. But Joseph need­
ed to be someone tall who could stand 
still for a long time. Such requirements 
left me out of the running.

Alas. 1 was always pegged as a shep­
herd, dressed in my father’s burgundy 
bathrobe, with one of M am a's  bath 
towels safety-pinned around my head. 
Our program director wouldn’t give us 
our copper tubing staffs until the actual 
night of the program. She was a wise 
lady. She understood that six-foot-long 
sticks in the hands of kids become for­
midable weapons.

Our usual approach to the Christ 
Child was made down the center aisle. 
Our most memorable entrance was the 
time we were stationed in the side room 
stage right. At our cue. Mike. Dale, 
“Moose." and I were to anxiously pur­
sue the "star in the East" onto the stage. 
But when the cue came, we all got cold 
feet. No one wanted to go first.

With “ Moose" being in the stage 
doorway, surrounded by my brother,

Dale, and me, we did what we had to 
do. The three of us shoved “Moose” 
onto the stage. He fell on his face, 
turned, looked back at us muttering 

something about getting 
even. We all snickered 
onto the platform, all. 
that is, except for 
“ M oose ."  who never 
quite regained his shep- 
herdly composure.

Our little dramas were 
simple, stage props were 

minimal (usually a manger, doll, and a 
star), and the songs that we sang were 
the standard religious Christmas carols 
that we still love to hear and sing today.

My recollection of those rehearsals 
and the annual Christmas play are as 
warm and pleasant as hot chocolate on 
an icy December evening.

So why do I mention all this? I guess 
it’s because I can't remember the last 
time I saw such a program at a church.
I have seen kids dressed up like mice 
and cats, singing songs that were cute, 
but i t ’s been forever since 1 had the 
pleasure of sitting back and watching 
the children in their ill-fitting robes 
crudely and innocently acting out the 
drama of that first Christmas.

I'm not opposed to children’s musi­
cals, but 1 think kids miss out on one of 
the great passages of life when they 
spend their entire childhood without 
being part of a Nativity play.

“But my church is so big and there 
are so many children." you say. No 
problem. We had the same plight when 
I was a child. Just put the boys in 
bathrobes, the girls in white sheets, and 
let them stand there with their copper 
tubing staffs and aluminum wings.

Kids could do worse than practice at 
being angels and shepherds.

ment in society. Hill will 
continue as president of that 
o rg an iza t io n  until o ther  
arrangements are made.

A native of Nampa, Idaho, 
Hill earned his bachelor of 
arts degree from Northwest 
Nazarene College in 1971 
and was honored as alumnus 
of the year there in 1978. He 
served three years in the U.S. 
Army as a Russian language 
translator before earning a 
master of arts degree in Rus­
sian S tudies  and a Ph.D. 
from the University of Wash­
ington in Seattle. He did 
doctoral research in Paris and 
Moscow in the late 1970s as 
a Fulbright Scholar and is an 
International Research and 
Exchanges Board Fellow.

Hill and his wife, Janice, 
have two children, Jonathan 
and Jennifer.

CHURCH DAMAGED BY BLAZE

The heat from the blaze 
was so intense that it warped 
the steel joists supporting the 
sanctuary floor. As a result, 
the sanctuary floor dropped 
several inches. Smoke, heat.

At least 200 persons attend­
ed services Sunday, Oct. 4, 
at the first Nazarene Church 
in M oscow , acco rd ing  to 
Robert H. Scott, World Mis­
sion division director. Ser­
vices began in Moscow in 
ea r ly  S ep tem b er  with 
approximately 40 persons 
present.

Missionary Charles Sun- 
berg is serving as pastor of

the new congrega tion .  
Although he is still involved 
in language study, Scott said 
tha t S un b erg  is working 
very hard in his new assign­
ment.

The services are currently 
held in rented facilities in a 
Moscow apartment building. 
Plans are underway to pro­
v ide for  m ore  perm anent 
facilities, Scott said.

OHIO PARSONAGE BURNS
The parsonage of Newton 
Falls, Ohio, Church of the 
N azarene  was to ta l ly  d e ­
stroyed by fire Oct. 21. The 
e lec tr ica l  fire apparen tly  
began while Pastor Dwaine 
Trump and his family were 
attending midweek services 
at the church  next door. 
Trump's nine-year-old daugh­
ter, Susan, d iscovered  the 
fire when she returned home 
after the service.

The fire departm ent d e ­

clared the home and all its 
con ten ts  a total loss. The 
house was insured, but its 
contents were not.

In addition  to their one 
child. Trump and his wife, 
Judy, serve as foster parents 
to two other children. The 
state of Ohio will purchase 
new clothes for the foster 
children. Churches on the 
Akron District have begun 
collecting cash and furniture 
for the Trump family.

The sanctuary, which was 
con s tru c ted  in 1988, has 
been condemned. “1 have no 
idea what the dollar loss is,” 
said Sanders. “But I am sure 
it is significant." The D.S. 
said it will probably take a 
week or so before the gym 
can be cleaned up for use as 
a meeting place. In the mean­
time, the congregation wor­
shiped in the parking lot.

Harvester Church is pas- 
tored by Gene Grate, who 
founded the congregation in 
1978. Located  near St. 
Charles, Mo., in the metro­
politan St. Louis area, the 
church has a Sunday morn­
ing a t tendance  of  around  
300.

The Board of Pensions and 
Benefits USA has voted to 
double  the am ount of  the 
December 1992 check mailed 
to pension recipients on the 
“Basic” Pension Roll as of 
Dec. 1, 1992, according to 
Dean Wessels, board direc­
tor. This action represents a 
one time “ 13th month” bonus 
benefit for 1992.

According to Wessels, the 
action was taken because  
there has not been a benefit 
increase since 1989. The 
bonus was also made possi­

ble by a delay of certain pen­
sion regulations by the Inter­
nal Revenue Service, which 
would have made such bene­
fits inappropriate.

"There are not enough dol­
lars to express to any one of 
the more than 3,800 ‘Basic’ 
pension recipients the value 
of their service to the King­
dom,” Wessels said. "How­
ever, it is hoped this bonus 
will rem ind them that the 
church is honoring their trust 
and rem em bers  and loves 
each one."
