year old, I was baptized by immersion in 1963.
Two years later, I left home to attend chef's school 

in New Haven, Conn. I was free at last, no one to 
answer to except myself— free to live my way—free 
to make my own decisions on everything. Hurray! If 
I wanted to go to class, I could—and did. If I wanted 
to eat lunch at 11:30 or 2:30, I could. If I wanted to 
play all night and play all day, I could. If I wanted to 
smoke I could. If I wanted to go to church, I could,

but I chose not to. I was 
in control. There was no 
one I had to answer to, 
so I thought. And for the 
next 24 years, I was—or, 
b e t t e r  s t a t e d ,  Satan  
was— in control of my 
life—all of my life—my 
personal life, my profes­
sional life, and  my fi­
nancial life.

There was no time for 
sp ir itu a l th ings. I was 
too  busy clim bing the 
corporate ladder. I was 
ta u g h t th a t  to  be in­
volved in corporate life 
one m ust be powerful, 
and to be powerful you 
m u s t be em otionless. 
You must be insensitive, 
s e l f - s u f f ic ie n t ,  goal- 
oriented. It was the com­
pany first, yourself sec­
o n d ,  a n d ,  i f  y ou  so 
chose, family third. God 
and business just don’t 
m ix. “ You can  forget 
about Sundays off, and 
y o u ’d b e t te r  get over 
those religious sentimen­
talities because we’re go­
ing to make something

pany says. “D on’t worry, be happy or (at least) look 
happy even if you aren’t.”

And so, for many years of my life, I was working 
on my career. I became a 
leader in the food service 
industry. I had it made.
T h e n  I d e c i d e d  to  
change my life.

In March o f 1987, af­
ter 21 years of smoking 
three-and-a-half packs of 
c igare ttes  a day, I d e ­
cided I was going to stop 
sm o k in g . B eing  se lf-  
d e p e n d e n t  a n d  s e lf -  
assured, I stopped cold 
tu r k e y  w i t h o u t  a n y  
s y m p to m s  o f  w i t h ­
drawal, w ithout any fur­
ther desires. I was tough.
I believed I could do the 
impossible; I was in con­
trol of my own destiny.

I h ad  a c h ie v e d  th e  
highest position  in the 
U nited S tates and  was

second in salary only to the food person at M cDon­
ald’s— he makes a lot of money. I was in control of 
the largest num ber of fine dining, dinner house, and

white tablecloth restau­
rants in America.

And how much Cali­
fornia good life money 
can buy! But in 1989, I 
chose to be benevolent. I 
decided to take a cut of 
m ore than  $100,000 a 
year and return to Kan­
sas City to work assisting 
my former boss—one of 
the m en w ho “ m ad e” 
me—who had acquired 
a faltering business en­
terprise. I did it just to 
show th a t I really  did 
have the capacity to care 
a b o u t  o th e r s  a n d  to  
prove that money wasn’t 
everything.

As a further display of 
my generosity, and  to  
appease my w onderful

I had achieved the 
highest food and 

beverage position in 
the United States and 

was second only to 
the food person at 
M cDonald’s.
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mother, I visited Kansas 
City First Church of the 
N azarene, Sunday, N o­
vember 19, 1989. We at­
tended  First C hurch  at 
the recommendation of a 
lifelong friend and Naza­
rene from Pittsburgh who 
had supplied my mother 
with a list of all the Naza­
rene churches in Kansas 
City.

A fter m y politically- 
oriented and meaningless 
attendance at the likes of 
such churches as Califor­
n ia ’s C rystal C athedral 
a n d  N ew Y ork C i ty ’s 
Saint Patrick’s Cathedral, 
where 1 needed to be seen 
because o f my job, I’m 
sure you can  im ag in e  
how very impressed I was 
with the sanctinasium (combination gym and sanc­
tuary) at First Church. But I knew that after the hol­
idays I could return to the good o f  “United M at­
tress” church on Sunday mornings and Find my re­
juvenation there. After all, I was still in control.

But during the m orning service, Decem ber 31, 
1989— New Year’s Eve 
Sunday, w hen we sang 
“ M ajesty ,” so m e th in g  
happened. I felt different.
I d id n ’t know  w hat it 
was. A chill ran through 
m e— a d o w n -the-sp ine  
kind of chill. Tears filled 
my eyes. Please u n d er­
stand, I had never experi­
enced these sensations 
before. There is no such 
thing as emotion in cor­
porate  life. T his was a 
w hole new experience.
Even a f te r  M o th er re ­
turned to Pittsburgh fol- 
lo w in g  th e  h o l id a y s ,  
s o m e t h i n g  a t  F i r s t  
Church made me curious 
enough tha t I went out 
and bought a B ible— a 
f irs t- tim e  purchase . It 
was the King James ver­
s io n . I w as so o n  m o ­
tivated  to  buy an o th e r 
B ib le— th e  N IV — so I 
could understand  what 
Pastor Wright was saying

to  me. T h an k  G od for 
the powerful working of 
the Holy Spirit.

I continued to worship 
and learn in my church. I 
didn’t realize it then, but 
I was under conviction 
by th e  H o ly  S p ir it .  I 
didn’t resist. On Sunday, 
February 18, 1990, dur­
ing the announcem ent of 
the success o f the sanc­
tuary  fund-raising cam­
paign, I was reclaimed by 
th e  b lo o d  o f  th e  Lord 
Jesus Christ, my Savior.

On Saturday, March 3, 
d u r in g  c h u rc h  m em ­
bership class I was sanc­
tified wholly by the Lord 
God Almighty. Oh, what 
glory!

“ In  m y  p r id e ,  I, a 
member of the wicked, did not seek Him. In all my 
thoughts there was no room for God. My ways were 
always prosperous— I was haughty— and his love 
was far from me. I sneered at all my enemies. I said 
to myself, nothing will shake me. I’ll always be 
happy and never have trouble. My m outh was full of

c u r s e s  a n d  l ie s  and 
threats. Trouble and evil 
w ere alw ays under my 
to n g u e .”  I w an ted  to 
share tha t w ith you be­
cause it is a personalized 
version o f Psalm 10:4-7. 
These words describe me 
prior to my conversion in
1990.

“But whatever was to 
my profit I now consider 
lo s s  fo r  th e  sak e  of 
Christ. W hat is more, 1 
consider everything a loss 
compared to the surpass­
ing greatness of knowing 
Christ Jesus my Lord, for 
whose sake I have lost all 
things. I consider them 
rubbish, that I may gairy 
Christ.” These words from 
Philippians (3:7-8, NIV) 
describe my life today.

A Christian Alternative to Contemporary Narcissism

Narcissism finds 

its death 

at the foot 

of the Cross.

Narcissism may be defined as 
an  inordinate fixation upon 
the self. There is no longer 

ju s t a personality disorder discernible 
to  the  p sych iatrist. It is a cu ltu ra l 
phenom enon  th a t perm eates ou r en ­
tire society. O urs has been described 
as “me and  m ine generation.” West­
ern culture m anifests great preoccu­
p a tio n  w ith  th e  self. S e lf-esteem , 
s e lf-fu lf illm e n t, se lf-re lian ce , an d  
s e l f - a c tu a l iz a t io n  a re  h o u se h o ld  
words. C hristian ity  has historically  
honored these ideals in the context o f 
grace. Does this provide ano ther area 
where sin is found in the w rong or 
excessive use o f good?

Fully aware o f  a narcissistic con­
centration  on the self, the advertising 
in d u stry  appea ls  to  an d  urges im ­
pulsive gratification. It appears that 
hum anity  needs very little to  encour­
age an  o rien ta tio n  on self, because 
this m ay well be the essence o f  sin it­
self. T hat is, “self tu rned  in upon it­
self,” o r as it has been described, self­
sovereignty.

T he use o f the word narcissistic to 
describe this absorption  with self has 
an  in te re s tin g  o rig in . A n a n c ie n t 
G reek m yth tells about a handsom e 
young  m an  n am ed  N arcissus w ho 
was told tha t he would enjoy a long 
life as long as he never saw an image 
o f  himself. U nfortunately, one day he 
happened to  look dow n into a pool 
o f  water, and  there he saw his m ir­
rored image. T he youth was instantly 
captivated by his beauty and  becam e 
totally infatuated. As pun ishm ent for 
repeatedly a ttem pting  to  touch  and 
kiss his reflection. Narcissus was con­
dem ned to  the underw orld where he 
was to  en d u re  an  e te rn ity  o f  frus­
trated  in fatuation  with his own im ­
age as he saw it reflected in the River 
Styx.

T h e  H oly S crip tu res  p rov ide  us 
w ith the true  origin o f  narcissism , 
and posits it in the fall o f  m an when 
self-centeredness replaced a suprem e 
love for and obedience to  the Lord 
God. The first three chapters o f  Ro­
m ans inform  us o f  the to rtuous road 
down which m an has traveled since. 
W hile  new  expressions occur, the  
problem  is still the same: M an cre­
ates gods in his own image.

O ur culture may place approval on 
one grandiose sense o f  se lf-im por­
tance or uniqueness, but in the end it 
seems always to  result in lawlessness. 
Self-sovereignty is always hostile to 
authority, especially to  G od to whom  
w orsh ip  and  respect are a p p ro p ri­
ately due. The problem  with the nar­
cissist is tha t he refuses to  surrender 
his perceived au tonom y to anyone or 
an y th in g . T h ere  are no t o th e rs  to  
w hom  he belongs or whose interests 
sh o u ld  be p laced  before  h is ow n. 
T hus his world becom es exceedingly 
small and  confining.

There is a healthy affirm ation of 
personhood  in the Scriptures; after 
all, m an was created in the image o f 
G od. However, the biblical perspec­
tive o f self lies in a totally different 
o r ie n ta tio n . O n ly  th o se  w ho lose 
t h e i r  liv e s  f in d  th e m  (M a tth e w  
10:39); on ly  those  w ho p u t o thers 
first gain honor (20:26); only those 
willing to  be last will be first (v. 27); 
and  those w illing to  die will really 
live (John 12:23-25).

N arcissism  finds its death  at the  
foot o f  the  Cross. From  the  Cross 
pours grace for forgiveness, reconcili­
ation, and  cleansing. From the Cross 
we find grace and m otivation to  sur­
render ou r all for His all. As a result, 
we no “longer live, but C hrist lives in 
[us]” (G alatians 2:20, NIV). T hat is 
living! ^
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Prayer and Meditation

I’m fed up! I’m  tired o f being 
cheated out o f historical, 
Christian treasures by witch- 

hunting  pressure groups who see a 
New Age conspiracy behind every 
tree.

H itting the bull’s-eye with “R ob­
in H ood” precision, Wes Tracy 
w arned o f  such thievery and its 
dire consequences (H erald o f  H oli­
ness, January  1991). In tha t article, 
he carefully spelled out at least 13 
Christian concepts under siege. 
Why, it’s alm ost to  the place where 
you can’t see G od in nature, be­
lieve in peace, or share a deep, 
mystical (the dreaded word) experi­
ence w ithout being suspected as 
“one o f  them .”

The art o f  C hristian m editation  
is one such treasure. I really d o n ’t 
care w hat Transcendentalists or 
New Agers do with the concept. 
W hat saddens m e is how little 
C hristians know about this ancient, 
biblical path  to  being with God. 
How unfortunate  for the young 
student, seeking to know the Chris­
tian  teaching on m editation, to 
find tha t m ost o f  the quality  w rit­
ings on the subject are centuries 
old! No w onder they tu rn  to  the 
East.

R ichard Foster, in Celebration o f  
Discipline, declares: “It is a sad 
com m entary  on the spiritual state 
o f m odern C hristianity  tha t m edi­
ta tion  is a word so foreign to  its 
ears. M editation has always stood 
as a classical and central part o f 
Christian devotion, a crucial prepa­
ration fo r  and  adjunct to the work 
o f  prayer" (H arper and Row, 14, 
em phasis mine).

M editation is not som e 20th- 
century  phenom enon. Called to  fill 
the shoes o f  Moses, Joshua heard 
G od say, “D o no t let this Book of

the Law depart from your m outh; 
m editate on it day and  night” 
(Joshua 1:8, NIV).

From their beginning, the Psalm s 
attest to  the joy o f  com m itm en t to 
m editation. Speaking o f the 
“blessed” person, the Psalm ist says: 
“His delight is in the law o f the 
Lord, and  on his law he m editates 
day and  night” (Psalm 1:2, NIV).
In the m idst o f  praising the Lord, 
the w riter prays: “M ay m y m edita­
tion  be pleasing to  him , as I rejoice 
in the Lord” (104:34, NIV).

G od was no stranger. These an ­
cient people com m unicated  with 
H im  through prayer and  m edita­
tion  as a norm al part o f 
life. H ear how eloquently 
and  personally the Psalm ­
ist speaks to God: “I re­
m em ber the days o f long 
ago; I m editate on all your 
works and  consider w hat 
your hands have done. I 
spread ou t m y hands to 
you; m y soul thirsts for 
you like a parched land”
(Psalm 143:5-6, NIV).

W hat does it m ean to 
meditate? C om m on defin i­
tions include such ideas as con tem ­
plate, deliberate, muse, brood, and 
rum inate.

Historically, for Christians, it has 
been the listening phase o f  prayer.
It is to  approach the object o f our 
m editation  w ithout p rior judg­
m ent. To let go o f ego-striving and  
control and  hear w hat is present. 
Listening is the door to  m editative 
th ink ing  and  prayer.

In her book Pathways o f  Spiri­
tual Living, Susan M uto incisively 
observes:

T he m editative stance is no t a 
m atter o f  im posing ou r thoughts 
on reality bu t o f  attend ing  in

quiet vigilance, in gentle rever­
ence, to  w hat is there. Listening 
rem inds us tha t spiritual for­
m ation  is first o f  all a question 
o f  receptivity. We canno t give to 
others w hat has no t already been 
given to  us (Petersham , Mass.: St. 
Bede’s Publications, 83).
But th a t is exactly my problem! 1 

have been too  prone to  try to keep 
up with my world. T he shrill calls 
to  “do more,” “be better,” and 
“hurry  up ” are alm ost overwhelm­
ing. It d id n ’t help to  recently hear a 
prom inen t TV preacher pronounce 
tha t w hen we feel middle-aged, it’s 
tim e to  D O  M ORE. No mention of

slowing dow n to listen, to  be with 
the Lord in m atu ring  ways!

We will con tinue this topic next 
tim e. For this m onth , th ink about 
w hat it would take to know God 
m ore intim ately. I have been chal­
lenged to  weed ou t the  noise pollu­
tion  in m y life and learn to listen. 
“M ay the words o f  m y m outh and 
the m ed itation  o f  my heart be 
pleasing in your sight, O Lord, my 
Rock and  my R edeem er” (Psalm 
19:14, NIV).

Divine Chemistry

Iife has a way o f throw ing unex­
pected and  dam aging cir- 

A  cum stances at us. Persons 
we trust betray us or divulge pri­

vate inform ation.
Tragedies hit us from the blind 

side, and  we are crippled and  para­
lyzed. We feel like the C hristm as 
package tha t arrives stam ped: 
“Dam aged in Transit.”

Spiritual developm ent is severely 
restricted by such events. We long 
for a divine chem istry tha t will 
take those crippling traum as and 
transform  them  in to  evidences o f 
G od’s grace— into  stepping-stones 
upon w hich we can build.

In the very first book o f  the  Bi­
ble, the prom ise o f  an  answ er be­
comes visible. G od tu rn s  disaster 
into blessing.

Take, for exam ple, the narratives 
that tell the  story o f  Joseph. Schem ­
ers sell the ir b ro ther w ith the big 
dream s in to  slavery. In a classic re­
versal, Joseph becom es second in 
com m and in  Egypt.

W hen Jacob, their father, dies, 
the brothers expect Joseph to  retali­
ate. Joseph responds w ith a sen­
tence th a t rings across the cen tu ­
ries: “You in tended  to  harm  me, 
but G od in tended  it for good to  ac­
complish w hat is now being done, 
the saving o f m any lives” (Genesis 
50:20, N IV  throughout).

There IS a divine chem istry that 
can take the poisons o f  life and  
transform  them  by G o d ’s grace. In 
the New Testam ent, the Cross is 
further evidence tha t tragedies are 
not the  final word. T he death  o f 
Jesus purchased an  a to n em en t that 
not only can forgive sins bu t also 
can tu rn  landm ines in to  land­
marks.

One o f  the leading questions in 
spiritual form ation  is the process 
through w hich we m ove in order to 
appropriate this transform ing grace 
—of the steps by w hich grace

transform s the potentially  crippling 
and paralyzing into the freeing and 
healing.

Step One: A cknow ledgm ent and 
confession. U ntil we adm it tha t we 
have been badly dam aged, it is 
nearly im possible for G o d ’s grace 
to  have its u ltim ate  effect. Denial 
and  evasion are norm al processes 
tha t intercept healing.

The good news about the gospel 
is tha t we no longer need to  run 
away from the problem . The Cross 
is bigger than  the problem .

Step Two: O w nership o f respon­
sibility for the outcom e. Even 
though we m ay have had no choice 
in the situation tha t created the 
pain, we m ust arrive at the place 
where we no longer blam e others 
for the situation.

It is m uch easier to 
place blam e upon par­
ents or friends or the 
church than  to  choose to 
ask G od to  take the mess 
and  m ake it in to  som e­
th ing  useful and  beau­
tiful.

Step Three: Forgive­
ness. The person or per­
sons— w hether purpose­
fully or accidentally— 
who inflicted the w ound 
m ust be forgiven in order for us to 
be released. Lewis Smedes, in his 
book Forgive and  Forget: Healing  
fo r  the H urts We Don't Deserve, 
notes that, apart from forgiveness, 
we are chained to  the past; caught 
on the escalator o f  revenge; con­
dem ned  to  play the videotape of 
ancien t pain  over and  over again.

Forgiveness is difficult, if not im ­
possible, apart from the w onderful 
forgiving grace o f G od m ade visible 
at the Cross. Jesus him self was able 
to  offer forgiveness to  the ones who 
crucified H im .

Step Four: Release. O nce forgive­
ness has been extended, we are free

to release the whole episode into 
the hands o f  God. The dram atic 
reunion in the 46th chapter o f 
Genesis brings tears to  the eyes.
The ancient disaster can now be 
understood in light o f G od’s overall 
plan. Life can begin anew!

Step Five: W hen we have arrived 
at the stage o f release, we can de­
sign and  im plem ent the ways in 
which we can deal with our own 
lives under God.

Step Six: The m ost crucial step 
is the rebuilding o f  our ability to 
trust others again. It is risky, but 
absence o f relationships is far m ore 
dam aging than  the occasional be­
trayal.

Rebuilding trust is a delicate 
process. G o d ’s grace is essential, for

the only finally trustw orthy person 
is God. He will carry us as we work 
at the delicate task o f learning to 
trust again.

Only the divine chem istry m ade 
available at the Cross can tu rn  poi­
son into m edicine. The resulting 
spiritual growth will be another 
m onum en t to  G od’s grace.

Use your spiritual journal to 
keep a record o f  progress as you al­
low G od to  transform  your land­
m ines in to  landm arks.

Editor’s Note: We regard all our readers as our friends. We 
would not purposely offend any o f them. Apparently, some of our 
readers resist any use o f  stylized drawing (cartoon art), es­
pecially on the cover. It is not my mission to change their minds, 
but I  do hope they will at least consider the following rationale 
and explanation o f the August cover.

1. The August cover was used to introduce a cluster of three 
articles about ministering to the homeless. A cartoon formal was 
used for the cover because we did not want to present one more 
grim, depressing picture o f a bag lady or derelict on skid row. 
This approach has become a cliche, and the problem itself is so 
depressing that the traditional approach, we figured, would turn 
people o ff before they even looked at the articles. Therefore, a 
different angle o f approach was used.

2. The drawing itself is based on Matthew 25 where the Lord 
himself tells us that at the fin a l Judgment we shall all be judged 
on how we treated those less fortunate than we. The question 
coming down from heaven (there are a number o f biblical exam­
ples o f God speaking from a cloud) is a simple paraphrase of the 
dialogue between Christ and the ‘‘goats’’ to whom Jesus declares 
that He was destitute and they did nothing about it. At the Judg­
ment, some evangelicals who neglect the poor and oppressed will 
feel about as silly and surprised as "Joe Christian," Bible in 
hand, looks on our cover. Even as they echo the speech of the 
"goats” (Matthew 25:44, NKJV), "When did we see You hungry 
or thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and did not 
minister to You?” they will begin to realize how badly they 
missed the mark.

3. I f  the Bible uses humor, and it does: and i f  preachers regu­
larly use humor in the pulpit, and they do: and i f  Jesus used hu­
mor in His own teaching and preaching, and He did: then per­
haps it is a fruitful tool for the Herald as well.

Think about a couple o f Jesus' word-picture cartoons. He 
spoke o f the legalists as "straining at a gnat and swallowing a 
camel. ” Put this image on paper, and you have a riotous cartoon 
o f a nasty-nice Pharisee carefully straining a gnat out o f his soup 
while inhaling a hairy-legged camel whole without noticing it. 
Surely, everybody laughed— except the Pharisees, o f course. 
They had added 950 more rules to the Ten Commandments, 
and surely one o f them was, “Thou shalt not chuckle. ” They pur­
sued a joyless, humorless holiness that is no model for us. 
Again, put Jesus’ description o f those who self-righteously judge 
others on the drawing board, and you have a caricature of some 
censorious pseudosaint trying to remove a speck from a brother's 
eye while the plank in his own eye is so long that it keeps the 
brother whom he would correct out o f arm ’s reach. Serious con­
tent, indeed, but the treatment was cartoonlike.

Portraits o f  Jesus in John

The Boundaries of Love
When Jesus knew  that his hour 

had come, . . . because he loved his 
own who were in the world he loved 
them to the end  (John 13:1) *

The words love and  lover are 
bandied abou t in o u r tim e 
to  describe a wide variety 

of feelings, relationships, and  peo­
ple in relationships. T he very vari­
ety o f the ways “love” is used in 
our tim e dilutes every use o f  the 
word. Part o f  the attractiveness o f 
Jesus is the way in w hich His life 
and teaching fills the word “love” 
with m eaning and  integrity. Jesus 
both defined and  dem onstrated  
love in a way th a t rings true  to  all 
of us.

John’s com m en t in John  13:1 A, 
“because he loved his own . . .  he 
loved them  to the end,” in troduces 
some o f the  m ost powerful teach­
ing and  exam ples th a t Jesus gave 
us about love. The G reek word that 
John chose w hen he stated tha t 
Jesus loved His disciples “to  the 
end” (telos) can have at least two 
different m eanings. John could 
have m ean t tha t Jesus loved until 
His final h ou r since chap ter 13 be­
gins the n arra tion  o f  the  night be­
fore Jesus’ death. It is also possible 
that John  m eant th a t Jesus loved 
the disciples to  the fullest extent. 
The patterns o f  Jo h n ’s writing 
make it likely tha t he chose the 
word deliberately to  project both 
m eanings in his readers’ m inds. 
Jesus’ love reached the end, the 
boundary— both  o f  Jesus’ life and  
of the m eaning o f the word love.

C ertainly w ithin the culture o f 
Jesus' tim e, washing the disciples’ 
feet dem onstrated  love beyond the 
boundaries o f  h u m an  expectation. 
Almost all travel a t th a t tim e was 
by walking, there was very little 
pavem ent, and  people wore san­

dals. D irty feet were inevitable. For 
special occasions, especially for a 
form al dinner, footwashing brought 
cleanliness, com fort, a touch o f 
class, and a great sense o f  refresh­
m ent. A good host provided this 
gracious service to  the guests when 
they arrived. It was usually done by 
one o f  the lowest ranking servants, 
because it was not a pleasant task. 
Occasionally, a student would wash 
his rabbi’s feet ou t o f great love for 
his teacher.

The fact tha t the  m eal had al­
ready begun and  no one’s feet had 
been washed m eans tha t the disci­
ples responsible for preparing the 
m eal had failed to  get som eone to 
do this m enial task. Jesus did not 
condem n the disciples 
w ho had failed to  finish 
the ir work in hosting the 
meal. He sim ply got up 
and  began to  wash feet.
Jesus loved His disciples 
to  the en d — the very 
boundary  o f the m ean­
ing o f  love. Love m eets 
the need o f  the one 
loved regardless o f  the 
cost in money, effort, or 
em barrassm ent.

T he disciples did not 
understand  love as the expression 
o f  grace. Peter and  Judas were con­
spicuous exam ples o f  those who 
understand  love in term s o f  what 
they can get ou t o f  it for th em ­
selves. As the supper progressed, 
Jesus offered the “m orsel” (John 
13:26) to  Judas. In Palestinian cul­
ture, tha t special piece o f  bread was 
a sign o f favor. To give som eone 
the m orsel was to  bless them  and 
express great love for them . Be­
cause o f  the way Jews reclined, ly­
ing on the ir left sides to  eat, it is 
likely tha t only the beloved disciple 
heard Jesus’ com m ent tha t the

“m orsel” would be given to the be­
trayer. Judas and the o ther disciples 
would have seen the “m orsel” as a 
special honor. Jesus loved even Ju ­
das to  the end— to the very bound­
ary o f the m eaning o f love. Love 
knows that the deepest need o f a 
sinner is to  receive love again.

From that evening meal Jesus 
would go to  the Cross to  die as the 
Lam b o f G od who takes away the 
sin o f the world. As He would tell 
the disciples ju st before leaving the 
supper, “No one has greater love 
than  this, that a person lay down 
his life for his friend” (John 15:13). 
There were no limits, no bound­
aries to  the love with which Christ 
loved. All o f  his life and m inistry

are sum m ed up in John 's com ­
m ent, “He loved them  to the end.”

J e .esus loved Judas to the 
very boundary of the 

meaning of love.
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Saddam, Meet Agur

In th is issue we feature the re­
ports o f  som e o f our Nazarene 
D e s e r t  S to r m  c h a p l a i n s .  

Therefore, I th ink  this is the tim e to 
share som e o f what I’ve been learn­
ing about Agur, the m ysterious au ­
tho r o f Proverbs 30.

It appears that Agur was an Arab 
who cam e to  believe in Yahweh. He 
w as a p p a r e n t ly  th e  so n  o f  th e  
Q ueen o f  Massa, an  ancien t city in 
northern  Arabia, som ewhere north  
o f  the Persian Gulf! T h a t’s Iraq!— 
or m aybe Iran.

The idea tha t a chapter in the Bi­
ble was w ritten by an Iraqi prince 
startled m e in to  m aking a thorough 
study o f his teachings. My file on 
Agur now has m ore than  100 pages 
in it.

A gur was a sage, a wise m an, a 
teacher. He often cast his teaching 
in the form o f riddles. We have five 
o f  them  in Proverbs 30. Apparently, 
he would start a teaching session by 
p o s in g  r id d le s  like  “ N a m e  fo u r 
things the earth  canno t bear” (see 
vv. 21-23) and  “N am e four things 
th a t are never sa tis f ied ” (see vv. 
15-16).

A pair o f  Agur’s contrasting rid­
dles: The Proverb o f  the Wise M an 
and  the Proverb o f the Proud Fool 
provide a startling contrast between 
the  p ru d e n t P rince A gur an d  the 
foolish sco u n d re l w ho now  rules 
Iraq, Saddam  Hussein.

T he wise m an learns from  four 
small bu t “exceedingly wise” crea­
tu re s  (vv. 24-28). A n ts  a re  “ n o t 
strong” yet, “they prepare their food 
in the  sum m er.” T he certa in ty  o f  
w in ter gives m ean ing  to  sum m er. 
How m uch m ore p ruden t they are 
than  the person w ho fritters away 
the  h o u rs  an d  days an d  years in 
em pty pursuits.

Agur also finds w isdom  in the be­
havior o f  the rock badger. These an ­

im als are “a feeble folk,” yet they 
are sm a rt en o u g h  to  m ak e  th e ir  
dens in the rocks. No one has to  tell 
them  tha t away from the rocks they 
becom e lunch for a jackal, a fox, or 
an  eagle. They know  their vulner­
abilities.

C o n v e rs e ly , th e  ro c k  b a d g e r  
knows where its security lies. Its se­
curity  lies in the safety o f  the rock. 
H ow  u n lik e  th e  fo o lish  m an  o r 
w om an who th inks th a t security lies 
in wealth, position, or charm .

Even the grasshoppers (locusts) 
d e m o n s tra te  m o re  w isd o m  th a n  
som e people. They have no king, no 
adm inistrator, yet they advance in 
r a n k s . T h e y  k n o w  w h e re  th e i r  
pow er lies. A lone g rasshopper is 
nothing m ore than  bass-bait. But a 
grasshopper in league w ith a m il­
lion m ore can change his­
tory. How m any tim es the 
d es tin y  o f  w hole  n a tio n s  
h a s  b e e n  c h a n g e d  by  a 
plague o f locusts. The lowly 
lo c u s ts  h av e  le a rn e d  th e  
power o f  com m unity. They 
know  they m ust w ork to ­
gether. C h ristians need to  
learn this lesson too.

Next, Agur com pares the 
wise m an to  the lizard. The 
scaly lizard is a small, ugly 
creature tha t no one w ants 
in his hand  o r  his house. B ut in 
A gur’s land  you ca n ’t keep them  
out. They show up even at the m ost 
so lem n  ce rem o n ie s  in  th e  k in g ’s 
palace.

T he lizard is the m ost unlikely  
guest to  be in the presence o f the 
king. Here, Agur gives us an image 
o f  grace. We are sinners saved by 
g race— unlikely , un lovely , u n d e ­
serving, yet by the  sheer grace o f  
G od we are perm itted  to  live in the 
presence o f  the K ing o f  Kings. The 
wise know  tha t all they have or are 
com es by G o d ’s grace.

A gur th e n  c o m p a re s  th e  w ise 
m an  to  th e  p ro u d  fool in  verses 
29-33. T he proud  and  foolish learn 
their lessons no t from the wise crea­
tu re s  b u t  fro m  th e  p ro u d  ones. 
Soon, the egotist is stru tting  like a 
rooster (v. 31). O r perhaps he starts 
w alking like the lordly lion who is 
the king o f  beasts and  lets every­
body know  it (v. 30). T he gait o f the 
proud m ay be an  im ita tion  o f  the 
“he-goat.” H aving ou t-bu tted  other 
m ales, he p ran ces  as k ing  o f  the 
herd (v. 31). Or, the self-aggrandizer 
m ay fancy h im self a king, m arching 
unopposed before his people (v. 31).

T he folly o f  all th is Agur points 
ou t in verses 32-33. “ I f  you have 
played the fool and exalted yourself 
. . . c la p  y o u r  h a n d  o v e r  y o u r  
m o u th ! ” (v. 32 , N IV ). In  o th e r

words, if  you have been prancing 
like a he-goat striding like a lordly 
lion, stru tting  like a rooster, or play­
ing king, pu t your hand  over your 
arrogant m outh  in sham e. The con­
sequences o f  stru tting  and  prancing 
are sure, A gur says. Just as surely as 
churn ing  m ilk produces bu tter and 
tw isting your nose gives you a nose­
bleed (v. 33), grief and  trouble will 
clobber the self-exalted one.

S a d d a m  H u s s e in ,  so re -n o se d  
p rancer and  strutter, m eet Agur, an 
A rab prince wiser than  you. If you

The Implications of “Dive- 
bombing” Through the Channels

Marilyn  d o esn 't like me to  
“dive-bom b” with the TV 
remote control. To me, it’s 

virtually a sin to  sit through one of 
those scheming, unrealistic com m er­
cials that call into question my basic 
intelligence. It’s better to go “bom b­
ing” for some other program. There’s a 
real problem when two programs I like 
are into commercials at the same time. 
It doesn’t help th a t we own one of 
those early m anual channel selectors 
that’s hooked up to cable. We get this 
annoying "kerthip, kerthip, kerthip.” I 
was on a “bom bing run” the other day 
and happened to look over at Marilyn, 
and her poor little eyes were trying 
their best to keep in rhythm  with me. 
It wasn’t a good feeling for me. And 
she w asn ’t w hat you w ould  call a 
happy camper, so I initiated some di­
alogue about how we could make bet­
ter use of the rem ote control. It was a 
real c o m m u n ic a tio n  p rob lem  w ith 
theological overtones.

C o m m u n ica tio n  is the  ab ility  to 
transmit and receive meanings and un­
derstandings. A nd, as hum ans, this 
happens a t a v a r ie ty  o f  le v e ls — 
simultaneously. I t’s a tough science 
with which we have to contend, for it 
spells closeness; it also spells conflict. 
Contemporary marriage complicates it

because o f our com panionship style 
th a t p ro v id es  for a tw o-vo te  re la ­
tionship. If it were one man, one vote 
(as it erroneously was in the 18th cen­
tury and prior), then marital conflict 
would be relatively efficient. But today 
there are two votes in just about any 
marital issue, and problems arise when 
the two votes oppose each other. To 
further com plicate things, most cou­
ples rarely discuss their miscommuni- 
cation.

My "dive-bombing” episodes both­
ered Marilyn. They were to be taken 
seriously because they m eant som e­
thing negative to her.

Good com m unication requires skill. 
Knowing what to say, how to say it, 
and the right time to say it does not 
autom atically come to us at conver­
sion. Rather, it comes as an equipping 
process and support system. The re­
sponsible church provides this struc­
ture; otherwise Christian couples must 
rely solely on secular training, which 
has its lim itations and real dangers.

W hat is it that couples must con­
stantly learn as it relates to com m uni­
cation? Everything we need to know, in 
principle, can be found in 1 Corinthi­
ans 13.
Love language is the hallmark of lov­
ing behavior

The apostle Paul rem inds us that 
“ Love is k in d "  (v. 4, TLB). Love 
doesn’t rejoice when my spouse gets ig­
nored or is taken for granted. Love is 
uncomfortable when I push ahead on 
some project, assuming M arilyn will 
go along. It’s a real put-down when I 
don’t consider her wishes.
Love language jumps at the chance to 
reward

“Love will hardly even notice when 
others do it wrong” (v. 5, TLB). Cou­
ples shou ld  doub le  th e ir  efforts at 
avoiding talk loaded with guilt, hurt, 
sarcasm, or insults. Avoid the “loving"

message with a stinger at the end. “ I 
appreciate you charbroiling my favor­
ite steak, honey; too bad you loaded it 
with garlic. You know I don’t like that 
stuff!” If this is routinely done, we are 
in danger of transferring a full set of 
perfectionist misbeliefs on the person 
we love the most.

Love language is chock-full o f re­
warding phrases. It rehearses in front of 
others the good things your spouse has 
done. “You should have seen the great 
job my wife did on that project. I really 
appreciate her.”
Love language admits it can be wrong

“ Love does no t dem and  its own 
way” (v. 5, TLB). There was a point 
where I knew th a t “dive-bom bing” 
through the channels was an activity 
“up with which Marilyn was not will­
ing to pu t.” I knew th is  because I 
caught myself mumbling, “Don’t press 
your luck, pal.”

Love language is not defensive nor 
does it blame someone else. Rather, it 
addresses the  issue and  avoids a t­
tacking the person.

1. Are there irritating things I do 
that you would like me to do differ­
ently? Can we use the 1 Corinthians 13 
principles above and talk about it?

2. How are we doing at discussing 
our occasional m iscom m unication? 
Suppose we stopped our discussion 
and began to clarify meanings.

4. W hat com m itm ents can I make 
right now that will improve how I talk 
to you?

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SIGN-MAKERS FOR MANY NATIONS
A Georgia Couple Uses Their Talents for Missions

Thousands of Nazarenes have sac­
rificed time and money for Work 
and W itness, hut few laym en 

could be more committed to missions 
than Art and Jo Wolfe. The Georgia 
couple has been involved in Work and 
Witness since 1984 and has participated 
in several trips. However, their most 
sign ifican t contribution to m issions 
occurs daily at their home in Dacula, 
Ga.

Art and Jo own and operate Art Sign 
and Advertising. Their small shop has 
been p roduc ing  all types o f s igns, 
p o s te rs , and b illb o a rd s  since they 
opened it in 1975. Their work can be 
found all over the Atlanta area and on 
nearly every continent.

The W olfes have been involved in 
the church for many years and have 
always been great supporters of m is­
sions. But, Art readily admits that his 
opinion of Work and Witness has not 
always been great.

“ I used to think Work and Witness 
was a glorified tax write-off,” Art said. 
“It was a great way to take a vacation.”

That opinion changed in 1984 when 
Art and Jo agreed to partic ip a te  in 
Atlanta First Church's first Work and 
Witness trip to Port-au-Prince, Haiti.

“While we were there I noticed that

the church sign needed painting." Art 
said. "I told the missionary that, had I 
known, I would have brought my tools 
and supplies.”

Shortly after that trip, David Hayse, 
Work and Witness coordinator, visited 
A tlan ta  F irst C hurch  fo r a Faith  
Prom ise C onven tion . As the local 
NWMS president, Jo opened her home 
to Hayse.

“Art told me that weekend that he 
wanted to be more involved in m is­
sions," Hayse said. "I asked him what 
his vocation was, and he replied that he 
was a sign-maker. There you have it!”

That weekend. Art found a way to be 
personally involved in missions. As a 
sign-maker, he knew the importance of 
each church having a nice, profession­
al-looking sign. However, he also real­
ized that many mission churches cannot 
afford one.

Art and Jo began to work on a basic 
idea and designed a sign that could be 
used around the world. The sign uses

the fam ilia r N azarene logo, with a 
slight variation— the wording is placed 
so that it is easier to read. They also 
decided to silkscreen the signs so that, 
once a master is made, hundreds can be 
printed in a day, if necessary.

Since that weekend. Art and Jo have 
produced more than 2,400 signs for 
churches in more than 23 countries. 
Expenses for the materials come from 
their own pockets, and they, along with 
their daughter, Laura Beth Knox, pro­
vide the labor.

G eorg ia  D istric t teens have been 
involved in the ministry of the Wolfes. 
They raised enough money to pay to 
ship the signs to churches who would 
take them along on Work and Witness 
trips. A tlanta First Church provided 
materials to make shipping crates.

Art and Jo are committed to provid­
ing the signs despite the sacrifice it 
requires. They produce the signs at no 
charge to the churches, and Art does 
not publicize it, but he has had to add 
more space and buy new equipment just 
to make the signs. The money for this 
also came out of his pocket.

In addition to producing the church 
signs. Art and Jo worked with David

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Hayse in 1989 to design the W orld 
Mission exhib it area at the G eneral 
Assembly in Indianapolis. They also 
produced the large signs on the plat­
form backdrop used during the General 
NWMS Convention. Art and Jo spent 
most of their time in the months pre­
ceding the assem bly working on the 
project. They also transported the dis­
plays to Ind ianapolis and helped to 
erect them.

Their involvem ent in this ministry 
has led Art and Jo to consider other 
ways of supporting the church through 
their business. In the past couple of 
years, they have been developing a pro­
gram to train national pastors in the art 
of sign-making. Their hope is that pas­
tors can produce quality signs for mis­
sion churches and gain a vocation to 
support their ministry.

R ecently , the W olfes have been 
working w ith C arib b ean  N azarene  
Theological College in Trinidad to cre­
ate a 32-foot interior lighted sign for 
the campus. Because of money con­
straints, Art and Jo are unable to pro­
duce the sign themselves.

"We are a m om-and-pop organiza­
tion," Jo said. "We enjoy turning out

quality work. We want to help church­
es realize the need and necessity for 
effective, quality identification.”

In the last few months. Art and Jo 
have begun producing signs for U.S. 
churches. These signs are designed to 
be used to give directions to a local 
church.

A lthough  very invo lved  at th e ir  
home church in Lawrenceville, Ga., the 
Wolfes won’t give up their support of 
missions. “Missions is just the greatest

thing going,” Art said. “That is where 
our heart is. We feel that is where the 
Lord wants us.”

“We believe wholeheartedly in mis­
sions." Jo added. "General Budget is 
the lifeline to the m ission field, but 
W ork and W itness is the lifeline to 
General Budget. People are willing to 
invest their dollars when they have 
been allowed to be a part of the pro­
gram. They are no longer just hearers, 
they are doers.” bt

AVIATION PROGRAM PROVIDES NEW POSSIBILITIES
A helicopter and Cessna airplane have 
found a place in missions, according to 
John W. Sprunger, Nazarene aviation 
missionary. Sprunger directs Nazarene 
M ission-A ir in M anzini, Sw aziland, 
which has been used in a variety of 
ways since 1989.

Sprunger has used his helicopter and 
plane to plant churches in remote areas 
of central and southern Africa and to 
transport missionaries and church lead­
ers to hard-to-reach villages. He has 
even used his plane as a m akesh ift 
hearse to carry a coffin to a funeral.

“Aviation is the only viable mode of 
transportation in this land," Sprunger 
said.

A recent trip involved taking a dis­
trict superintendent to a remote area of 
Mozambique. This was the first trip to 
that area since a preaching point was 
established. A second trip allowed Dis­
trict Superintendent J. Mulate and mis­
sionary P. K. Walker to officially orga­
nize the church.

“You see people in northern Mozam­
bique who want to believe in Jesus,"

Mulate said. “They have never heard 
about a God who says, ‘I will give you 
living water.' When the news got out 
to these M uslims, they invited us to 
come.”

Sprunger arrived in Sw aziland in 
November 1989 to begin his ministry. 
Almost all of the materials for the avia­
tion m inistry, including the airplane 
and the helicopter, have been donated.

AFRICAN NAZARENES GATHER FOR REGIONAL CONFERENCE
More than 4,300 persons attended the 
Africa Regional Conference recently in 
Johannesburg, South Africa, according 
to General Superintendent Jerald D. 
Johnson.

R ichard  Z an n er, A frica  reg ional 
director, reported that membership had 
grown by more than 37,000 since the 
previous regional conference in 1987, 
from 48,987 to over 86,000. At the 
same time, the number of districts has 
increased from  40 in 1987 to 55 in 
1991. More than 16,000 members were 
received during the past year.

Z an n e r a lso  an n o u n ced  tha t the 
church will enter A ngola or G uinea 
Bissau in 1992. A sending service was 
held for Rev. and Mrs. Daniel Mon- 
teiro, a Cape Verdian couple who will 
pioneer the work in one of those two 
countries. More than USD 5000 was 
raised during the conference to support 
the new missionaries.

“We praise God for making it possi­
ble for this great family gathering of 
Nazarenes from 22 different African 
countries to be held in the Republic of 
South Africa," said Johnson.

D uring  the co n fe ren ce , Johnson  
ordained 18 men and 3 women from 16 
districts. The Sunday celebration ser­
vice was highlighted by Communion 
served to 3,100 Nazarenes.

Evangelist Stephen Manley preached 
during a Friday evening holiness evan­
gelism service. The conference also 
included a two-hour session devoted to 
discussion of the holiness life-style in 
the African context.

The Bible as Witness

Theologians have vigorously 
debated the question, Is the 
Bible the W ord o f  G od, o r 

does the Bible becom e  the W ord o f 
G od w hen and  as G od  chooses to 
speak through the Bible to  us?

I believe th a t the  Bible is the 
Word o f  G od. But such “o rth o ­
doxy” sounds hollow if  I ignore its 
message o f  C hrist and  its claim s 
upon m y life. W hen does the Bible 
com e to  m e as G o d ’s Word? W hen 
does it becom e light upon my 
darkness, confusion, and  doubt? 
One answ er to  tha t question  is, the 
Bible becom es the W ord o f  G od to  
me w hen I really listen to  the w it­
ness it bears.

T he Bible is essentially a book o f 
testimony. It m ay contain  som e 
history, theology, and even philoso­
phy, bu t it is testim ony.

T he Bible bears witness to  G od 
our Creator. G od speaks in the Bi­
ble to  say, “I m ade you. I gave you 
life. I am  responsible for you, and 
you are accountab le to  Me. 1 am  
your Origin and  your Destiny.”

There were no witnesses to  cre­
ation. I c an n o t know  tha t m ankind  
is the creation  o f  G od and  no t sim ­
ply an  accident o f  nature  unless the 
Creator, himself, inform s me. A nd 
my only source for this in fo rm a­
tion is the Bible. T he Bible w it­
nesses to  a prim al act o f  creation— 
and to  the con tinu ing  activity o f  
the C reator— by w hich the one, 
true, living G od has willed o ther 
forms o f  life, all o f  them  dependent 
upon H im  and responsible unto  
Him.

The Bible bears witness to  Jesus 
Christ as Redeem er. G od speaks in 
Christ to  say, “I love you. Despite 
your sin, guilt, and  unw orthiness, I 
love you. A nd I offer you, through

O ne w ho died for you and rose 
again. My forgiveness and  accep­
tance as a life-transform ing power.”

But I can only know  from the 
Bible tha t Jesus C hrist is m y Re­
deem er. I have no o ther source o f 
inform ation abou t H im  th a t as­
sures m e o f this. True, a couple o f 
ancien t historians m en tion  Him  
briefly, bu t they do not witness to 
H im  as the  sin-bearing, death- 
defeating Son o f G od. Even the Bi­
ble does not satisfy the w hole range 
o f  my curiosity  abou t His life. But 
only the Bible tells me w hat I need  
to  know abou t H im , namely, that 
He loved m e and  gave h im self for 
me.

T he Bible witnesses to 
the Holy Spirit as Sanc- 
tifier. I need to  know  
how Jesus, no  longer 
present am ong people as 
He once was, can an n ih i­
late tim e and  distance to 
be a very present Savior 
to  me. O nly the Bible 
sheds light on this dark ­
ness, and it does so by 
telling m e o f the Holy 
Spirit, the  Lord’s invis­
ible and  real presence w ithin His 
people, w ho renews, cleanses, em ­
powers, and  guides their lives. The 
Holy Spirit is reticent about h im ­
self. He chooses to  speak to  us 
abou t Jesus. But the  Bible speaks 
also o f  the Holy Spirit, and  p ro m ­
ises tha t He will indwell the hearts 
o f  believers as a saving presence.

Yes, for the knowledge o f  G od 
we are dependent upon the Bible. 
Philosophies o f  m en and  w om en 
can supply ideas about God, but 
h um an  opin ion  canno t redeem hu ­
m an life from sin and invest hu ­
m an life w ith u ltim ate  meaning.

We need G od, not merely ideas of 
G od, and this requires self-disclo­
sure on G od’s part, together with a 
language-record o f tha t self-disclo- 
sure. This record is found in the Bi­
ble, for the Bible is no t a record of 
m ank ind ’s groping after G od, bu t a 
record o f G o d ’s actions w ithin our 
history “to seek and  to save that 
which was lost.”

Two spelunkers, jo ined  by a 
safety line, were exploring the deep 
and  tw isting recesses o f  a cavern. 
Along narrow  paths, across yawn­
ing gaps, and som etim es even u n ­
der water, they pursued their d an ­
gerous, exciting hobby. The m an in

the lead stum bled and grabbed a 
colum n o f rock to  keep from fall­
ing. His flashlight fell from his 
grasp and  was quickly retrieved. 
W ith an audible sigh, his com pan­
ion said, “D on’t lose tha t light! We 
would never find ou r way out of 
this darkness w ithout it.”

G o d ’s Word, the Bible, is a light 
to  our feet. W ithout its inspired 
witness, we would never escape the 
darkness tha t environs hum an  life 
because o f sin.

NAZARENE CHAPLAINS RELATE EXPERIENCES 

FROM THE WAR IN THE PERSIAN GULF

Desert S to rm — the operation  to  liberate K uw ait from  the  hands o f  Iraq — w as a military 
I victory for the U.S. and  its allies. B ut it was m ore th an  this, it was a  tim e w hen many 

young m en and  w om en cam e to  grips, perhaps for the first tim e, w ith  the ir ow n mor­
tality.

W ith separation  from  loved ones and  friends, m any  soldiers looked for answers to 
the ir questions ab o u t life, death , G od, heaven, an d  hell.

The persons who were there to 
help them  with their questions 
are known as chaplains. Twenty- 
four Nazarene chaplains served in 
the Persian G ulf during the war. 
They were there to comfort, en­
courage, and to point m en and 
women toward God.

This article takes a look at the 
Persian  G u lf  War th rough  the 
eyes of several of these chaplains 
who m inistered to  the ir fellow 
soldiers.

Chaplain Bob Sherwood
“O ur business is relationships 

with God and one another,” said 
Chaplain (MAJ) Bob Sherwood, 
w ho was ass ig n ed  to  th e  A ir 
Force’s n o rth e rn m o st forw ard 
operating location in Saudi Ara­
bia.

“Working with those relation­
ships allows the mission to get ac­
complished.”

Sherwood found that in many 
instances, people were unable to 
come to him, so he went to them. 
In  o n e  in s ta n c e , th is  m e a n t 
climbing a 66-foot water tower to 
be with a soldier on sentry duty.

“We did a lot of visitations be­
cause peop le  w orked  12-hour 
shifts, and that left only time off 
to eat and sleep. We call it ‘a min­
istry of presence’— loving people, 
helping people at their point of 
need.”

For Sherwood, that meant talk­
ing to a sergeant defusing cluster 
bombs in a bom b dum p or help­
ing a pilot escape from a badly 
damaged aircraft that could have 
exploded.

“ People who say they’re not 
afraid have not been in a situ­
ation where their own imminent 
death was plainly before them. 
But once you get over the initial 
fear, your opportunities for min­
istry are endless.

“ You have to  w alk by your 
faith. To minister to your folks at 
the end of their emotional tether, 
you have to overcome your own 
fears.”
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Sherwood saw his main role as 
helping soldiers to sort out the 
priorities o f life. “ We’re in the 
management o f m eaning busi­
ness: what is the meaning of all 
this,” he says. “We help people 
see their own worth in the midst 
of war.”

Chaplain Tom Cook
M arine C h ap la in  (LT) Tom 

Cook had been at sea for more 
than th re e  m o n th s  w h en  he 
learned th a t his g roup  w ould 
likely be called upon to make an 
amphibious assault on the shores 
of Kuwait. Told that the assault 
could occur any day, the Marines 
packed and repacked their gear, 
studied ch arts  and  m aps, and  
made ready for battle.

As the days passed, the mood 
on board the ship changed from 
one o f excitem ent to a som ber 
seriousness.

“Several Cobra attack helicop­
ter pilots handed me letters with 
the instructions, ‘Chaplain, this is 
a letter for my wife. If anything 
happens to  me . . . , ’” explains 
Cook. “They did not have to ex­
plain further.

“Some sought security in their 
training, in other Marines, or in 
their equipment. Others began to 
turn their thoughts back to their 
religious training.”

Many o f the soldiers had left 
home w ithout Bibles. Chaplain 
Cook met such needs by distrib­
uting more than 500 Bibles. He

was amazed when the men took 
them  and began to form study 
groups. “Bible studies sprang up 
everywhere on the ship. 1 trained 
as many as I could and sent them 
out. It was not uncom m on to 
find four or five Marines huddled 
in a co rner o f the hangar bay 
with open Bibles. Men were hun­
gry for answers and seeking com­
fort.”

As the day for the planned as­
sault grew closer, attendance at 
worship services doubled. Cook 
had the thrill of baptizing four 
men in a shipping crate with the 
entire crew watching. More than 
350 Marines attended Christmas 
Day services at sea.

But the “m other of all battles” 
never came. Rather than an am ­
ph ib ious assau lt, allied  forces 
made an end run to the west of 
Kuwait via land. Forces on board 
Chaplain Cook’s ship landed at a 
tow n called Tanajib in Saudia 
Arabia to provide support.

“During the Civil War, Abra­

ham Lincoln was asked, ‘Sir, do 
you believe God is on our side?’ 
Lincoln responded, ‘No. I would 
ra th e r  believe th a t we are on 
G od’s side.’ There is great wis­
dom in Lincoln’s words.

“Following the ceasefire,” says 
Cook, “came the waiting to re­
tu rn  hom e. W hat ab o u t those 
‘foxhole’ decisions? Would these 
men stay true to the Lord? Would 
I find discarded Bibles on tent 
floors? I discovered that they con­
tinued to attend worship services 
and Bible studies.

“ T he m o tto  o f  th e  M arine  
Corps is S em p er  F ide l i s —always 
fa ith fu l. T he M arines proved 
themselves to be faithful in the 
war with Iraq, but much more 
than this, God showed His power 
to save and to comfort. Truly He 
is always faithful.”

Chaplain James Leston
Chaplain (CPT) James Leston 

serves as a chaplain to the 43rd 
Engineers Combat group at Fort 
Benning, Ga. He credits Desert 
Storm as a renewing experience 
in his own spiritual life. He was 
called away from his wife and 
tw o d a u g h te rs  D ecem b er 29,
1991. On New Year’s Eve, he ar­
rived in Saudi Arabia where he 
got busy planning religious ser­
vices for eight companies of sol­
diers.

“The religious atm osphere of 
the unit was very positive,” says 
Leston. “As 1 walked by through­

out the day, I found soldiers pray­
ing, reading their Bibles, and hav­
ing sm all-group Bible studies. 
One sergeant in my company in­
formed me that I was not to con­
cern myself with ‘saving’ the base 
camp. Rather, it was my respon­
sibility to preach the Word and to 
allow the Christians within their 
areas of work to lead their fellow 
soldiers to Christ. As a result of 
these dedicated Christians, quite 
a num ber o f m en and  w om en 
found Jesus Christ as their Sav­
ior.”

L eston  fou n d  th a t h is very 
presence in some situtions, such 
as Scud m issile  a ttack  a lerts , 
helped the soldiers to stay calm, 
but he says they were not the 
only ones who got help.

“The desert experience allowed 
me to get in touch with my true 
feelings about God and myself,” 
he says. “Some of the days were 
very quiet. With no TV and little 
en terta inm en t, G od im pressed 
upon my heart the need to study 
His Word and pray. As a result, I 
fell in love w ith H im  all over 
again.

“ G od  exposed  th e  a reas  o f 
weakness in my walk with Him. I 
realized how I had allowed the fa­
miliarity of my environm ent at 
hom e to affect my relationship 
with Him. I no longer had the 
comfortable church environm ent 
and fam iliar church friends. It 
was just me and God. In short, I

learned that He had provided an 
inner stability that was directly 
proportional to the faith 1 was 
willing to have in Him.”

R etu rn in g  hom e on M ay 2, 
1991, C h ap la in  L eston  found  
himself wrestling with a variety of 
feelings. “O ur nation is free today 
because of the expense and sacri­
fice o f m any m en and wom en 
who believed in our nation. Do 
we have that same kind of com ­
m itm ent to God? Would we die 
for H im ? Stand up for H im  at 
work or school? Are we willing to 
walk the life of faith in tithing? 
Would we be willing to lead just 
ONE person to God this year?

“ G o d ’s challenge to ‘go and  
make disciples’ is ours. W hat will 
we do with it?”

Army C haplain (CPT) David 
M. Brow n found  h im se lf  d is ­
placed from his military installa­
tion in Fort Hood, Tex., to the 
Saudi Arabian desert. As his bat­
talion pressed toward Kuwait, ex­
pecting conflict with H ussein’s 
Republican Guard, the radio on a 
nearby tan k  crackled w ith the 
message, “Incoming!”

“There was a confusion of mes­
sages,” says Brown. “Were we un­
der attack? Where was the attack 
com ing from ? Were we in the  
midst of an Iraqi mine field? As

the com m unications were sorted 
out I was able to piece together a 
picture . . .  a solider was walking 
in the midst of some Iraqi bun­
kers and there was an explosion.

It 
looked very m uch like we had 
found some kind o f m ine field 
very near our perim eter or inside 
it.

“I climbed down from the tank 
and went to my vehicle in order 
to go to the aid station to meet 
the casualities. They did not ar­
rive! It tu rns out tha t with the 
possibility that we were in a mine 
fie ld  th e  c o m m a n d e r ordered

there would be no unnecessary 
vehicle movement.

“I walked the quarter-m ile or 
so to where the first soldier lay. 
As I arrived, they were loading 
him into the medic truck. I still 
rem em ber the  look  o f  desper­
ation as he saw me, reached out 
for me, and said, ‘Ride with me. 
Sir!’ Grabbing the plastic bag of 
IV fluid, I climbed into the vehi­
cle with my soldier. The sight of 
his mangled leg made me want to 
climb out o f the hatch. I prayed 
for strength to m inister to this 
wounded brother and did what I 
could to touch his spirit and help 
the m e d ics  w h ile  th e  d o c to r  
worked.

“As the Doc worked to bind up 
the wound, I talked to this young 
soldier, placed my hand upon his 
fo reh ead , sq u eezed  IV flu id , 
w iped the sweat from his face, 
and prayed. The ride to the evac­
uation helicopter was one of the 
longest o f my life! W hen we at 
last reached the chopper, we took 
o u t ou r w ounded  so ld ier and  
placed him inside for a ride to a 
hospital.

“As the chopper lifted off, I felt 
com pletely useless. W hat had I 
done to help this soldier? The 
Doc worked on the wound, the 
medics gave him  pain relief . . . 
what had I done? The feeling was 
so overpowering that I found my­
self drained of all strength.

“Making my way back to the 
tru ck  for the ride back to our 
camp, I sat down and cried out of 
frustration at the waste o f war. 
Why did this soldier have to lose 
his leg? Why couldn’t I effectively 
m inister to  him ? H ad I helped 
him at all in his time of need? A 
young medic came over and put 
his arm  around me and we sat to­
gether in silence for a few m o­
ments. Then his words touched 
my heart as he said, ‘Thanks for 
being there for us, Chap!’

“Being there . . . not to be a 
doctor, or a w arrior . . . bu t to 
bring to the soldier a reminder of 
G od’s presence. To bring to these 
young men and women who en­
ter a trem endously  destructive

en v ironm en t, a rem in d er tha t 
God is there as well. There is no 
place beyond the reach of God’s 
grace and love. And it isn’t only 
the soldier who needs that assur­
ance! Sometimes I need that re­
minder as well.

“Three m onths after that ex­
perience I was invited to attend a 
d inne r th a t was hosted by the 
wounded soldier’s company. He 
was th e re — in his w heelchair, 
sm iling  as he greeted  friends. 
Anxiously, I app roached  him , 
again aware of a feeling of help­
lessness. To my surprise, the sol­
dier’s first words were, ‘Thanks 
for being there, Chaplain . . .  I re­
ally needed those prayers, and I 
could not have made it through 
w ithou t His presence. You re­
minded me of His help and love 
when I needed it most. And I 
know that He will be with me in 
the days to come!’

“T hat soldier’s cry of desper­
ation, the words ‘Ride with me, 
Sir!’ teach me again that the es­
sence of ministry is being there 
for people in need. And that cry 
also goes with me, as I ask the Fa­
ther to ‘Ride with me, Sir!’”

COMMANDING GENER
T he best-known hero of 

the Persian G ulf War 
w as G e n e ra l N o r­
man Schwarzkopf— 
the co m m an d er o f 

allied forces. The general’s intel­
ligence, wit, determ ination, and 
p ro fessionalism  gained  him  a 
warm spot in the hearts of per­
sons around the world. Perhaps 
you d idn ’t know that Schwarz­
kop fs wife, Brenda, is the second 
cousin o f C urt Bowers, retired 
arm y chap la in , and  cu rren tly  
C haplaincy M inistries d irecto r 
for the Church of the Nazarene. 
Before he retired from the m il­
itary, Bowers was selected  by 
Schwarzkopf to direct the entire 
religious program at Fort Stewart, 
Ga., w here he was s ta tio n ed . 
While there, Curt became a close

friend of the general and his fam­
ily.

“W hen General Schw arzkopf 
arrived at Fort S tew art, I per­
ceived that this com manding gen­
eral would be a leader par excel­
lence,” says Bowers. “ He em a­
nated confidence, w arm th, and 
genuine love for his troops. Little 
did I realize that, years later, he 
w ould be elevated to  na tional 
hero status.

“It was a challenge to serve as 
his staff chaplain, responsible for 
the entire religious program of his 
in sta lla tion . He was a faithful 
supporter o f the chaplains. He 
and his family were in chapel fre­
quently, giving attendance at our 
chapels a boost by his example.”

Curt found out about his rela­
tionship to Mrs. Schwarzkopf in

an unusual way. “In chapel one 
day, I noticed his son, Christian, 
w ith  his brow n eyes and  coal 
black hair, looked like my youn­
ger brother.

“ L ater, w hile  b rie fin g  Mrs. 
S c h w a rz k o p f  on  th e  various 
religious activities o f Fort Stew­
art, she informed me that she was 
from a little town in the Shenan­
doah Valley of Virginia. I was as­
tonished, because I had visited 
kinfolk in Timberville during my 
childhood years.

“ A m o n th  la te r , follow ing 
m orning worship, she informed 
me tha t she and I were second 
cousins. ‘Your Great-Grandfather 
Bowers was my great-grandfa­
ther,’ she said. ‘He fought in a 
Virginia cavalry regiment in the 
Civil War and had his horse shot

out from under him twice in a 
fierce engagem ent w ith U nion 
soldiers. As a result of his narrow 
escape, he became a com m itted 
Christian, witnessing to others up 
and down the Shenandoah Val­
ley.’

“My friendship with the gen­
eral an d  B re n d a  grew, a n d  I 
learned to know them  as a warm­
hearted, pa trio tic  family,” says 
Bowers.

“One o f the episodes that I will 
never forget was the time a friend 
of m ine, LTC Jim  Eisenhower, 
and I decided to play a trick on 
the ‘Old Man.’ Jim  and I weren’t 
very good hunters and General 
Schwarzkopf knew it. From time 
to tim e, he would drop by our 
home and give quail to my wife, 
Doris, with the words, ‘Here is

some food for your family. The 
way Curt hunts, you’re probably 
hungry.’

“Jim and I wanted to pay back 
the general for his taunts about 
our hunting abilities,” says Curt. 
“We thought about throw ing a 
dead deer on his lawn, but fig­
ured that wouldn’t work. About a 
m onth later, I learned from the 
game warden that a wild hen tur­
key had been killed nearby, and 
they were keeping it frozen in its 
n a tu ra l sta te  un til it could be 
taken  to  A tlan ta  for display. I 
c a lled  th e  gam e w ard en  an d  
asked if I could ‘borrow’ the tur­
key to play a trick on the com­
manding general.

“A friend who had shown the 
general some of the choice hunt­
ing spots, the  w arden  said he

would let me use the frozen bird 
for the joke. That night, I showed 
up at the general’s door with my 
shotgun, hunting clothes, and the 
frozen turkey.

“As Schw arzkopf opened the 
door, I told him, ‘General, Jim 
Eisenhower and I were hunting 
quail today, but this big turkey 
got in front of us, so we shot him. 
I just wanted you to know that 
we don’t need you to supply any 
more meat for our table. I’ll bet 
you’ve never shot one like this.’

“His jaw dropped, his eyes got 
big, and he gasped, ‘Curt, you 
can’t shoot turkey at this time of 
year; it’s illegal. Besides, that’s a 
hen turkey, and it’s against the 
law to shoot a hen turkey any­
time.’

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WHERE HAVE ALL 
THE PASTORS GONE?

A . M. Wilson never dreamed of be- 
com ing a m inister. But he 
rem em bers well the events 
in 1942 that led him into the 

J L  J f lL .  pastorate. G od’s call to the 
m inistry  was m et with understandab le 
prudence— he already had a job that ade­
quately supported his wife and three chil­
dren. Seeking direction, the young father 
attended a tent revival service in Trenton, 
Ohio, where he struggled with a heavy 
heart. For Rev. Wilson, the call became 
quite clear when the district superinten­
dent of this sleepy Ohio town asked if he 
would be willing to pastor the soon-to-be 
organized church. He was offered a mea­
ger $10.00 a week with no promise of a 
parsonage, and yet, the tug on his heart 
could not be ignored.

“ I to ld  the Lord if  th a t’s where He 
wanted me, tha t’s where I’d be,” Wilson 
said.

Still wanting to be sure this change in 
direction was God’s will, he told the dis­
tric t superin tendent he would take the 
church only until another pastor could be 
found.

“I accepted the church with the agree­
ment that I would be relieved when they 
found another pastor. And it took them 
33 years!” he said contentedly.

Statistics on the success of Rev. Wilson’s

ministry are easily compiled. During his 
33-year leadership, the church grew from 
23 members to more than 400. Seventeen 
young men from the Trenton Church of 
the Nazarene have accepted calls to full­
time service.

But most statistics on this vocation are 
not so easily deciphered. Many aspects of 
the ministry are abstract. Unlike other vo­
cations, the minister deals with the spiri­
tual, the supernatural, and with things un­
seen that defy statistics. Who can calculate 
how many persons receive spiritual help 
from a sermon? Who can know the num­
ber of marriages saved during counseling 
sessions with a dedicated pastor? Or who 
could estimate the num ber of souls now 
heaven-bound because of a timely visit to 
their deathbed by a concerned pastor?

Often, we see only the more easily com­
piled, tangible statistics. And, while these 
negative statistics are factual, we need to 
look beyond the num bers and ask our­
selves w hat we sh o u ld  be do ing  as a 
church to improve.

For example, among all denominations, 
fewer young persons are entering full-time 
ministerial service than ever before. Ac­
cording to educators at Catholic Univer­
sity in Washington, D.C., Catholic semi­
naries show only a 60 percent replacement 
rate for priests leaving active ministry. In

R ick Day
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our own denom ination, Nazarene Theo­
logical Seminary reports a steady decline 
in enrollment during a 10-year period.

Catholic educators speculate that the re­
fusal to allow the ordination o f women 
and the retention of the vow of celibacy 
contribute to the decline in the num ber of 
young men studying for the priesthood.

Dr. A1 Truesdale, dean  o f  N azarene 
Theological Seminary, offers insight into 
decreased enrollment in religious institu­
tions. “The large num bers o f enrollees 
from the generation of baby-boomers has 
peaked and is now bottoming out. NTS is 
drawing from a pool o f fewer students in 
the religion departm ents o f our colleges 
and universities.”

Most Nazarene colleges suffer from a 
shrinking religion department. Add to that 
students who are looking to  m inistries 
that may not require a religion major as a 
prerequisite and m inisters who opt for 
graduate studies ra ther than  the trad i­
tional seminary degree, and the statistics 
are less alarming. Still, we cannot totally 
ignore the decline.

W hat can the church do to combat de­
clining numbers of young people entering 
the m inistry? The Breckenridge Confer­
ence fo r C lergy  P re p a ra t io n  for th e  
Church o f the Nazarene is encouraging 
professors and pastors to suggest to young

people that they consider the ministry as a 
future vocation the Lord may have in 
store for them. No one can say whether 
God is calling fewer ministers or fewer are 
responding, but parents need to join pas­
tors and professors in challenging young 
people to listen and respond to this high 
calling.

But declining numbers is not the only 
cloud darkening the ministry. A Gallup 
poll co n d u c ted  in the spring o f 1990 
shows that the public thinks clergy should 
be at the bottom  of the pay scale. U n­
fortunately, compensation for ministers is 
a reflection of that opinion, according to a 
U.S. Departm ent of Labor survey taken 10 
years ago. The v ocation  o f paston 'ng  
ranked 316th out o f 432 occupations. 
This placed ministers on the same level as 
unskilled laborers, despite the fact that 
most ordained pastors possess a college 
degree, and many have graduate degrees.

In the Church of the Nazarene, the aver­
age yearly salary for a pastor serving in the 
U nited States is $16,320, usually with 
some additional benefits. But given the 
num ber of hours per week many pastors 
serve, that figure may only equal m in­
imum wages, notes B. G. Wiggs, superin­
tendent of the Southwest Indiana District.

“And many churches are still getting a 
two-for-the-price-of-one bargain,” Wiggs
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said, “with the wife sometimes helping to 
do a great deal of her husband’s work in 
the church with no pay whatsoever.”

Many churches are recognizing this neg­
ligence and correcting it by providing help 
for housekeeping, child care, dental bene­
fits, and financial aids in other areas.

Perhaps the statistics hardest to ignore 
are those that reflect pastoral stress and 
burnout. Docum ented in many denom i­
nations, the clergy is collapsing under a 
load of financial pressures, unreasonable 
ex p ec ta tio n s  o f  p a rish io n ers , and  in ­
creased responsibilities to meet the grow­
ing and changing spiritual needs o f the 
congregations they serve. In the U.S., pas­
tors of all faiths resign at a rate of 200 per 
day, serving an average of only 2.9 years in 
a local church.

Many pastors report that, despite hours 
spent studying, counseling, and visiting, 
they feel a lack of accomplishment when 
they come before their congregation on 
Sunday mornings. They are overwhelmed 
by tasks not completed, persons not vis­
ited, and needs still unmet.

Pastors benefit from meetings with the 
church board to discuss what is a reason­
able am ount of time to set aside for each 
of their many duties. Included in these 
discussions are the pastor’s need for family 
time, personal relaxation, and personal 
spiritual time aside from sermon prepara­
tion. From these sessions, the pastor can 
set goals, suggests Dr. Wiggs. At the end of 
the week the pastor feels a sense of accom­
plishment, even though there may be un­
finished tasks.

Rev. David Schooler of Lebanon, Ohio, 
says it is difficult to balance the demands 
of pastoring. Where church size permits, 
pastors rely on associate pastors, retired 
ministers in their congregations, and other 
staff members to ease the administrative 
load.

“ I know  I co u ld n ’t have as g reat a 
hands-on role in adm inistration as there 
needs to be and still take care of the other 
areas of pastoring,” Rev. Schooler admits. 
“I’m fortunate to have good people to help 
in the adm inistrative area. You have to 
have a good staff.”

Even with the aids o f personal goal- 
setting and competent associates, pastoral 
stress is still a problem. One of the most 
common reasons cited is the challenge fac­
ing pastors to meet the grave needs of to­
day’s society. Aside from being adminis-
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trator, educator, and spiritual leader, being 
a pastor now requires broader expertise in 
the area of counseling. Pastors may now 
spend more of their time counseling than 
ever before.

Pastors agree the most com m on area of 
counseling is incorrect interpretation of 
scriptural and doctrinal issues. Most long­
term counseling, however, covers solemn 
personal issues and requires more o f the 
pastor’s tim e and energy.

The minister’s role includes shepherd­
ing the congregation into programs that 
m ee t th e  need s o f  b a tte re d  spouses, 
abused children, and dysfunctional fami­
lies in secular society. The discerning pas­
tor realizes such problems exist within his 
own congregation and cannot be solved 
from the pulpit alone.

Many concerned pastors are returning 
to school for graduate studies in the area 
of counseling. Most of our colleges and 
universities now offer graduate work in 
p as to ra l care. E d u ca to rs  at N azarene 
Theological Seminary report a growing in­
terest in courses dealing with the practices 
of pastoring a church. Course work there 
includes pastoral counseling, stress man­
agement, and today’s moral problems.

“We attem pt to keep current with the 
changes in society,” Truesdale says. “We 
often use guest resource persons to lecture 
on topics o f child abuse, homosexuality, 
and other moral problems.”

In addition to extra course work avail­
able to aid with counseling, pastors also 
seek answers from books and professional 
counselors. Christian Counseling Services 
in Nashville, in conjunction with Naza­
rene Pastoral M inistries in Kansas City, 
offers a toll-free num ber for pastors and 
their families to call with problem s or 
questions. Mike Malloy, director of CCS, 
notes that, while this service provides a lis­
tening ear for pastors and parsonage fami­
lies, many pastors use the service, called 
Heartline, to seek professional advice for a 
specific counseling problem within their 
congregation.

“ People today are dealing with more 
complicated situations than 20 years ago. 
They used to question skirt lengths and 
earrings,” Malloy said. “Today, our pastors 
are counseling about abortions, compli­
cations in marriages, extram arital prob­
lems, severe depression, and even some 
bioethical issues.”

BRING BACK THE “GOOD OL’ DAYS”

Not many people around today can tell firsthand 
what life in the 1800s was like. In fact, except for 

the television series “Little House on the Prairie,” many of 
us wouldn’t have a clue. But at least from the show, we get 
an idea of a kinder, more thoughtful society.

District Superintendent B. G. Wiggs reminded me 
(from a secondhand perspective, of course) of the role the 
minister of that day played. He said often the parson was 
the only person in town with any formal education. He 
was not only well respected but was also appreciated for 
his ability to communicate knowledge and insight into 
events of the day. He advised, taught, consoled, and coun­
seled his parishioners. This was really not much different 
than the pastor’s role today, I thought.

I watched with renewed interest how Carolyn Ingalls 
fancied her house and her daughters to have Rev. Alden 
for dinner. I appreciated how Charles respectfully re­
moved his hat as he stepped inside the white-frame 
church to seek solace from his pastor about an impending 
family crisis. I observed with awe how every man, woman, 
and child sat reverently listening to Rev. Alden’s message 
that always seemed to combine divine wisdom with hu­
man compassion. And again I thought the pastor’s role 
was not much different today So what had changed?

The answer to this question took me back to my own 
childhood where I sat tall, while riding to our pastor’s

house with my mother in our blue Chevy wagon. I bal­
anced the fresh-baked lemon meringue pie on my lap, be­
ing careful not to tip the meringue or burn my leg.

I remembered the time she cut a picture of a pair of 
shoes from a magazine and slipped it with some money 
into a birthday card for another pastor. My favorite mem­
ory was seeing the hidden joy on my mother’s face when 
our pastor’s wife stood with tears in her eyes to thank 
whoever bought her the beautiful new set of dishes.

Then it dawned on me, with today’s expense accounts, 
entertainment allowances, and reimbursements, perhaps 
we have forgotten the blessing that comes from sharing 
with our parsonage families. Some of us could afford to 
buy new tires for the pastor’s car or curtains for the par­
sonage living room. Others could offer to baby-sit for an 
evening so our pastor and his wife could have a quiet 
night at home together. Still others of us could bake birth­
day cakes for the pastor’s children or buy them tennis 
shoes. Perhaps we should return to the practice of having 
the pastor’s family to dinner once every few months, in­
stead of waiting to be invited to the parsonage.

We need only to determine that we will not wait for 
Pastor Appreciation Sunday to show our love.

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WHEN YOUR MINISTER 
NEEDS MINISTRY

F e a r  s ta b b e d  a t  m y 
heart as I reached for 
the phone at 4:30 in 
th e  m o r n in g  a n d  
s leep ily  m u m b le d , 

“ P asto r Lastinger. C an I help 
you?”

“ Dad, I ju s t m ade the worst 
m istake o f  m y life. I’m in the 
W inston-Salem jail, and I need 
help!”

I reco g n ized  th e  d e sp e ra te  
sound o f my th ird  son’s voice 
and punched the speakerphone 
b u tto n  so my wife could  also 
hear. His voice breaking, he told 
how  he h ad  ro b b ed  a su p e r ­
market the night before and was 
apprehended after a high-speed 
chase on the interstate.

As he spoke I felt knots tight­
ening in my stomach. How could 
such a thing be happening to us? 
Thirty years in the ministry. A 
close-knit family. Good relation­
ships. Perhaps it was a cruel joke. 
After all, it was April Fool’s Day, 
and our boys had always been 
practical jokers. But the desper­
ation in his voice was too real.

We began  m ak in g  a rra n g e ­
m en ts to  drive the 500 m iles 
from Gainesville, Fla., to North 
C arolina, to  see w hat help we 
could give. As we were packing 
clothes and juggling schedules, 
the ripple effect this could have 
began to dawn on us. How could 
we tell ou r congregation th e ir

p a s to r ’s son  h ad  c o m m itte d  
armed robbery? How would they 
react? W hat would the com m u­
nity think? Would the press be 
fair?

Sham e tem p ted  us to  try  to 
hide what had happened. W in­
ston-Salem  was, a fte r all, 500 
m iles away. At least we had  a 
week to think about it. I wasn’t 
due back in the pulpit until the 
following Sunday. Ironically, that 
was to be our seventh anniversary 
at the church, and the congrega­
tion was planning a celebration.

I called the church  s ta ff to ­
gether, explained what had hap­
pened, and asked them  to keep 
th e  in fo rm a tio n  co n fid e n tia l. 
They wept and prayed for us. Be­
fore leaving I m ade one m ore 
call. I had walked through a simi­
lar experience with a friend in the 
church, and I knew he would un­
derstand. Their prayers held us 
up through the following week.

I have never felt so helpless or 
hurt so badly as I did standing in 
that cold, dirty cellblock in the 
Forsyth County Jail. My son sat 
trem bling beyond my reach on 
the other side o f a solid steel wall. 
I could see him only through a 
small, bulletproof plate-glass win­
dow. I wanted so desperately to 
wrap my arms around him  and 
tell him I forgave him, that every­
thing would be all right. But I 
knew it wouldn’t be. My wife and

I cried ourselves to sleep in each 
o th e r ’s a rm s th a t  n igh t. That 
week in North Carolina was the 
darkest week o f our lives.

The weekend approached, and 
we w ould soon have to  return 
h o m e . B a il h a d  b e e n  set at 
$ 1 0 0 ,0 0 0  — fa r  b e y o n d  our 
means. We had to leave Steven in 
th a t cell. He had com m itted a 
crim e, and  now he was paying 
the price. And so were we.

On the drive home, we decided 
to trust our congregation’s capac­
ity to  love. T he only question 
th a t rem ained  was how to tell 
th e m .  We d id  n o t  w a n t to 
dam pen the joy o f the anniver­
sary  ce leb ra tio n , b u t our un­
explained absence for the week 
had already given rise to many 
questions. That Sunday morning 
we went through the motions of 
joy and happiness as the church 
presented ou r anniversary gift. 
W ith p la s tic  sm iles we shook 
hands and  received their hugs. 
All the  w hile o u r hearts  were 
breaking. I desperately wanted to 
be somewhere else so I could cry.

At the close o f the service, I 
stumbled through an announce­
ment. “A tragedy has struck our 
family,” I said. “ I don’t wish to 
destroy the joy o f this occasion, 
but tonight I would like for all of 
you to come back and hear what 
I have to share with you.”

I d o n ’t know  w hat they ex­

pected to hear, but we had a full 
house that night.

H ow  w o u ld  th e y  re sp o n d ?  
What would they say? Did I have 
a right to expect them  to under­
stand? W ith cold sweat on my 
brow  a n d  f ig h t in g  n a u se a , I 
stepped down to the main floor 
of the sanctuary. Slowly, tearfully, 
painfully the story began to un­

fold. Through my tears I tried to 
gauge the congregation’s reaction, 
bu t there was only shocked si­
lence.

Then a miracle of G od’s grace 
an d  love o ccu rred . A t f irs t  I 
heard  sniffles in the congrega­
tion. Then one by one they got 
up and came to stand with me as 
I spoke. Soon almost 200 people

were standing, weeping, and pray­
ing for my wife and me at the al­
tar. In 30 years of ministry I have 
never w itnessed  such an o u t­
pouring o f agape  love as my con­
gregation gave us that night. In 
the 4 years since, I have yet to 
hear a single negative com m ent 
or criticism  as a result o f this 
tragedy.
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The next morning one of our 
members came by with two air­
line tickets to  W inston-Salem . 
Refusing to take no for an an ­
swer, he h erded  m e o n to  the  
plane to North Carolina, where 
he put up the money for my son’s 
bail. Another member gave us a 
check to help with the expenses 
of the trial, and our phone rang 
w ith  c a l ls  fro m  s u p p o r t iv e  
friends. The entire experience has 
drawn our church together.

But how might it have been? 
They could  have assum ed the 
role of an offended spouse. They 
might have felt they had been dis­
graced and thought my con tin ­
ued presence as pastor would be a 
reproach on the church and the 
Kingdom. But they did not. We 
had ministered to them for seven 
years through their pain and sor­
rows, tragedies and  triu m p h s.

Now they saw an opportunity to 
minister to us through ours.

My wife and I have not shared 
this story as a catharsis for our 
h u r tin g  hearts . We have long 
since worked through that. O ur 
purpose is threefold.

First, we w ant to  encourage 
pastors and congregations to de­
velop such a loving, trusting rela­
tionship that they can minister to 
one another.

Second, we want to encourage 
pastors to be humble, honest, and 
hum an with their congregations. 
You can never experience agape  
love until you are willing to be 
vulnerable to someone.

And finally, we want to encour­
age people in the pew to realize 
th a t pastors and  th e ir fam ilies 
hurt just as they do, and probably 
just as often. Many times all you 
see is the brave exterior. The next

time your minister needs minis­
try, m inister to him.

Steven has now served four 
years of a m andatory seven-year 
sentence in the N orth Carolina 
prison system. On the night of his 
arrest, he rededicated his life to 
Christ. He has learned to play the 
p iano  and  has w ritten  several 
Christian songs that he hopes to 
have published. He is participat­
ing in a study-release program 
and is a jun io r in college, main­
taining a straight-A average. By 
the time he is released, he hopes 
to have earned a master’s degree 
in education. He is allowed passes 
to go to church and is the pianist 
for a congregation in Forest City, 
N.C.

Again G od’s Word has proven 
true. “All things work together for 
good to  them  th a t love G od” 
(Romans 8:28). ^

Undoubtedly, contemporary issues are more crit­
ical, and feeding the sheep involves more than a 
Sunday sermon.

“Pastors have to create a safe environm ent where 
people can open up,” Malloy said. “O ur churches 
are like hospitals where people can bring their bro­
kenness and receive healing.”

Healing the broken has always been the duty of 
the Church. But society’s present ills require more 
knowledge and expertise than ever before, and this 
goal has become harder to achieve. Persons now 
show an increasing desire for self-sovereignty and a 
declining respect for God, religion, and the clergy. 
This philosophy is evident in the schools, television 
programming, and even some churches.

Indeed, pastors are more aware than anyone of 
the awesome challenges ahead. But they know, too, 
that real fulfillment will never be found outside the 
will of God.

“If the call is from God,” says Rev. Joey Brumm ett 
of Science Hill, Ky„ “it can be the most satisfying life 
you could ever live. His help through the pressures 
and obstacles will result in a lifetime of joy and re­

wards greater than  any financial gain or any of 
m an’s successes.”

Rev. Brumm ett is challenged to persevere by the 
promise found in Isaiah 40:31. “But they that wait 
upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall 
m ount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and 
not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint.” 

“The renewal is so amazing. Thank God there are 
times of emotional highs, o f running, of soaring like 
an eagle. But for me,” Rev. Brumm ett adds, “it’s the 
walking and not fainting that makes the difference.” 

Public scandals and negative statistics have tar­
nished the ministry in recent years, but pastors that 
wait upon the Lord are experiencing renewal. They 
are walking and not fainting. Pastors that wait upon 
the Lord wouldn’t have it any other way.

Rev. Roger G off of Evansville, Ind., speaks for all 
such pastors.

“I believe being a pastor is not a lofty or noble 
way to help people. I’m called by God to preach His 
Word and to be a pastor. I’m called to be an instru­

m ent through which Christ can 
change lives. I can’t escape it, and I 
wouldn’t want to. Being a pastor is 
not a job. It’s not what I do, it’s 
what I am.”

Psalm 116:12-14: “What shall I render unto the Lord for all his benefits toward 
me? I will take the cup o f salvation, and call upon the name o f the Lord. I will pay my 
vows unto the Lord now in the presence o f all his people."

T his m onth , N azarenes all 
over the  w orld share in a 
celebration  o f  “T h anks­
giving.” In som e parts o f 
the world, the them e car­

ries an em phasis on  national bless­
ings. For w orld Nazarenes, however, 
the a tten tion  to  “thanksgiving” goes 
much deeper than  the benefits that 
are to  be e n jo y e d  b e c a u se  o f  th e  
country o f  one’s b irth  o r residence. 
“Thanksgiving” as celebrated by the 
international N azarene family, takes 
its cue  from  th e  a n c ie n t Psalm ist. 
“W hat shall I render u n to  the Lord 
for all his benefits tow ard me?” It is a 
fitting  q u es tio n  for us to  ask o u r­
selves. H ow  w ill /  sp e ll “ th a n k s ­
giving”?

I have  w a tch ed  a n d  lis te n e d  as 
N azarenes a ro u n d  th e  w orld  have 
given the ir answers to  tha t question. 
W hat beautiful answers I have seen 
them  giving.

O ne year ago, I spent the T hanks- 
g i v i n g  s e a s o n  in  
Washim, India. It was 
the occasion o f  a na­
tional pastors’ confer­
e n c e  fo r  o u r  I n d ia  
N a z a r e n e  p a s t o r s .
N a z a re n e  m i s s io n ­
aries, Esther Howard,
C aro ly n  M yatt, a n d  
Arlen and  Joyce Jako- 
bitz, w en t a ll-o u t to  
surprise th e ir visitors 
f r o m  t h e  U n i t e d  
S ta te s  by  se rv in g  a 
trad itional A m erican  
T hanksg iv ing  d in n e r  
way up  in central In­
dia. I could not believe m y eyes when 
1 walked in and  beheld a table with 
turkey and  dressing, cranberry sauce, 
sweet potatoes, and  p um pk in  pie.

L a te r th a t sam e day, however, a

great blessing was shared from those 
India N azarene pastors as they refer­
en ced  a re c e n t ty p h o o n  th a t  h ad  
s tru c k  th e  P h ilip p in es . O u r Bible 
school cam p u s in Baguio had  su f­
fered severe damage, and  m any N az­
a ren es o f  th a t  a rea  h ad  lost th e ir  
hom es. H earing abou t this, the In­
dian  N azarene pastors reacted with 
an  im m ediate  and typically C hristian 
response. “We m ust give a special of­
fering for o u r Philippine brothers and 
sisters w ho are hurting.” It was an o f­
fering th a t was beautifully generous, 
particularly  in the light o f  the austere 
circum stances in which those N aza­
renes o f  India live th e ir daily lives. 
“ G o d  has b een  so go o d  to  us,” I 
heard them  say. “We are grateful to 
b e lo n g  to  an  in te rn a tio n a l fam ily  
th a t both  ties us to  people around  the 
world and  offers credible m eans by 
w h ich  we can  sh are  o u r  b lessings 
w ith G o d ’s hurting  children in dis­
ta n t places o f  the world.” It was in

th e  f in e s t sp ir i t  o f  th e  P sa lm is t’s 
beautiful question and concern.

“What shall I  render unto the Lord 
fo r  all his benefits toward me?”

The question returns to  stand be­

fore us a t this special “thanksgiving” 
season. How will we respond? How 
will WE spell “thanksgiving”?

The offerings we give around the 
w orld are p art o f  a f ittin g  answer. 
Massive num bers o f  people still wait 
to  hear the good news o f Jesus. Some 
90% o f the C hristian workers o f the 
world still serve approxim ately 10% 
o f the  w orld’s people. The C hurch o f 
the N azarene is fortunate in that it 
still has scores o f  outstanding young 
people who are being called and are 
responding by offering their lives to 
th e  w ork  o f  w orld  evangelization . 
These young people com e from all 
the areas o f  ou r world where N aza­
renes are at work. O ur prim ary lim ­
itation  in sending such young people 
is money. We lack sufficient funds in 
our G eneral Budget, our world evan­
gelism offering, to  send all those G od 
is calling.

T his T hanksgiving O ffering gives 
us o p p o r tu n i ty  to  p ro v id e  su c h  

funds. T h e  a m o u n ts  
o f  ou r individual gifts 
w ill o b v io u s ly  vary  
according to  the way 
G od has prospered us. 
M ay we m ake ou r in­
dividual gifts not only 
g e n e r o u s  b u t  a ls o  
credible in the light o f 
H is b lessin g s to  us. 
M ay  we e a c h  sp e ll 
“ th a n k s g i v i n g ”  in  
s u c h  a w a y  a s  to  
m ean increased spiri­
tual opportun ities for 
those who as yet are 
w a itin g  to  h e a r  th e  

message o f  hope. “What shall I  ren­
der unto the Lord for all his benefits 
toward me? . . .

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THE QUESTION BOX Conducted by Wesley Tracy, Editor

A friend of mine has asked my 
advice about her 80-year-old father 
who is being kept alive by tube 
feeding. He is not “brain dead,” ac­
cording to the doctors, but is diag­
nosed as a victim of “persistent veg­
etative state” (PVS). They tell her 
that if the tube feeding is stopped, 
he will die in 10 to 14 days. The 
family members are divided on the 
issue. What is the Christian thing 
to do?

T he Bible, o f  course, does n o t 
speak directly to this clinical situ­
a tion . It does, how ever, a t m any  
places, tell us o f  ou r obligation to 
care for and protect the weak and  
vulnerable am ong us. We are not, 
however, to ld  to  p rov ide  “ fu tile” 
trea tm en t th a t prolongs the dying 
process with “invasive” technology 
tha t subm its the person to  co n tin u ­
ing indignities.

1 recently read a 6,000-word arti­
cle on th is  sub jec t in the  C M D S  
Journal, a periodical published by 
an association o f  C hristian doctors

and  dentists. T he author, D avid L. 
S che iderm ayer, M .D., ca lled  th is  
problem  “one o f the m ost agonizing 
ethical problem s in m edicine.”

T he article probed the argum ents 
for and against rem oving the feed­
ing tube in PVS cases. Those in fa­
vor o f  rem oving the tube say that 
a r t i f ic ia l ly  p ro lo n g in g  life  m ay  
“actually result in increased patien t 
suffering during the dying process.” 
They also argue tha t the right o f  the 
p a tien t to  die outw eighs the  doc­
to r’s right to  use technological de­
vices. U sually , th ey  say use o f  a 
feeding tube  subm its bo th  the pa­
tien t and  the family to  heavy bu r­
dens (to say nothing o f  cost), with 
little hope for any recovery. Further, 
they say th a t to  artificially preserve 
a PVS victim ’s life is a violation o f 
hum an  dignity.

Those who argue to  keep the tube 
feeding going, po in t ou t tha t to  re­
m ove the source o f  nu tritio n  sub­
m its the patien t to  a slow death  by 
s ta rv a tio n  an d  d e h y d ra tio n . T h e

p e rso n ’s in ab ility  to  feed h im se lf 
d o esn ’t m ean  we should  no t feed 
h im — surely we could  at least fe e d  
the term inally  ill, they argue. W ith­
d raw in g  n u tr i t io n  is yet a n o th e r  
push toward having us play G od.

A fter the C hristian  docto rs had 
p ro b ed  th e  issue, they  co u ld  no t 
fully agree on a sta tem ent o r p ro­
cedure, bu t called for further study 
on the m atter— w hich doesn’t help 
som eone facing the situation  today.

Since you addressed your ques­
tion  to  me, I will share w ith  you 
w h a t 1 have  d o n e  reg a rd in g  th is  
m atter. M any good people will have 
o ther opinions. I have signed a “liv­
ing will,” which states tha t if  I am  in 
a c o n d i t io n  b e y o n d  re a s o n a b le  
hope o f  recovery, in the diagnosis of 
m ore than  one qualified  physician, 
no artificial devices, including tube 
feeding, are to  be used to  prolong 
m y life. It is witnessed and  signed 
by tw o persons w ho are no t kin to 
m e and  who could not p rofit m on­
etarily from m y death. I have given 
copies o f  the docum en t to  m y adult 
children. 1 w ould ra ther m ake the 
decision m yself th an  force them  to 
m ak e  it a t so m e m o re  sorrow ful 
time.

OHIO PASTOR MAY BE THE 
OLDEST . . . When Clark 
Allison began his pastorate at 
Wellsville, Ohio, Church of 
the Nazarene, Franklin Roo­
sevelt was president and the 
nation was in the middle of 
the Great Depression. More 
than 50 years later, Allison 
continues to lead the only 
church he ever pastored.

Allison was sent to pastor 
the Wellsville Church in 
1936 by District Superinten­
dent O. L. Benedum. The 
91-year-old preacher is 
believed to hold the record 
for the longest Nazarene pas­
torate and may be the oldest 
active pastor in the church.

In the past 51 years, he has 
performed 1,084 marriages, 
1,191 funerals, and 341 bap­
tisms, in addition to present­
ing thousands of semtons and 
making innumerable visits to 
homes and hospital rooms.

Allison is quick to add that 
he has never received even 
one negative vote on a recall 
from his congregation.

"When the district superin­
tendent sent me to Wellsville. 
I just figured I wasn't to ever 
leave,” Allison said. He 
retired in 1979 but was asked 
to continue in the capacity of 
supply pastor. “I tried to

bell, Ky., to Saudi Arabia. As he 
joined with others to help prepare 
the soldiers of his division for the 
trip overseas, he found him self 
face to face with young people 
who were under the conviction of 
God’s Spirit.

“My station was the last one 
prior to processing out,” he ex­
plains. “ I p assed  o u t B ib les, 
crosses, tracts, and  various re­
ligious articles. W hen a soldier 
approached my table I asked my 
standard question, ‘W hat is your 
religious preference?’ My in ten­
tion was to find out if the soldier 
was Catholic, Protestant, or Jew­
ish, so I could supply them  with 
appropriate worship materials.

“I had given out several hun­
dred Bibles, w hen I ro u tin e ly  
asked my question. A pparently

puzzled, the soldier looked at me 
and said, ‘Do you mean am I a 
C hristian or not?’ 1 said, ‘Well, 
that’s not what I’m really asking, 
but . .  . sure . . .  are you a Chris­
tian?’ His face changed expres­
sions, and I could see tears well­
ing up in his eyes. He shook his 
head, indicating no, and walked 
off. I tried  to  w atch where he 
went, but several people were still 
at my table. About five minutes 
la ter th is soldier re tu rned  and 
stood  a t my desk. Tears were 
flowing from his face as he asked 
m e, ‘H ow  d o  y ou  b e c o m e  a 
C hristian?’ I stood at my table 
and guided the soldier to the cor­
ner of the gym and presented the 
message o f salvation. I led him in 
a prayer o f confession and for­
giveness, and he asked the Lord 
to  c o m e  in to  h is  h e a r t .  We 
hugged each other and shared a 
few tears together. The hundreds 
o f people in the gym didn’t really

understand what was going on.
“A few days la te r I saw the 

young corporal in Saudi Arabia. 
W ith a broad grin, he told me 
that he had never felt so good in 
his entire life. In fact, others in 
the corporal’s work section were 
amazed at his steadfast happiness 
in the midst o f some miserable 
circumstances. His happiness and 
smile became almost legendary in 
the unit. His appetite for the spir­
itual things was insatiable!

“ W hile in Saudi, this young 
man led three soldiers out of his 
section to the Lord. They saw 
something in him that they knew 
they needed in their lives.

“We serve a great God who can 
bring about great changes in lives. 
Some may call what happened to 
the corporal ‘foxhole religion,’ but 
I should add that this young man 
is now studying for the ministry. 
Look out, world, he has a hap­
piness that is contagious.” ^

SOVIET BIBLE SOCIETY DISTRIBUTES 
TESTAMENTS DURING COUP ATTEMPT
Bible Society personnel in 
M oscow  d is trib u ted  m ore 
than 6,000 New Testaments 
to Soviet soldiers during the 
recent coup attempt. Bible 
Society staff and volunteers 
m oved am ong troops s ta ­
tioned around Red Square 
and the Russian Parliament 
Building offering Scriptures 
and urging the soldiers not to 
attack coup resisters.

“ In the midst of a highly 
charged  and tense  a tm o ­
sp h ere , the d is tr ib u to rs  
moved from soldier to so l­
dier and tank to tank,” said

ELCA DELEGATES 
REJECT PRO-LIFE 
STATEMENT
Representatives of the coun­
try 's  largest Lutheran body 
rejected a pro-life resolution 
during deliberations at their 
recent national convention. 
Delegates to the Evangelical 
Lutheran Church in America 
(ELCA) convention refused 
to declare that life begins at 
conception, and refused to 
condemn all abortions except 
those  needed  to save the 
mother’s life.

Instead, delegates of the 
5.2 million-member denomi­
nation approved a resolution 
which called abortion “an 
option o f last reso rt,” and 
explicitly condoned abortion 
in cases of rape, incest, risk 
to the life of the mother, and 
fetal deformity.

Anatoly Rudenko, director of 
the Bible Society in the Sovi­
et Union.

H is smile bright as 
the crisp October 
morning, the slim 
young man hand­
ed me an enroll­

m en t slip for E nglish  IV as I 
stood in the doorway to my class­
room.

“I’m glad you’ll be joining us, 
Pat.” I greeted him after glancing 
quickly at the name on his card.

“This will certainly be different 
for me,” he responded. “ I quit 
school two years ago, but I’ve de­
cided to finish so I can go to col­
lege next fall.”

Though he was a newcomer, 
the boy seemed relaxed. During 
the hour, he eagerly added in ­
sightful com m ents to  ou r d is­
cussion of Shakespeare’s sonnets.

After class, Pat stopped at my 
desk, sm iling broadly, his blue 
eyes alert beneath a fringe of sun- 
s treaked  hair. “ Being back in 
school is OK,” he assured me. 
“I’ll see you tomorrow.”

But he d id n ’t. H is desk re ­
mained empty during that first- 
hour class, and no one I ques­
tioned knew anything about Pat. 
Three weeks passed, and I felt 
certain that his graduation dream 
had died.

Then came what seemed like a 
chance m eeting w ith a form er 
student. Steve began telling me 
that he was now writing some po­
etry and had shared some of his

attempts with a new friend from 
California.

“Oh! Who is your friend?” I al­
most dem anded to know.

“ Pat R eynolds. But I d o n ’t 
think you’d know him,” Steve an­
swered.

I explained to Steve why I did, 
indeed, know his friend. “And I 
was disappointed that Pat didn’t 
come back to school. He seemed 
genuinely interested.”

Steve’s laugh was harsh. “No 
choice available. He’s in jail.”

Steve spilled  forth  m uch  o f 
P at’s painful story, concluding  
w ith his conv iction  on a drug 
charge. He assured me that Pat 
was absolutely alone. He had no 
family in town and was not per­
m itted to have visitors. Only a 
few days earlier, Pat’s girlfriend in 
a nearby city had been killed in a 
car wreck, but Pat wasn’t perm it­
ted to attend the funeral.

For 24 hours I fretted, im ag­
ining the misery and loneliness of 
the young man so much like my 
own sons that I yearned to com ­
fort him, to help him if possible, 
at least to  let him  know  th a t 
someone cared.

Surely, it was impossible for me 
to visit the county jail. It stood 
f irm ly  fo rb id d in g  as I d rove 
slowly past the stucco building, 
its iron bars shadowing whatever 
was b eh in d  them . Yet, I kep t 
thinking that if one o f my sons

were locked up far from home, 
I’d be desperate for someone to 
help him.

T hat philosophy is beautiful, 
one side of me argued, but sup­
pose th a t young  m an doesn’t 
want a middle-aged woman nos­
ing around in his life.

The afternoon after my discov­
ery I finally confided in a dear 
friend who is also my prayer part­
ner. Then Sharon and I did what 
I should have done the day be­
fore: We gave the situation  to 
God.

“Lord,” I prayed, “if it’s right 
for me to visit Pat, please prepare 
the  w ay— even if  I am fright­
ened.”

With the mission thus commit­
ted to God, Sharon and I both 
knew that I should go to the jail. 
“ R e m e m b e r  th a t  J e su s  was 
moved by compassion, and God 
supported  His action ,” she re­
minded me.

Uneasy but determined, I gath­
ered my books and Bible for the 
venture. I knew Pat enjoyed good 
literature; I knew he needed the 
Bible.

Holding out a caramel apple, 
S haron  said, “ A ny boy who’s 
s p e n d in g  H a llo w e e n  in jail 
should like one of these. I’ve just 
made a batch for my girls.”

I stood self-consciously before 
th e  heavy locked  doo r of the 
W ashita county jail. A 40-year-
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Isn’t it upside down and backward for the 
teacher to bring an apple to the student—a 
dropout at that?

I  was praying silently, “Lord, what do I  say to him?”
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o ld  w o m a n  w i th  o n e  a rm  
wrapped around a stack of books 
and the other hand clutching the 
stick of a still-warm caramel ap­
ple.

“Oh, Lord,” I pleaded softly, 
“please don’t let me inside this 
place unless it’s where You want

_  99me.
Im m ediately the door swung 

open and  a w h ite-ha ired  m an 
snapped an answer to my ques­
tion. “Sorry, lady, the boy doesn’t 
get any company.”

I was thinking, “Thanks for the 
reprieve, Lord. I was really afraid 
to go in and make a fool of my­
se lf’ But at the same time I heard 
my voice announcing  em p h at­
ically, “But I’m Pat’s teacher!”

The jailer pondered for a m o­
ment. Then his face softened as 
he spoke. “ W ell— his teacher. 
Lady, maybe you can help him. 
He sure needs help.”

N early bare cells lined both  
sides o f the hallway. A young 
m an peered curiously through 
the bars, straining to see who the 
u n e x p e c te d  v is ito r  co u ld  be. 
Then came that warm, surprised 
smile. “I couldn’t imagine who he 
m e a n t— th a t m y te a c h e r  was 
here!”

The m om ent was not so awk­
ward as I had imagined it would 
be, even in the  bleak hallw ay 
lighted by a single glaring bulb.

“I guess it is Halloween,” Pat 
said as he took the caramel apple.

Now I was pray ing  silently, 
“Lord, what do I say to him?” 

P a t ’s sm ile  w as g o n e . H e 
seemed to realize my discomfort 
at being in this unfamiliar place. 
Then he spoke softly.

“T hank  you. T hank  you for 
coming. Did you know you’re an 
answer to prayer? I began praying 
yesterday that God would send 
someone to help me.”

That meeting with Steve. That 
m ention o f his poetry, then  o f 
Pat. It was no accident. God had 
been in the process of meeting 
P a t’s need. T h is m o m en t was 
made possible by Pat’s coming to 
my classroom for just one hour. 
Obviously, God wanted me here

for a purpose.
Pat eagerly took the Bible, the 

books, the writing pad and pen I 
had brought, laying them on the 
bunk beside his guitar.

Now welcomed by the jailer, I 
visited Pat frequently. He related 
a fa m ilia r  s to ry  o f  a b ro k e n  
home, rebellion, leaving school, 
getting into drugs, then running 
away. At last, a series of terrifying 
experiences on the West Coast 
brought him back to Oklahoma, 
though not to his hometown.

As a child, Pat had attended 
Sunday School. Now he wanted 
to move into the security of a lov­
ing relationship with God.

Given remarkable freedom, we 
sat in the kitchen of the jail early 
one evening, the Bible open on 
the red and white checked table­
cloth.

“I’m ready for you to pray with 
me,” Pat said. “It’s time for me to 
begin living right. But I can hon­
estly praise God for these weeks 
in jail. I’ve had time for my head 
to clear, and I know what I want.”

Five days after Pat’s prayer for 
Jesus to take over his life, he was 
released from jail. Pat’s dad had 
appeared to claim his son, and a 
b roken  fam ily was w orking to 
heal itself.

W hen  I v is ite d  P a t in th e  
spring, he was living with his par­
ents, working steadily, and plan­
ning to attend college on a reha­
bilitation program.

My part in Pat’s life is finished. 
But the experience has taught me 
to be alert to God’s leading, ready 
to respond to the direction of the 
Spirit. And I continue to pray for 
Pat, th a t he will com plete  the 
journey he has begun.
Only Pat 's name has been changed.
