Foreign Languages

think and live differently than we do. With a shrinking world and a
massive concern for ethnic heritages, our students can learn how to
live and communicate to and with these people of another culture.

HENRY ENGBRECHT
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English and Speech

The department of English has focused this year on the possibilities
and opportunities in directing English composition at Olivet. We
have tried to keep abreast of the new approaches and theories
while retaining balance and continuity in our own program. Thus,
operating largely from a traditional base, we have experimented
with personal writing, films, language approaches, and other inno-
vations. Our students have gained important skills in these personal
writing programs — a zest for writing and a freedom of expression
not often stimulated in a traditional expository course.

Realizing that our students need to integrate the workable aspects
of the “new rhetoric” with the best of the traditional, we launched
a rhetorical approach that starts from the writer-oriented personal
journal and autobiographical narrative and proceeded to audi-
ence-oriented exposition and argument. Committed to a philoso-
phy that no language usage is “wrong” in itself, but undesirable
only when inappropriate, we emphasized the function of language
usage in relation to the writing purpose rather than to some
abstract standard of “ correctness.”

Although there are only two faculty persons in the Department of
Speech at Olivet, that department is one of the most active on cam-
pus. Prof. Debbie Salter, who, along with her teaching assign-
ments, directs the dramatic productions on campus, and has been
responsible for the presentation of six plays this year. Mac
McCombs, who is retiring this year, is the chairman of the depart-
ment, and, along with his teaching duties, coaches the Varsity
Debate team. The Speech Department serves the church and the
community in many ways: seminars, speakers, judging, and speech
and drama presentations.

Enthusiasm of the O.N.C. football team
and fans was a great boost to victories in
this first experimental season. At every
home game the stands were full, and on
the road the Tiger supporters usually had
mare fans than their opponent.

Olivet opened the season with an impres-
sive showing against Maranatha College
af Waterton, Wis. The Tigers led mast af
the game, but had to settle for a tie when
their opponent scored twice in the last few
minutes of the contest.

The team gained a total of 1,039 yards
rushing and 615 in the air. The first touch-
down was scored by Tim Stamper with a
pass from quarterback Steve Auch. Danny
Eckert, a two-way standout starter, com-
pleted the longest touchdown run, a forty
yarder, and Dan Frary caught the longest
touchdown pass, a 29 yarder, from
reserve quarterback Ed Richardson.

The Tigers finished the season with an
impressive 4-2-1 record, the losses earning

at the hands of two experienced teams,
Eastern lllinois University and Rose Hul-
man af Terre Haute, Ind.

The gridders ended their seven-game sea-
son in full stride with a resounding victory
over Millikin University, 19-8.

Olivet's long distance runners compiled an excellent 9-5 record
this year under new Coach Ray Morrison. The Tigers finished
third in the NIIC and was led by seniors Dave Leatherman and
Kent Lamb who finished third and fifth respectively in that race.

Under the direction of new head coach, Frank Wilson, the Tiger
basketball team completed a very successful season. They finished
second in the NCCAA Tournament in Chattanooga, Tenntessee,
with Junior Gerald Steagall, making the all tournament team. In
capturing the conference championship, the Tigers finished 11-1,
losing to a fine Rockford College team. Forwards Dave Brotheridge
and Gerald Steagall were selected for the all conference team.

Being a year of transition, the Cagers found it rough earlier in the
season. At one point their record stood 5-8, but in making a few
adjustments, they finished the season 22-1 1, winning 17 of the last
20 games. Defense was a big factor in many of the games. Olivet
allowed their opponents only 68.2 points per game. The Cagers
came through with consistent scoring from all positions.

Gerald Steagall and Dave Brotheridge led the team in scoring with
13.0 points per game. They were followed by Steve Harris (12.5),
Sam Harris (10.0), and Dave Plunkett (8.0), who alone added
greatly to the team. Reserve centers Odell Berry (4.2) and Denny
Followell (6.0) gave plenty of strength underneath. Freshman
guards Don Barr (7.4) and Al Jackson helped out in many crucial
situations. Dave Brotheridge led the team in rebounds with 8.5 per
game. As a team, the Tigers hit 75 percent of their free throws, and
at one time were ranked third in the NAIA. The Tigers will be losing
Dave Plunkett and Odell Berry. Both contributed greatly to the suc-
cess of the team.
