College Church is a "positive, redemptive
church with a tremendous responsibility to be
an equipping, inspiring model for the students,”
stated the newly established pastor of College
Church, Rev. Melvin McCullough. Graduates of
Bethany Nazarene College, Rev. and Mrs.
McCullough began their ministry here just
before the spring semester of 1981. Their spirit
and responsible attitudes are evident as they
strive to attain the main mission of the church
— "to shepherd the people and do it regardless
of whether they be a college member or a part
of the community; to pastor to everyone.”

From 1961-64 he was at Nazarene Theological
Seminary and a representative for the Nazarene
Publishing House.

1966-71 he pastored churches in
Shawnee, Kansas, and First Church of the
Nazarene in Seattle, Washington. In 1973 he was
elected Executive Director of the Department
of Youth Ministries for the Church of the
Nazarene and served as coordinator of the total
youth program (Sunday School, Bible quizzing,
youth camps, and outreach ministries).

Joy at the restoration of pride to a nation that had been humbled for too long
was but one ofthe many reactions of Americans to Iran’s final release of the
52 U.S. hostages.Joy rang from church belfries, rippled from flag staffs, and
wrapped America in a million miles of yellow ribbon. Faces once filled with
scorn and lost hope changed to laughing, celebrating faces, trailed with
joyful tears, when PresidentJimmy Carter briefly closed his red-rimmed eyes
and offered a prayer of thanksgiving for the hostages’safe homecoming.

All over America the main streets and high school gymnasiums of otherwise
unknown small towns became landmarks of national attention when their ex-
hostage heroes returned home. Such was Homer, Illinois, hometown of 23-
year-old Marine sergeant, former hostage Paul Lewis. At noon church bells
sounded and the Homer School Band "The Panthers” marched. The Lewis
family, riding the "Fun Wagon,” a 1939 fire truck used for special occasions,
was escorted down Main Street by a Marine honor guard, celebrating "Paul

citizens nationwide.

Although American and Algerian diplomats worked to resolve the crisis, we
must recognize the thousands who prayed tirelessly for the captives. Faithful
Americans throughout the 444 days of captivity prayed earnestly, believing
that God would return their people, just as the Israelites trusted God for their
freedom after years of bondage in slavery, and God answered.

On Thursday,January 29, 1981, a day of thanksgiving in the former hostages’
honor, President Reagan reminded us, as his wife Nancy wept openly, that
"Greater glory has no man than he (who) lays down his life for another.” In
this light, we must remember all who have served patriotically with their lives:
from Stephen the first martyr to the Vietnam soldiers. These people, like the
hostages, have fought in order to restore the hope for which we all live.

Encompassing techniques as
various as how to give a bed bath
to the care of a terminally ill
child, the Nursing Division
prepared young women and men
for a future of community health
and nursing. Each professor has
earned a Bachelor of Science
degree in Nursing, and the
majority of them have also
received a Master’s degree in
Nursing.

In the division, students took five
major classes, each one dealing
with a separate aspect of health
care for the patient. The nursing
students were required to achieve
a certain academic level in their
introductory courses. Upon ac-

ceptance into the nursing pro-
gram, they took the core of
courses in Basic Concepts. This
class developed basic skills need-
ed in the other classes such as the
proper way to make a bed or give
an injection. During the Junior
year, the two major classes were
Nursing of Adults (Medical
Surgical Nursing) and Maternal
Child Nursing (Pediatrics and
Obstetrics). Each of these ten-
hour courses involved the stu-
dent nurses following the
prescribed care plans in the
hospital setting. In the final year
of study, the fields of topic
covered Mental Health Nursing,
which dealt with the aspects of
