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Olivetians produce fusion: New paths, warm reactions

Energy
This year scientists found 

novel ways to  produce en­
ergy. Chemists cla im ed to 
h a v e  d e m o n s t r a te d  
"c o ld "  nuclear fusion on 
the laboratory tab le  top. 
The controversy still rages, 
while scientists continue to 
expe rim en t the ir con tro l 
o v e r th e  sam e e n e rg y  
which drives the sun and 
hydrogen bombs.

N u c le a r fusion occu rs  
when tw o nuclei from hy­
drogen  atom s m erge to  
form a heavier atom . Since 
n u c le i  a re  p o s i t iv e ly  
charged they repel each 
other. Extremely high tem ­
pera tu res and  pressures 
overcom e this natural re­
sistance, and the  nuclei 
co llide , releasing rad ian t 
bursts of energy.
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Elements
When freshmen first arrive on cam pus they are ex­

p e c te d  to  a d a p t to  co llege  life. Forces within and 
w ithout drive them  to  a type  of fusion. They fuse into 
the new lifestyle by com bining necessary elements 
from each  part of their being. As they progress through 
co llege, students find the right com binations, draw ing 
from their spiritual, mental, social, physical, and in­
dividual resources .

actions are slow and deliber­
a te . Sometimes they are 
spontaneous and send ripples 
of energy through the entire 
campus.

Yearbook For Gordon Wickersham

The Aurora  staff chose to  d e d ica te  this year's book to  
Rev. Gordon Wickersham for his years o f service in pub­
licity and recruitm ent a t Olivet. In add ition  to  his many 
other duties, Wickersham has advised yearbook staffs 
several years since 1967.

When Dr. Leslie Parrott becam e president o f O livet in 
1975, the Publicity D epartm ent was added. Dr. Parrott 
asked Wickersham to  be Publicity Director due to  his 
excellent work as Director o f Student Recruitment.

Besides advising yearbook staffs, Wickersham is re­
sponsible for the production o f The O livetian  , the school 
cata log, the directory, the app lica tion  and admission 
forms, the stationery and envelopes, and the flyers con ­
cerning departm ent and sports brochures. Wickersham 
also directs the publication o f programs for various con ­
vocations and com m encem ent exercises.

Since 1975, Wickersham has worked to  upgrade the 
publicity o ffice  with new com puter systems, printers, and 
darkroom facilities. "I w ant to  stay on the cu tting  edge

on how to  do a job  b e tte r," said Wickersham.
Born and raised in Binghamton, New York, Wickersham 

g radua ted  from O livet and Boston University, then a t­
tended  Nazarene Theological Seminary, where he m et 
his w ife, Marva. The Wickershams took their first church 
assignments in Aransas Pass and Harlingen, Texas. For the 
next e ight years they pastored churches in Texas, In­
d iana, and Illinois.

In 1960 Wickersham becam e the Alumni and News 
Director for Southern Nazarene University, then m oved to  
O livet in 1972 to  work in student recruitment.

In the fall o f 1975, Wickersham becam e Director of 
Publicity. "N o m atter how close we are to  deadline, he 
stays com posed ," said Shelly Comstock, Aurora  editor.

Wickersham was most proud o f his work on The Olive­
tian, saying, "I feel putting  toge the r news like The Olive­
tian  is as sacred a responsibility as preparing and preach­
ing sermons. It's an im age o f w hat I believe God is doing 
on this cam pus."

"Fusion" is an a tom ic age, hi-tech word associated 
with nuclear power. Fusion has the potentia l for incred­
ible new energy which will someday light our cities and 
warm our homes. Our Aurora Editor, Shelly Comstock, is 
right: This kind of positive fusion is what goes on a t Olivet.

For instance: "Fusion is a melting toge the r." This is what 
happens on campus each new year. Each year, every 
student moves ahead. No one is what we were. In co l­
lege, no one can stand still. Besides classroom differ­
ences, there are cultural differences, and differences in 
the mind sets. But elements in these differences are 
m elted toge ther in com m only shared goals of learning, 
Christian values, and the accu ltu ra tion  process. In Olivet 
everyone is in the melting pot.

Another fac to r in fusion, accord ing  to  Webster, is "th e  
union of d ifferent things." The idea of fusion is a great 
symbol for ce lebra ting  50 years on this campus. In 1940, 
Nazarenes and Catholics in this village mixed like w ater 
and oil. In the next stage we a cce p te d  each other with 
suspicion. Then cam e greatly reduced tensions and final­
ly the "Service of Reconciliation." The union of d iffer­
ences in this com m unity is a lesson in fusion.

Also, fusion means "b lend ing ." We are not alike on this 
campus, nor should we be. We are denom inational in our 
com m itm ent but ecum enical in our spirit. The academ ic  
garden tha t grows is nurtured by watering, pruning, and 
cu ltivation which recognizes the e lem ental differences in 
individual plants. Our goal is not to  reduce the garden to 
identica l plants, but to  help each person be themselves 
within the constraints of what the garden can assimilate.

Field trips also o ffe red  
students the training and 
field experience necessary 
for the com peten t geo lo ­
gist.

Lopez said, ''Field trips ar 
a g rea t way to  learn aboi 
geo logy and they help m 
notice features I've nev< 
seen before ."

The most im portant vc 
iable in the Geology Dt 
pa rtm en t, how ever, wc 
the  instructors.

Astronomy
This past summer some 

very im portant events took 
p lace  in the skies above. 
On August 16th, a to ta l lu­
nar eclispe occurred. Also 
in August a small space­
c ra ft  nam ed  V o ya g e r II 
flew by Neptune. W hat is 
so im p o rta n t a b o u t this 
"fly -by" is tha t we learned 
more about Neptune and 
its moons in tha t short, one 
month fly-by than we have 
ever known before.

In 1977, when Voyager II 
was launched from Earth, 
most of us were in e lem en­
tary g rade school. In 1979, 
it passed by Jupiter. Saturn 
was the next destination. 
Voyager arrived a t Saturn 
in 1981, about the tim e we

were in junior high school. 
Voyager's third encounter 
was with Uranus in 1986, 
and we were walking the 
halls of our high school.

As Voyager II m ade its 
journey through our solar 
system, com puter technol­
o g y  on Earth im p roved . 
Controllers were able to  re­
program  the  sp ace cra ft, 
improving its ability in infor­
mation storage and trans­
mission. Finally, this past 
August, Voyager II encoun­
tered the aqua-blue world 
of Neptune.

Strickler Planetarium re­
ce ived  a 15 m inute pro­
gram on Voyager M's en­
counter with Neptune. The 
brief program  consisted of

beautifu l photographs of 
Neptune and debuted  on 
campus in la te October.

The s tuden t ope ra to rs  
w e re  P am ala  H am m an, 
Cheryl Harris, and  Brock 
Schroeder. All three were 
exc ited  about presenting1 
the program with the latest 
information on Neptune in 
Kankakee area,

In world affairs, there was 

never a dull moment. So­
viets continued  to  break 
stereotypes by becom ing 
m ore e d u c a te d  and  in­
formed. As G orbachev im- 
p l i m e n t e d  his s o c i o ­
econom ic program of per­
estroika, Soviets m atured 
politically and on March 26 
e l e c t e d  a n e w  2 ,250-  
m e m b e r  c o n g r e s s .  A l­
tho u gh  G o rb a c h e v  had 
begun positive communist 
reform, the deca d e  ended 
with race and minority riots 
throughout the Soviet Un­
ion.

One of the first countries 
to  test Soviet reform was 
Poland. In August the Sol­
idarity M ovem ent form ed 
its own political party and 
won the majority of seats in 
Poland's new Senate.

C h inese s tudents  also

fought status quo by hold­
in g  d e m o n s t r a t i o n s  in 
Tiananmen Square, Beijing 
last spring. The dem onstra­
tors w anted dem ocracy so 
badly they starved for it. 
Soon a fte r  th e  students 
e rec ted  a Chinese version 
of the Statue of Liberty, la­
beled the "Goddess of De­
m o c r a c y , "  C o m m u n i s t  
leader Deng Xiaoping or­
dered 1000 demonstrators 
killed. The m ilitary stifled 
the resistance.

While G orbachev intro­
duced Soviet reform, Hun­
gary took a d va n ta g e  of 
the  governm enta l con fu ­
sion to  loosen the grip of 
com m unism . Revisionists 
scheduled free elections of 
opposition political parties 
and to re  dow n the  wire 
fence  bordering Austria.

flooding into Hungary. The 
surge tow ard  freedom  was 
so g re a t th a t when East 
Berlin 's g o v e rn m e n t a t ­
tem pted  to  halt all travel, 
peo p le  beg a n  m arch ing 
and dem onstrating until on 
November 9 the Berlin wall 
cam e tum bling down.

Inspired by the Chinese, 
students in Czechoslovakia 
took up the fight, followed 
by their neighbors in Bulgar­
ia. Finally, the Romanians 
p icked up the torch. Late 
December, Romanian rev­
o lu tionaries assassinated 
the ruthless d ic ta to r Nico- 
lae Ceausescu.

These events have left 
p o l i t i c a l  a n d  h i s tor i ca l  
scholars breathless. But not 
e ven  t he y  c a n  p r e d i c t  
w hat will happen in the 90s.
